Weed district
doesn’t think
flower pretty

That pretty purple flower in the
roadside ditch or growing along the
fence line may very well be breaking
the law if the property owners fail to
control what is commonly known as
a noxious weed — the musk thistle.

Members of the Deaf Smith
County Noxious Weed District Board
are encouraging landowners in the
county and within citv limits to con
trol this weed prior to release of
seed.

“If this weed is not controlled, it
will eventually stop us from growing
wheat for seed in this county,” board
secretary Dale Kleuskens said.

Kleuskens said crops grown for
the certified seed can have no nox-
jous weed seeds and that fields are
inspected prior
to harvesting.

“It's very
hard to control
once it gets es-
tablished,”
Kleuskens said,
“and it is ex-
pensive if it
isn't taken care
of before a
good stand is
started.”

“We're doing
everything we
can to get con-
trol of the situ
ation. The
county is doing

B Hospital board to

ask state lawmakers |

to change statute

If the Texas Legislature agrees to
amend the enabling act that estab-
lished the Deaf Smith County Hos-
pital District, directors will serve
three-year rather than two-year
terms.

The board voted Tuesday night to
authorize the board's attorney and
hospital administrator James Taylor
to initiate the process, which would
also change the way future boards
would be elected.

Taylor said he will meet with
board attorney Alan Rhodes to be-
gin drafting the proposal. Taylor said
meetingu also will be set up with
state Sen. Teel Bivins and state
Rep. John Smithee, whose districts
include Deaf Smith County, to get
the amendment filed in the next
session of the Texas Legislature,
which will convene in January 2001,

Although the change could be
blocked in either house, Taylor said
it is unlikely other lawmakers would
do so

If the change is approved by the
Legislature, the directors would
serve staggered, three-year terms,
Over a three-year cycle, two direc-
tors’ terms would expire the first
year; two in the second year; three

in the third year.

Proponents of the longer terms
contend it would reduce the possibil-
ity of a majority of the board chang-
ing in any one election, as is now
the case when four of the seven
positions expire in the same year.
The longer terms also would allow
directors to become more familiar
with the complexities of hospital op-
erations,

The motion to seek the change in
the enabling legislation was sup-

Drought
to linger

DALLAS (AP) — Storms predicted
to sweep across the northern por-
tions of the state this weekend will
give the ground a good soaking, but
sweltering temperatures and sunny
skies will keep Texas in a drought
this summer, weather experts said
Tuesday.

“We do not anticipate a great
deal of change from the rainfall. It
took a long time for this drought to
get here and a long time to break,”
said Jerry Nunn, a hydrologist for
the National Weather Service in Fort
Worth. “We probably need 10 to 12
inches of rain over the next couple
of weeks to make any inroads.”

A storm system over Colorado
should sweep southeast and settle
over the Red River this weekend,
giving portions of North Texas
chances of showers and thunder-
storms that could dump from 1 to 2
inches of rain, said forecaster Skip
Ely.

A dry high pressure system will
follow, bringing clear sunny skies
and high heat that will burn off
moisture.

A national report released Tues-
day by the National Weather Ser-
vice shows Texas — like many other
Midwestern and Southern states —
will see drought conditions worsen
this summer. The Texas Natural Re-
source Conservation Commission
said most of the state is parched
except for portions of the Panhandle.

According to the Texas Water De-
velopment Board, as of the end of
April reservoirs statewide have 25.5
million acre feet of water, about 74
percent capacity.

Water sources for the Low Rolling
Plains were at 38 percent of capac-
ity, while Trans Pecos sources were
at 26 percent, the Water Develop-
ment Board said.

San Angelo's water sources —
Twin Buttes and O.C. Fisher lakes
— are at 3 and 11 percent respec-
tively. And the Farc:m Reservoir
which supplies the Rio Grande Val-
ley is at 12 percent.

“We are rapidly running out of
time to fill reserviors in North Texas
and recharge aquifers in South and
West Texas,” Ely said.

According to district extension
agents, soil moisture in the Pan-
handle is very short to short. Al-
though corn is 90 percent planted
and 7()(;)er(‘ent emerged, some stands

Texas cars meet higher standards

HOUSTON (AP) — Texas environmental commissioners are
scheduled to decide whether new cars and trucks sold in the
state should meet a new California standard starting in 2003,

Environmentalists are urging that such cars will be sold in
Texas

Whether the higher standards are approved, cars and trucks
that Texans buy in coming years will spew less pollution than
today's models — but will likely cost more.

