The state spent nearly $2 billion
over the last decade to ease prison
overcrowding, and according to an
article in the Dallas Morning News,
state Rep. Pat H rty, R-El Paso,
chairman of the House Corrections
Committee, said in May he expects
the issue to be a major item during
the 77" Legislature’s session.

If the Legislature accepts the TDCJ
recommendation and provides funding
for another round of prison construc-
tion, the competition will be fierce
among Texas communities, with more
than a half-dozen Panhandle cities
already considering a bid for one of
the facilities.

In a news report Tuesday, Michael Bourn,
executive director of the Amarillo Economic
Development Corp., said a prison means “new
jobs ... stable jobs, which is something you
don’t get from other businesses. You're bring-
ing in employees who will buy houses and
spend money in your community.”

The payroll of a prison would have a signifi-
cant impact in a community. A typical prison
has about 1,100 employees, with prison guards
earning $11-$13 per hour. The prison also
would spin off other jobs — roughly three
secondary positions for every prison position,
according to economic developers’ calculations.

The Commerce Department reported Wednes-
day that total factory orders grew to a season-
ally adjusted $382,5 billion in August, up from
$375 billion the month before. It marked the
third increase in the last four months.

August’s performance was stronger than
many analysts were expeaing. They had pre-
dicted factory orders would fall by 1.9 percent.

In July, faétory orders fell by a record 8.1
percent, according to revised figures. That was
even weaker than the 7.5 percent plunge the
gove estimated one month ago.

The Reserve has boosted interest
rates six times since June 1999 to slow the
economy and keep a lid on inflation. On
Tuesday, the Fed decided not to raise rates for
a seventh time this year, but it still held open
the door to further rate increases in the
future should inflation flare up.

On Wall Street, the Dow Jones industrial
average was up 93 points in morning trading
despite investor anxiety about corporate prof-
its. But the Nasdaq lost around 15 points.

Orders for transportation equipment, which
posted the biggest increase, grew by 6.6 per-
cent in August, mostly due to stronger de-
mand for airplanes and aircraft parts, the
government said. In July, transportation or-
ders fell by a record 32.6 percent, a sharper
decline than the government previously
thought. y

Excluding the volatile transportation cat-
egory, factory orders rose 1.3 percent in Au-
gust, the fifth increase in the last eight
months. The transportation sector swings
widely from month to month because it in-
cludes costly items such as airplanes, ships
and military equipment including tanks.

Orders for electronic and electrical equip-
ment went up by 2.7 percent in August,
mostly due to higher demand for electronic
components.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING You may request a contested case hearing. A contested case hearing is a lega! proceeding
similar to a civil trial in state district court. Unless a written request for a contested case hearing is filed within 30 days from this notice, the executive director may
approve the application. If no Mearing request is received within this 30-day period, no further opportunity for hearing will be provided. A contested case
hearing will only be granted based on disputed issues of fact that are relevant and material to the Commission's decision on the application. Further, the
Commission will only grant a hearing on those issues raised during the public comment period and not with drawn.

A petson who may be affected by emissions of air contaminants from the facility is entitied to request a hearing. If requesting a contested case hearing,
you must submit the following: (1) your name (or for 2 group of association, an official representative), mailing address, daytime phone number, and fax
number, if any; (2) applicant's name and permit number; (3) the statement "'[//we) request a contested case hearing;' (4) a specific description of how
you would be adversely affected by the application and air emissions from the facility in a way not common to the general public; (5) the location and
distance of your property relative to the facility; and (6) a description of how you use the property which may be impacted by the facility. If the request is
made by a group or an association , the one or more members who have standing to request a hearing, and the interests which the group or association
seeks to protect, must also be identified. You may also submit your propesed adjustments to the which would satisfy your concerns.
Requests for a contested case hearing must be submitted in writing within 30 days following this notice to the Office of the Chief Clerk, at the address

If a hearing request is timely filed, additional notice may be provided. Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the executive director
will forward the application and any requests for contested case haring to the TNROC Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission
meeting. If a hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact relating to relevant and material air quality concemns raised during
the comment period. Issues such as property values, noise, traffic safety, and zoning are outside of the Commission's jurisdiction to address in this proceeding.

Earlier Tuesday, the head of the Federal Communica-
tions Commission criticized Fox and NBC for not airing
the debate live. Broadcasters have an obligation to serve
the public given their free use of the public airwaves,
FCC Chairman William Kennard said.

“This is a fundamental obligation that is not tradable,”
Kennard said. “All the networks should be covering all of
the debates live.”

NBC stations were mixed in what they showed. The
Hotline, an industry newsletter, said 44 NBC aﬁilhm
planned to show baseball and 28 intended to air the
debates. Of the 44 carrying the game, 13 later planned to
show the debate on tape delay.

BOSTON (AP) — Ralph
Nader thought he had at least
a seat in the audience at
Tuesday’s presidential debate
— thanks to a college student
who gave his ticket to 'the
Green Party nominee.

But the Commission on
Presidential Debates, which
kept Nader.#off the stage Tues-
day night because he hadn't
garnered 15 percent in poll-
ing, wouldn't even let him
watch from a side room at the
University of Massachusetts-
Boston campus.

Nader flashed his ticket and
a smile to cheering supporters
as he was whisked by shuttle
bus into the debate site. But
when he got off the bus, a
commission security officer,
flanked by police officers, told
him his ticket wouldn't get
him in.

“I've been instructed by the
commission to advise you that
even though you have a ticket

you are not -an invited guest
in possession of the ticket to
this event,” John Vezeris told
Nader.
