Jobless
rate falls

WASHINGTON (AP) New
claims for unemployment benefits fell
last week for the second week in a
row, leaving claims at a level sug
esting that businesses are scram

ling to find workers

The Labor Department reported
today that 276,000 Americans filed
new claims for jobless benefits for
the week ending May 13, down by
21,000 from the previous week. That
was the lowest level since April 15,
when claims were at 258,000

The decline was sharper than
many analysts were expecting. They
were forecasting that claims would
fall to 295,000

Two weeks ago, new applications
for jobless benefits slipped by 7,000
to 297,000.

The more stable four-week
ing average of claims, which
smoothes out week-to-week volatil
ity, edged up slightly last week to
289,760. That was the highest level
since Jan. 15, when such claims were
at 290,000.

The four-week moving average has
been running below 300,000
late October

Economists consider claims below
300,000 an indication of a tight la
bor market, meaning employers are
having trouble finding qualified work
ers to fill job openings

While that's good for workers,
economists find it worrisome. They
fear that employers will recruit work-
ers with big increases in wages

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Combest backs China trade

Passage of the China trade agree-
ment will pay off handsomely for
Texas agriculture, the chairman of
the U.S. House Agriculture Commit-
tee said today.

US. Rep. Larry Combest, whose
19" District includes Deaf Smith
County, told a group of Panhandle
newspaper editors this morning he
supports free, fair trade with China.

The trade bill would end 20 years
of anunual congressional votes on
China's trade status and grant Beijing
the same permanent low-tariff access
to US. markets that nearly every
other nation in the world already
enjoys.

It would also ease China's entry
into the World Trade Organization,
the Geneva-based organization that
oversees world trade.

However, the measure has drawn
fierce opposition from organized la-

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bor and human rights advocates in
the United States. Organized labor
charges China uses slave labor, while
human rights advocates cite political
and religious oppression and other
abuses by the Chinese government.

Combest said his committee has
been deeply involved in the trade
legislation for several months.

“China wants to enter the World
Trade Organization and to do that,
they've got to make significant
changes in their tariff structure”
Combest said.

After the lengthy negotiations, the
Chinese government agreed to tariff
reductions with the U.S.

“Ironically, if another country
works out an agreement that's bet-
ter” than the one hammered out
between the U.S. and China, the
United States automatically would
receive the lower tariffs, Combest
said.

“If this agreement is rejected (by

Congress), only the United States
would not enjoy the reduced tariffs,”
while the other 130-plus nations that
trade with China would, he said.

“This agreement will mean a ma-
jor increase in exports to China,
especially of agricultural products,”
Combest said. “For the future of
agriculture and American trade, it's
the most significant vote on trade
since I've been here.”

Combest acknowledged there are
significant human rights abuses in
China. However, he said he is con-
vinced that opening trade with
Beijing ultimately will result in im-
provements within the country. He
also said he has received reports
that indicate even Chinese dissidents
support the agreement.

“I believe the more we trade with
China, the more the peoplé are (ex-
posed) to capitalism, the government

House targeting estate tax 0

WASHING 'ON (AP) — Fresh from
a unanimous vote to get rid of a 102
year-old telephone tax, the House
Ways and Means Committee is turn-
ing its attention to Republican legis-
lation to gradually repeal the estate
tax a measure that has substan-
tial Democratic support

The leading version of the estate
tax bill, sponsored by Rep Jennifer
Dunn, R-Wash., has attracted 237 co
sponsors, including 44 Democrats.

“Death by itself should not trigger
a tax,” said Ways and Means Com-
mittee Chairman Bill Archer, R-Texas.

The bill would be patterned after
a provision in last year's $792 billion
tax bill that was vetoed by President
Clinton, Dunn said. To reduce the
cost, estate taxes would be reduced
gradually in the first five years and
then cut more dramatically in later
years. Details were to be announced
today

Democrats, including members of
the Clinton administration, frequently
attack estate tax cuts as primarily

ered in an overall budget blueprint.

