
WASHINGTON (AP) — President 
Clinton released a flood of money to 
farmers Tuesday, signing a $15 bil­
lion package of cash payments and 
insurance subsidies that represents 
the third big bailout of the agricul­
tural economy in as many years.

The leg isla tion  ignored his 
administration’s proposals to over­
haul the market-oriented farm pro­
gram enacted by the Republican-con­
trolled Congress in 1996.

The bill includes $8.2 billion to 
expand and cut the cost of federal 
crop insurance over the next five 
years and $5.5 billion for payments 
to grain and cotton growers this fall. 
An additional $1.6 billion is ear­
marked for other farmers and law­
makers’ special projects.

Agric u ltu re  S ecre tary  Dan
Glickman said the bailout “was a 
clear admission” that the 1996 farm 
law “fails to provide an effective 
safety net for American farmers.”

The money is supposed to com­
pensate growers for depressed com­
modity prices as well as to encour­
age farmers to protect themselves in 
future years by buying higher levels 
of crop insurance.

The federal subsidy for the most 
popular level of insurance will in­
crease to 59 pem-nt, up from 42 
percent, and r >verage will be ex­
panded to crops for which it isn’t 
currently available. The expansion of 
the insurance system should lessen 
the need for Congress to pass emer­
gency assistance in coming years, 
USDA officials said. The changes will 
take effect for crops planted this fall.

“Farmers will have more security 
to plant. And taxpayers will have

In another matter involving the 
structure of the board, the directors 
accepted the resignation of Mark 
Collier from the board.

Interviews will be arranged 
with the most likely candidates, with 
Flood indicating he hopes to appoint

a new director at the July meeting.
The directors also accepted the 

only bid submitted for employee 
health insurance. At the June meet­
ing, the board named B.J. Gililland 
of Gililland Insurance Associates to 
assist with the insurance bidding.

The only bid submitted was from 
the existing carrier, Icon Benefit Ad­
ministrators (formerly Ted Park & 
Associates).

Under the current plan, the total 
maximum cost for Hereford Regional 
Medical Center is $799,875 per year. 
That would increase by 1.47 percent 
to $811,617 annually.

The hospital district pays the in­
surance premium for employees, who 
then pay for their dependents’ cover­
age. The dependent coverage rose by 
about 9 percent to about $412 per

President

F T C  opening formal probe 
into surging price of gas

WASHINGTON (AP) — A preliminary Federal 
Trade Commission inquiry found nothing to explain 
why drivers in Chicago and Milwaukee are paying 
as much as 65 cents more for a gallon of gas than 
other parts of the country, prompting the agency to 
open a formal investigation that will involve sub­
poenaing oil companies.

FTC Chairman Robert Pitofsky told some mem 
bers of the Illinois congressional delegation Tues­
day that the sudden price spikes are “sufficiently 
questionable” to warrant formal investigation into 
possible price gouging and collusion.

The agency will begin issuing subpoenas by the 
end of the week, according to the lawmakers who 
attended the meeting.

An interim report is expected within 30-45 days, 
said Sen. Dick Durbin, D-111.

Meanwhile, ministers from the Organization of 
the Petroleum Exporting Nations were meeting 
Wednesday in Vienna, Austria, and it was widely 
believed that some increases in cnide oil produc­
tion would be approved. The Clinton administra­
tion has been quietly trying to move OPEC in that 
direction.

But analysts were anticipating only modest 
increase fhat likely would do little to drive down 
gasoline piu that have reached as high as $2.33 
a gallon for *,t*gul u (Trade in Chicago.

■ School trustees 
begin tedious effort 
of drafting a budget

Preliminary budget work began 
Tuesday night as the Hereford Inde­
pendent School District trustees be­
gan the time-consuming process of 
organizing income and expenses for 
the district.

HISD business manager Randy 
McDowell presented “a very prelimi­
nary rough drafi" of possible figures 
which will be used to calculate the 
district’s income.

“We will be much farther along 
by the July board meeting," Super­
intendent Elizabeth Abernethy said.

