Landfill application under review

Hereford’s application for a Type 
I AE landfill is still under state 
review, and City Manager Chester 
Nolen has no idea when the review 
will be completed.

“I haven’t heard anything (from 
the Texas N atural Resource Con­
servation Commission) in a couple 
of weeks,” Nolen said Tuesday. “It’s 
one of those things that ju st take 
tim e.”

If the state approves the applica­
tion, Hereford will have its own 
landfill for household trash, the first 
time since 1994.

After extensive soil sampling, the city has 
found it meets the standards for a Type I AE

landfill. In May, Nolen filed the per­
mit application with the TNRCC, 
which regulates landfills in the state.

In 1994, the city closed its Type I 
landfill because of costs associated 
with the federal Clean Water Act. 
The expense of lining the landfill 
with clay or a polyvinyl m aterial in 
addition to a leachate collection sys­
tem and monitoring well would have 
exceeded $400,000.

After closing the landfill, the city

Poll: Gore gets limited 
boost from economy

Voters give A1 (fiore a slight edge over 
George W. Bush on which candidate could do a 
better job of keeping the economy strong, says 
an Associated Press poll, but even more — 
four in 10 — think it will make no difference

WASHINGTON (AP) — A week before presi­

dential elections, the condition of Tfexas nurs­
ing homes is under attack.

A congressional report released Tuesday 
said more than half of the state’s nursing 
homes had regulation violations tha t harmed 
residents, were potentially deadly or could 
have caused residents serious injury.

Republicans quickly dismissed the report, 
calling it inaccurate and politically motivated. 
Dan Bartlett, spokesman for Gov. George W. 
Bush’s presidential campaign, said the study 
was an attempt to substantiate an ad being 
run by the Democratic National Committee 
that pummels Bush’s record on nursing homes

in Texas
“The fact that they’re releasing a report 

about the state of Texas just one week before 
the election makes it look very political,” said 
Kevin Binger, director of the House Commit­
tee on Government Reform’s Republican staff.

“I think it’s very interesting they decided to 
do a study of Texas and they decided not to do 
a study* of Tennessee,” which Gore calls home, 
Binger said.

The study was done by the Democratic staff 
of the House Committee on Government Re­
form, which also has looked at nursing homes 
in Los Angeles, San Francisco, Chicago, parts 
of New York City and New Jersey over the

past year.
Rep. Ciro Rodriguez, D-Texas, whose re­

quest instigated the study, said at a Capitol 
news conference that he released the report 
in attem pt to get Congress to approve nursing 
home legislation he is cosponsoring.

The legislation would enhance sanctions 
and attempt to restore a law repealed by 
Congress in 1997 that requires states to make 
reasonable and adequate payments to nursing 
homes so they can provide quality care to 
residents.

“I th ink  we’ve w aited  long enough ,”

Both President Clinton 
and Republican leaders on 
Tuesday said differences 
could he  ̂ narrow ed with 
good faith and hard work, 
hut there were few signs of 
either in a day devoted to 
blaming others for the im 
p a s s e d

“Maybe we need to take 
a little time out here and 
go complete the election and 
then come back," said Sen- 
ate Majority Leader Trent Lott, R-Miss. He 
said that while he was “not panting for that 
prospect,” a break might lie needed because 
“maybe the activities of the last 24 hours have 
sort of agitated people.”

Lawmakers’ hopes to complete the budget 
this week and return home to campaign dark ­
ened Monday when the Republican leadership 
rejected a tentative compromise worked out 
on a $350 billion to fund labor, health and 
education programs.

They objected most strongly to a deal on 
new workplace rules, opposed by business 
groups, m eant to reduce repetitive-motion and 
other work-related injuries. The deal would 

allow  th e  O ccu p a tio n a l 
Safety and Health Adminis­
tration to issue the ergo­
nomics rules this year but 
would postpone implementa­
tion until next year, giving 
the next president a say in 
whether the rules would go 
forward.

Clinton retaliated late Mon­
day by vetoing a $33 billion 
bill to fund the Treasury 
Departm ent, White House 
and Congress. He said he 
had no objection to the bill, 
which would raise lawmak 
ers annual salaries by $3,800 
to $145,100, but “I cannot in 
good conscience sign a hill 
that funds tlie operations of 

Congress and the White House before funding 
our schools.”

