® Commissioner urges
rural communities to

Water, commodity prices and value-added agricul-
tural nroducts topped the issues Panhandle farmers
and ranchers put before Texas Agricultural Commis-
sioner Susan Combs Tuesday when she stopped in
Hereford for the final town hall meeting of the year.

Before addressing the issues brought by producers
from Deaf Smith, Parmer, Castro, Swisher and other
Panhandle counties, Combs spent the first few min-
utes promoting the “Go Texan” programs which adver-
tise the Texas-grown and produced agricultural prod-
ucts.

“That’s one of those things you have to do in a
global economy is to persu:ge people your product is
better than the other products,” Combs said of the
“Go Texan” programs. She then explained the new Go
Texan license plates, which also benefit the program.

Water concerns were the top question faced by
Combs, who noted 2001 will be a pivotal year in the
Legislature. The Legislature will be taking up the
matter of redistricting during its session. According to
preliminary U.S. Census figures, rural areas will lose
some seats to the metropolitan areas.

“There are more state reps in Harris County, where
Houston is, than there are in all rural areas. You
have a huge opportunity, so don’t let it go by,” Combs
said.

She described herself as the advocate for agricul-
tural interests, but she cannot be their advocate if the
people do not let her know which issues they were

U.S. economy slows
during the summer

WASHINGTON (AP) — The US. °

economy slowed dramatically in the
summer to a 2.7 percent growth
rate, less than half the pace of the
previous quarter, as American busi-
nesses and the federal government
cut back on spending and home
construction dropped sharply.

The increase¢ in gross domestic
product for tle July-September pe-
riod followed a sizzling 5.6 percent
annual rate of growth in the second
quarter, the Commerce Department
reported Friday. GDP is the nation’s
total output of goods and services
and the broadest measure of eco-
nomic health.

Stocks were higher Friday. In the
first half-hour of trading, the Dow
Jones industrial average gained 27
points and the Nasdaq index rose by
55.

The 2.7 GDP gain, the weakest
reading since a 2.5 percent rate in
April-June 1999, was a much steeper
slowdown than many analysts had
been expecting. The government re-

White House spokesman Jake
Siewert defended the economy’s third-
quarter performance, while taking a
subtle jab at Bush's father, the former
president who was unseated by Bill
Clinton in 1992.

“Over the last four quarters, the
American economy has been at or
above 5 percent, that's strong growth.
Even 2.7 percent growth would have
been considered strong in the last
Bush administration,” Siewert said.
“So we think that's a considerable
amount of growth in the economy.”

Despite the slowdown over the
summer, economists saw little in the

.GDP report that could be taken as a

warning of an impending recession.

“Weniave downshi .’But there’s
precious little evidence to suggest
anything more than a downshift is
taking place here and that's exactly
what the Fed wants,” said Paul
Kasriel, chief economist for the North-
ern Trust Co.

Supporting that view, the govern-
ment released a second report Fri-
day showing new orders for big-
ticket durable goods rose 1.8 percent
in September, a rhuch better perfor-
mance than expected. Many econo-
mists had been predicting orders for
durable goods would decline by 0.2
percent.

B Financial aid
offered to dairy
pondering move

Hereford Economic Development Corp. directors voted Thurs
day to offer financial incentives to a dairy operation that is
considering construction of a facility in Deaf Smith County.

HEDC executive director Don Cumpton said the financial
package extended to Schouten Dairies includes construction funds
up to 10 percent of total construction costs.

The dairy would be completed in four phases and would handle
25,000 cows. The facility would be constructed on three sections
of land subject to successful permitting from the Texas Natural
Resource Conservation Commission. Construction would be com-
pleted by 2009 and would employ 250 people. The commitment
from HEDC is contingent on the placement of permanent
financing and commencement of operations.

Schouten Dairies, which is owned by Mike and Zeba Schouten,
operates three facilities in the Stephenville area, with capacity of
4,800 cows.

Cumpton said the Schoutens also are visiting other areas,
which are considering the offer of financial incentives.

The financial package offered to Schouten Dairies is the
second in recent weeks involving a dairy operation.

Earlier this month, the Hereford City gfxmmission ratified an
HEDC decision to provide financial assistance to Van Der Weg
Dairies. The agreement also would commit the agency to provide
10 percent — not to exceed $190,000 — to Van Der Weg Dairies.

Cumpton said Jacob Van Der Weg is arranging local financing
for the dairy operation, which could begin operations in 8-10
months and would start up initially with 1,200 cows. Van Der
Weg is a native of The Netherlands, who moved to the United
States in 1991 and started his dairy with 30 cows.

WEATHERFORD, Texas (AP) — Sitting on the steps of the
Parker County courthouse, David Lee bowed his head as he
clutched a picture of his late 16-year-old daughter Staci.

