Signs hint
at slowdown
In economy

WASHINGTON (AP) Spending
on construction projects fell 0.6 per-
cent in April, the biggest setback in
almost a year, while both the nation's
big retailers and manufacturers re-
ported signs of a slowdown in May.

The collection of new reports to-
day added to evidence that the red-
hot U.S. economy is beginning to
slow under the impact of six interest

rate increases by the Federal Re-
serve
The nation's large retail chain

stores reported lackluster sales in
May, due in part to cooler-than-
normal weather. Analysts also said
the slowdown may be due to higher
consumer borrowing costs, reflecting
the Fed's campaign to dampen de-
mand as a way to keep inflation in
check

The growth of the US. manufac
turing economy slowed considerably
in May. The Purchasing Managers'
Index fell to 53.2 percent for the
month, the lowest reading since Feb-
ruary 1999.

The Commerce Department said
construction spending totaled $757.3
billion at a seasonally adjusted an-
nual rate in April, down from a
March figure of $761.7 billion.

It marked the first setback for
construction spending since Septem-
ber. Spending had risen for six
straight months as the industry ben-
efited from the strong economy and
a mild winter across the country.

In yet another report today, the
Labor Department said the number
of Americans filing new claims for
unemployment benefits rose a mod-
est 1,000 last week but remained at
a level indicating an extremely tight
labor market

Auto industry wins in Texas

AUSTIN (AP) Texas environ
mental regulators unanimously
agreed Wednesday to adopt federal
auto-emission standards favored by
the industry instead of tougher stan
dards favored by Gov. George W
Bush and environmentalists.

But members of the Texas Natu
ral Resource Conservation Commis
sion said the deal they have struck
with auto makers could become a
national model.

Auto manufacturers have agreed
in writing to voluntarily equip new
passenger vehicles with the same
pollution-fighting parts required in
California, the commission said. The
automakers also promised to make
alternative vehicles such as electric
cars available

“We set the national standard to
not only have cleaner air for Texas
but for the entire country” said Jeft
Saitas, the comimnission’'s executive
director.

Texas is the nation's second-larg
est new auto-buying market, esti
mated at upward of $30 billion a

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Bush may grant reprieve

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — After 131 executions on his
watch, a case finally has crossed the desk of Gov. George W.
Bush that might cause him to grant a one-time, 30-day
reprieve.

Bush, who has advocated DNA testing to erase doubt from
some death penalty cases, said Wednesday it was “more than
likelv" he would give convicted child killer Ricky Nolen McGinn
a reprieve as the Brownwood man's lawyers push for renewed
testing of crime scene evidence.

Bush said he would wait until the former mechanic ran out
of appeals before acting.

“I'm inclined to (intervene) because I want ... the man to
have his full day in court,” Bush said. “If there is any doubt,
any outstanding evidence that exonerates him from tﬁe rape,
we ought to look at it.”

In more than five years in office, Bush never has used his
power to grant a one-time reprieve to a condemned inmate.

Because both he and Lt. Gov. Rick Perry are out of state,
State Sen. Rodney Ellis, D-Houston, is the acting governor.
Ellis technically would make the final call, though spokesman
Jeremy Warren said Bush's wishes “would weigh heavily” on
the senator’s decision.

The Texas governor may commute a death sentence upon
the rc-(-nmmengation of the state parole board. Once, two years
ago, he agreed to reduce self-proclaimed serial killer Henry
L.ee Lucas' sentence to life in prison when he determined the
evidence was far too weak.

Jury deliberates for third day

AUSTIN (AP) — The federal jury considering charges of a
kidnapping and extortion conspiracy in the disappearance of
atheist Madalyn Murray O'Hair entered their third day of
deliberations today.

The 12-person jury broke for the night Wednesday without
reaching a verdict on the charges facing Gary Paul Karr, 52.

Deliberations were scheduled to resume at 8:30 a.m. The
jury was not sequestered for the night.

“This has been a very complex case,” said Assistant U.S.
Attorney Gerald Carruth, noting the trial included more than
70 witnesses and hundreds of pieces of evidence. “Both sides
feel the jury is being very deliberate ... in reviewing the

evidence.”

The jury got the case shortly before noon Tuesday. Karr is
g‘ll;argu-(l with five separate counts in his indictment and the
jury must consider each separately. He faces up to life in

prison if convicted. .

FCC adopts phone bill changes

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Starting in July, all U.S. house-
holds should see savings on
their phone bills, with reduc-
tions as high as 50 percent for
those who don't make any
long-distance calls. Moderate
to heavy long-distance users
can expect to see more mod-
est decreases.

The reductions will result
from a dramatic overhaul of
the phone subsidy system that
was devised by the industry
and adopted by the Federal
Communications Commission
on Wednesday.

The commission cut by $3.2
billion the “access fees” that
local phone companies charge
long-distance carriers to con-
nect calls — costs that typi-
cally are paid by phone users.
Long-distance companies have
pledged to pass on the sav-

“It's going to affect every-
one differently, but overall, ev-
eryone is going to benefit from
this plan,” FCC Chairman Wil-
liam Kennard said.

Consumers should begin see-
ing the changes in their July
statements.

Businesses also would see
some . reductions in their
monthly ‘charges, although it
is unclear just how much they
would save. Typically, busi-
nesses, which make a large
volume of long-distance calls,
have benefited from access
charge reductions with lower
per-minute fees as well.

Regulators have sliced ac-

cess charges by several billion
dollars over the past few years
to better reflect local phone
companies’ connection costs.
But Wednesday’s reduction is
the most dramatic.

The FCC's action imple-
ments an industry proposal
offered by long-distance carri-
ers AT&T and Sprint and ma-
jor local phone companies Bell
Atlantic, BellSouth, GTE and
SBC Communications.

Industry officials said the
plan is a major step in mov-
ing the long-distance business
toward the trend of flat-rate
pricing for a package of min-
utes.

“That's probably the trend
of the future,” said John
Nakahata, spokesman for the
indultri; coalition. “This will
allow those types of plans to
proliferate.”

But consumer advocates

warn that for Americans to .

realize the full benefits of the
FCC's action, long-distance
companies must drop their
rates for middle-range callers,
