Bush widening 
lead over Gore

LOS ANGELES <AP) Republican George W Bush leads Democrat 
A1 Gore by 8 percentage points in the race for president, according to a 
nationwide Los A n tr im  Times poll published today.

Bush, the presumed GOP nominee, now leads the vice president, the 
presumed Democratic nominee, among registered voters by 51 percent to 
Gore’s 43 percent, the poll showed. Five percent of respondents said they 
didn't know who to vote for

The Times poll surveyed 1,211 registered voters between May 4-7. It 
has a margin of sampling error of plus or minus 3 percentage points.

The figures changed little when participants were polled on Ralph 
Nader, the Green party nominee, and Patrick J. Buchanan, the likely 
Reform party nominee.

In the four way matchup, Bush drew 47 percent to Gore’s 39 percent, 
with 4 percent for Nader and 3 percent for Buchanan.

Several polls recently have shown Bush with a slight lead in the race, 
but polling evidence has been mixed.

Gore and Bush were tied in a i>oll released Tuesday by the Pew 
Research Center for the People and the Press. Bush had 46 percent and 
Gor< 1 ad 45 percent in the poll of 940 registered voters taken May 2 6 
It I.,i 1 an error margin of plus or minus 4 percentage points.

Osprey given 
OK for flights

WASHINGTON (AP) — One month after the MV- 
22 Osprey crash that killed 19 Marines in Arizona, 
the Marines are ready to resume flying the hybrid 
aircraft that takes off and lands like a helicopter hut 
(lies like an airplane

"I feel confident we can put them back in the air," 
Gen. James L. Jones, the Marine Corps commandant, 
said in an interview Tuesday. “Everything appears to 
have been working normally" at the time of the
accident.

Jones said families of the 19 victims, as well as 
members of Congress, have been told that investiga­
tors have found no evidence of mechanical, engineer­
ing or structural flaws in the Osprey.

An early model Osprey used for experimental flight 
was expected to flv from Nova Scotia to Patuxent 
River Naval Air Station, Md., today — the first 
Osprey flight since the accident April 8. Two test- 
model Ospreys will he used to simulate some of the 
circumstances of the fatal accident, in order to vali­
date the investigators' findings, and later this month 
the full Osprey fleet will return to flight, Jones said.

Lt. Gen. Fred McCorkle said investigators have 
concluded that the crash was caused by a loss of 
aerodynamic lift that forced the aircraft into a fatal 
nose dive as it was about to land.

Defense of ‘railroad killer’ begins

HOUSTON (AP) — The real fight of Angel Maturino 
Resendiz’ capital murder trial can begin now that prpsecutors 
have taken less than two days to make their case against the 
rail-riding drifter.

Prosecutors raced through 19 witnesses in about #  day and a 
half to show jurors that the Mexican citizen bludgeoned and 
stabbed Dr. Claudia Benton to death in her Houston-area 
home, raped her, then stole her car and some personal items.

However, Maturino Resendiz’ own lead attorney, Allen Tan­
ner, already had admitted in opening statements that his client 
killed Benton and eight others from 1997-99. When he begins 
his defense today, Tanner will attempt to prove Maturino 
Resendiz was mentally ill and not responsible for his actions.

Maturino Resendiz, 40, faces either life in prison or the 
death penalty if convicted.

Tanner and co-counsel Rudy Duarte are expected to call two 
psychiatrists who will testify that Maturino Resendiz was 
mentally ill when he killed Benton in December 1998. Prosecu­
tors would rebut with a court-appointed psychiatrist who came 
to the opposite conclusion.

Maturino Resendiz, 40, had refused to speak with the court- 
appointed doctor until after state District Judge Bill Harmon 
threatened to dilute his insanity defense. The defendant began 
complying with the order in late April.

Experts predict more hurricanes
WASHINGTON < AP) — 

Hurricane specialists today 
predicted an above-average 
storm season, warning of the 
possibility of stronger, longer- 
lasting storms this year.

The La Nina cooling of wa­
ter in the Pacific Ocean is 
still having an impact on 
weather around the world and 
when th a t happens there 
tend to be more hurricanes, 
said D. James Baker, head of 
the National Oceanic and At­
mospheric Administration.

