The local economy cooled during
the second quarter of 2000, although
there were some bright spots, ac-
cording figures compiled by the
Hereford Economic Development
Corp.
At the end of the first quarter of
the year, Deaf Smith County had
received $101,485.16 in sales tax
payments from the Texas
Comptroller's Office; however, the
county’s payments fell to $87,385.74
for the second quarter.
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The City of Hereford’s sales tax
payments fell from $176,672.45 for
the first quarter to $170,269.05 for
the second quarter, while the HEDC’s
payments fell from $88,286.23 for the
first quarter to $85,134.53 for the
second.

In looking at employment, the
county’s labor force fell from 7,400
for the first quarter to 7,164 for the
second quarter. The number of em-
ployed workers fell from 6,978 for
the first three months of the year to
6,747 for the next quarter, while the
number of unemployed workers

climbed from a first-quarter total of
422 (5.7 percent) to 471(6.2 percent)
for the second quarter.

However, the City of Hereford
saw its utility connections rise from
a first-quarter total of 6,651 to 6,662
for the second quarter, while gas
connections dropped from 9,660 to
9,648, and water connections fell
from 5,305 to 5,298.

The City of Hereford issued 18
building permits for a total value of
$303,550 during the first quarter.
During the second quarter, there
were 25 permits issued for .a value

LONDON (AP) — Oil prices fell 6
percent Wednesday as traders dismissed
attempts by OPEC members to dis-
suade Saudi Arabia from its plan to
unilaterally pump an additional 500,000
barrels of crude per day.

Libya appeared to side with Iran,
Iraq and other OPEC members urging
Saudi Arabia not to act alone, and the
Saudis strove to find consensus on the
divisive issue.

However, industry analysts predicted
that Saudi Arabia, the world’s No. 1 oil
producer, would push ahead with its

plan to boost output if oil prices fail
to drop sharply in coming days. The
markets seemed to anticipate a pro-
duction increase, with crude and
other oil-related products declining.

“I don’t think they’re backing off,”
Leo Drollas, chief economist of -the
Center for Global Energy Studies in
London, said of the Saudis. “I think
they’d be willing to put the oil on
the market themselves.”

The 10 other OPEC members re-
acted with anger and disbelief after
Saudi Arabia said Monday it would

angering other oil-producing countries

add about 2 percent to the cartel's
official output of 25.4 million barrels
a day.

Except for Kuwait and the United
Arab Emirates, no other OPEC mem-
bers have enough surplus capacity
to quickly raise their production lev-
els.

In a conciliatory gesture, a Saudi
official, speaking Wednesday on con-
dition of anonymity, stressed that
Saudi Arabia would make a decision
after consulting with other OPEC
members.

The tax break is not limited to
children’s school clothes. High-
lights include:

* Most clothing and footwear
priced under $100 is exempt from
sales taxes. Consumers may pur-
chase as many tax-exempt items
as they wish;

» Clothing and footwear used
primarily for athletics or protec-
tive gear, such as golf cleats or
football pads, are not tax-exempt.
However, athletic clothes that are
commonly used as street wear,
such as tennis shoes, baseball caps
and jogging suits, are eligible for
the exemption; and

» Excluded from the tax holiday
are accessories, such as jewelry
and watches, and items that are
carried rather than worn, includ-
ing handbags, briefcases, wallets
and backpacks.

But any change in the list of tax-
exempt items or the number of
tax-free shopping days must wait
until the Legislature meets next
year.”

In 1999, Texans spent more than
$400 million on tax-exempt clothing
and shoes during the three-day sales
tax holiday, saving more than $32
million in sales taxes. Retailers
statewide reported crowds compa-
rable to the Christmas shopping
season.

The holiday applies to all state
and local sales taxes. Local commu-
nities were allowed to opt out of
the even this year, if they notified
the comptroller's office by March
31. Only Sunset Valley, a small
community near Austin, chose not
to waive local sales taxes. Qualify-
ing purchases exempt from the state
sales tax.

