Oller Engineering Inc. wantsto
build an assisted-living complex in
Hereford and the Hereford Economic
Development Corp. wants to help.

The HEDC board voted unani-
mously Wednesday to approve an
economic development grant of up to
$30,000 to reimburse OEI for its
purchase of land for building the
assisted-living center. The grant
would be payable when the Lubbock-
based firm, which also has a Here-
ford office, begins construction. The
grant still must receive approval from
the Hereford City Commission.

Although no property has been
purchased for construction of. the
center, it has been reported OEI is
looking at the site of the old Central
School. The property belongs to the

Dave Charest, a former school
board president and OEI construc-
tion supervisor, discussed the
company’s proposal in a closed-door
session with the HEDC directors.

HEDC Executive Director Don
Cumpton said the board was not
ready to make a decision on the

request from dairyman John Hafliger
for financial assistance in launching
a dairy operation in Deaf Smith
County.

Hafliger, a former Hereford resi-
dent who now lives in Canyon, sought
a package that would include a guar-
anteed loan to construct a dairy,
operating under the name Swiss Girl
Dairies, in Deaf Smith County.
Hafliger has been involved in the
dairy industry for several years, op-
erating dairies in Artesia, NM.. and

a small one near Canyon. He also .

owns a small facility in the area that
is leased to an operator.
Initial proposals called for the

e would not necessarily
be ‘capped at $3 million. Mike
Schueler, president of FirstBank
Southwest, met with the directors,
who included Hereford State Bank
President Craig Smith, to discuss
possible terms for the loan.

Money would be used to purchase
up to 640 acres for the dairy, con-
struction of the complex to handle a
herd of approximately 2,500 head of
cattle, and to cover costs of applying
for, processing and acquiring all the
necessary state and federal permits,
which would allow the dairy to begin
operations.

“We are all a little weary of the Clinton-
Gore routine,” running mate Dick Cheney
told the confetti-filled GOP convention
Wednesday night. “But the wheel has turned.
And it is time, it is time for them to go.

“Send them home,” delegates a%louted
back, taking off their hats and waving
goodbye. Cheney’s speech provxded the parti-

His
brother is the governor of Florida.

In his own prime-time televised address,
Bush will share his disappointment about
what he believes is the Clinton-Gore

benefit to Medicare.

“He will talk about. the current
administration’s failure to get anything
done,” said spokeswoman Karen Hughes.
“The tone will be regretful rather than
critical.”

Bush, 54, seeks to become the first
presidential son to win the White House
since John Quincy Adams in 1824. Bush
enters the race ghead in the polls and
leading a party more united than it’s
been in 16 years.

Black Houston pastor to introduce Bush

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — The Rev. Kirbyjon
Caldwell said he agreed to introduce Texas
Gov. George W. Bush as the GOP’s nominee
for president because he brings a new open-
ness to the party and has appointed women
and minorities to state office.

But Caldwell, pastor of one of the nation’s
largest, most uent black churches, dis-
agrees with Bush on abortion, affirmative
action, the death penalty, gun control, and
other issues.

One example: While Bush was defending

the execution of Texas prison inmate Gary
Graham in June, Caldwell was leading death
Fenalt{ opponents in prayer at Graham’s

And Caldwell, who will make the intro-
duction at the Republican National Conven-
tion tonight, isn’t even a Republican.

“I am there to let independents and even
Democrats know it's OK to vote for this
guy, in spite of the differences I have with
him,” said Caldwell, leader of Houston’s
Windsor Park Methodist Church. “I am

saying he is a fair man who has demon-
strated social and economic inclusive-
ness.”

This week, some church members and
leaders of Houston's black community
were critical of Caldwell's decision to
upport Bush.

Caldwell defended his stance, saying
Bush’s home ownership and tax plans
wauld benefjt the poor and that he ad-
mires the candidate’s “emotional intelli-
gence,” values and entrepreneurial spirit.

