City clears another hurdle

Progress may be slow, but it's still being
made on two fronts, City Manager Chester
Nolen said.

Nolen said Tuesday the city administration
hopes to have a completed design for a waste-
water treatment plant ready to submit to the
Texas Natural Resource Conservation Com-
mission (TNRCC) by early October.

Also, Nolen said another hurdle has been
cleared in the city’s application for a Type IAE
landfill.

In May, Mayor Bob Josserand cast the tie-
breaking vote as the Hereford City Commis-
sion directed the city engineer, Oller Engi-
neering Inc., to design an aerated lagoon
system for treatment of wastewater at the
city farm.

The city’s wastewater treatment plant does
not meet state standards, and the commis-
sioners had rev1ewed two optxons - aerated

lagoon system and facultative system — for
the new plant.

The aerated lagoon system is more efficient,
but more expensive to operate. The facultative
system is less expensive to operate, but it also
is less efficient and requires more land area.

The plant under design should be capable of
dealing with 1.2-1.5 million gallons of effluent
generated each day by the wastewater system’s
customers.

The aerated lagoon method will require
about 34 acres of land. There would be three
aerators in each lagoon that would treat the
effluent.

This system would require the installation
of pumps and motors, as well as electricity.
While much more efficient than the facultative
system, the aerated method also is more
expensive to operate and requires personnel
on site.

Construction of the aerated lagoon system

about $1.2 million available for the project.
In anticipation of this situation, the city com-
mission had authorized lO-percent increases
in water/sewer rates for three years, with the
extra revenue to be set aside for improve-
ments to the aging facility. The last of the
three annual increases went into effect last
summer.

Nolen said the landfill permit application
was reviewed at a hearing conducted by the
Panhandle Regional Planning Commission’s
Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

The panel signed off on the permit applica-
tion and a recommendation for its approval
was forwarded to the TNRCC.

The city had operated a Type I landfill until
1993, when it was closed because of costs
associated with the federal Clean Water Act.
The expense of lining the landfill with clay or
a polyvinyl material in addition to a leachate

Juvenile center study draws OK

It's budget season again for the Hereford
Independent School District and board mem-
bers were faced with a number of questions
which will affect the 2000-2001 budget.

Just in time for budget considerations, board
members were asked to approve an interlocal
agreement to fund a feasibility study for a
juvenile detention center. The funding for the
study, which is estimated to cost $21,000, will
be divided equally among the City of Hereford,
Deaf Smith County and the school district.
The cost for the school should be $7,500.

This year, the school district had to approve
budget amendments of $9,000 to cover the
additional costs of juvenile detention.

The board, on recommendation from Super-
intendent Beth Abernethy, approved joining
with the city and county.

Proposals from Brown, Graham & Company,
P.C. and McGinty & Associates for the exter-
nal auditor contract for the year ending Aug.
31, 2000, varied by more than $6,000, with
Brown & Graham presenting the low bid of

$17,500-$18,000. McGinty & Associates, which
has been doing the district’s outside audits for
11 years, entered a bid of $24,725.

A budget workshop has been scheduled for 6
p.m. Aug. 1 and a budget/tax hearing will be
conducted at 6 p.m. Aug. 22. By law, the
budget must be accepted by Aug. 31.

The board also accepted the resignation of
trustee Alan Foster, who resigned after he
was transferred to Lubbock. Foster had been
elected to the board in May.

The district will accept applications to fill
Foster’s position through Aug. 4. Board inter-
views will be Aug. 8.

The board has 180 days to fill Foster’s
position, but would like to have the new board
member participate in the budget process.

Assistant Superintendent Nena Veazey pre-
sented the latest student code of conduct and
cited several changes, including a formal defi-
nition of fighting and changes in this year’s
dress code.

Students wanting to wear the newest fash-
ion in head gear must do it somewhere other
than at school as no hats, scarves, bandanas

or caps may be worn. Hair must be within the
natural range of colors — no pink, orange,
blue, purple or rainbows.

Also, students’ pants must fit at the waist
and have no more than 4 inches of excess
material when gathered at the knee and
notched eyebrows will not be permitted.

Veazey encouraged all students and parents
to review the discipline and student hand-
books for changes.

In other business board members agreed to
pay $16,018 to demolish the remaining por-
table buildings at Hereford High School.

Father attends execution

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — Edward Bolden had decided he
wouldn’t attend the execution of the Fort Worth man convicted
of killing his teen-age son 15 years ago, but condemned killer
Juan Soria’s attack on a prison chaplain last month changed
his mind.

