• Officials offer reward for Draden •
HOCSTON <AP) — U.S. Customs Service officers have 

relied upon a black Labrador retriever to help locate millions
of dollars in illegal drugs.

N o w , the federal agency’s help is necessary to locate Draden 
after someone took him from his G u lf coast area kennel.

Customs officers say they’ve lost one of their best assets
and they’re requesting residents’ aid in finding him.

The agency is offering a reward up to $5,000 for information 
leading to the recovery of the 7-year-old neutered male dog,
alive.

Draden, a member of the agency’s canine enforcement 
program, has been missing from the agency’s kennel in the 
Spring Cypress and Kuykendahl area since Dec. 9.

Draden is described as a 61-pound lean, muscular dog that 
is active and playful. He also has a tattoo ”2C-33” on the inside 
of his left ear.

Custom canines do not wear collars when they are in the 
kennel because of safety reasons, but it is possible that 
someone may have put a collar on Draden, officials said.

Customs spokeswoman Judy Turner said Draden and his 
human partners have seized more than $13 million in illegal 
drugs in Houston.

“He is one of our heroes and best assets,” Turner said.

• Ship slams into bridgo •
HOCSTON (AP) — A crane atop an oceangoing freighter 

slammed into a bridge over the Houston Ship Channel, 
injuring at least three motorists who were driving across the 
waterway on the loop around the city.

The Ship Channel and northbound lanes of the Loop 610 
bridge remained closed Friday morning.

The crane boom’s impact with the underside of the bridge 
left a hole at its highest point, about 135 feet above the water, 
police said.

A compact pickup and a sport utility vehicle apparently 
smashed into debris, including concrete, tha t was thrust up 
from the northbound lanes, said Houston police Officer T.L.
Burnett.

“(The ship) caused a huge hole, enough to swallow a 
vehicle,” Burnett said.

One man and one woman were transported to Ben Taub 
Hospital but were later released.

Another woman was taken to Memorial Hermann Hospital, 
where she was being evaluated, according to the Houston
Chronicle’s Friday editions.

No injuries were reported aboard the ship. But the vessel, 
the Rickmers Tianjin, was damaged by falling debris.

Investigators were inspecting the boat and interviewing the 
crew to help determine the cause of the accident.

The northbound lanes of the bridge were closed shortly 
after the accident. Burnett said it was uncertain when the 
lanes would reopen.

Recovery focuses on tributaries
■  R ebuild ing  
habitats necessary  
for sp ecies survival

GRANTS PASS, Ore. (AP) 
— A Final federal plan to save 
endangered and threatened 
salmon species in the Colum­
bia Basin will focus on restor­
ing habitat in tributaries and 
estuaries but does not rule 
out breaching Snake River 
dams.

The final plan, which was 
released Thursday, calls for 
federally owned hydroelectric 
dams to be operated to mini­
mize harm to salmon during 
migrations to the ocean and 
spawning beds, as well as habi­
ta t improvements, hatchery 
operations and Fishing policy 
changes.

Removing four hydroelectric 
dams on the lower Snake 
River in eastern Washington 
has been a lightning-rod is­

sue in Pacific Northwest and 
national politics.

President-elect Bush said 
during his campaign tha t the 
dams should not be breached. 
Vice President A1 Gore had 
said the issue needed more 
scientific study.

Removing the dams, which 
were built in the 1970s, would 
cut federal hydroelectric pro­
duction in the Northwest by 
4 percent and wipe out barge 
service between the Colum­
bia and Lewiston, Idaho. It 
also would lower reservoirs 
used for irrigation.

American Indian tribes and 
environmentalists want to re­
move the dams to return the 
river to a more natural con­
dition. The federal plan calls 
for studies to evaluate the 
species’ recovery before re­
moval is reconsidered.

