Osprey’s
assembly
relocates

DALLAS (AP) — The final phase 
of V-22 Osprey aircraft assembly has 
moved from North Texas to a Bell 
Helicopter Textron plant in the Pan­
handle, where company officials are 
taking advantage of incentives to 
expand operations.

Most parts for the twin-engine V- 
22, an airplane-helicopter hybrid that 
is a joint product of Fort Worth- 
based Bell Helicopter Textron and 
Boeing Co., will continue to be made 
at Bell plants in the I)allas-Fort 
Worth area and a Boeing factory in 
Ridley Park, Pa.

But final manufacture of the tilt- 
rotor aircraft, such as building en­
gine housings and wings, will now be 
completed at the Amarillo plant. Un­
like the Dallas-Fort Worth plants, 
the Panhandle facility is not union­
ized.

“On Nov. 20, there was a V-22 at 
the Arlington plant, and that is the 
last one that will be hanging around 
the Dallas-Fort Worth area for a

Cumpton is still waiting on 
word from dairy prospects

Don Cumpton would like to give a Christmas 
present to Deaf Smith County, but he doesn't 
know if it will be delivered.

Cumpton, the executive of the Hereford Eco­
nomic Development Corp., lias been working for 
several months to bring new dairy operations to 
Deaf Smith County. His efforts included working 
out financial incentive packages for two dairy 
operations and negotiations with a third.

However, he still has not received a commit­
ment from either of the two dairies that have 
received the HEDC’s financial commitment.

Cumpton sent faxes to the dairies Wednesday 
and said this morning he will give them some 
time to review the material before following up 
with a telephone call.

Last month, the Hereford City Commission 
signed on to a HEDC financial incentive package 
to a dairy considering opening an operation in 
Deaf Smith County.

The financial package extended to Scouten Dair­
ies includes construction funds up to 10 percent of 
total construction costs.

The dairy would be completed in four phases

and would handle 25,000 cows. The facility 
would be constructed on three sections of land 
subject to successful permitting from the Texas 
Natural Resource Conservation Commission. Con­
struction would be completed by 2009 and would 
employ 250 people. The commitment from HEDC 
is contingent on the placement of permanent 
financing and commencement of operations.

Schouten Dairies, which is owned by Mike 
and Zeba Schouten, operates three facilities in 
the Stephenville area, with a capacity of 4,800 
cows.

Cumpton said the Schoutens also are visiting 
other areas, which are considering the offer of 
financial incentives.

The financial package offered to Schouten 
Dairies is the second in recent weeks involving 
a dairy operation.

The commissioners earlier had ratified an 
HEDC decision to provide financial assistance to 
Van Der Weg Dairies. The agreement also would 
commit the agency to provide 10 percent — not 
to exceed $190,000 — to Van Der Weg Dairies.

Cumpton said Jacob Van Der Weg is arrang-

Cotton harvest in Deaf Smith County is 

i more than halfway complete and the ginning 
is nearly 40 percent finished.

For a year with as many problems as 2000 
presented to area cotton fanners, David Varner, 
manager of Hereford Farmers Gin, said the 
year may turn out to be better than earlier 
expected.

“I estimate this year’s crop, through this 
gin, will he worth about $12 million. Last 
year’s crop was valued at nine to $10 million,” 
Varner said.

That $12 million translates to approximately 
40,000 bales of cotton. But as good as this 
sounds, some of that gain may come from 
added acreage rather than higher yields.

Cotton is selling for 49-52 cents per pound 
and most of what is grown locally -  about 75 
percent -  will be export cotton, cue mainly to 
the shorter staple length of 31/32 of an inch. 
Most domestic mills prefer a staple length 
slightly more than an inch.

“With the cost of water and fuel and the 
low prices being paid for corn, we may see as 
much as a 25-percent increase of planted acres 
next year,” Varner said.

“Inputs this year were much higher than 
they were last year,” Varner said. “Everything 
about putting in a crop was higher. If the 
disaster programs turn out the way they are 
supposed to, it will be a big break for some 
growers. It may also be the only profit some 
guys see.”

The harvest, though coming in rapidly now, 
suffered some quality loss during the snow in 

1, early November.
“The lint was slightly discolored from hav­

ing to stay in the wet bolls and some bolls lost 
lint causing a loss in yield,” Varner said, “But 
that was only in parts of the county.”

Besides the discolored lint, Varner saw quite 
a bit of excess leaf and bark in the cotton, but 
he says that is starting to lessen.

