When economic development agencies try to 
recruit a new business or industry, their 
efforts can be helped if there is adequate 
access to health care.

That was part of the message that James 
Taylor, chief executive officer for Hereford 
Regional Medical Center, had Wednesday for 
the Hereford Economic Development Corp. 
directors.

Although both Taylor and HE DC executive 
director Don Cumpton said they have been 
discussing how the economic development 
agency and the hospital can work together for 
the community, Taylor said his 
presentation to the board was 
for informational purposes, not 
a proposal for financial coopera­
tion.

He acknowledged the attor­
neys for the Deaf Smith County 
Hospital District board and the 
HEDC have reviewed ways the 
two taxing entities could work 
together, but there are several 
legal questions that would have 
to be resolved before any joint effort could be 
undertaken.

Taylor said there is a shortage of physicians 
in the community. For example, he said the 
active medical staff at the hospital has fallen 
to seven physicians, down from a peak of 14 
just five years ago.

He said two new physicians will be joining 
the staff within a month, they are replacing 
two doctors who left the South Plains Health

put to the ultimate test

Water meet 
to be Friday

A meeting involving Panhandle and 
South Plains mayors, city managers and 
public utility managers to discuss a pro­
posed regional water supply distribution 
pipeline project will be held Friday at the 
High Plains Underground Water Conser­
vation District office, 2930 Ave. Q in 
Lubbock.

The meeting of the Llano Estacado 
Regional Water Management Planning 
Group was to have been last week, but it 
was canceled following the death Tuesday 
of board chairman A. Wayne Wyatt, 65, o f 
Lubbock.

Comments from the meeting will help 
the planning group determine how to pro­
ceed with the project.

“This will be very helpful in case any 
legislation needs to be written prior to the 
start o f the 77th legislative session in 
January 2001,” vice chairman Harold P. 
“Bo" Brown said.

The regional water management plan 
must be submitted to the Texas Water 
Development Board (TWDB) by Jan. 5, 
2001.

Hereford Mayor Bob Josserand is a 
member o f the planning group.

Under the proposed pipeline project, 
ground water rights would be purchased 
in either Hartley or Roberts County. A 
pipeline would be built to transport the

AUSTIN (AP) — Republican George W. Bush 
campaigned for two years as “a uniter, not a 
divider.” Now, as president-elect by the slim­
mest of Electoral College margins and without 
having won the popular vote, Bush’s pledge is 
being put to the ultimate test.

“Whether you voted for me or not, I will do 
my best to serve your interests, and I will 
work to earn your respect,” Bush said in a 
nationally televised address to the nation 
Wednesday night. “1 will give it my all.”

In England, President Clinton complimented 
Bush today for the “generosity” of his remarks 
and urged the nation to “follow Vice President 
Gore’s lead” and unify behind Bush and his 
new administration.

Clinton, who was up past 3 a.m. watching 
the concession and acceptance speeches from 
British Prime Minister Tony Blair’s country 
retreat, invited Bush to the White House 
during a four-minute phone call.

Clinton “will see him some time next week,” 
White House spokesman Jake Siewert said. As 
well, Bush and Gore are to meet Tuesday in 
Washington.

“I pledged to President-elect Bush my ef­
forts and the best efforts of every member of 
our administration for a smooth and successful 
transition,” Clinton said. The president also 
spoke with Vice President A1 Gore, for six 
minutes.

Bush emerged the victor after an epic 
postelection battle that held the nation in 
suspense for more than five weeks — and 
bitterly divided it along partisan lines.

The Texas governor on Thursday was at­
tending a morning service of worship and 
music at an Austin church — his first act as 
president-elect after his muted victory speech. 
“The governor decided that he wants to start 
this on a message of prayer and healing,” said 
Bush adviser Karen Hughes.

And a ceremony was scheduled for Thurs­
day opening the doors of a government-run 
transition office to the Bush transition team 
headed by Vice President-elect Dick Cheney.

The president-elect received what he said 
was “a gracious call” from Gore shortly before

STRESS: Pressures accompanying the holiday season
often are aggravated by financial concerns

Bright Christmas lights twinkle along the 
roof tops and trees. Cheerful wrapping paper 
hides treasures. Noses twitch at the smell of 
fresh baked Christmas goodies. Excitement 
fills the air.