Federal and California officials have estimated comparable
price increases for vehicles meeting their respective standards

J.C. Huizenga's company uses
billboards, direct mail and vid-
eos to attract business.

National Heritage is part of
a trend across the country
that has become especially vis-
ible in Michigan: “education
management organizations”
that run charter schools to
educate students and make a
profit.

Huizenga, who has invested
tens of millions of dollars of
his money in charter schools,
says traditional public schools
have incentives to spend but
little motivation to produce
results.

WASHINGTON (AP) — In a two-pronged
attack on dirty air, the Clinton administra-
tion is proposing rules that would require
almost sulfur-free diesel fuel and dramatic
cuts in pollution from large trucks and
buses, according to administration officials.

The Environmental Protection Agency
planned to announce the proposal, which the
agenc{ estimates would cut tailpipe pollution
from large trucks and buses by 95 percent,
at a news conference today.

EPA Administrator Carol Browner will say
that the clean air benefits, once the new
rules are fully implemented, will be equ'va-
lent to taking 13 million of today's trucks
and buses off the highways.

The proposal, which has been debated at
the White House for months, requires that
refiners cut the amount of sulfur in diesel
fuel by 97 percent over the next seven
years, according to officials and draft docu-
ments.

The cleaner fuel is needed for proper

operation of new pollution control equipment
new trucks will have to have to meet the
tougher emission standards, the EPA has
concluded.

The new regulations, which are expected
to be made final later this year, represent
the most stringent environmental controls
ever imposed on large tractor-trailer W';il.o'
heavy duty trucks and large buses.
large diesel trucks have made air pollution
improvements over the years, they still emit
much more soot and lmog-caulin'g chemicals
than automobiles and account for about a
quarter to half of these emissions from
motor vehicles.

The truck regulations have been the sub-
ject of intense lobbying in recent weeks as a

final proposal was being develo in
tiations between the EPA and the te
House.

The petroleum industry, truck engine
manufacturers and the trucking industry
argued that the rules will be too costly.

Report: Risk from dioxins now thought
to be greater than previously thought

WASHINGTON (AP) — The cancer risks
from exposure to dioxins may be signifi-
cantly greater than previously thought, at
least for a small segment of the population,
according to a draft report by the glnviron-
mental Protection Agency. 4

The report, described by EPA officials
familiar with it, concludes that the cancer
risk from dioxins among individuals who eat
large amounts of fatty meats and dairy
products may as high as 1 in 100, or 10
times as great as previously projected.

The health effects of dioxins, a group of
toxic compounds produced through a number
of chemical processes including combustion,
have been the focus of research for more
than 20 years. Despite the extensive litera-
ture, the health effects remain in some
cases uncertain.

The EPA, which began reviewing the lit-
erature in 1991, is to make public its find-
ings in a report to be released next month.
The draft report has not yet been scientifi-
cally peer reviewed and EPA officials ac-
knowledged in interviews it is likely to
generate sharp debate.

According to agency officials, who dis-
cussed the report on condition of not being

identified by name, said it concludes that at
least one form of dioxin — the most potent
form known as TCDD — should be classified

as a definite human carcinogen. Other di- -

oxin-like compounds were considered by the
EPA reviewers as “likely” carcinogens.

The report also links exposure to dioxin to
a variety of other health problems, including
diabetes, developmental problems and .
larities in the immune system, they said. It
also concludes that children’s in of di-
oxin is greater than those of adults because
the chemical is often found in dairy products
and even breast milk.

EPA officials emphasized, however, that
the draft report's conclusions should not
discourage reople from eating a well bal-
anced diet, including dairy products, certain
meats and vegetables because their benefits
outwe:%h any dangers posed from dioxin.
And officials said the benefits of breast feed-
ing also continue to outweigh the risks from
dioxin.,

Dioxin, a chlorine byproduct, can be dan-
geroua even at very low levels because it is

elieved to be widespread in the food chain
and can accumulate in the body over a
lifetime.