House Speaker Dennis Hastert, R-
I11., said the only reason the 102-
year-old tax has survived so long is
that “it is awfully hard to stop Wash-
ington bureaucrats from taking tax
dollars from hardworking taxpayers,”
even as federal budget surpluses con-
tinue to swell.

“We will move forward to repeal
the Spanish-American War tax be-
cause it is plain common sense,”
Hastert said.

Under the bill, the 3 percent tax
would be reduced to 2 percent 30
days after it becomes law. It would
drop to 1 percent on Oct. 1, 2001,
and would be fully repealed on Oct.
1, 2002

The tax has been repealed on two
previous occasions but was brought
back in different forms to pay for
World War I, World War Il and then
increased to help fund the Vietnam
War. It was made permanent in 1990,
with the money going into the gen-
eral treasury.

AUSTIN (AP) — After almost two days of testimony, federal
prosecutors finally turned up the heat on the only person
charged in the disappearance of atheist Madalyn l\gurray
O'Hair and her family.

Federal investigators on Wednesday said Gary Paul Karr, 62,
told them in March 1999 that another suspect, David Roland
Waters, acknowledged he had killed O'Hair and her son and
granddaughter:

Earlier in the day, prosecutors put on the stand Water's ex-
girlfriend, who said she once found bloody shoes in their
apartment and that he had ordered her to rent a storage unit
where he could keep $500,000 worth of gold coins.

Patti Jo Steffens said Waters, O'Hair's former office man-
ager, had sometimes fantasized about torturing the atheist
matriarch before she disappeared in September 1995,

“He would sort of talk about how he would torture her, take
pliers and pull her toes off,” Steffens said.

Resendiz Jury resumes deliberations
HOUSTON (AP) — Jurors in the capital murder trial of

admitted serial killer Angel Maturino Resendiz were told to
resume deliberations today after not being able to reach a
verdict after nearly a full day on Wednesday.

The jury got the case Wednesday morning, but they already

knew Maturino Resendiz committed the crime with which he's
charged — the killing of a Houston-area woman, Faced with a
mountain of physical evidence, the defense asked the jury to
find Maturino Resendiz innocent of capital murder by reason of
insanity

The jury considered the case for nine hours on Wednesday.
With no answer in sight in the early evening, state District
Judge Bill Harmon ordered the jury sequestered at a hotel for
the night and set deliberations to begin again at 9 a.m. today.

The defense forced the panel to consider only the sanity
issue, after conceding the facts of the case by admitting
Maturino Resendiz, 40, killed Dr. Claudia Benton and eight
others during cross-country travels as a freight-train stowaway.

The jurors must decide whether Maturino Resendiz was
sane and aware that he was breaking the law when he broke
into Benton's Houston-area residence, then raped, stabbed and
bludgeoned the physician to death.

If found guilty, Maturino Resendiz would face life in prison
or death by injection,

Investigators tied him to five other killings in Texas, two in
[llinois and one in Kentucky — all of themn near railroad tracks

during a spree spanning 1997 to 1999,

The jury got the case after hearing an hour of closing
Arguments.

Students earn record TAAS scores

AUSTIN (AP) — A record
number of students earned
record scorés on the statewide
assessment exam, the Texas
Education Agency announced
Wednesday.

Of the 1.9 million students
who took the Texas Assess-
ment of Academic Skills exam
in the spring, 80 percent
assed, up from 78 percent
ast year and 53 percent in
1994, the first year the test
was given, said Jim Nelson,
education commissioner.

Students in third through
eighth, and tenth grades took
the exam -— the highest num-
ber of test-takers ever because
of tighter restrictions on stu-
dents who could be exempted
from taking the required test,
including special education stu-
dents and those who speak
limited English, said Jim

Nelson, education commis-
sioner,
“This shows, really, unbe-

lievable progress,” Nelson said.
“The performance is a testa-
ment to the strong instruction

and learning that is going on
in our schools.”