Working around the preliminary 
budget numbers, board members ad­
dressed a number bid proposals 
which will in some way affect the 
2000-2001 budget.

Of primary importance to school 
district personnel was the change in 
insurance policies.

The board elected to devise a 
two-part insurance program to meet 
both the needs of personnel who 
want more benefits and who can 
afford to pay for them while still 
providing adequate coverage for the 
personnel who cannot afford the 
higher-priced policies.

Trustees also received a list of 
bid proposals, many of which had 
been cut from last year’s budget.

“Our administrators have done an 
excellent job of keeping costs 
down,"Abernethy said.

Leading the list of bid proposals 
was the necessary work on the high 
school roof. The district received 
three bids on the job, but low bidder 
— C&M Roofing out of Hereford 
failed to provide required bond infor­
mation. The roofing job was awarded 
to a Littlefield company, Fortenberry 
Roofing, for a total of $42,688.

Board members also opted to have 
needed repairs done on the track 
and have band lockers installed in 
the new band hall. Both items had 
been cut from the 1999-2000 budget.

Terry Russell, assistant superin­
tendent for support services, said 
the hand lockers are part of the 
acoustic design of the building, while 
the the track has needed to he 
resurfaced for several years because 
lanes one and two show spots of the 
foundation material.

The board accepted bids for junior 
high software which will provide 
hands-on introduction to numerous 
technologies and also bids on a pizza 
supplier for the coming year and 
numerous contracts with Region XVI. 
Many of the contracts with Region 
XVI allow the district participate in 
cooperative effort and .so purchase 
items at a reduced rate.

Abernethy announced the resig­
nations of Lynda Brown, Jannette 
Coronado, David DePriest, Karen 
Haffner, Sarah  Lawson, Donna 
Luther, Karyn Moore, Pam Stephens 
and Corky lx>ckmiller.

She also announced the hiring of 
Cynthia Chavez and Pam Perrin.

Judge bars FBI testimony

WACO, Texas TAP) — A judge hearing the $675 million 
wrongful death case against the government over the deadly 
1993 Waco siege has excluded testimony from three FBI 
negotiators who said tanks should not have been used to end 
the standoff

Plaintiffs' attorneys, who considered the evidence important 
to their case, said the ruling by U.S. District Judge Walter 
Smith would force them to adjust their case.

"We will hsve to shift gears and bring other witnesses." said 
attorney James Brannon after the trial opened Tuesday.

The jury will consider whether the government used exces­
sive force in the April 19. 1993 raid on the Branch Davidian 
compound. Cult leader David Koresh and about 80 of his 
followers died, some in the blase that destroyed their com­
pound. others in gunfire. The government contends that cult 
members started tne fire and that no federal agents fired guns.

In his ruling, Smith agreed with government lawyers who 
say the negotiators' testimony and communications fell under a 
privilege that shields the federal government from liability 
even if its agents' sctions prove negligent.

Auditors w a n t m ore m eat testing
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Agriculture Department needa 
to tighten its enforcement of 
sanitation standards in meat 
and poultry plants and require 
processors to do more testing 
for deadly microbes, auditors 
said Wednesday.

USDA's switch to a science- 
based inspection system four 
years ago is improving meat 
safety, bat the agency "reduced 
its oversight beyond what was 
prudent and necessary for the 
protection of the consumer," 
according to report by the 
department's inspector general.

The new inspection system 
requires companies to identify 

tential hasards in slaughter- 
ouaes and processing plants 

and Implement controls for

po
no

foodborne pathogens. Previ­
ously, companies relied on 
USDA inspectors to And con­
taminated meat by poking and 
sniffing it. The inspectors’ job 
now is to ensure that the 
plants are following their sani­
tation plans and to do aome 
microbial testing.

Some of the plana a r t  Inad­
equate, howeven the audltora 
said. Although packers a r t  re­
quired by tne department to 
identify at least one "critical 
control point" in their process­
ing procedures, some of the 
plans reviewed by the auditors 
did not list a single ona, which 
limits USDA scrutiny of the 
facility, the report said.