House Speaker Dennis H astert, R 111., in a 
letter to Clinton Tuesday, said that with the 
veto “you have added to legislative gridlock. ... 
Now you too, Mr. President, appear to have 
decided that jxilitical war makes sense.”

To avoid a lame-duck session. Congress and 
the White House in the next few days must 
complete six of the 13 annual spending bills 
covering the departm ents of Labor, Health, 
Education, Commerce, Justice and State and 
programs for foreign aid. the District of Co­
lumbia and Congress.

Late Tuesday, for the 11th time since the 
new fiscal year began on Oct. 1, the House 
and Senate -passed a stopgap m easure to keep 
federal programs going while the negotiations 
drag on.

A lame-duck session would be the sixth of 
the past 30 years. There were two in the 
1990s, in 1994 to take up a trade hill and in 
1998 for the president s impeachment trial.

Besides the ergonomics issue, the White 
House and Republicans are still far apart on a 
10-year $240 billion tax relief package and 
immigration provisions on a $39.9 billion hill 
to fund the departm ents of Commerce, Justice 
and State. The president has threatened ve­
toes of both bills.

On immigration, Democrats are seeking, 
with strong backing from Hispanic groups, 
general am nesty for illegal aliens who have 
lived in the country since before 1986 and

• Lawmakers regret effects of law •
HOUSTON <AP> — Juvenile sex offenders whose names, 

addresses and other personal information are posted on the 
Internet have become unintended victims of a law designed to 
inform Texans about criminal th reats, officials say.

Now, the state representative responsible for posting the 
information on the Web says he regrets what he considers an 
unintended consequence of trying to give Texans the tools to 
protect themselves.

“We didn’t think about the effects on juveniles,” Rep. Ray 
Allen, a Republican from the Dallas suburb of G rand Prairie, 
told the Houston Chronicle in Wednesday’s editions.

Tom Vinger, a Texas D epartm ent of Public Safety spokes­
man, said tha t 1,389 of the 26,769 sex offenders the DPS has 
posted on the Internet arc between 11 and 16 years old.

“It s outrageous,” said KUen M arrus, a professor a t the 
University of Houston Law Center and a member of the 
Southwest Juvenile Defender Center.

“Confidentiality is im portant when it comes to juveniles,” 
said Ma rrus. “We can all think of m istakes we m ade as 
children, at age 12,- and we don’t want th a t listed on the 
In ternet so everyone can see it. Children need a chance to 
learn from their m istakes, not be punished forever.”

Officials said the Web site is an offshoot of a 1999 bill aimed 
at protecting the public by making people aware of the 
identities of convicted sex offenders.

The Legislature in 1997 passed a bill requiring the D epart­
ment of Public Safety to publish the nam es and addresses of 
convicted sex offenders in new spapers and elsewhere. Allen in 
1997 sponsored a revision to the law requiring the DPS to post 
the information on the In ternet with photographs of the 
offenders.

•Neighborhood shaken by killing*
FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — Few people in this upscale 

neighborhood near River Crest Country Club talk about a 
m urder here eight years ago.

They still seem shaken by the bru tal attack on oil heiress 
Caren Koslow in a house along the tree-lined streets and well- 
m anicured lawns, bu t they want to put the tragedy behind
them.

The victim ’s husband Jack Koslow, who survived the 1992 
beating and stabbing, has since sold the two-story brick house 
with large sh u tte rs, trim m ed hedges and a brick sidewalk.

The former banker is rem arried and still lives in Fort Worth, 
where he is involved in the business community and plays golf. 
Besides a scar across his th roat, he has no lingering injuries 
from the attack, according to some of his friends.

Koslow has declined requests for interview s through the 
years. He has never publicly talked about the early morning 
hours of March 12, 1992, when two 19-year-olds — recruited by 
his 17-year-old daugh ter — broke into his house.

The attack stunned the community, and some were shocked 
when Koslow emerged as a suspect until his daughter and her 
friends were arrested  two weeks later.

Flu vaccine shortage 
delays mass public 
inoculations________

DALLAS (APi — If health 
officials get their wish, there 
won’t be mass flu shot cam­
paigns in shopping malls and 
su p erm ark e ts  w here m any 
Texans typically get inoculated 
during the next few weeks.