Lee and others grieved on Thursday after Rickey Carter —
the man accused of killing Staci Lee and three of her fellow
cheerleaders in a 1998 drunken driving crash — received a
plea agreement from District Attorney Don Schnebly.

“They just made a deal with the devil and sold us out,” said
Lee, 41, 2 Brock resident. “People in Parker County are not
getting their money's worth — they deserve a prosecutor with
more backbone.”

Carter, a 42-year-old Fort Worth resident, pleaded guilty to
four counts of intoxication manslaughter — a second-degree
felony punishable by two to 20 years in prison and a fine up to
$10,000.

Under the deal, Carter may spend up to 20 years in prison
total — four 20-year sentences that run concurrently —
instead of 20 years for each count. Prosecutors drop the
deadly weapon portions of the charges that would have re-
quired Carter to serve half of any sentence before being
eligible for parole.

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) —
NBA Commissioner David
Stern said Thursday that
“shocking” fraud by the Min-
nesota Timberwolves forced
him to inflict record punish-
ment over a secret contract
for star forward Joe Smith.

Stern s:iripped the Wolves
of five first-round draft choices
and fined the team $3.5 mil-
lion for the agreement, which
an arbitrator found was. in-
tended to circumvent the NBA
salary cap.

“The fact is, we gave this a
lot more thought than the
parties in the Minnesota fran-
chise who risked their future
by engaging in one of the
most far-reaching frauds we've
seen,” Stern sai?

“This was a fraud of major

;moponiom. There were no
ewer than five undisclosed
contracts tucked away, hoping
they’d never see the light of
day. This is fraud that ripped
to the hu)rt of the (%‘l:eeﬁve "
bargaining) compatt. mag-
nit\ide of this stuff is shock-

Stern’s punishment of the
Wolves could include one-year
suspensions for owner Glen
Taylor and anyone in the or-
ganization who took part in
the deal.

Stern said he hoped to
schedule hearings within the
next two weeks with Taylor
and other Timberwolves offi-
cials, possibly including vice
president Kevin McHale and
coach Flip Saunders, to deter-
mine whether they will be
suspended.

e NBA said the fine was
the stiffest ever im})osed by
the league on any franchise,
player or other individual and
the maximum allowed.

No. 1 Nebraska destroyed
Texas Tech 56-3.

“I thought we made a lot of
improvement against Kansas
State,” said head coach Mike
Leach. “We made too many
mistakes to win — dropped
balls, penalties, things of that
nature. But I thought we im-
proved a lot as a team, on
offense and defense.”

Since getting routed by Kan-
sas State, the Jayhawks have
been on a roll.

Public health organizations. includ-
ing the federal Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention and the World
Health Organization, have advocated
such a ban for vears.

Resistance develops when antibiotics
are overused, both by doctors treating
people and by farmers treating ani-
mals. An estimated 40 percent of the
nation's antibiotic use is in livestock.

The FDA selected fluoroquinolones
to study because they are so commonly
used and because the agency was able
to collect the necessary data to directly
link the drugs’ use in chickens with a
specific problém in people, the .'ost
said.

The drugs, Baytril from Baver and
Sara Flox from Abbott, are used to
treat respiratorv problems in chickens
and turkevs.

Because the birds are raised in large
flocks, it is impossible to treat the
birds individually, so the drugs are
used in drinking water for the entire
flocks. About 1.5 percent of chickens
are treated with the antibiotics, accord-
ing to industry sources.

The FDA is reviewing the use of
fluoroquinolones in cattle as part of a
comprehensive examination of all agri-
cultural antibiotic use.

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TOLEDO, Ohio (AP) —
When Election Day rolls
around, Al Gore predicts,
most of those pesky Ral
Nader supporters will pull
lever for a major-party candi-
date.

“I think that in the closing
days of the election, it’s likely
that most voters will want to
participate in the choice be-
tween myself and Governor
Bush,” Gore said Friday, ap-
pearing on CBS' “The Early
Show.”

“But I don't like the argu-
ment that a vote for Nader is
a vote for Bush,” Gore said of
the alarm being spread by
the Democrat’s allies. “I think
it's true, but I much prefer
to make the argument that I
want people to enthusiasti-
cally support the agenda that
I represent.”

Nader said it was “cow-
ardly” for Gore supporters to
maintain that Nader’s candi-
dacy will set back the nation’s
social agenda. He also said
he was “not at all” interested
in talking privately with Gore.

Appearing on ABC’s “Good
Morning America,” Nader re-
buffed supporters’ urgings that
he get out of the race. “Those
are frightened liberals ... who
are willing to vote for the
least of the worst,” he said.

Toiday, Gore was continu-
ing to press his case against
Bush'’s Social Security plan in
a new TV ad. The ad features
former Social Security com-
missioner Robert Ball making
the case that it's impossible
for Bush to allow younger
workers to invest some $1
trillion from their Social Se-
curity taxes into individual
accounts while maintaining
benefits for current retirees.