Tne same conditions pre­
vailed last year, he noted, 
producing several destructive 
storms including Floyd, which 
inundated much of North 
Carolina.

“It’s not just about the 
number" of storms, added Max 
Mayfield, director of the Na­
tional Hurricane Center in, 
Miami. “What really counts is 
where they make landfall and 
how strong they are."

And during La Nina years 
they tend to be stronger and 
longer-lasting, added Baker.

Like a football team that 
had a couple rough games 
the year before, the nation’s

weather forecasters are fac­
ing the upcoming hurricane 
season with a new quarter­
back, new equipment and an 
improving record.

If the forecasts are right 
— calling for 11 tropical 
storms of which seven will be 
hurricanes, three of them ma­
jor, they’ll get plenty  of 
chances to test their mettle.

The official hurricane sea­
son gets under way June 1.

Mayfield, who was named 
last week to replace Jerry 
Jarrell, will have a new eye 
in the sky to help him quar­
terback the forecast team.

Last week a new weather 
satellite was launched that 
can be pressed into service 
this summer if needed. The 
$220 million GOES-L satellite 
had been delayed a year.

The forecasters rely on two 
Geostationary Operational En­
vironm ental S a te llite s  to 
monitor tropical storms and 
other severe weather. The 
East Coast’s GOES-8, how­
ever, is a year beyond its 
design lifetime. Although still 
working, it could break down 
at any moment. GOES-L is a

crucial backup.
Bill Gray of Colorado State 

University, one of the few 
willing to make long-range 
storm predictions, says the 
increased storm activity over 
the last five years should 
continue, perhaps for the 
next 20 years.

For 2000, Gray has pre­
dicted 11 named storms, in­
cluding seven hu rrican es, 
three of them m^jor, meaning 
sustained winds of 110 miles 
per hour or more.

Last year Gray predicted 
14 named storms and said he 
expected nine of them to be­
come hurricanes and four to 
be classified as m^jor. He 
was close: There were 12 
named storms, eight became 
hurricanes and five ranked 
as m^jor.

Gray has been studying 
hurricane patterns in history 
and says the trend of more 
and fewer storms is cyclical 
and not related to pollution 
or global warming.

A major difference between 
now and the busy storm pe­
riod in the early part of this 
century, Gray observed, is

that many more people now 
live in harm’s way. According 
to Census figures, the popu­
lation in Gulf and Atlantic 
coast states from Texas to 
Virginia rose from a little 
more than 24 million in 1930 
to about 64 million in 1990.

Over the last three de­
cades forecasters have got­
ten better a t predicting where 
the storms will go, research­
ers Colin McAdie and Miles 
Lawrence report in the May 
issue of the Bulletin of the 
American Meteorological So­
ciety.

They found tha t from 1970 
to 1998 track forecast errors 
decreased by about 1 percent 
per'year for the 24-hour fore­
cast.

“On a yearly basis, it's a 
small improvement, but one 
that yields a cumulative ben­
efit," said McAdie, a research 
m eteoro logist a t  NOAA’s 
Tropical Prediction Center in 
Miami. “The 24 hour forecast 
error expected 30 years ago 
of about 140 miles has been 
reduced to about 100 miles 
today."

Lawmakers review 
internet sales tax

WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Even though the cu rren t 
In te rn e t tax m oratorium  
doesn’t expire until October 
2001, House Republicans are 
rushing to extend the ban for 
up to five years but will leave 
aside for now the thornier 
issue of how state sales taxes 
should apply to electronic com­
merce.

“We have the momentum 
for this. We don’t want to get 
caught up in the more contro­
versial sales tax issue," said 
Rep. Bob Goodlatte, R-Va.

The House today was sched­
uled to vote on legislation 
that would extend the morato­
rium on new taxes and those 
that specifically single out the 
Internet until the fall of 2006. 
An alternative extension of 
two years also stood a chance 
of passing.

The bill is part of an effort 
this month by the House GOP 
leadership to underscore their 
support tor the Internet and 
the high-tech industry in this 
election year. The Commerce 
Committee planned today to 
consider legislation perma­
nently banning any tax on 
Internet access and next week 
a bill repealing the 102-year- 
old 3 percent telephone excise 
tax is likely to move through 
the Ways and Means Commit­
tee.