Hospitals finding way
to boost charity care

Non-profit hospitals in Texas
have found a way around a 1993
legislative mandate to spend more
money on the care of poor pa-
tients, according to a recent re-
port by the State Department of
Health.

Following the lead of then-At-
torney General Jim Mattox, the
Legislature passed a bill requiring
non-profit hospitals to spend at
least - 4 percent of net patient
revenue on charity care.

The report says 14 hospitals
and hospital systems aren’t doing
that, at least not according to the
original accounting methods set
forth by the bill, the Texas Jour-
nal of the Wall Street Journal
reported Wednesday.

None of the 82 nonprofit hospi-
tals in Texas that fall under the
bill has broken the law. It's just
that in 1995 it became legal for
them to begin using generally
accepted accounting principles, oth-
erwise known as GAAP, to tally
their charity care.

Before, they were required to
follow a more narrow federal stan-

dard, which calculates charity care
as a strict portion of their revenue.
GAAP allows them to include other
costs, notably write-offs for bad
debt.

The decision about which stan-
dard to use is important. In fiscal
1998, the hospitals provided $307
million in charity care, using GAAP
rules.

Under the original law, they
would have provided only $228 mil-
lion, a difference of $79 million.

Consumer advocates are pushing
lawmakers not only to increase the
4 percent standard, but to require
hospitals to revert to the pre-1995
basis for calculating charity care.

That earlier method, says Lisa
McGiffert, senior policy analyst for
Consumers Union's office in Aus-
tin, “provides a more true reflec-
tion of cost of patient care than
the current base.”

The Texas Hospital Association,
an Austin lobby group, counters
that including bad debt is entirely
fair because it reflects the growing
number of Texans without health
insurance-currently a quarter of the
state’s population.

Agents say they expected
only scuffling during raid

WACO — Federal agents in the government’s failed
raid on the Branch Davidian compound Feb. 28, 1993,
say they expected nothing more than a fist fight when
they tried to search for illegal weapons and arrest sect
leader David Koresh.

Instead, six Davidians and four agents with the
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms died.

The government now is defending itself in a $675
million wrongful death lawsuit brought by Branch
Davidian survivors and family members.

Much of its defense so far has come from ATF agents
like Gerald Petrilli, who testified Wednesday that once
agents started approachmg the buildmg, “the entire
front of the compound erupted in gunfire.”

Further testimony was expected Thursday from oth-
ers, including Roland Ballesteros, an ATF agent who
was supposed to enter the front door of the com
during the raid. He was shot in the hand but survived.

DENVER (AP) — Don
Swarthout, nondenominational
pastor, sees it as an opportu-
nity to give children a moral
compass.

WASHINGTON — As Is-
rael and the Palestinians
jockey for position for next
week’s summit, political prob-
lems are piling up for Prime
Minister Ehud Barak while
the Palestinians are taking a
tough line in their demands.

Barak’s inclination to make
concessions on West Bank
land, Jerusalem and Jewish
settlers prompted two parties
to pull out of his government
Wednesday, weakemng his al-
ready shaky rule and imping-
ing on his room to maneuver
at Camp David, Md.

But the Palestinians, sens-
ing the chance for a success-
ful summit under President
Clinton’'s supervision, are
warning Israel that giving up
only part of the land for a
state would not be enough.

Yasser Arafat has his eye
on virtually all of the West
Bank, Gaza and east Jerusa-
lem. “If the Israelis think that
by giving parts of the land to
declare the Palestinian state
in, then I don't think this

-even more

no fear.”

Earlier this year, the Colo-
rado Legislature refused to
require schools to post the
Ten Commandments and the
U.S. Supreme Court recently
banned prayers at high school
football games.

“I see this as part of a plan
by the religious right. If the !
can't get the Ten Comman
ments, this year they will
settle for ‘In God we trust’
and next year they will go for
the Ten Commandments,
Rabbi Steven Foster, a mem-
ber of the Denver Interfaith
Alliance, a group that opposes
religion in public schools. .