B Lawmaker wants to expand
the state’s annual moratorium to
boost help for working Texans

AUSTIN (AP) — Surrounded by boxes of crayons,
notebooks and colorful clothing, Sen. Rodney Ellis on
Wednesday vowed to expand the state's sales tax holiday
next year as a way to help working families save money.

During the holiday, which begins at 12:01 a.m. Friday
and ends at midnight Sunday, shoppers buying most
clothing or footwear items priced at less than $100 per
item will not be assessed the state's 6.25 percent sales
tax. All but one Texas city — the Austin suburb of
Sunset Valley — also will waive local sales tax on items
during that time.

Under Ellis-sponsored legislation passed in 1999, most
accessories, backpacks, and school supplies are among
the items still taxed.

Ellis, D-Houston, said excluding those items was an
oversight during the legislative process last session.
Because the holiday is crammed into a few days, last
year's exemptions resulted in overcrowded malls and
traffic nightmares, he said.

“My goal in the next session is to make the holiday
more convenient for Texas families by extending it to
two weeks and including school supplies,” Ellis said.

Ellis has an ally in Texas Comptroller Carole Keaton
Rylander.

“That's excellent because I've been saying that. I've
been saying that I want to see us not only expand in
length but in items that are covered. I look forward to
working with Senator Ellis on that. I think the sales tax
holiday has proven to be a boost for real hardworking
Texas families,” Rylander said Wednesday from the Re-
publican National Convention in Philadelphia

Ellis, who was acting governor Wednesday because
both Gov. George W. Bush and Lt. Gov. Rick Perry were
attending the GOP meeting, said he hoped his proposal
would receive more support from Bush than the original
bill did last session.

“I clearly don't think that this sales tax holiday bill
was as much of a priority last session as the property
sales cut bill was, but that's behind us now,” Ellis said.

The state can afford to forgo the $34 million in state
and local sales taxes expected to be saved this holiday
partly because of a strong economy.

Because Texas has what Ellis called a regressive form
of taxation, he said a sales tax cut should be a priority
more than any other kind of tax cut parti(‘ularl\ for the
vmrkmg people who have to sacrifice the most

UT plans exclusive dorms

AUSTIN (AP) — Campus life will be more desirable for
some students at the nation’s largest public university
campus, with the scheduled opening of an upscale, $52
million dormitory.

The 866-bed San Jacinto Residence Hall is the first new
dormitory to open at The University of Texas at Austin in
more than 30 years.

Some rooms at the dormitory will have a view of Royal-
Memorial Stadium suitable for watching games. Rooms will
also have private baths, computer connections and individu-
ally controlled thermostats.

“It's really a quality of life that the students want,” Floyd
Hoelting, director of the UT Division of Housing and Food
Service, told the Austin American-Statesman.

San Jacinto Hall's 433 double rooms are divided into two
wings connected by a breezeway so there’'s less of an
institutional feel.

For the first 350 students assigned to the north wing,
move-in is less than three weeks away. But rooms in the
south wing, including those with stadium views, won't be
ready until the spring,

In the summer, the dorm will double as a hotel conference
center with nightly rates of $70.

Crews are still working to keep construction on schedule
for the north wing. Last month, five bricklayers received

Today’s Highlight
in History:

On Aug. 3, 1492, Christo-
pher Columbus set sail from
Palos, Spain, on a voyage that
took him to the present-day
Americas.

On this date:

In 1914, Germany declared
war on France.

In 1923, Calvin Coolidge was
sworn in as the 30th presis
dent of the United States,
following the death of Warren
G. Harding.

In 1936, the State Depart-
ment urged Americans in
Spain to leave because of that
country’s civil war.

In 1949, the National Bas-
ketball Association was
formed.

In 1958, the nuclear-pow-
ered submarine Nautilus be-
came the first vessel to cross
the North Pole underwater.

In 1980, closing ceremonies
were held in Moscow for the
1980 Summer Olympic Games,
which had been boycotted by
dozens of countries, including
the United States.

In 1981, U.S. air traffic con-
trollers went on strike, de-
spite a warning from Presi-
dent Reagan they would be
fired.