“He made the decision for me,” Bolden said this week as he
prepared for Wednesday evening’s trip to Huntsville, where
Soria was set for lethal injection. “I decided it was something I
needed to do.”

Soria, 33, who nearly severed the hand of a prison minister
in a razor attack on death row in June, headed to the death
chamber for abducting Bolden’s son, Allen, 17, and fatally
stabbing him before driving off in the victim'’s car.

Civil War blockade runner excavated

GALVESTON, Texas (AP) — On a hot night in May 1865, a
ship made its way quietly from the Gulf of Mexico into
Galveston Bay.

The vessel’s last stop had been Havana, where it was loaded
with a cargo of smuggled goods like paper, boots, uniforms,
lead, and the latest in Paris fashions.

The mostly British crew members were worried as they
came close to the Confederate port of Galveston, because the
area was known for its shifting sandbars and shallow waters.

Only a quarter of a mile from shore, the hull of the ship —
called the Denbigh — scraped against a sandbar and stuck.

The crew escaped on a smaller boat to the Bolivar Peninsula
before Union soldiers blockading the port began to shell and
burn the unarmed steamer.

Dear Laura: I remember
it well, because the man who
put it together has the same
last name as mine, although
we are not related. Here it is:
The History of the World

Adam and Eve were cre-
ated from an apple tree. Jacob,
son of Isaac, stole his brother’s
birthmark. One of Jacob’s
sons, Joseph, gave refuse to
the Israelites.

The inhabitants of Egypt
were called mummies. They
traveled by Camelot. Moses
led the Hebrew slaves to the
Red Sea, where they made
unleavened bread, which is
bread made without any in-
gredients. David was a He-
brew king who fought the Phi-
latelists.

Nelson Mandela.

Cheney said his opposition
to social programs including
Head Start, the preschool pro-
gram for poor kids, was fueled
by the large federal deficit.
He was one of the few mem-
bers of Congress to vote
against renewing the program,
but he said that today, in an
age of budget surpluses, he’d
vote differently.

“I voted, I'm sure, a great
many times, against various

~ and sometimes worthy pro-

grams,” he said. “I would not
vote against Head Start to-

But given the current eco-

nomic climate, Cheney said:
“We're now in a position to be
able to look at doing some

from the compassion-
ate standpoint.” He mentioned
prescription drug benefits for
Medicare recipients, something
his fellow conservatives fought
for some time before offering
a plan of their own.

As for Head Start, he men-
tioned that there were ques-
tions about whether the pro-
gram was being operated “in
the fashion that would allow
us to get the maximum ben-
efit out of it.”

He said he remains opposed
to abortion in all circum-
stances, including rape, incest
or when the life of the mother
is at risk. But he said he'd be
willing to go along with Bush’s

position, w. ws for such
exceptions.
And adopting Bush’s line on

the divisive issue, he said he
could accept other views on
abortion within the Republi-
can party and predicted it
would not be a particularly
important issue in the fall elec-
tion against Vice President Al
Gore, who supports abortion

rights.
On another controversial is-
sue, gun control, he

downplayed an unblemished
récord of opposition to stricter
laws — including one banning
armor-piercing bullets called
“cop and another ban-
ning plastic guns that could be
smuggled past metal detectors.

“I have consistently sup-

Cohen: ‘Star Wars’

m Firefighters receive
some much-needed
aid from the weather

MESA VERDE NATIONAL
PARK, Colo. (AP) — Crews
struggling to control a fire
that has burned one-third of
this sprawling national park
headed back to work Wednes-
day after some much-needed
help from the weather.

Favorable winds followed by
light rain helped slow the
22,600-acre fire to a crawl
Tuesday, stalling it in an area
damaged by blazes in 1972
and 1996. -

“Things are looking good,”
said Gene Rogers, a fire be-
havioral analyst.

The fire has burned about
18,600 acres of the park, the
nation’s largest archaeological
preserve. A thunderstorm with
wind gusts of up to 35 mph
tested lines cut by some 700
firefighters.

“We don’t know what held
and what didn’t,” said Mike
Lohrey, incident commander.
“I've been in fires where it
calms down like this and then
lo and behold, Mother Nature
has her way about things and
then 1ts off and running
again.”

None of the park’s well-
known cliff dwellings or mu-
seums were damaged, but ar-
chaeologists are worried about
destruction of other Anasazi
dwellings built on mesas or
on steep canyon walls.