“Breaching those dams re­
mains an option if the recov­
ery efforts don’t  meet strict 
performance standards in ­
cluded in th e  stra tegy ,"

Donna Darm, acting North­
west regional adm inistrator 
of the National Marine Fish­
eries Service, said from Port­
land. “We believe this plan 
has the best chance of recov­
ering the Fish.”

A dozen different runs of 
salmon in the Columbia Basin 
are listed as threatened or 
endangered species. Numbers 
of steelhead and upper Co­
lumbia spring chinook have 
dramatically diminished in re­
cent years.

Brig. Gen. Carl Strock, di­
vision engineer for the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers, 
warned tha t if Congress fails 
to fully fund the plan, breach­
ing the four lower Snake River 
dams in eastern Washington 
“may turn  out to be the only 
thing we can do.” The earliest 
a move could be made to 
breach dams would be Five to 
seven years.

The plans are estimated to 
cost up to $190 million a 
year on top of the $252 mil-

long and the tempers are get- 
ng short. Please print my 

suggestions, which will help 
the lines flow more smoothly 
and cut down the wait:

1. If the store has a con­
veyer belt, put your merchan­
dise on it. It is neither easier 
nor faster to bypass the belt 
unless the item doesn’t  fit. I 
am not allowed to scan items 
that are still in the cart. If I 
am caught doing that, I could 
be fired.

2. Don’t  complain to me 
about store policy. I have no 
control over store policy and 
no authority to override it. 
Your complaints only hold up 
the line. See the store man­
ager if you have a problem.

3. Don’t  le t your child 
handle the transaction. You 
may think this is educational, 
but it slows everything up.

5. If the store has a check 
printer, use it. I t  shaves 30 
seconds off the checkout time.

6. Have your money, check­
book, ID, coupons, member­
ship or discount cards in your 
hand and ready when I ask 
for them. Never lay these on 
the conveyer belt.

7. Don’t yell out the price 
of an item while I’m trying to 
scan it. It is distracting and 
might cause me to make an 
error.

8. Please don’t ask ques­
tions while I’m waiting on the 
customer ahead of you. I t is 
rude, and the person I am 
helping resents the intrusion.

9. Don’t  play games or try 
to be a comedian. Yesterday, a 
grown man kept snatching his 
money away every tim e I 
reached for it. He thought it 
was hilarious. Everyone else 
thought he was an idiot.

People do not realize the 
impact their behavior has on 
the amount of time they spend 
standing in line. I hope my

Williams hits jackpot
■  Tennis star report­
edly signs $40 m il­
lion deal

NEW YORK (AP) — After 
she won the U.S. Open, Venus 
Williams took a congratula­
tory phone call from Bill 
Clinton and told the president, 
“Lower my taxes.”

Now, armed with what is 
reported to be the richest en­
dorsement deal for a female 
athlete, Williams might need 
a word with President-elect 
Bush.

“My people will have lunch 
with his people,” Williams said 
Thursday after signing a multi 
year contract extension with 
Reebok.

Terms were not announced 
but the deal was reported to 
be worth $40 million over five 
years.

“I won’t deny the reports 
that have been put out there,” 
said Angel Martinez, chief mar­
keting officer for Reebok. “If 
the reports were far off base, 
I’d be jumping up and down 
and would let you know that.”

Martinez said the interna­
tional sportswear giant consid­
ered the 20-year-old its big­
gest star, and a leader of the 
women’s sports  movement 
called the package “an impor­
tant precedent” for female a th­
letes.

Huge endorsement deals are 
rare in women’s sports. Monica 
Seles signed a five-year, $25 
million deal with Nike after 
returning to the women’s ten­
nis tour in 1996. M artina 
Hingis has a six-year Nike 
contract tha t ,»ays close to $30 
million.

Nike also has endorsement 
agreements with Mia Hamm, 
Lindsay Davenport, Lisa Leslie 
and Marion Jones.'