Varner expects most of the harvest to be 
complete within the next two weeks, with the 
producers who are harvesting their own crops 
being a little later.

Deaf Smith County cotton crop means more 
than ju st the cash crop for farmers and 
income for the gin. The seed sells for about 
$1.6 million and the burrs for an additional 
$80,000, which Varner says is nearly an insig­
nificant amount.

Varner said each year custom harvesters 
come to the community, stay in the hotels, eat 
at the local restaurants and spend money 
locally.

The Hereford Farmers Gin has employed 
four full-time module drivers and numerous 
extra gin help for the harvest season. “The 
gin will pay out about $25,000 just during the 
harvest," Varner said.

At one time Varner had considered luring a 
cotton seed mill to the area, but he says tha t 
idea has been put on the back burner for now.

“There are other opportunities out there for 
the gin and the farmers to make a bigger 
profit, but we're not going to tip our hand just 
yet as what else we may be considering,” 
Varner said.

Parallel transitions under way

The contested ballots are moving, 
the legal wheels in motion, too, in a 
presidential election so unimagin­
able that George W. Bush and A1 
Gore give every appearance of con­
ducting parallel transitions to power.

“It’s an amazing story, isn’t it,” 
the vice president marveled Wednes­
day, 22 days after the votes were 
cast so inconclusively. And one that 
Gore, struggling in the courts to 
overturn Bush’s certified victory in 
Florida, suggested could remain un­
finished until the Electoral College 
meets on Dec. 18.

Republicans hoped not. “The fact 
is tl\at the election in Florida’s been

counted, it’s been re­
counted, it s been certi­
fied," said Bush’s run­
ning mate, Dick Cheney. 
“Ai d we’ve got to get on 
with the business of put­
ting together a govern­
ment.”

While Gore conducted 
a one-man media blitz 
Wednesday, going from 
interview to interview to 
buy time with the public 
for his court challenge, 

Cheney announced that he and re­
tired Gen. Colin Powell would visit

Bush at his ranch in Texas today. 
That immediately stoked speculation 
that Powell would become secretary 
of state in a Bush administration. 
Powell has told associates that if 
offered the post he would accept, 
although Cheney said no announce­
ment was imminent.

Still, the election was in the courts, 
with unforeseen consequences.

• Armed border patrols planned •

HOUSTON iA P i — Armed patrols near the Mexican border 
are planned next year by a group of North Texas volunteers in 
the wake of an immigrant’s shooting death.

Members of the group. Ranch Rescue, say they will help 
protect private property in Kinney County from what South 
Texas ranchers are calling immigrant trespassers.

However. Ranch Rescue leader Jack Foote denied tha t his 
property-rights group chose the sparsely populated county for 
patrols next spring because a Mexican immigrant was shot 
there last May after asking a landowner for water.

“We go where we are invited,” Foote, a former U.S. Army 
captain, told the Houston Chronicle in Thursday’s editions.

Foote said he has no sympathy for trespassers. His Arling­
ton-based group produced a flier urging “volunteers from all 
over the USA” to meet in the area around Brackettville and 
Eagle Pass, Texas. Ranch Rescue volunteers last month ran 
patrols in Arizona with ranchers along the border.

“I think they ought to stay in Arlington," said Tom Lee, the 
district attorney in Del Rio, whose office covers Kinney 
County. “They don’t know a damn thing about our situation 
down here.”

Area residents say immigrants have damaged fences and 
burglarized unattended hunting camps. But they agree that 
outsiders aren’t needed to fix the problem.

HOUSTON (AP) — Colleagues of a Beaumont attorney on 

Wednesday completed three days of testimony before a federal 
grand jury investigating financial ties between former Attor­
ney General Dan Morales and lawyers who represented Texas 
in its $17 billion tobacco lawsuit.

Lawyers, office personnel and former employees of Wayne 
Reaud — one of the five attorneys hired by Morales — were 
among what appeared to be the first round of witnesses in a 
lengthy investigation.

Witnesses were asked about Morales, Reaud and procedures 
the firm used when signing up clients, a person involved with 
the probe told the Houston Chronicle for Thursday’s editions.

The investigation centers on the financial relationship 
between Morales and the attorneys he ultimately hired — 
Reaud, Walter Umphrey of Beaumont, John O’Quinn and John 
Eddie Williams of Houston and Harold Nix of Daingerfield.