But before the holiday actually arrives, 
stress levels increase and suddenly the fun is 
ruined.

Stress is part of life, but the pressures of 
the holidays can increase stress-related prob­
lems if not handled appropriately, according to 
area counselors.

“Holidays should be fun for everyone,” said 
Dr. Matilda Boozer o f the Action Mental 
Wellness Center. “Parents and children can 
make sure the time is enjoyable, but it takes 
a little work from everyone."

Jeanie Birkenfeld, an elementary school 
counselor, said that children do don't feel the 
stress as directly as their parents, but will 
often react to the parents reaction to stress.

“Sometimes the kids will act up as a means 
of trying to break the tension and in their 
efforts will only add to it," Birkenfeld said.

“The best way to prevent that is to keep 
stress levels down and by making sure chil­
dren do not feel responsible for the tension.”

Boozer offers one word to holiday revelers 
who are feeling stressed out: “HALT.”

Boozer explained people overreact from stress 
when they are hungry, angry, lonely or tired 
and they need to take the time to care of 
these personal needs to help keep stress at a 
normal level.

“We lose control when we are feeling stressed 
out and need to take at least 15 minutes a day 
for ourselves. Throughout the day we need to 
realize feelings of hunger, anger, loneliness 
and tiredness only adds to those problems,” 
Boozer said.

As school dismisses for the holidays, parents 
often face the additional stress of finding child 
care for two weeks, keeping stay-at-home kids 
occupied for two weeks, and maybe even 
splitting the holidays with an ex-spouse.

Counselors say adults need to prepare early 
for these situations and take steps to keep 

from adding to the holiday burdens, 
schedules as consistent as possible, 

holidays. Make suns everyone

gets the sleep they need and prepare them 
for changes that may happen during the 
holidays, such as all day at the babysitter’s 
rather than just after school,” said Boozer.

Birkenfeld emphasized separated parents 
should not put children in the middle of an 
adult disagreement and never tear down the 
other parent.

“If children are going to another parent’s 
home, make sure they look forward to going. 
The parents have to reinforce both parents 
still love the kids, even if they live apart,” 
Birkenfeld said. “Kids also need to be re­
minded that even though they are out of 
classes parents still have go to work. They 
can help out at the house and give the folks a 
little more free time when they get home.”

With so much of the holiday celebrations 
involving foods and decorations, counselors 
encourage parents to get the children in­
volved, remembering they may not do things 
perfectly, but they need to be part of the 
festivities.

“Parents need to be forgiving and accept

• Seven inmates escape •

KENEDY, Texas (AP) — Seven heavily armed inmates who 
raided a guard tower at a South Texas prison before their 
escape were sought Thursday by search teams using tracking 
dogs to scour area fields.

Armed with a cache of weapons and ammunition stolen 
from the tower, the inmates took two guards hostage at the 
back gate of the Connally Unit and tied them up before 
escaping Wednesday.

The prison is about two miles south of Kenedy, about 50 
miles southeast of San Antonio.

About 100 correctional officers — some with tracking dogs, 
some on horseback — searched nearby fields for the seven 
inmates, including two San Antonio-area convicted murderers 
believed to be armed with 14 .357 Magnum pistols with 238 
rounds of ammunition.

Larry Todd, a spokesman for the Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice, said the inmates took 11 employees and 
three other inmates at the prison hostage in the maintenance 
shop. Two employees were hospitalized in Beeville late Wednes­
day with head injuries that were not life-threatening.

The inmates, who had worked as trusties in the shop inside 
the prison, made their getaway in a stolen pickup about 2 p.m 
Wednesday. The white pickup was found at a Wal-Mart near 
Kenedy later in the day.

“We think this is a well-planned and well-executed escape 
that may have been under consideration by some of the 
inmates for several weeks,” Todd said.

• Residents consider consolidation*
GALVESTON, Texas (AP) — A proposed merger of Texas’ 

largest and oldest ports is getting a closer look from Galveston 
Island residents who will be asked to vote on the consolida­
tion.

A public meeting scheduled Thursday night will give resi­
dents the chance to ask questions about the planned deal, 
which was approved by the Galveston City Council in July.

Details of merging with the world’s eighth largest poft, 
which ranks first in the nation in foreign tonnage and second 
in total tonnage, must be ironed out before a February 
referendum. The meeting is scheduled for 6 p.m. Thursday at 
Moody Memorial Methodist Church in Galveston.