TAAS scores are used to
help rate local school districts
under the state's accountabil-
ity system, Individual district
scores will be released this
summer, Students must pass
an exit exam first given in
tenth grade in order to re-
ceive a diploma,

Nelson said he was particu-
larly impressed with the per-
formance of fifth-grade black
students, whose passing rates
increased on ulr sections of
the test by six points over last
year to 74 percent — the larg-
est gain this year among all
categories,

“One of the things we talk
about a great deal is our abil-
ity in this state and the fact
that we've been able to close
the gap in achievement be-
tween our minority youngsters
and our majority youngsters,
and we've again seen how
we're progressing in that re-
gard,” Nelson luls.

Closing
molecular
highway could
limit metastasis

Researchers working with
mice reported today that the
have identified a way to bloc{
a chemical pathway that tu-
mor cells use to spread to
surrounding tissues and or-
gans,

Researchers said closing the
pathway offers a promising ap-
rronch to managing cancer and
imiting metastasis, or the cir-
culation of cancer cells through
the body.

So far, the pathway has
been manipulated in experi-
ments in mice only. The re-
search was conducted by sci-
entists at Columbia Univer-
sity and published in today's

issue of the journal Nature,

Both benign and malignant
tumors grow in uncontrolled
ways, but malignant cells in-
vade surrounding tissue and
distant organs. f‘r those cells
circulate throughout the body,
they can spawn new and more
vigorous tumors that defy
treatment even after the origi-
nal tumor has been sur, Icafly
removed or killed by radiation
and chemotherapy.

Researchers believe the ma-
lignant cells hijack the body's
own chemical transport sys-
tem,

The scientists found that
the pathway uses two specific

roteins: amphoterin and

GE. RAGE s involved in
many kinds of cell growth,
Amphoterin is found on a type
of fast-growing brain cell
known as a neurite,

A team led by Anne Marie
Schmidt at Columbia im-
planted cancerous tumors in
mice. In experiments, they
blocked the combined activity
of the two proteins with spe-
cific combinations of antibod-

scores dropped overall by 2
percent over last year to 76
ercent.

The program also has
nd raisers during the year
to raise money.

“Some early on have won-
dered why we are doing the
$250 sponsorship J)lus the kids
paying and a fund raiser,” Fos-
ter said. “When this board
took over only one field had
lights for a night game.

Foster said the money

Foster said the city has
also offered to do the ground-
work for the complex, but
the board must find their
own funding for facilities
which would include more
than six fields.

“Since a year ago, we have
applied for funding and grants,”

break ground in 2001, and we
could have our first games
there in 2002.”

Foster said the board also
wants the complex to include
practice fields along with play-
ing fields. He said he wants
the complex to have elements

one would find in a bigger
city.

Tornado causes damage in western

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — A
tornado touched down Wednes-
day in western Nebraska, lev-
eling a farmhouse near North
Platte and damaging five other
homes. Two people received
minor injuries.

As severe weather also
struck Wisconsin, Colorado and
Wyoming, the tornado touched
down for about 20 minutes 13
miles east of North Platte,

Power was knocked out and
a husband and wife were in-
jured when their farmhouse

auickly whipped it into a wild-
re that rolled over the town
of Los Alamos, burning scores
of homes and charring more
than 47,000 acres.

The fire threatened the sto-
ried Los Alamos National Labo-
ratory but spared the main
buildings.

Eugene Brezany, a spokes-
man for the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency,
said ‘a slight boost in back-
ground radiation is expected
during any forest fire. Prelimi-
nary results released Wednes-
day aprear to indicate in-
creases in air samples, he said.

By early today, the fire was
60 percent contained. There
are still 1,200 firefighters ac-
tive around Los Alamos,
ltrengtheninﬁ fire breaks, ex-