Critical control points can 
include anything fVom a steam

pasteurisation unit that treat$ 
cattle carcasses in a slaugh­
terhouse to temperature con­
trols in a processing plant. 
USDA inspectors are required 
to monitor critical control 
points to make sure they are 
working property.

The department "also needs 
to assert itself more aggres­
sively in the plants' testing 
programs," the auditors said.

Plants are shipping prod­
ucts to consumers without
testing for specific pathogens 
like E. coli 0157:H7 or List­
eria monocytogenes even af­
ter teats for generic version! 
of those bacteria are positive, 
the report found. Ana plants 
aren't teatlng at all for some 
m ajor pathogens such as

campylobactar, the auditors 
said.

A year ago, the department 
required plants to reassess 
their sanitation plans to con­
trol for listeria, a problem with 
hot doga, deli meats and other 
ready-to-eat products, bu t 
didn't require plants to docu­
ment the review, the auditors 
•aid.

USDA officials had no im­
mediate comment this morn­
ing on tha report.

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LOS ANGELES (AP) -  A 
five-year study of a chickenpox 
vaccine found that inoculations 
can reduce cases by 80 per­
cent, suggesting the itchy rite 
of childhood can be prevented 
ju s t like the mumps and 
measles.

The ongoing study by Los 
Angeles County health officials 
for tha U.S. Centers for Dis­
ease Control and Prevention 
was conducted in the Antelope 
Valley, about 70 miles north of 
Los Angeles.

Chickenpox cases in the re-

fion dropped fVom 2,934 in 
995, when the vaccine was 

introduced, to 587 by 1999. 
The rates declined in all age 
groups, but were most dra­
m atic among ch ildren  1 
through 4 years old.

The amount of complica­
tions fVom the disease, such 
as bacterial infections, also 
fell.

"The bottom line is ... the 
vaccine works," said Dr. 
Laurene Maacola, a researcher 
and chief of the county'* acute 
communicable disease control 
branch. "You can prevent 
chickenpox."

The virus often strikes chil­
dren before the age of 10 and 
•ickans its victims for 10 days 
with itchy rashes, fevers and 
fatigue. The highly contagious 
disease, which is often spread 
by touch or airborne droplets, 
infects as many as 4 million 
people each yaar in the United 
States.

The Antelope Valley, with 
about 300,000 residents, is one 
of throe areas chosen by the 
CDC for the study. The other 
two are in west Philadelphia 
end Travis County, Texas. Tha 
California vaccinations were

voluntary.
The Food and Drug Admin­

istration approved the nation's 
f irs t chickenpox vaccine, 
Varivax, in 1995 and tha CDC 
and the American Academy of 
Pediatrics has recommended 
vaccinating children for the

There is gouging on the part of the large oil companies,” 
insisted Senate Democratic leader Torn Daschle of South Dakota.

At the request of the Clinton administration and members of 
Congress, the FTC has for the past week been conducting an 
informal inquiry into the steep gasoline prices. Until now the 
agency’s actions amounted to fact-finding, with no threat of 
subpoenas.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Vice 
President A1 Gore looked to 
sharpen differences with Texas 
Gov. George W. Bush as he 
resumed his “progress and 
prosperity" tour with a trip to 
one of the Midwestern battle­
grounds that will likely settle 
the presidential election.

Fresh from spelling out a 
plan to augment Social Secu­
rity, the Democratic presiden­
tial contender vowed to un­
derscore differences he thinks 
can be exploited.

"I’ll be giving a speech on 
Social Security and what I 
propose to protect Social Se­
curity and what he proposes 
that would drain money out 
of Social Security and empty 
the trust fund," Gore told re­
porters aboard his airplane 
Tuesday.

Gore was headed Wednes­
day to Iowa to draw those 
contrasts in a state with a lot 
of elderly voters that also has 
voted Democratic in the last 
three presidential elections.

He has been loath to men­
tion Bush by name, but that 
could change. Asked whether 
he planned to name Bush, 
Gore said: “Sure, but I will 
never launch a personal, nega­
tive attack on him."