Vaccine m anufacturing de­
lays prompted officials with 
th e  Texas D ep a rtm en t of 
Health on Monday to recom­
mend postponement of public 
vaccination sites until mid-No­
vember.

However, health  officials 
said Texans at high risk of 
getting influenza still should 
get their flu shots as soon as 
possible.

“Given the delay in getting 
the vaccine this year, what 
we’re trying to do with these 
recommendations is avoid hav­
ing a well protected low-risk 
population a t the expense of 
an unprotected high-risk popu­
lation,” said Doug McBride, a

health department spokesman.
Some vaccination sites said 

had not yet received any ship­
ments of the vaccine, which 
usually arrive in early Octo­
ber.

Hospitals in the Tyler area 
were g e ttin g  th e ir  o rders  
ahead of clinics, said Laura 
Gargano, a receptionist at the 
East Texas Medical Center in 
Tyler.

The South Texas Family 
Medical Center in Alice was 
expecting a shipment Tuesday, 
said office m anager Cynthia 
Bueno.

Bueno said the medical cen­
ter has gotten scores of calls 
about the vaccines. “Especially 
the elderly” she said. “They’ve 
been calling a lot.”

At Baggett Pharm acy in 
Levelland, the switchboard has 
been inundated with telephone 
calls about the availability of 
th e  vaccine, sa id  Robby 
Timberlake, a pharmacist.

“We've already started a list 
of regular customers who are 
a t high risk who we’ll call 
when we get it in,” he said. “I 
wish I had some vaccines.”

Vaccine m anufacturers have

told state health officials and 
health care providers th a t they 
will get all the doses ordered 
but that delays will keep the 
bulk of the vaccines from ar­
riving on the same tim etable 
as previous years.

Texans at low risk will still 
be protected from getting the 
virus even if they get their flu 
shot as late as mid-December, 
McBride said.

The state health departm ent 
has ordered about 366,000 
doses for use at local public 
health departm ent but has re­
ceived only 80,000, McBride 
said.

It is difficult to accurately 
know how many of the 3 mil­
lion vaccines ordered by pri­
vate physicians have arrived,
he said.

“The delay in getting the 
vaccine certainly doesn’t help. 
W hether or not it will h u rt 
rem ains to be seen. The full 
impact of the delay, won’t  be 
known until we actually go 
th ro u g h  th e  flu  s e a s o n ,” 
McBride said. ”We th ink  it’s 
manageable with the recom­
m endations.”

The highest incidence of flu

in Texas occurs in January 
and February.

Generally, 15 percent of Tex- 
ans get sbpt

It seems to be oypr tpe 
years the flu shots have Dp- 
come more popular, more 
people want it,” McBride said. 
“Once you have the flu you 
don’t really want to ever get it 
again.”

Nationwide, about 75 mil­
lion vaccines will be distrib­
uted, with as many as 18 mil­
lion to be given in December, 
according to the Centers for 
Disease Control’s Web site.

People 65 and older and 
those suffering from chronic 
diseases such as heart dis­
ease, emphysema, asthma or 
those being treated for cancer 
are a t higher risk of getting 
the flu.

Those with diabetes, kidney 
problems or weakened immune 
systems also are a t high risk. 
Health dare workers who care 
for people in these groups also 
should be vaccinated early, 
health officials said.

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3 Palestinians killed in clash
JERUSALEM (AP) — Israel 

and the P a le s tin ian s  on 
Wednesday tried to arrange 
their first high-level direct 
talks in six weeks, while vio­
lence persisted and three Pal­
estinians were killed by Is­
raeli army fire.

In the West Bank village of 
A1 Khader, a Palestinian po­
liceman died in a firefight be­
tween Palestinian gunmen and 
Israeli soldiers. Gun battles 
also erupted at the Kami 
crossing between Israel and 
the Gaza Strip, the scene of 
intense clashes for the past 
two days.

In all, six Palestinians were 
killed at Kami — four on 
Tuesday and two on Wednes­
day — and more than 20,000 
mourners joined a mass fu­
neral for five of the victims. 
The crowd repeated slogans 
shouted over a loudspeaker 
mounted on the lead truck. 
“Goodbye, martyrs, we will 
m eet in  p a rad ise ,” they  
chanted. “We will take revenge 
against the Israelis, and this 
will happen soon.”