In addition, Republican lead­
ers today planned to announce

details of their “E-Contract 
2000” that highlights the tax 
measures and several other 
bills sought by the high-tech 
sector Congress will consider 
this year, including an increase 
in visas for highly skilled for­
eign workers and permanent 
normal trade relations with 
China.

“We are talking about main­
taining freedom and growth of 
this driving engine of the 
world economy," said House 
Majority Leader Dick Armey, 
R-Texas. “We believe that we 
are hitting the ir\justices in 
the tax code that the Ameri­
can people see as either ob­
structive to progress or just 
plain unfair.”

Many Democrats, however, 
see the list of GOP initiatives 
as geared mainly to gain po­
litical favor with Internet and 
computer companies — with 
their deep pockets of cam­
paign contributions — as the 
two sides struggle for control 
of the House.

“The leadership sees this as 
another opportunity to play to 
the high tech crowd," said Rep. 
William Delahunt, D-Mass.

Arrayed against the extend­
ing the moratorium are state 
And local officials, including 39 
governors worried about fu­
tu re  revenue losses, and 
bricka-and-m ortar re ta ilers 
afraid the Internet will get an 
unfair advantage.

Its ratings are “tanking.” 
Audience-wise, it’s “a two- 
hour sinkhole.” Its “$30 
million face lift ju st adds 

wrinkles.”
In short: “For The Early 

Show,! it’s getting late.”
So go media assessments of 

CBS’ umpteenth entry in the 
breakfast derby, a race long 
dominated by NBC’s “Today” 
(with more than 6 million 
viewers tuned to Katie Couric 
and Matt Lauer) and, in sec­
ond place, ABC’s “Good Morn­
ing America” (about 4.6 mil­
lion viewers).

Since its launch Nov. 1, 
and even before, “The Early 
Show" has been roundly writ­
ten off as a lost cause. Groan­
ing that its viewership (about 
2.2 million) is lower than the 
audience for the nearly invis­
ible show it replaced, one me­
dia Kevorkian has already 
urged that “The Early Show” 
be given a swift mercy killing.

Just how closely are these 
critics following “The Early 
Show” beyond its Nielsen 
score? A recent issue of Time 
magazine is instructive. It ran 
a cartoon in which co-anchors 
Bryant Gumbel and Jan e  
Clayson fret about their puny 
numbers.

A dapted for CBS, 
Friedman’s master plan called 
for “The Early Show” to origi­
nate from a built-to-order 
glassed studio on Fifth Av­
enue across from Central Park. 
It re tu rn e d  G um bel, 
Friedman’s leading man at 
NBC, to the morning arena 
where he excelled for 15 sea­
sons.

Tb share the anchor desk, 
Friedman chose relative new­
comer Jane Clayson, who is 
chipper, fresh-faced and start­

dling Gumbel about his aver­
sion to country music, reduc­
ing him to a grinning “what 
do you want from me?” defer­
ral).

It’s essential that Gumbel’s 
co-host help humanize him in 
the eyes of those viewers who 
complain that he . is aloof, 
haughty and tactless.

Does CBS have the needed 
patience? Will its merger with 
Viacom dampen the commit­
ment? And what about net­
work affiliates, whose enthusi­
asm Friedman must re-ignite 
a t their annual meeting later 
this month?

“I think that we probably 
have another couple of years 
to develop the show,” Fried­
man declares. “I hope we do. I 
mean, our plaza isn’t even 
done outside.”

Far from it: Right out the 
window is a hole in the ground. 
“This show,” he says, “is being 
built as we go, brick by brick.”

While the work goes on, 
can he dodge the critics’ 
stones?

Writing Want Ads that 
really sell!

Unsure how to write a Classified Ad that will get results? Follow 
these pointers and you’ll soon have an empty space in your storage 
room and cash in your pocket.

For starters, look at ads which offer the same intern/products. Get a 
sense of going rales end ideas for how to make your ad stand out. Once 
you're ready to write, begin with exactly what you’re selling: ’’Dining 
room set. maple, six chairs.”
Then rememeber these hints:

• Oive the price. A newpaper consultant says 70 percent of 
classified readers won’t respnd to an ad with no price.

• Use key words to describe what you're selling. The key 
words for a car are make, model, year, body style, color, mileage and 
price. If it’s a house, key words are location, type of construction, 
number of bedrooms and baths, and condition.