Three states — Kentucky,
Ohio and South Dakota —
have approved posting the Ten
Commandments, and another
eight are considering it. Other
states have had clashes on
church and state over issues
ranging from mottos to nativ-
ity scenes.

In April, a federal appeals

court found that Ohio’s motto,
“With God, all things are pos-
sible” — a quote from the
New Testament — is uncon-
stitutional.

Kenneth Johnson, a Meth-
odist minister who is leading
the fight to keep Ohio’s motto,
said he finds it difficult to
believe anyone would object
to “In we trust,” which
Congress approved for the
nation’s currency in 1864 fol-

lowing a request from a mem-
ber of the cle
In the last decades —

most recently in 1996 — three
federal appeals courts have
allowed the use of “In God we
trust” on coins and said it
does not amount to a govern-
ment sponsorship or endorse-

 ment of religion.

In a 1970 decision, the 9th
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in
San Francisco said it was “quite
obvious” that the motto “has
nothing whatsoever to do with
the establishment of religion.”

Army, rain dampen

violence in N. Ireland
BELFAST, Northern Ireland
— Helicopters, army patrols
and sporadic rain dampened
down violence in Northern Ire-
land early Thursday, but failed
to extinguish the Protestant
rage that has sparked four
nights of rioting in the Brit-
ish-controlled province.
Helicopters hovered low
over potential trouble-spots in
Belfast and British soldiers pa-
trolled the streets of the city
for the first time in a ‘year.

Security forces sought to con-
tain violence by hard-line Prot-
estants determined to
turn a ban on an Orange Or-
der march through hostile
Catholic turf.

British army headquarters
reported on Wednesday that
security forces had contained
61 riots in Northern Ireland
in the previous 24 hours —
more, the army communique
said, than in all of 1999.

And the province’s chief po-
liceman, Royal Ulster Con-
stabulary Chief Constable
Ronnie F{anagan. warned that
Protestant extremists planned
to attack his officers with guns
and bombs. Intelligence indi-
cated the attacks would “in-
clude the use of blast bombs
and firearms,” he said.

On Tuesday, police ex-
changed fire with gunmen in
a Protestant area of north
Belfast. .

Thousands of Prot.stants
blocked more than a dozen
roads simultaneously at
Wednesday evening's rush
hour, causing one of the worst
traffic jams Belfast has ever
seen. Motorists were trapped
on some gridlocked streets for
two hours. Roadblocks also dis-
rupted traffic in several other
towns around the provinee.

As those protests subsided,
masked youths began tossing
gasoline bombs at police ar-
mored cars.

STATE CAPITOL

Peak season is here for visitors

AUSTIN — No building says
Texas quite like the Alamo.
But the State Capitol comes
close.

Builders dug the red gran-
ite for its walls from the
ground in Burnet County. Ev-
ery other year, lawmakers
work within its marbled halls
and carve up the statutes that
Texans live by. The 110-year-
old chandeliers in the House
and Senate chambers even
spell out “TEXAS” in bright
yellow bulbs.

“This building represents all
Texans,” said Charlynn
Doering, assistant executive
director of the State Preser-
vation Board, which oversees
the upkeep of the 112-year-old
building in the heart of Aus-
tin.

And summer is when Tex-
ans, and other tourists, flock
to see it, she said.

Although spring is high sea-
son for school tours, state
officials reckon that the most
traffic in and out of the Capi-
tol takes place in June, July
and August. It even exceeds
the number of visitors they
see during legislative sessions,
which run January through
May every other year.

“The summer has lots of
people here,” Mrs. Doering
said. “We have a lot of people
in the building. July is a big
month for us.”

Surveys show the Capitol is
the state’s fifth-most popular
tourist attraction, after the
Alamo and Riverwalk in San
Antonio, Six Flags Over Texas
in Arlington and the outlet
malls in San Marcos, accord-
ing to the Texas Department
of Economic Development.
Tourism at the Capitol picked
up dramatically after the lat-
est renovation was completed

in 1993, officials said.