Anna Kournikova may have 
the richest deal of all, a six- 
year contract with Adidas 
worth $50 million. But that 
agreement includes many in­
centives, including Grand Slam 
victories and high rankings for 
a player who has yet to win 
her first tournament. Its guar­
antee is about $3 million.

By contrast, Nike has a re­
ported $100 million deal with 
Tiger Woods, and Michael Jor­
dan generates $40 million a 
year in endorsement income 
two years after his retirement.

The Reebok deal thrusts Wil­
liams into the higher echelon 
of endorsement income for fe­
male athletes. And like Woods, 
she has succeeded as a minor­
ity athlete in a sport histori­
cally dominated by whites.

The impact is expected to 
be widespread.

“There is no doubt that this 
endorsement agreement rep­
resents the largest such com­
mitment to any female a th ­

lete,” said Donna Lopiano, ex­
ecutive d irec to r of the 
Women’s Sports Foundation. 
“This is an important prece­
dent for women’s sports that 
announces a new era in the 
corporate valuing of the fe­
male athlete."

David Bober, who represents 
Hamm, was impressed with 
the Reebok-Williams contract.

“That’s a pretty significant 
contract for a female athlete,” 
he said. “It can only help 
shorten the gap between male 
and female athletes on en­
dorsements. It’s another sig­
nal that we are moving to­
ward parity, a clear message 
that women’s sports are here 
to stay.”

“The terms are confiden­
tial,” said Williams, who won 
Wimbledon and the Olympic 
gold medals as well as the 
Open this year and is ranked 
third in the world. “I’ll wear 
Reebok wherever I go. It’s a 
company I believe in. We don’t 
jump on bandwagons.”

Neither does Reebok. The 
company has been affiliated 
with Williams since she was 
11 years old. Their previous 
agreement, a five-year, $12 mil­
lion deal signed in 1995, ex­
pired in April, just before Wil­
liams began a 35-match win­
ning streak  th a t included 
Wimbledon, the U.S. Open and 
the gold medal at the Olym­
pics.

Her younger sister, Serena, 
has an endorsement deal with 
Puma.

Martinez said Venus Will­
iams remained the company’s 
priority.

“We made a decision there 
is no better athlete to repre­
sent our brand,” he said. 
“When she won tournament 
after tournament, it added to 
our excitement.”

The 20-year-old Williams rec­
ognized the significance of the 
contract.

“I have to be the best in 
everything I do,” she said.

H ere’s the story line: 
In a bizarre and hotly 
contested election, the 
son of a U.S. presi­

dent is installed as 
chief executive, barely edging 
a Democratic form er U.S. 
senator from Tennessee who 
won the nation’s popular vote 
in the general election.

The election turmoil drags 
on week after week. Eventu­
ally the president’s son, a 
Harvard University graduate 
whose family name helped 
smooth the path to the presi­
dency, overcomes the Tennes­
see Democrat, who had cam­
paigned on a platform that 
said the president must fight 
for the people and whose sup­
porters are increasingly con­
vinced the election was stolen.

Sound familiar? That was 
early in 1825, when the House 
finally decided the previous 
year’s November election — 
and for the first time elevated 
a president’s son to the White 
House.

History offers extraordinary 
parallels between the contest 
175 years ago and the 2000 
election.

“The election of 2000, pit­
ting the son of a president 
against a candidate from Ten­
nessee, is destined to join 
the election of 1824, when 
(there was) the same per­
sonal dynamic as one of the 
closest in our nation’s history 
— John Quincy Adams against 
A ndrew  Jac k so n ,” form er 
President Bush told a recent 
White House dinner.

The former president was 
clearly intrigued by what he 
called the “potential historical 
parallel between the Adams 
and the Bush families.”

As he spoke, his son, Gov. 
George W. Bush of Texas, and 
Vice President A1 Gore, a 
form er Tennessee senator, 
were deadlocked in the excru­
ciatingly long recount and le­
gal contest to determine the 
winner of the 2000 presiden­
tial election. The nationwide 
popular vote tally gave Demo­
crat Gore the relatively nar­
row margin over Bush of a 
little more than 500,000 votes 
among almost 105.4 million 
voters.