The investigation began after prominent Houston attorney 
Joe Jam ail said in an affidavit th a t Morales solicited money 
from private lawyers he considered hiring for the tobacco suit.

DNA
test
absolves
refugee

AUSTIN (AP) — A Cuban 
refugee has been exonerated 
by an appeals court, which 
threw out his sexual assault 
conviction based on a review 
of DNA evidence.

But freedom for Carlos 
Lavernia will not be immedi­
ate despite Wednesday’s deci­
sion by the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals. Lavernia, 
50, now enters a complicated 
fight to avoid detention by 
immigration officials.

After Lavernia’s release 
from state prison within 25 
days, the U.S. Immigration 
and Naturalization Service will 
take him into custody for de­
portation based on a 1982 con­
viction for indecency with a 
child, defense lawyer Bill 
Allison said.

But the INS cannot deport 
him because the United States 
has no extradition treaty with 
Cuba. So Lavernia faces an 
indefinite period of custody.

“If the INS whisks him off, 
God only knows where he’ll 
be transferred,” lawyer Chip 
W aldron told the A ustin  
A m erican -S ta tesm an  in 
Thursday’s editions.

Prosecutors and defense law­
yers used DNA evidence to 
team up in an unusual coop­
erative effort to prove that 
Lavernia, 50, did not rape a 
woman in 1983. Lavernia has 
served 16 years of his 99-year 
prison term for the 1985 con­
viction.

The recommendation by 
Travis County Judge Mike 
Lynch then went to the Court 
of Criminal Appeals for a final 
decision.

Lavernia, once known as 
the Barton Creek rapist, was 
convicted after a victim posi­
tively identified his picture as 
the only one that “anywhere 
near resembles” the descrip­
tion she gave police.

This summer, the case was 
revisited when a prosecutor 
and a detective located the 
victim’s clothing and hospital 
swabs that yielded DNA test 
results absolving Lavernia.

PALESTINE, Texas (AP) — 
A limited offer: Fall foliage, 
with a variety of colors, but 
only while it lasts.

Well-timed rains and cold, 
but not too cold, weather have 
sprinkled trees across East 
Texas with the colors of au­
tum n, ranging from deep 
browns to bright oranges.

Some say it’s unusual in a 
state not known for extended 
displays of such seasonal 
changes.

This year, trees bursting 
with fall colors are in ter­
spersed between evergreens 
and leafless, stark gray trees.

The autumn colors in East 
Texas begin where pastureland 
meets the Piney Woods in 
towns like Palestine, about 
100 miles southeast of Dallas. 
The city-owned 794-acre Pal­
estine Com m unity Forest, 
northwest of the city, is alive 
with fall colors.

“It is as pretty as its ever 
been in this city,” said Jim 
Grumbles, 72, who moved to 
Palestine 12 years ago after 
retiring from Dow Chemical 
Co.

A-Rod courted by

DENVER (AP) — With alti- 
tude on their side, the Colo­
rado Rockies courted free 
agen t Alex Rodriguez on 
Wednesday in hopes of luring 
the  A ll-S tar sh o rts to p  to 
baseball’s most hitter-friendly 
park.

Boras remained confident tha t 
th e  m a rk e t would b ear 
Rodriguez’s request.

“It’s a funny thing. Every 
city says it’s not going to hap­
pen.

Rodriguez, 25, arrived at 
Coors Field before noon but 
did not speak with reporters 
after the meeting.

O’Dowd, who had dinner 
with Rodriguez at a downtown 
steakhouse after the meeting, 
said he did not discuss con­
tract terms.

Grandfathered plants do 
not cut back emissions

HOUSTON (AP) — A law 
backed by Texas Gov. George 
W. Bush asking older indus­
trial plants to voluntarily re­
duce pollution levels has no 
takers, more than a year af­
ter the program’s creation, a 
state agency says.

A draft report by the Texas 
Natural Resource Conserva­
tion Commission shows no 
major industrial facilities have 
obtained voluntary permits or 
reduced emissions.

“This is exactly what envi­
ronmentalists and the public 
health community predicted 
would be the outcome of reli­
ance on, a voluntary ap­
proach,” Ken Kramer, the Si­
erra Club’s state director, told

HEDC

the Houston Chronicle in 
todays editions.

Bush, the Republican presi­
dential nominee who has es­
tablished a transition team 
even as Vice President A1 
Gore has challenged the elec­
tion count, frequently cited the 
program of grandfathered pol­
luters during his campaign as 
one method he’s used to cut 
Texas emissions.