Benefits of such a deal for the crowded Port of Houston, 
which is 50 miles inland, would be land for growth and 
expansion, rail opportunities and a terminal closer to the Gulf 
o f  M e x ic o .

The aging Galveston port, where shipping has struggled
since 1S74 and wharves are decaying, would get $30 million 
for allowing Houston’s use and $20 million in annual gross 
revenue as a business unit of the Houston operation.

But opponents of the plan say it would strip Galveston of 
the port which has been in the city’s history since Mexico 
established it in 1825.

The Galveston Economic Development Partnership and its 
president, Jeffrey Sjostrom, has circulated a list of almost two 
dozen questions, including management details for the port.

But Kay O’Neal, Galveston’s port director, told the Houston 
Chronicle that city's port is a success story and the intent “is 
to make the Port of Galveston successful as well.'’

•Fox finishes border tour •
NUEVO LAREDO, Mexico <AP) — President Vicente Fox 

wrapped up a visit to the Texas border by saying he hoped to 
meet soon with the new president of the United States to 
ensure good treatment for Mexican migrants.

Just weeks into his presidency, Fox finished his two-day 
visit to the northern border Wednesday with stops in Ciudad 
Juarez, across the border from El Paso, Texas, and Nuevo 
Laredo, adjacent to Laredo, Texas. He dedicated his visit to 
millions of “paisanos” — countrymen — who live in the United 
States but travel back to Mexico during the holiday season.

Families journeying south in December have long com­
plained of delays, extortion and harassment at the hands of 
border guards. Such reports have continued in spite of a 
“paisano program” meant to smooth the trip for homecoming 
Mexicans.

“People want to be assured of their safety so they can take 
advantage of the opportunities they demand,” Fox said at the 
Ciudad Juarez border crossing.

If the United States wants to solve its border woes, it ought 
to invest in the Mexican economy, Fox said. He said Mexico 
has an “urgent need” to create a development ftind like the 
North American Development Bank.

Winter storms leave 
300,000residents 
without electricity

DALLAS (AP) — Tens of 
thousands of East and Central 
Texas residents remained 
without electricity on Thurs­
day morning as ice coated 
tree limbs knocked down 
power lines. A nursing home 
was forced to transport 32 
residents to a nearby church 
for warmth.

Although about 300,000 resi­
dents were without power 
Wednesday night, that figure 
had been trimmed somewhat 
as power crews worked over­
night, going from house to 
house.

As forecasters predicted 
below freezing temperatures 
for the third consecutive 
night, Red Cross volunteers 
scrambled to open up shelters 
while staff o f the Camelot 
Skilled Nursing and Rehabili­
tation Center in Tyler loaded 
up mattresses, blankets, food 
and medical supplies before 
moving about a third o f its 
patients to the Friendly Bap­
tist Church.

Other patients were picked 
up from the home by rela­
tives when staff were told it 
could be as late as 3 . p.m. 
Thursday before electricity 
was restored. Patients with 
Alzheimer’s disease or demen­
tia stayed in the home, using 
generators to stay warm.

Early Thursday, crews from 
TXU Electric & Gas were 
working to restore power to 
about 50,000 customers. More 
than 1,800 utility employees 
were working to reconnect 
electricity to another 50,000 
or so residents in the 
company’s system, according 
to a prepared statement.a preps 

Utility officials said most 
customers in hard-hit areas 
should be restored by late 
Thursday evening. But in 
Tyler, Temple and Jackson­
ville areas, officials said re­
pairs could take longer be­
cause electrical equipment was

heavily damaged.
In Longview, city work 

crews hit the streets well be­
fore dawn clearing trees and 
the large number of broken 
limbs that fell.

“We’d get one tree limb 
cleared and before we could 
move on to the next one we’d 
get another call,” Victoria 
LaFollett, Longview’s commu­
nity relations manager, told 
the Longview News-Journal.

In Central Texas, more 
than 8,000 residents went to 
bed Wednesday without power. 
But power was expected to be 
restored later Thursday in Aus­
tin as well as parts of Travis, 
Hays, Williamson, Bastrop, 
Caldwell, Guadalupe and 
Fayette counties.

A Manor man died in a 
house blaze that began when 
his wife tried to light a stove 
for warmth.