Despite the renewed vio­
lence, Shimon Peres, Israel’s 
elder statesman, said he will 
hold talks with Palestinian

leader Yasser A rafat, later 
Wednesday or on Thursday to 
try to clear the air after 35 
days of fighting that have left 
151 people dead, most of them 
Palestinian.

Israeli Prime Minister Ehud 
Barak and Arafat both attended 
a U.S.-sponsored Mideast sum­
mit in Egypt on Oct. 17 but 
refused to meet face-to-face.

Peres, who as the architect 
of Israeli-Palestinian peace­
making has spent many hours 
negotiating with Arafat, said 
he did not have high expecta­
tions for his meeting with the 
Palestinian leader.

Comedian Steve Allen dies
Television

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Dur­
ing a career tha t spanned a 
half-century. Steven Allen left 
his mark in virtually every 
field of entertainm ent — from 
pioneering TV’s late-night talk 
show to appearing on Broad­
way to writing thousands of 
songs and dozens of books.

The Renaissance man, who 
turned his hand brilliantly to 
comedy, acting and social com­
mentary, died Monday of an 
apparent heart attack at the 
age of 78.

“He was a most creative 
innovator and brilliant enter­
tainer,” former “Tonight Show” 
host Johnny Carson said.

Allen starred as the King 
of Swing in the 1956 movie 
“The Benny Goodman Story,” 
acted on soap operas, wrote 
new spaper colum ns, com­
mented on wrestling broad­
casts, made 40 record albums 
and wrote plays and a TV

series featuring historical fig­
ures in roundtable discussions.

But it was Allen’s introduc­
tion of the “The Tonight 
Show” in 1953 that became 
his most enduring achieve­
ment. The show began as “To­
night” on the New York NBC 
station WNBT, then moved to 
the network on Sept. 27, 1954.

“His early work is really 
the foundation for what late- 
night shows have become,” 
said “Late Show” host David 
Letterman.

Amid the formality of early 
TV, “Tonight" was a breath of 
fresh air. The show began 
with Allen noodling at the 
piano, playing some of his 
compositions and commenting 
wittily on events of the day. 
He moved to a desk, chatted 
with guests, taking part in 
sketches, doing zany man-in- 
the street interviews.

“He was one of the sharp­

est guys off the cuff,” current 
“Tonight” host Jay Leno said. 
“He played many characters, 
straight man and comic, and 
he did each role perfectly. But 
the role he played best was 
Steve Allen.”

Allen wrote a multitude of 
songs — his son estimated 
8,500 — including the pop hit 
“This May Be the Start of 
Something Big.” His books 
ranged from autobiography 
(“Hi-Ho, Steverino: My Adven­
tures in the Wonderful Wacky 
World of TV”), to philosophy 
(“Steve Allen on the Bible, 
Religion and Morality”) to mur­
der mystery (“Die Laughing.")

“His mind was like a jet 
plane, breaking records at un­
believable speeds,” said Carol 
Conors. a friend and 
songwriter.

Allen was proudest of his 
1976-79 PBS series “Meeting 
of Minds.”

“My general feeling is that 
both candidates stand about the 
same place, pretty much the 
same cut on the economy,” said 
Richard Manderscheid, a 39- 
year-old businessm an from 
Naples, Fla., and a Republican. 
“I think the Gore-Clinton ad­
ministration has taken credit 
for technological advancements. 
T h a t’s ju s t the way our 
economy has been growing."

Women and men were about 
equally split on which candi­
date would be more likely to 
keep the economy strong. On 
the question of who they sup­
port in the election, women 
generally support Gore and 
more men support Bush, but 
they were in lockstep on the 
economy — giving Gore an 
edge but with many feeling it 
will make no difference.

Almost nine in 10 in the poll 
say they are doing better or 
about the same as four years 
ago. Only 10 percent are doing 
worse. Those kind of optimistic 
results often can forecast the 
outcome of an election. But 
poll evidence this year has been 
mixed.

Bush’s across-the-board tax 
cuts are narrowly favored over 
Gore’s smaller, targeted tax 
cuts. More than a third of 
Democrats like the Bush ap­
proach, while about a fourth of 
Republicans like the Gore ap­
proach. Independents are about 
evenly split.

Two thirds in the poll say 
they are not very worried or 
not at all worried about the 
stock market, considering its 
recent ups and downs.