• Don’t use abbreviations. It’s tempting to abbreviate and save 
money if ads are billed by the line. Brand ads are billed by the words, 
so spell them out so readers won't be confused trying to figure out 
abbreviations.

•  Don’t be misleading. Think accurate and factual when you 
write, Be sure to include a phone number and the best times to reach

Bush stakes claim 
on Democrats’ turf

DAVENPORT, Iowa (AP) — Republican 
George W. Bush today moved further onto 
traditionally Democratic turf by proposing 
tax incentives for the elderly to buy health­
care insurance and financial relief for 
people whp care for a parent or other 
elderly person at home.

The plans were fueled by statistics show­
ing that half of older women and one-third 
of older men are likely to need nursing 
home care.

Bush would provide a full income tax 
deduction for long-term care insurance 
pavments. The deduction, now available 
only to people who itemize and have big 
medical expenses, would apply to everyone 
except those already on employer-subsi­
dized long-term care plans.

The campaign estimated the cost at 
$5.1 billion over five years.

Bush proposed establishing an additional 
tax exemption for each elderly spouse, 
parent or other relative cared, for in 
someone’s home. That exemption is cur­
rently $2,750 a year.

The campaign estimated the cost of that 
second proposal at $2.3 billion over five 
years.

“My goal is to make long-term care 
available and affordable instead of a path 
to financial ruin," Bush said in remarks 
prepared for delivery at the Ridgecrest 
Village Senior Center.

“We have a system today where a 
person goes into a nursing home and 
quickly consumes their life savings," he 
said. “In light of the expenses that could 
be involved and the number of people 
likely to need long-term care, I will make 
affordable long-term care insurance — 
‘peace-of-mind’ insurance — a priority."

Almost five months after winning the 
Iowa caucuses, Bush’s speech marked the 
beginning of a series of addresses on 
improving families’ financial security, part 
of a plan by the Texas governor to under­
cut traditionally Democratic themes like 
social welfare.

Since besting Arizona Sen. John 
McCain for the nomination in mid-March, 
Bush has offered an array of proposals 
for improving schools, protecting teach­
ers, encouraging savings by low-income 
families and making housing more af­
fordable for them. Some of the proposals 
have been accompanied by significant 
new spending. Bush has relied on tax 
incentives and other lures so that indi­
viduals or private industry achieve his 
goals.

Democratic presidential rival A1 Gore, 
meanwhile, supports the Clinton-Gore 
administration's proposal to give a $1,000 
tax credit to some 2 million families 
caring for ill or disabled relatives, and 
to expand Medicaid to cover in-home 
and community-based long term care 
services that would help keep people out 
of expensive nursing homes.

On Tuesday, Bush began with a 90- 
minute summit in Pittsburgh with 
McCain, where the Arizona senator en­
dorsed his former presidential opponent.

Bush later said he hoped McCain 
would campaign for Republicans this 
year. #

“I think there are two really good 
roles for John. One is to campaign with 
me, and Fd appreciate th a t  But the 
other role is for John to campaign for 
members of the United States Con­
gress," Bush said on CNN’s “Larry King 
Live." “I think it’s important to nave a 
Congress ... with which I can work. And 
I think John’s willing to do both."

From Pittsburgh, Bush headed for an 
education discussion at High Point El­
ementary School in Atlanta. One of the 
most diverse schools in the Fulton 
County system, more than 30 percent of 
its students are served by English-as-a- 
second-language programs.

Afterward, he attended a private re­
ception with guests who have raised or 
pledged to raise $100,000 for the Repub­
lican National Committee.

Medicare changes could cost states
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Some states could lose millions 
in Medicaid payments for nurs­
ing homes under a government 
proposal aimed at ending ac­
counting gimmicks that help 
states increase their share of 
federal matching funds without 
raising their own contributions.

The Health Care Financing 
Administration, which adminis­
ters Medicaid, has proposed al­
tering regulations tnat help de­
termine how much federal Med-

icaid money nursing homes re­
ceive. The change 
woulddramatically reduce fed­
eral matching hinds in many 
states that have come to rely 
on the money to shore up 
struggling county-run nursing 
facilities, state officials say. Wis­
consin, for instance, says it 
could lose between $60 million 
and $104 million.