Austin’s live music scene
and the growth of the local
high-tech industry grab the
headlines these days. But the
sight of the sturdy old Capitol
perched on a hill at the head
of Congress Avenue remains
the enduring image of the
city, a reminder that, above
all, Austin is a seat of govern-
ment.

Just how many tourists pass
through the Capitol’s doors
each year is unclear. For years
officials counted how many
Capitol brochures got picked
up, which produced annual es-
timates of 1 million visitors.

Unsatisfied, officials began
a two-year statistical survey
this January in an effort to
arrive at a more reliable num-
ber. Armed with a survey
drawn up by University of
Texas graduate students, tour
guides periodically fan out into
the Capitol and count the num-
ber of people they see, exclud-
ing those who work there.

Such tallies can be extrapo-
lated to arrive at a reasonable
annual estimate of visitors,
Mrs. Doering said.

“Frankly, I think the mil-
lion (figure) is going to be
about on target,” she said.

Count Steve Kirton of Clyde,
N.C., as one. Mr. Kirton and
a half-dozen friends took a
formal tour of the Capitol dur-
ing a break from a training
conference for community col-
lege instructors.

Mr. Kirton, who teaches
electrical installation at
Haywood Community College
in Clyde, wanted to know
where the chandeliers had
come from. He wanted to know
why some of the heavy hinges
on the doors had serial num-
bers and others did not. (The

tour guide did not know the
answers, but said she would
check.)

Mainly the trim teacher
with a polo shirt and aviator
glasses walked around wide-
eyed and listening to tidbits of
trivia tossed off by the col-
lege-age guide.

He and others in the tour
learned that the Capitol took
six years to build and that
more than 300 feet separate
the first floor from the top of
the dome. They were told that
the panels of green carpet in
the Senate chamber are hand-
stitched. That the San Jacinto
battle flag hanging in the
House chamber is a replica,
the real one going up only
during legislative sessions.
That lawmakers can take their
$2,000 chairs with them when
they leave office as long as
they pay for a replacement.

“It's big,” Mr. Kirton said,
gazing at the Capitol through
the skylight of the der-
ground annex, opened in 1993,
that houses most lawmakers’
offices. “I'm just in awe and
amazement, just the construc-
tion of it.”

Many visitors record their
impressions in a dinner-tray-
sized logbook on a table near
the entrance of the Hbuse
chamber. Most leave one- or
two-word messages, such as
“Cool,” “Impressive” or “Really
neat!”

BGonzalez first to
hit cycle at Enron

HOUSTON (AP) — Luis
Gonzalez went on the Tour de
Enron, becoming the first
player on the Arizona Dia-
mondbacks to hit for the cycle.

Gonzalez doubled in the first
inning, singled in the third,
tripled in the eighth and
homered in the ninth Wednes-
day night as the Diamond-
backs rallied past the Houston
Astros 12-9.

Poll: Gore, Bush about even on honesty

WASHINGTON (AP)
American voters are focusing
ever more on honesty as the
most important trait for a presi-
dential candidate, according to
an Associated Press poll. The
voters are about evenly split on
whether Al Gore or George W.
Bush is more honest.

Four in 10 voters now pick
honesty ahead of such traits as
caring about people like them,
showing strong leadership,
standing up for beliefs and hav-
ing a vision. In a November AP
poll, one-third picked honesty,
which ranked first at that time
as well.

In the new poll, conducted
for the AP by ICR of Media,
Pa., about a third picked Bush
as most honest and a third
picked Gore. Another third said
neither candidate or they didn't
know.

organization that would moni-
tor and enforce reliability rules.

“The existing schemle of vol-
untary compliance with volun-
tary industry reliability rules is
simply no longer adequate,” says
Sen. Frank Murkowski, R-
Alaska, chairman of the Senate
Energy and Natural Resources
committee.

But even if Congress acts, it
will come too late to ease power
supply concerns this summer.