But after the U.S. Supreme 
Court’s ruling against a hand 
recount sealed Bush’s win in 
Florida, where he led by fewer

than 1,000 votes, Bush 
gained the Electoral 
College majority and 
was elected officially 
when the electors met 
Monday.

Not since Jo h n  
Quincy Adams had the 
son of a president won 
the office. Adams was 
a Harvard graduate, in 
1787; George W. Bush received 
a masters in business admin­
istration from H arvard, in 
1975.

Jackson was elected as 
Tennessee’s first congressman 
in 1796 and became a senator 
from that state the next year. 
Gore was elected to Congress 
from Tennessee in 1977, then 
served in the Senate from 1985 
to 1993. Jackson and Gore 
both campaigned for president 
as cham pions of common 
people.

In his election, Jackson won 
41 percent of the popular vote 
to Adams’ 31 percent. Most of 
the remaining votes went to 
House Speaker Henry Clay and 
Treasury Secretary William H. 
Crawford. The popular vote 
was cast by state legislators 
and not citizens in six of the 
24 states.

No one captured a major­
ity of Electoral College votes, 
so the election fell to the 
House, where Clay held sway. 
He threw  his support to 
Adams, and using the consti­
tutional formula of one vote 
for each state’s delegation, 
Adams won 13 votes to seven. 
Crawford got three votes.

Adams became president at 
age 57 in 1825.

Unlike Adams the younger, 
54-year-old George W. Bush 
lacks prior federal experience 
and does not advocate a strong 
role for the  governm ent. 
Where Adams was groomed 
for the presidency and fa­
mously enigmatic, Bush did 
not spend his life preparing 
for the job and has a more 
outgoing personality.

The parallels are stronger 
between the patriarchs of the

Bush and Adams families.
Bush, the 41st president, 

and John Adams, the second 
president, were born in Bos­
ton-area towns less than 10 
miles apart, a ttended Ivy 
League schools, served as U.S. 
diplomats and had one-term 
presidencies dominated by for­
eign conflicts. Their political 
successes transformed patri­
cian families into prominent 
household names continued by 
their sons.

The younger Bush still is 
different from his father, said 
Sen. Robert Bennett, R-Utah.

“I love his father, but his 
father is an uptight New En­
gland preppy who is deter­
mined to render public ser­
vice as a m atter of public 
duty,” said Bennett, who be­
gan his 1998 re-election cam­
paign in Utah with former 
President Bush by his side. 
George W. Bush “is much more 
of his own man than a lot of 
people think. He’s got more 
Barbara in him than George.”

“W. is the frat boy who 
went to Yale and said all these 
guys are stuffed shirts. He’s 
looking around thinking, ‘I 
ain’t ever going to president, 
and if I am someday, I ain’t

ever taking any of these guys 
with me.’”

Bush graduated from Yale 
in 1968. Gore graduated from 
Harvard in 1969.

Jackson and Gore both were 
tall and commanding in de­
meanor, but “Old Hickory” 
Jackson was a rambunctious 
man, a hard drinker and gam­
bler and a national war hero. 
Gore focuses on protocol and 
seem s s tra it- la c ed  and 
wonkish.

“Gore should compare him­
se lf  to Jack so n ,” said 
Vanderbilt University political 
sc ien tis t Erw in Hargrove. 
“Gore has the moral legiti­
macy, he won more votes. He’d 
be sm art to lay off and wait, 
come back in four years and 
win.”

Which is exactly what Jack- 
son did.

o f new regulations dealing with

WASHINGTON (AP) — New pollution con­
trols on trucks and protection of coral reefs. 
Privacy safeguards for medical records and 

' new rules to help victims of black lung dis­
ease.