The TNRCC draft report is­
sued Wednesday shows 37 com­
panies have applied for the 
voluntary permits, while 125 
others have promised in writ­
ing to apply by the program’s 
expiration on Sept. 1, 2001.

“What this report shows is 
that there has been a substan­

tial level o f activity dealing 
with these grandfathered fa­
cilities, though not so much 
yet in the pure (voluntary per­
m it) a ren a ,” said TNRCC 
Chairman Robert Huston.

He said the voluntary pro­
gram has helped “raise the 
attention level” of industry of­
ficials about grandfathered 
emissions — a carrot tha t 
complements the stick in other 
programs.

In October, representatives 
of the Texas Air Crisis Cam- 

aign said the 1999 voluntary 
aw resulted in a barely-mea- 

surable reduction in pollution 
and proposed repealing or 
toughening the law next legis­
lative session.

ing local financing for the 
dairy operation, which could 
begin operations in 8-10 
months and would start up 
initially with 1,200 cows. He 
Baid Van Der Weg plans to 
expand the herd in phases to 
about 3,000 cows.

An earlier proposal to help 
the owners of Swiss Girl Dair­
ies, which is owned by Can­
yon resident John Hafliger, is 
still on the table, although 
there has been no movement 
on the proposal since the sum­
mer.

Hafliger, a former Hereford 
resident has been involved in 
the dairy industry for several 
years, operating dairies in 
Artesia, N.M., and a small 
one near Canyon. He also 
owns a small facility in the

area that is leased to an op­
erator.

Initial proposals called for 
the HEDC to guarantee a pos­
sible $3 million loan for a 
2,500-head dairy cow facility, 
but none of the details have 
been worked out, according to 
Cumpton. Nor has the pro­
posal been presented to the 
city for the commissioners’ 
OK

Cumpton said the dairy 
would add about $3 million to 
the county’s tax base, bring 
in 18-25 jobs and possibly open 
the door for more dairies and 
support industries to move to 
the Hereford area.

It was hoped the funding 
for the venture would be pro­
vided by local banks and would 
not necessarily be capped at

$3 million. Money would be 
used to purchase up to 640 
acres for the dairy, construc­
tion of the complex to handle 
a herd of approximately 2,500 
head of cattle, and to cover 
costs of applying for, process­
ing and acquiring all the nec­
essary state and federal per­
mits, which would allow the 
dairy to begin operations.

The cost of the dairy herd, 
feed or any moveable inven­
tory or equipment would not 
be covered.

Hafliger will be responsible 
for submitting plans and speci­
fications to the HEDC and 
all governing authorities. The 
agreement calls for all con­
tract, vendors and materials 
to come from Deaf Smith 
County businesses.

From P a g e  A1
very long time,” Bell spokes­
man Bob Leder said in today’s 
editions of The Dallas Morn­
ing News.

Gore, too, tries to project 
confidence. “I sleep like a baby

For Gore it would require 
big compromises on his ambi­
tious spending increases for 
schools, expanding Medicare 
with a prescription drug pro­
gram and enhancing Social Se­
curity.

For Bush, it probably means 
stepping back from his $1.3 
trillion tax cut, his revolution­
ary  plan  for a partia l 
privatization of Social Security 
and his promise to abolish in­
heritance taxes. Jillson sug­
gested that Bush’s proposal for 
school vouchers might be re­
duced to an experiment pro­
gram.

Armey said Bush’s agenda 
would begin with education. “He 
speaks of that first.” And it 
would include “some good tax 
relief,” Armey said.

“Certainly the more contro­
versial issues, the broad tax 
cuts, are going to be off the 
table,” said Bush ally, Sen. Tim 
Hutchinson, R-Arkansas. “It is 
just not going to happen. So we 
are going to have to pick things 
(in) areas in which there is 
bipartisan support”

available in case he decides to order a recount after a Saturday 
hearing. A separate convoy is to leave from Miami on Friday.

Circuit Judge N. Saunders Sauls on Wednesday ordered the 1 
million ballots crated up  and. shipped .400 miles to the state 
capital; the Gore legal team has vowed an appeal to the state 
Supreme Court to force an immediate manual recount; and the 
Florida Legislature edged closer to naming its own slate of 
electors, as provided for in the U.S. Constitution.

Gore’s lawyers, mindful of a time squeeze, said they were 
filing a state Supreme Court appeal Thursday morning hoping to 
bypass Sauls and win an immediate recount while other issues in 
their election challenge are decided.