The outages are a reminder 
of an ice storm that moved 
through Texas on Tuesday. 
Much o f the ice on roadways 
melted Wednesday but some 
refreezin g occurred  late 
Wednesday.

“It was real cold over there 
and it was real nice o f them 
to take us in over here at the 
church,” Mary Torbert told 
the Tyler Morning Telegraph. 
“It was very nice o f them.”

“It was getting pretty cool,” 
Andrew Holman said. “It was 
nice o f the church to do this.”

Patients watched television 
and visited Wednesday after­
noon.

“We just tried to keep them 
warm and keep food in them,” 
said Erika Ross, a nurse as­
sistant

In the Tyler area, where
50.000 customers were with­
out electricity W ednesday 
night, only one Red Cross 
shelter was being used. 
Spokeswoman Tammy Prater 
said temperatures were not 
as low as forecasters initially 
anticipated. However, volun­
teers were ready to reopen 
shelters if the need should 
arise.

The outages encompassed
50.000 customers in the Tyler 
area; 25,000 in Dallas; 25,000

in the Waco and Killeen area; 
65,000 in Austin; and, 123,500 
in Longview.

The American Red Cross 
initially opened about 10 shel­
ters in Gregg, Wood and 
Smith counties.

In M arshall, volunteers 
were expecting about 25 
people at the shelter.

“We can take care of them 
one way or another,” said 
Christi Stennis-Ball, director 
of services for American Red 
Cross. “We can house maybe 
25, then we’ll start moving 
them to other buildings. We 
could house 600 if we need 
to, but we don’t expect any­
where near that.”

Volunteers prepared cots 
and blankets, as well as sand­
wich dinners for their guests.
• The Marshall shelter also 

was without electricity and 
was operating only by candle­
light and lanterns, but was 
able to keep residents warm 
with gas heaters.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — 
Tougher clean air rules that 
include tailpipe testing for ve­
hicles in parts o f Central 

,Texas, are backed by a re- 
ional planning group which 
ias not yet decide^! on timing 

and other details o f the pro­
posed requirements.

Members of an Alamo Area 
Council o f Governments com­
m ittee voted unanim ously 
Wednesday to try to reach an 
agreement with state and fed­
eral officials that would recog­
nize that the area is seeking 
emissions tests before being 
forced to take action.

Mayor Howard Peak and 
others fear that, without such 
a deal, the San Antonio area 
would not receive credit un­
der the Clean Air Act and 
would have to take even more 
sweeping measures to reduce 
smog-causing ozone.

The Environmental Protec­
tion Agency says pollution data 
shows that the San Antonio 
and Austin regions as well as 
Tyler-Longview should be re­
designated as nonattainment 
areas — those which regu­
larly violate federal ozone stan­
dards and are required to re­
duce air pollution.

But Texas Gov. and Presi­
dent-elect George W. Bush’s 
appointees to the state’s envi­
ronmental agency have rec­
ommended that air quality 
over San Antonio, the Tsxas 
capital and the* Tyler-Longview 
metropolitan area is legally 
“unclassifiable.”

Dr. John Mangos, chief o f 
pediatric pulmonary medicine 
at the University o f Texas 
Health Science Center, has 
advised the Central Tsxas gov­
ernment group that it needed 
to take> action because chil**** 
dren are especially vulnerable 
to air pollution.

“We need in San Antonio 
and elsewhere ways to dem­
onstrate how we can protect 
children from the effects o f 
pollution in the air from ozone 
and other chemicals,” Mangos 
told the San Antonio Express- 
News in Thursday’s editions.

Mangos added that studies 
show that exposure to ozone 
damages living tissue.

Peak said he hopes that 
the group’s actions would al­
low the region to clean its air 
as soon as possible without 
jeopardizing its options if the 
area’s air is indeed designated 
next year as in 
“nonattainment.” The govern­
ment group has endorsed 
tailpipe testing o f vehicles in 
Bexar, Comal, Guadalupe and 
Wilson counties to reduce air 
pollution.

From 1997 to 1999, San 
Antonio violated federal ozone 
limits.

“I just think that we need 
to get the ball rolling,” said 
Peak, adding that the group 
and local governments would 
have to vote to approve any 
agreement. “Without commit­
ting ourselves specifically to 
anything, we’re beyond talk­
ing about it.”

on ESPN against the hard- 
charging New York Giants. His 
second start could be on Mon­
day Night Football on Christ­
mas in Tennessee, where the 
reigning AFC champs rarely 
lose.