The poll of 811 registered 
voters was taken Oct. 25-29 
and has an error margin of 4 
percentage points.

A third of Republicans, two- 
thirds of Democrats and four in 
10 independents say their fami­
lies’ financial situations are bet­
ter now than four years ago.

Shani Home, a 32-year-old 
Los Angeles mother of two and 
a Democrat, has no doubt 
Gore’s election would be good 
for her economically.

Rodriguez said when asked whether he should 
have waited to release the study. “If I wait, then 
we are playing politics." He requested the study 
in August. ’

Rodriguez said problems at both the federal 
and state level affect nursing home care.

“The governor needs to take responsibility as 
well as the legislators," he said.

In a news release, Bush’s campaign said the 
governor “signed comprehensive bipartisan nurs­
ing home reforms that raised standards, im­
proved the quality of care and held nursing 
homes accountable."

Democrats have complained that a $30 billion 
Medicare package stalled in negotiations be­
tween the White House and congressional Re­
publicans doesn’t  provide enough money for 
nursing homes.

The congressional investigators examined Texas 
nursing home inspection reports from March 
1998 to August 2000, and a sample of complaint 
investigations from 34 nursing homes. The in­
vestigators said the report should be considered 
a “snapshot" of overall conditions in Texas nurs­
ing homes.

The report found that more than 80 percent 
of Texas’ 1,230 nursing homes violated federal 
health and safety standards, and more than 50 
percent of the violations were potentially deadly 
or could cause residents harm.

The high percentages of violations could be 
reflective of the state’s aggressiveness in regulat­
ing nursing homes, said Chris Traylor, a Texas 
Department of Human Services spokesman. He 
said the department was trying to determine the 
accuracy of the study Tuesday.

“Clearly, what we would draw from it on first 
glance is we have been very aggressive. in 
regulating nursing homes and we’re not going 
to apologize for protecting elderly residents," 
Traylor said.

Other findings in the study include:
• The most common actual harm violation in 

Texas nursing homes was the failure to ensure 
that residents receive proper Supervision and 
assistance devices to prevent falls and accidents.

• More than 90 percent of nursing homes in 
Texas do not meet preferred minimum staffing 
levels.

• Texas nursing homes continue to use 
improper restraints on residents.

The study blamed low Medicaid payments to 
nursing home operators for the poor conditions. 
Texas pays $81 a day per resident, which places 
the state 44th among 50 states in Medicaid 
nursing home reimbursement levels.

“None of us should rest peacefully at night if 
we believe our loved ones are not adequately 
cared for in the nursing homes in the state of 
Texas,” said Rep. Charlie Gonzalez, D-Texas, 
who joined Rodriguez at the news conference.

William Abrams, chief operating officer of the 
American Health Care Association, said the 
report is a step backward in the effort to 
improve nursing homes.

“Clearly the system is broken,” Abrams said. 
“The response is not to try to tweak but to try 
to establish a new system that is cooperative."

Although Rodriguez said that blame for the 
problems could be shared, he criticized Bush’s 
performance on nursing homes.

“Bush hasn’t done anything,” Rodriguez said.

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Construction spending posts increase
WASHINGTON (AP) — Construction spending jumped 2.4 

percent in September, the biggest gain in 10 months, led by 
strong increases in spending for home remodeling, office 
buildings and government projects.

The Commerce Department said the increase, which fol­
lowed a hefty 1.8 percent gain in August, pushed spending to a 
seasonally adjusted annual rate of $819.3 billion, the second 
highest level on record.

The increase was more than four times the 0.5 percent gain 
that economists had been predicting and should add to the 
debate over how much the economy is actually slowing.

The stock market rallied in recent days, bolstered by a 
belief that the economy is slowing to a more moderate pace 
that will keep inflation under control and alleviate the need 
for the Federal Reserve to push interest rates any higher. But

in early trading today, the Dow Jones industrial average 
dropped 21 points and the Nasdaq lost 77 points.

The state of the economy is also an issue in the presiden­
tial race, with Vice President A1 Gore urging voters to keep 
Democrats in the White House as a way to ensure th a t the 
record 9-year-long economic expansion continues.

Republican George W. Bush argues that his across-the-board 
$1.3 trillion tax cut is needed as an insurance policy to spur 
the economy if growth suddenly falters.