T h e  solution they have come

up with would hurt manv 
states," said Joy Johnson Wil­
son, a lawyer with the Na­
tional Conference of State Leg­
islatures.

HCFA says changes are nec­
essary to curtail what it says 
are questionable accounting 
practices that enable states to 
boost their federal matching 
dollars while not spending more 
of their own money.

Used by several states and 
under consideration in a few 
more, the practices — all legal 
— involve transferring state 
funds, borrowed money or prop­
erty taxes into state coffers to 
aualify for more matching 
funds. Some states are then 
siphoning off a portion of the 
federal funds to use for non- 
Medicaid programs, HCFA offi­
cials said.

The practice drives up the 
cost of Medicaid, the federal-

stete program that provides 
health benefits to low-income 
Americans.

“It also means that taxpay­
ers are forced to shoulder more 
than their share of federal pay­
ments to a few states," said 
Chris Peacock, HCFA spokes­
man.

He said HCFA is still decid­
ing what changes will be made 
in matching fund formulas, but 
added that the agency “will 
take steps to ensure that fed­
eral Medicaid matching binds 
are used only for appropriate 
Medicaid health services."

HCFA’s inspector general, 
which Investigates waste, fraud 
and abuse, is examining how 
states are using the M^iicaid 
funds, Peacock said.

State Medicaid officials say 
they have been using the so- 
called intergovernmental trans­
fers for years without a peep

from HCFA and contend that 
the new proposal could lead to 
service cuts or nursing homes 
not being able to afford to take 
new Medicaid patients.

“Wisconsin would suffer a 
devastating blow to our ability 
to maintain the level of ser­
vices that we have come to 
cherish," Joe Leean, secretary 
of Wisconsin’s Department of 
Health and Family Services, 
said in a letter sent Monday to 
state lawmakers.

Wisconsin utilizes property 
taxes in qualifying for Medicaid 
matching binds. All the federal 
funds are used for nursing 
home payments.

A summary of the draft pro­
posal, obtained by The Associ­
ated Press, would change the 
formula for determining the 
maximum amount of federal 
money nursing homes could 
receive.

“I’m very excited — I’m 
happy for the winner," Kassab

said.

was sold a t Sweeney's Citgo 
in the northwestern Chicago 
suburb of Lake Zurich, 111. 
A ssistan t m anager Ginny 
Gallagher said lottery officials 
called her at 7 a.m.

“I screamed at the girl on 
the phone, I was so excited," 
Gallagher said. The store has 
sold about $100,000 worth of 
Big Game tickets in the past 
few weeks.

The w inning num bers

Demos prepare 
drug benefit plan

WASHINGTON— Eager to 
show unity on a key election- 
year issue. President Clinton 
and Democratic congressional 
leaders are ready to unveil a 
proposed prescription drug ben­
efit under Medicare that the 
White House first touted last 
winter.

The proposal to be unveiled 
at the White House today will 
stand as an alternative to the 
House Republican approach 
calling, for private insurance, 
and thus set the stage for a 
debate in the final months of 
the congressional session.

Congressional aides said 
House Democratic leader Dick 
Gephardt, Senate leader Tom 
Daschle and numerous rank 
and file Democrats would join 
Clinton at today’s announce­
ment. There are likely to be 
minor differences between bills 
advanced in the House and 
Senate, they said, but stressed 
that the party was unified on 
its approach.

According to a description 
of the proposal that circulated 
in Congress on Tuesday, cov­
erage would be optional, and 
any beneficiary wishing to en­
roll would pay a premium that 
one official estim ated at 
roughly $24 a month.'

The basic Medicare benefit 
would pay for 50 percent of 
the cost of the first $2,000 in 
prescriptions annually, rising 
to $5,000 by 2009. Low-in- 
come beneficiaries up to 135 
percent of the government’s 
poverty level would receive 
subsidies, and beneficiaries 
with slightly higher incomes 
would receive a slightly re­
duced subsidy.
Peacekeepers retreat 
in Sierra Leone

FREETOWN, Sierra Leone

nation were on edge today 
after word of a retreat by 
U.N. peacekeepers and rumors 
about the whereabouts of rebel 
leader Foday Sankoh.

News of the retreat did 
not reach Freetown until Tues­
day.