They’re all part an avalanche of regulations, 
rule proposals and executive orders streaming 
from the White House and government agen­
cies in the final weeks of the Clinton adminis­
tration.

Experts on government policy say it’s not 
unusual for a flurry of activity in the final 
weeks before a president leaves office. But 
rarely have the last-ditch regulatory efforts 
involved as many issues with potentially far- 
reaching consequences.

Administration officials acknowledge that the 
11th hour blizzard of rules reflects in part a 

, determination by Clinton to fashion a legacy of 
major initiatives in areas of public health, the 
environment and worker rights.

, But business groups already are preparing 
for a counterattack, hoping that the incoming 
Bush administration as well as Congress and 
the courts will soften some of the new regula­
tions and roll back others.

“What Clinton is trying to do is put the next 
administration into a regulatory straight jacket,” 
complained Bill Kovacs, vice president for envi­
ronment and regulatory affairs at the U.S. 
Chamber of Commerce. “Once these regula­
tions are in effect, it’s very difficult to change 
them.”

Six years ago Congress enacted a law that 
allows Congress to overturn any rule by ma­
jority vote within 60 days of the rule being 
issued. But it has never been used on any of 
the thousands of regulations that have been 
issued.

The White House plays down the signifi­
cance of the late regulations, saying every 
president wants to close out unfinished busi­

ness as his administration winds down. Many 
rules were in the works for months, even 
years in some cases, officials say.

“There’s been ample time for the public to 
weigh in, for interest groups to weigh in,” 
White House press secretary Jake Siewert 
said.

Many of the regulations involve the envi­
ronment including the one issued Thursday 
that requires pollution from heavy-duty trucks 
to be cut by 90 percent over the next decade 
and refiners to take virtually all of the sulfur 
out of diesel fuel.

Among the areas affected by the recent 
regulations and executive orders:

• Privacy of health records.
•Labeling standards for organically grown 

foods.
•Coal miners’ ability to get benefits for 

black lung disease.
• Pollution from cattle and pig feedlots.
• Mercury pollution from power plants.
• Protection of Hawaiian coral reefs.
•Protections for employees against repeti­

tive-stress injuries.
•Tighter environmental rules for the hard- 

rock mining industry.
And the president by all accounts is not yet 

finished.
Expected shortly after the new year is a 

requirement to ban road building on nearly 60 
million acres of federal forests. Also, the EPA 
is close to issuing regulations tightening ar­
senic levels in water, lead levels in soil, and 
wetlands protection.

Like the diesel fuel requirements, the ex­
pected restrictions on large, pristine areas of 
federal forests is meeting sharp resistance in 
Congress.

With energy prices high, GOP lawmakers 
have characterized the diesel rule and forest 
road ban as a threat to future energy supplies.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Americans’ personal incomes 
rose solidly in November, while spending grew a t its slowest 
pace in six months as stock market volatility, lower 
consumer confidence and higher energy costs dampened 
buyers’ psyche.

The Commerce Department reported Friday that in­
comes, which includes wages, interest and government 
benefits, increased by 0.4 percent last month, matching 
analysts’ expectations. That was an improvement over 
October when incomes fell by 0.1 percent, buffeted by a big 
swing in federal farm payments.

Spending, meanwhile, rose by 0.3 percent in November, 
the weakest pace since May when spending also rose by 0.3 
percent. The spending increase was also right on target 
with analysts’ expectations. In October, spending increased 
by 0.4 percent.

Consumer spending, which accounts for two-thirds of all 
economic activity, has been an engine of the economy’s 
growth. But consumers have been tightening the belt, 
contributing to an economic slowdown.

The economy braked to a four-year-low in growth of just
2.2 percent in the July-September quarter, further evidence 
that America’s booming economy is rapidly cooling off.

Consumer spending on big-ticket manufactured items, 
such as cars, decreased for the second month in a row by
1.2 percent in November. Spending on nondurable goods, 
such as food and fuel, was flat last month after a 0.4 
percent gain.