The decision to appeal was prompted by concern among Gore’s 
advisers that he needs a swift court victory to prevent an erosion 
of public support. So far, though, the country seemecL^f 
anything, a little more patient than it did before th<T fire 
president launched his media blitz. In a CBS poll released 
Wednesday night, 42 percent of those surveyed said Gore should 
concede, but 48 percent said it was too early for that.

The outcome of Gore’s legal challenge likely will settle the 
race for the White House, since the winner of Florida will be 
assured of an electoral college majority. Republican Secretary of 
State Katherine Harris certified Bush the winner on Sunday 
night, on the basis of a 537-vote lead statewide.

Gore’s lawsuit, filed Monday, seeks to overturn that result and 
declare him the victor. ‘ ^

Gore made plain at the same time that he, too, was preptfffng 
to govern, meeting Wednesday with running mate Joseph 
Lieberman, transition director Roy Neel, Labor Secretary Alexis 
Herman and Kathleen McGinty, former head of the White House 
environment office. Both McGinty and Herman are in line for 
senior positions in a Gore administration.

At the heart of the vice president’s legal claim are thousands 
of questionable ballots in Palm Beach and Miami-Dade counties 
that Democrats say have not yet been counted, and were not 
included in the manual recount totals submitted to Harris last 
weekend.

Republicans counter the votes have been counted, but the 
counting machines didn’t  find they contained a valid vote for 
president.

In a round of evening news interviews, Gore pressed his claim 
over and over.

“They haven’t  been counted. It’s just like the supermarket 
checkout line, where that scanner misses some of the items and 
the clerk has to go back and write it in by hand,” he said. *They 
look at it, see what it says and write it in. We trust the people to 
make up for the mistakes in the machines.”

The dispute continued as the Republican-controlled state 
Legislature moved closer to a special session for the purpose of 
appointing a slate of electors loyal to Bush.

T m  prepared to go” ahead, said the new speaker of the 
Florida House, Rep. Tom Feeney. T m  standing on the playing 
field ready to put my helmet on.” .

Bush’s brother, Jeb, Florida’s governor, removed himself from 
elections issues while the recounts were under way. But he said 
it would be “an act of courage” for lawmakers to meet, and said 
he would sign the legislation “if it was the appropriate thing to 
do.”

The courts and the legislature have been operating under an 
informal deadline of Dec. 12, since that’s the day electors are 
supposed to be chosen.

But Gore passed up several opportunities during the day to 
adhere to that timetable.

“Well, you know, under the law, December 18 is the date when 
the Electoral College meets. And Tm just not going to get into 
the details, Fm going to leave those to the experts,” he said.

Under the Constitution, the electors meet in their own state 
capitals to cast their votes. Congress is scheduled to tally the 
results formally on Jan. 6, but the Constitution also gives 
lawmakers the right to challenge any electors.

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‘Mad cow’ stampeding
BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) — With cases of mad cow 

disease cropping up across Europe, the European Union 
proposed a slate of new m easures Wednesday to try  to 
eradicate the lethal brain-wasting disease and stem a public 
health scare over beef.

The union’s executive commission proposed an EU-wide 
ban on animal products in fodder for cows, pigs and poultry 
for six months starting Jan. 1 and the testing of hundreds of
thousands of older cattle.

The 9teps are part of an attem pt to launch a Europe-wide 
strategy to stop mad cow disease from spreading to humans. 
Two people in Prance and 80 in B ritain have died from the 
human form of the disease; 89 people across the EU have
been infected.

Mad cow disease “is now moving from one member state 
to another," EU Health Commissioner, David Byrne, said. 
"We should adopt an overall approach to address the risks so 
consumers can see w hat is done to protect their health."

The latest scare over mad cow disease was sparked by 
the discovery of infected cows in France, along with a

recorded case of its human form. Since then, scientists 
have found the first cattle with the disease in Germany and 
Spain.

That triggered bans of French beef imports in several 
EU countries, as well as in East European nations, which 
have banned imports from EU members with reported 
cases of mad cow disease.

Agriculture ministers from the 15-nation bloc were ex­
pected to approve the temporary fodder ban on Monday 
along with other recommendations. Last week, they agreed 
in principle to more testing of cattle of 30 months and 
older.

Some half a million cattle could be tested in the first six 
months of 2001 under the proposal, officials said. After that, 
the EU would review whether to continue the testing.