Troy Aikman is used to 
three-game stretches like that. 
Not Wright, a recent fourth- 
stringer who until two weeks 
ago hadn’t taken a snap in a 
game that counted since 1998, 
his senior year at South Caro­
lina, when the Gamecocks 
went 1-10.

“I never saw myself at this 
point so quickly,” said Wright, 
who is still amazed at having

a locker roughly halfway be­
tween Aikman and Emmitt 
Smith. “It is kind of over­
whelming.

“But this is exciting for me. 
I’ve gotten a lot of calls from 
my family and friends. They’re 
all excited for me. And getting 
the chance to start this week, 
especially with it being on 
ESPN, I know this is a great 
opportunity for me.”

The Pittsburgh Steelers 
thought enough of Wright to 
keep him around all last sea­
son even though he never 
played a down. They used him 
this preseason, including 
against the Cowboys, then re­

leased him.
Dallas added him to the 

practice squad Aug. 30. When 
Aikman had a concussion in 
the opener, the Cowboys in­
stead promoted Clint Stoerner, 
an undrafted rookie who’d 
been on the team all summer.

Stoerner later returned to 
the practice*squad. In October, 
another third-stringer was 
needed. Again, Stoerner was 
picked.

Then, in late November, Mi­
ami and Kansas City showed 
interest in Wright. Faced with 
the choice of using him or 
losing him, Dallas added 
Wright to the 53-man roster a

few days before Thanksgiving.
“I tried not to concern my­

self with what was going on 
around me,” Wright said. “I 
knew they liked me or I 
wouldn’t have been here. They 
told me to stay patient and 
that’s what I did.”

In a season where little has 
gone right for the Cowboys (5- 
9), that move may wind up 
being one of the best.

Wright, who made his NFL 
debut two weeks ago in a 
mop-up role against Tampa 
Bay, was forced into action 
Sunday when Aikman suffered 
another concussion and played 
three solid quarters as Dallas

beat Washington 32-13.
Wright will start Sunday as 

Aikman already has been ruled 
out. The veteran is unlikely 
to play the meaningless finale, 
a game that would have plenty 
of meaning for someone as 
inexperienced as Wright.

“I’m not going to jump out 
there and say we’ve got the 
next Joe Montana or anything,” 
Cowboys coach Dave Campo 
said. “All I’m saying is that

PHOENIX (AP) — There 
are no Lakers or Trail Blazers 
to be seen atop the Pacific 
Division standings.

He will be out 3-to-4 
weeks.

Spurs coach Gregg Popovich 
thought Duncan looked tenta­
tive, and he didn’t like his 
team’s first-half effort, espe­
cially coming on the heels of 
the big victory at Utah;

“We didn’t play until the 
third quarter, and you can’t 
dig a hole that deep against a 
good team,” Popovich said.

Derek Anderson scored 26 
for the Spurs, including 14 of

16 free throws. David Robinson 
had 18 points. San Antonio 
made 18 of its first 19 free 
throws and wound up 33-for- 
43 at the line.

The Spurs were without 
Avery Johnson, who missed 
the game because of a bruised 
left thigh.

Phoenix led 60-44 at the 
half, but Anderson sank a 3- 
pointer and David Robinson 
had a rebound stuff to cap a 9- 
0 run that cut the lead to 85- 
80 with 9:22 to play.

But Cliff Robinson sank a 
pair of jumpers around a fast- 
break stuff by Marion to boost 
the lead back to 91-80 with 
6:51 remaining. San Antonio 
never got closer than nine 
again.

The Suns give the Spurs 
trouble because forwards Cliff 
Robinson and Rogers, as well 
as Marion, can draw defenders 
to the perimeter because they 
can hit outside shots.

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It’s time for Bush to prove he can heal
H is fragile election h h h h  

margin confirmed 
by a fractured U.S.

Supreme Court,
George W. Bush now must 
prove that as president he 
can be a uniter, not a 
divider, as he pledged from 
countless platforms in his 
campaign against A1 Gore. ■ ■

Bush’s first step in trying was to avoid 
claiming victory — crowing — at the court 
decision that put him on the threshold of the 
White House. He was silent Tuesday night 
and his representative was conciliatory.