RUIDOSO, N.M. (AP) — 
High winds were forecast to­
day for parts of New Mexico 
where two fires have scorched 
more than 9,000 acres and 
forced hundreds of people to 
flee their homes.

Winds died down on both 
fires, near Los Alamos in 
northern New Mexico and near 
the southern - resort town of 
Ruidoso, but the National 
Weather Service said winds 
would rise again this after­
noon and really get roaring 
Thursday, with gusts up to 50 
mph expected in Los Alamos.

The Los Alamos fire grew 
to 3,700 acres late Tuesday 
and had burned to Los Alamos 
National Laboratory’s property 
line. The lab was closed for a 
third consecutive day today, 
as were Los Alamos schools 
and county offices.

In smoke-shrouded Ruidoso, 
an estimated 135 evacuees 
from five flame-threatened sub­
divisions were still kept away 
from their homes Tuesday, fire 
inform ation officer Karen

Miranda said. The Ruidoso fire 
had grown to 5,700 acres, but 
winds were expected to be 
milder than in the Los Alamos 
area.

Evacuee Anthony Scruggs, 
52, said he feared for his 
home in the Homestead sub­
division.

“It’s probably in one of the 
worst areas,” he said. “It 
seems to be the focal point of 
the fire, and I know they’re 
doing all they can, but they 
can’t control Mother Nature."

As he spoke, air tankers 
carrying pink fire retardant 
and helicopters dangling huge 
buckets of water roared over­
head. A helicopter filled its 
bucket in a lake a t the 12th 
hole of the Kokopelli Country 
Club golf course, w here 
Scruggs and three companions 
were playing a round Tuesday.

Scruggs said playing golf 
was better than sitting in a 
hotel room or a t roadside, 
since he wasn’t allowed back 
home.

“There’s nothing I can do.

It’s in the hands of God and 
the firefighters,” he said.

Diana Person said she, too, 
had to leave her new home in 
Ruidoso but was allowed to 
return late Monday.

“I came in, got a few things 
out of my home and got out," 
Person said Tuesday. “A couple 
of house plants, some per­
sonal papers and photographs. 
I kissed the rest goodbye."

The investigation into who 
set the campfire that started 
the Ruidoso blaze continues, 
Miranda said. The Los Alamos 
fire was started last week by 
the National Park Service to 
clear brush at the nearby 
Bandelier National Monument.

The cost of fighting the 
Los Alamos fire was estimated 
Tuesday night a t $1.1 million, 
fire officials said, while the 
Ruidoso firefighting cost was 
placed at $650,000,
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vant, said he was worried 
because he “heard that the 
rebels had attacked Masiaka, 
and Masiaka is so close to the
city."

Despite the latest bad news, 
Wimhurst said: “Freetown is 
not going to fall to the RUF."

Libyan envoy headed into the 
Philippine jungle today to talk 
with Muslim separatists hold­
ing 21 Western and Asian hos­
tages and to press for the 
release of an ill German 
woman.

A doctor accompanying him 
had medicine, oxygen, • food, 
clothing, and chocolate for the 
captives. She was also taking 
stretchers in case the rebels 
agreed to free two captives: a 
German woman who has suf­
fered two strokes, according 
to her family, and a French 
man with a urinary infection.

“They are now ready to 
meet us," said Muslim cleric 
Ibrahim Ghazali, a member of 
the negotiating team, after 
talking with representatives 
just back from the camp.

Edwards convicted 
of racketeering

BATON ROUGE, La. — 
Edwin Edwards, the former 
four-term  governor who 
proudly bragged about his abil­
ity to beat prosecutors, has 
been convicted of extorting 
hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars from businessmen apply­
ing for riverboat casino li­
censes.

Edwards, who dominated 
state politics since first be­
coming governor in 1972, was 
found guilty Tuesday along 
with his son Stephen on 
charges of racketeering and 
fraud. The schemes took place 
during and after Edwards left 
office in 1996.

“I regret that it ended this 
way, but that is the system," 
Edwards said outside court. “I 
have lived 72 years in the 
system and I will live the rest 
of my life in the system."

Edwards was convicted of 
17 of the 26 counts against 
him, including two racketeer­
ing charges that each carry 
20 years in prison and a 
$250,000 fine.