The Federal Reserve raised interest rates six times 
between June 1999 and May of this year in an effort to slow 
the economy and keep inflation under control. Now, econo­
mists are worried that economic growth may be slowing too 
rapidly.

On Tuesday, the Fed shifted its main focus away from 
fighting inflation through higher interest rates to guarding 
against a recession. The policy shift signaled strongly that 
the Fed stands ready to cut interest rates if the economy 
shows signs of seriously weakening.

The income and spending report also showed that wages 
grew by 0.3 percent in November, down from a 0.7 percent 
increase the month before. A decline in wages and salaries 
paid to government workers tempered wage growth last 
month.

Disposable personal income, the amount left after paying 
taxes, rose by 0.3 percent in November after falling by 0.3 
percent in October. , , '

The personal savings rate — savings as a percentage of 
after-tax income — fell to a negative 0.8 percent, a record 
monthly low. In October, the savings rate was revised 
upward to a negative 0.7 percent from a previously reported 
negative 0.8 percent

Still, economists say the savings rates isn’t  as dire as it 
would seem because it doesn’t  capture gains households 
have realised from such things as higher real estate values

manufactured goods bounced back a bit in November after a 
sharp plunge the month before.

Orders for durable goods, items expected to last a t least 
three years, rose to a seasonally adjusted annual rate of 
$210.9 billion in November, a 2.3 percent increase over 
October. That was a slightly stronger performance than 
many analysts predicted.

Demand for transportation equipment led the way, with 
orders rising 9.1 percent last month. Orders for airplanes 
accounted for much of the strength.

Excluding the volatile transportation sector, which tends 
to swing from month to month, durable-goods orders rose a 
solid 0.4 percent, the 10th increase in the last 13 months.

Orders for electronic and electrical equipment* including 
home appliances and semiconductors, went up by 4.5 
percent. Industrial machinery, including machine tools and 
computers, saw orders rise by 1.1 percent, the first gain 
since July.

In October, durable-goods orders fell 6.5 percent, accord­
ing to revised figures, weaker than the government previ­
ously reported.

Attendants 
plan to hold 
strike vote

FORT WORTH (AP) — 
Flight attendants for American 
Airlines plan to participate in a 
strike authorization vote next 
month, leaders of their union 
say.

Members of the Association 
of Professional Flight Atten­
dants were to conduct informa­
tional picketing Friday at Dal- 
las-Fort Worth International Air­
port and 18 other U.S. air­
ports. Leaflets to be handed to 
airport travelers protest the 
lack of a contract since 1998.

Meanwhile, executives of 
Fort Worth-based American 
urged the National Mediation 
Board on Thursday to restart 
contract talks between the car­
rier and the APFA, which rep­
resents about 23,000 flight a t­
tendants.

But union leaders have 
asked mediators to release 
them from the negotiations, 
which recessed indefinitely on 
Dec. 4.

The APFA is seeking a 38.5 
percent wage increase spread 
over a six-year contract, while 
airline officials say they have 
offered 16 percent over five 
years plus 6 percent profit s ta r ­
ing.

Flight attendants in 199$ 
voted down a 15.9 percent wt 
increase over six years with 
profit sharing.

Armed children put 
into front lines

BUCARAMANGA, Colombia 
— It is a worldwide phenom­
enon. An estimated 300,000 
children under the age of 18 
are participating as guerrillas 
or governm ent soldiers in 
armed conflicts in Africa, Asia 
and Latin America, according 
to the U.S.-based monitoring 
group Human Rights Watch. 
Children from poor villagers 
are impressionable and easy

to recruit, prized as efficient 
and remorseless killers. Be­
fore the latest fighting in Co­
lombia, some 6,000 minors 
were believed to belong to 
guerrilla factions and rival 
right-wing paramilitary groups 
here.