Mad cow disease — known as bovine spongiform en­
cephalopathy, or BSE — is thought to be transm itted when 
cattle eat fodder with ground parts of infected animals. It is 
thought to cause variant Creutzfeldt-Jakob Disease in 
humans if meat from infected animals is eaten. .

U.S. personal income falls by 0.2%
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Americans’ personal income, 
buffeted by a big swing in 
federal farm payments, fell by 
0.2 percent in October, the 
first decline in nearly two 
years. Consumer spending rose 
by the smallest amount in six 
months.

The Commerce Department 
reported Thursday that con­
sumer spending was up just 
0.2 percent last month, the 
weakest performance since a 
0.2 percent rise in April. 
Spending had shot up a strong 
0.9 percent in September.

The 0.2 percent drop in in­
comes. the first decline since 
December 1998, resulted from 
a big swing in federal subsidy 
payments to farmers, which 
iiad soared in September only 
to return to more normal lev­
els in October. Personal in­
comes had been up a sizable 
1.1 percent in September.

Without the big changes in 
farm payments, however, per­
sonal incomes would have risen 
just 0.4 percent in September 
and instead of declining in 
October would have posted a

0.5 p e rcen t in ­
crease.

Disposable per­
sonal income, the 
amount left after 
paying taxes, fell by 
0.4 percent in Oc­
tober, the biggest 
decline in four 
years. The combi­
nation of falling in­
comes and a slight 
growth in spending 
pushed the per­
sonal savings rate 
down to a record 
low of negative 0.8 
percent in October.

Given the special to control 
facto rs, an a ly s ts  
were not alarmed by the in­
come decline and the weak 
growth in consumer spend­
ing. Income growth is ex­
pected to remain strong in 
coming months given that the 
nation’s unemployment rate 
is currently a t a 30-year low 
of 3.9 percent. Most econo­
mists are forecasting a good 
Christmas sales season.

Meanwhile, the Labor De­
partm ent reported today that

the number of Ameri­
cans filing new claims 
for unem ploym ent 
benefits  rose last 
week to 358,000, the 
highest level in more 
than two years.

The increase  in 
new claims from the 
previous week was an 
unexpectedly large 
19,000. But Labor 
Department analysts 
cautioned th a t the 
Thanksgiving holiday 
may have played a 
role in the big swing 
in claims. Jobless fil­
ings are particularly 
volatile during holi­

day weeks.
The government reported 

Wednesday tha t the economy 
slowed even more than previ­
ously believed in the July- 
September quarter, with the 
gross domestic product rising 
at an annual rate of just 2.4 
percent, less than half the 
torrid 5.6 percent growth rate 
during the April-June quarter.

While , the economy is slow­
ing under the impact of a

string of interest rate in­
creases by the Federal Re­
serve, econom ists believe 
there is little threat tha t the 
current record-long expansion 
will dip into a recession.

Rather, most economists be­
lieve the Fed will achieve its 
hoped-for “soft landing,” in 
which economic growth slows 
enough to keep inflation un­
der control but does not stall 
out. Many believe this year’s 
predicted growth of more than 
5 percent will be followed by 
more m oderate grow th of 
around 3 percent next year.

For October, farm income 
edged up $3.1 billion a t an 
annual rate after a huge Sep­
tember jump of $50.1 billion. 
Private wages and salaries, 
the more closely watched fig­
ure, increased by $30.6 billion 
at an annual rate in October 
compared to a September gain 
of $26.1 billion.

On the spending side, per­
sonal consumption spending 
rose at an annual rate of 
$13.1 billion in October fol­
lowing a September increase 
of $61.7 billion.

‘Iceman’ survives 
stay in block of ice

ing 62 hours encased in a 6- 
ton block of ice, David Blaine 
has escaped his Arctic con­
fines.

The illusionist emerged wob­
bly and incoherent Wednesday 
night after the ice was chipped 
away. He was quickly wrapped 
in b lankets, placed on a 
stretcher, and whisked to a 
waiting ambulance. His condi­
tion was not im m ediately 
known.

The stunt was the first for 
Blaine since he was buried 
alive in a plexiglass sarcopha­
gus in New York for seven 
days last year.

Blaine, 26, entered the icy 
tomb Monday wearing only 
pants, a wool hat, and boots. 
He later donned a shirt tha t 
he had wrapped around his 
waist. A medical team moni­
tored him for any signs of 
hypothermia, frostbite or blood 
clots.