‘This has been a long and arduous process 
for everyone involved on both sides," James 
A. Baker III, the former secretary of state, 
said in Tallahassee, Fla., where the final, 
overtime contests of the 2000 election were 
waged, to an apparent end five weeks after 
Election Day.

He said Bush and running mate Dick 
Cheney were pleased and gratified at the 
Supreme Court’s extraordinary late night rul­
ing Tuesday.

Gore’s response will be a factor in deter­
mining how difficult the unity quest may be. 
The final court blow was a devastating one for 
the vice president, who believes he, not Bush, 
won the hairbreadth Florida election that 
decided the White House.

With the 25 Florida electoral votes appar­
ently secure for Bush, now that the court has 
reversed the state Supreme Court order of 
the partial recount Gore said would prove him 
the winner, the Texas governor would have 
271 electoral votes when those are cast by the 
electoral college next Monday. That is one 
more than a majority. Gore has 267.

The vice president, who won the nation­
wide popular vote by about three-tenths of 
one percent, lost Florida by 537 votes accord­
ing to certified returns that included a partial 
hand recount that did not go as far as the 
Gore camp sought. v

But it is the verdict, not the margin, that 
counts, and it went against Gore, the Su­
preme Court majority deciding that there 
could not be a constitutionally valid recount of

Lawrence Tribe, the Harvard Law School 
professor who argued for Gore in an earlier 
Supreme Court round, said it would be up to 
Gore to press such a point, but “I can’t believe 
that there will be an act three in the court.”

Soon after the decision was announced, Ed 
Rendell, the blunt-spoken general chairman of 
the Democratic Party, said it was frustrating 
but the end for Gore. “He should act now and 
concede,” Rendell, a former mayor of Philadel­
phia, said on NBC.

But Joe Andrew, chairman of the Demo­
cratic National Committee, disputed him, say­
ing that what Rendell said was unauthorized 
and outrageous.

Democratic Sen. Robert Torricelli of New 
Jersey had said the same thing. “Clearly, the 
race for the presidency has come to an end,” 
Torricelli said. “George Bush is going to be 
the next president of the United States.

“I’m certain that A1 Gore will be gracious 
about it,” he said. “He cares deeply about the 
country. I’m sure he’ll pay respects to the 
court.”

Gore was said to be reviewing the court 
decision with nothing to say about it before 
Wednesday.

. “It sounds like we lost,” said W. Dexter 
Douglass, one of the lawyers who had argued 
Gore’s challenges in Florida.

After the court decided 5-4 to halt the 
partial recounts the Florida court had ordered 
on Friday, there were Democratic complaints
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that the justices had intruded on politics 
where they didn’t belong, and that the decision 
was one colored by politics, not founded on 
law.

Torricelli earlier had said that when there 
was a winner, by court or by recount, be it 
Bush or Gore, he should fly to the home base 
of the loser and appear with him in a call for 
national unity.

As John F. Kennedy flew from Paul Beach, 
Fla., to meet with Richard M. Nixon after 
Kennedy’s 1960 victory, by two-tenths of a 
percentage point in the popular vote but with 
a solid electoral college margin. They con­
ferred privately.

While Republicans said the Supreme Court 
ruling was it for Gore, the Bush camp avoided 
instant victory claims. Baker, Bush’s represen­
tative in the Florida contest, said the Texas 
governor was pleased, but went no further.

Bush made no statement himself. Aides had 
said before the ruling that if it went his way, 
he would not immediately start naming offi­
cials to a new Republican administration, but 
first would act to heal the divisions of the 
campaign and the disputed election five weeks 
ago.

They said Bush could be expected to deliver 
a unity speech and meet with congressional 
leaders, Democrats as well as Republicans.

The victory of Bush, 54, sends 
the second father-son combina­
tion to the White House in 
American history, following John 
and John Quincy Adams in the 
early 1800s.

Bush’s father, former Presi­
dent George Bush, was defeated 
in his re-election bid in 1992 by 
Democrat Bill Clinton and run­
ning mate Gore.

Bush’s victory over Gore was 
thus relished by Bush family 
loyalists. But the younger Bush, 
called “W” (for Walker) by 
friends and foes alike, has said 
that revenge was never a fac­
tor.
- “Politics is full of slights all 

the time.” Bush said In a re­
cent interview. “If you’re the 
kind o f person who takes the. 
slights personally and always 
seeks revenge, you’re going to 
be the most unsuccessful per­
son in the political arena.”

But Bush’s family was never 
far from view. Both his father 
and his popular mother, Bar­
bara Bush, campaigned for him.

Jeb Bush, one of three 
younger brothers, is governor 
of Florida — the state whose 
25 electoral votes finally pro­
vided Bush with the razor-edge 
margin of victory: 271 electoral 
votes, one more than he 
needed. Gore finished with 267.

Bush campaign strategists ini­
tially failed to recognize Florida, 
which has trended Republican 
in recent presidential elections, 
as a true battleground state. 
That early inattention may 
have contributed to the close­
ness of the contest there.

Bush’s wife, Laura, a former 
public school teacher and li­
brarian, campaigned extensively 
with him. The couple }iaa twin 
18-year-old • daughters, 'Jenna 
and Barbara, both utfMgvAwh- 
men.

In the closing days of the 
campaign, Bush was thrown off 
stride by revelations that he 
had been arrested for drunken

driving in 1974 while visiting 
his parents at their compound 
in Kennebunkport, Maine.

He said his failure to dis­
close the arrest was due to his 
desire to shield his long-ago 
behavior from his daughters.

Like his father, Bush is a 
graduate of Yale University 
(1968). He also holds a master’s 
from Harvard University (1975).

After losing a congressional 
race in 1978, Bush seemed des­
tined to spend the rest of his 
life in the private sector. He 
ran a string of unsuccessful 
companies in the oil industry, 
then became a managing part­
ner of the Texas Rangers base­
ball team before successfully 
running for governor in 1994, 
unseating Democrat Ann 
Richards.

Bush disposed of the last of 
his financial interest in the 
ballciub in 1998, netting roughly 
a $15 million profit. He put 
some of the proceeds into buy­
ing a 1,600-acre ranch in 
Crawford, about a two-hour 
drive north of Austin.

From P#Q # A1 
ground water to Vega and 
then south to Hereford, 
Friona and Muleshoe. The 
pipeline would turn east 
and run parallel to the ex­
isting City of Lubbock pipe­
line from the Bailey County 
well fields. This pipeline is 
at capacity during peak pe­
riods.

Water transported in the 
new pipeline could be used 
to meet Lubbock’s future 
water needs, as well as 
supply water to the towns 
and cities along the route. 
Ill addition, lateral lines 
could be extended from the 
main feeder line to serve 
other towns and cities in 
the region. Water from the 
new distribution line also 
could be made available to 
feedlots, dairies and other 
industries along the route.

Since the proposal was 
first included in the draft 
plan, the City of Amarillo 
offered its 113,900 acres of 
water rights for sale in 
Dallam and Hartley coun­
ties, and Roberts County 
landowners have also of­
fered to sell water rights in 
their county. Either source 
reportedly would meet the 
needs of the pipeline project.

The planning group has 
reviewed public comments 
received after the water plan 
was unveiled Sept. 26 at a 
public hearing in Lubbock. 

The Llano Estacado Re­
nal Water Management 

must be submitted to 
the TWDB by Jan. 5, 2001. 
After the TWDB signs on 
to the plan, the 16 regional 
water plans will be incorpo­
rated into a comprehensive 
state plan by January 2002.

The planning group also 
is developing its agenda for 
the next planning cycle, 
which begins in 2001.

Residents across the Plains 

coped with widespread power 
outages and treacherous travel 
early Thursday as freezing 
rain, frigid temperatures and 
heavy snowfall pounded the 
area and pushed eastward.

More than 200,000 homes 
and businesses in Arkansas 
and Texas alone were without 
electricity after Wednesday’s 
ice storms caused power lines 
to fall.

The slick roads and heavy 
snowfall caused at least 10 
traffic deaths, including five in 
Indiana.

“This is as much snow as 
we’ve seen in the last 15 
years and we got it all in one 
whack,” said Charles Ward, 
city superintendent in the 
small southeastern Kansas 
town of Colony. The area re­
ceived about 14 inches of snow.

Springfield, Mo., also had 
received more than 14 inches 
of snow.

The remnants of the storm 
that began Tuesday were ex­
pected to continue Thursday, 
with more chilly temperatures.

Many residents were also 
faced with the daunting task 
of digging out from all the 
snow.

“Now it’s time for the sore 
backs to kick in,” said Jim 
Wright of Springfield, Mo., 
who spent close to an hour 
moving snow from his drive­
way while his daughter made 
snow angels. “You’ve got to 
love winter.”

In Arkansas, where about 
202,000 people were without 
electricity, a pileup of about 15 
tractor-trailer trucks and cars 
shut down parts of Interstates 
55 and 40. At one point, 80 
semi-trucks were backed up

on another highway. No seri­
ous injuries were reported.

Three family members were 
killed in Indiana on Wednes­
day when their car spun out 
of control and hit a garbage 
truck, and a 5-year-old girl 
was killed when her mother’s 
van slid into the path of a 
train. Another man died when 
his Jeep Cherokee crossed the 
median on snow-covered In­
terstate 65 and slammed into 
a tractor-trailer.

A Kansas man died when 
his carport collapsed under the 
weight of the snow, and a 
New York man died in raging 
wind Tuesday as he tried to 
saw off a tree branch and was 
struck by another part of the 
tree. One death was also re­
ported in Texas, one in Mis­
souri and two in Arkansas.

AAA M ichigan reported 
more than 8,200 calls from

stranded motorists after as 
much as 20 inches o f snow 
accumulated in parts of the 
state.

In east and central Texas, 
tens of thousands o f custom­
ers still lacked electricity on 
Thursday, and a nursing home 
was forced to transport 32 
residents to a nearby church 
for warmth.

Thousands of workers were 
scrambling to restore power 
to the devastated power sys­
tem in the two states. Entergy 
Arkansas said it could be Sat­
urday before power was fully 
restored.

“This very well could be 
the worse ice storm we’ve 
ever seen in terms of damage 
to the electrical system ," 
Entergy spokesman David 
Lewis said. “The ice is it. 
Snow wouldn’t have hurt 
nearly this bad.”

Wholesale prices up slightly
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Wholesale inflation inched up 
a tiny 0.1 percent in Novem­
ber, the best performance in 
three months, as falling costs 
of heating oil and prescription 
drugs blunted rising prices for 
natural gas and fresh veg­
etables.

The Producer Price Index 
was more subdued last month 
after rising a seasonally ad­
justed 0.4 percent in October, 
the Labor Department reported 
today.

The report also showed that 
prices for goods other than 
food and energy were flat in 
November following a 0.1 per­
cent decline, suggesting infla­
tion is still in check.

While economists believe 
energy prices will moderate in 
the coming months, that may 
be of little comfort to consum-* 
ers likely to face astronomical 
heating bills this winter.

The Federal Reserve has 
boosted interest rates six 
times since June 1999 with 
the goal o f slowing the

economy enough to keep in­
flation under control but not 
too much as to trigger a re­
cession.

Many economists expect the 
Fed will leave interest rates 
alone when it meets next 
week but will change its policy 
statement away from a tilt 
toward raising interest rates 
to a neutral stance. That po­
sition would assume the risks 
of inflation are no greater 
than the risks o f  the 
economy’s stalling.

Fed Chairm an Alan 
Greenspan signaled last week 
that the Fed stands ready to 
cut interest rates if  the 
economy shows signs of slip­
ping into a recession.

President-elect Bush and 
Vice ; President-elect Dick 
Cheney expressed concerns re­

cently that the slowdown in 
econom ic grow th may be 
threatening a full-blown re­
cession and have said this is a 
major reason why Congress 
next year should pass the Re­
publicans’ $1.3 trillion tax-cut 
proposal. i

New claims for state unem­
ployment insurance fell sharply 
ast week by a seasonally ad­

justed 32,000 to 320,000, but 
still hovered at a level sug­
gesting that the nation’s red- 
hot labor market is cooling.

Business inventories rose by 
0.6 percent in October as sales

£

fell, another indication that 
the economy is slowing.

The slim 0.1 percent rise 
in the PPI — the best show­
ing since a 0.4 percent de­
cline in August — and the 
flat core rate made for a 
better reading on inflation in 
November than many analysts 
were expecting.

Wholesale prices this year 
have been rising at an annual 
rate of 3.9 percent, compared 
with a 2.9 percent gain for all 
of 1999. The pickup in this 
year’s prices largely reflects 
surging energy costs.
