Bush family members were head-
ing to Boca Grande, Fla., a favored
Gulf Coast fishing spot north of Fort
Myers.

Bush, who was due for a national-
security briefing upon arrival in
Florida, said it is possible he will
make his next major personnel an-
nouncement during a Washi n
visit that will begin Thursday. “Im
obviously mindful that time’s run-
ning short,” he said.

Wintry blitz
plays havoc
across state

Dreams of a white Christmas
turned into nightmares Tuesday as
snow added to the havoc — including
massive power outages and hundreds
of traffic accidents — that another
round of winter weather caused across
the state.

From the Texas Panhandle to
northeast Texas, Texans contended
with a variety of winter weather,
ranging from building snow in Ama-
rillo and Lubbock to freezing rain in
northeast Texas that sent trees top-
pling onto power lines and homes,
knocking out power to more than
40,000

In Hereford, where between 3 and
4 inches of snow fell today, South-
western Public Service Co. reported
no outages. The Hereford Police De-
partment and Texas Department of
Public Safety also reported only mi-
nor traffic accidents.

Up 4 more inches of snow is
expected in the Hereford area to-
night, according to the National
Weather Service. Tonight's lows are
expected to be in the mid-teens.

The snow is expected to move out
of the area Wednesday, although cold
temperatures are likely to remain
for the next several days.

Snow falling in Post, a town of
3,600 about 40 miles southeast of
Lubbock, coated already treacherous
roads that had prompted authorities
to close roads throughout Gar:za
County.

The Texas Department of Public
Safety had shut down U.8. Highway
84 from Snyder to Slaton, just south-
east of Lubbock, and all secondary
roads in neighboring Crosby County
were also closed.

“Everything is all iced-up,” said
Garza County deputy constable Cliff
Laws. “We have about one-fourth to

CSF made the holiday a little

brighter for 576 individuals in Here-
ford and Deaf Smith County during

its record-setting campaign in 1999.
Contributions to CSF hit a new high
as of Dec. 28, 1999, totaling
$22,620.62. That eclipsed the old
record of $21,772 that was set in
1997.

During the 1999 effort, CSF helped
238 adults and 338 children under
the age of 17. A total of 56 senior
citizens and six disabled persons were
assisted. CSF spent $2,500 on food
staples, laundry supplies, and per
sonal care items. The charity pro
vided vouchers -- redeemable with
local merchants -- totaling $8,345 for
children’s clothing and shoes. Cloth-
ing vouchers for $1,250 were dis
bursed to local nursing homes for 25
elderly patients. Medical bil's of
$1,950 for the sick and elderly were
defrayed. Needy families got assis
tance totaling $2,976 on utility bills.

By unofficial tally, all-time giving
to CSF since its inception in 1980
now stands at $302,147. That total
includes a gift of $8,000 from the
Ruby Hill estate at the start of the
1999 campaign. A total of $258,419.62
of the all-time amount has been
given since 1986.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Elections officials in Bexar County
are considering trading in their traditional pen and paper
ballots for microchips and electrons, making casting a vote as
trouble-free as using a bank machine.

Officials are testing a series of touch-screen voting ma-
chines, which they say could remedy the overvotes, scanning
and tabulation problems, and delays with the county’s current

balloting system.

Since 1995, the county has leased a voting system that uses
paper ballots marked with a special pen.

The cost of using the system countywide has been esti-
mated at as much as $9 million.

Officials last 'week tested one of the touch-screen voting
systems, manufactured by McKinney, Texas-based Global Elec-

tion Systems Inc.

A voter then touches box on the screen corresponding to
candidates or referendum choices and a mark appears indicat-
ing the voter’s choice. A voter can go back and change a vote
at any time, and when done touches another box to cast it.

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Hospitals required to treat pain

WASHINGTON (AP) —
When you enter a hospital,
you have a right to have your
pain properly treated.

That sounds so common-
sense, yet millions of Ameri-
cans suffer every day because
pain is routinely ignored or
undertreated.

But starting next week, the
nation’s hospitals -must make
a major change:

Patients should expect at
least to be asked to rate how
they're feeling, from zero, no
pain, to .10, the worst pain
imaginable. (Small children
will use pictures to rate pain.)
The score determines what
steps the hospital must take
to help.

To stress how important the
changes are, the new stan-
dards actually put in writing
that “patients have the right”
to proper pain assessment and
treatment.

Some hospitals already are
handing out leaflets and post-
ing signs in the halls telling
patients about that right, so
they know it's OK — nay,
crucial — to complain if a
doctor or nurse doesn’t help.

Better, it's not just hospi-
tals that must take the new
steps but nursing homes and
outpatient clinics accredited by
the Joint Commission on Ac-
creditation of Healthcare Or-
ganizations. The commission
adopted the standards over a
year ago, but gave facilities
until January to comply.

It's “a watershed event,”
said Dr. Russell Portenoy, pain

Teach-
ing health workers who aren’t
pain specialists how to treat
pain can take some time —
and many doctors inappropri-
ately shun narcotics, a treat-
ment mainstay for numerous
types of pain, because they
think patients will get hooked
on them.

“This is not going to hap-
pen overnight,” cautioned
American Pain Society presi-
dent-elect Christine Mias-
kowski, nursing chair at the
University of California, San
Francisco.

“Patients are going to have
to demand better care,” she
said. “Unrelieved pain has
negative effects. Just like they
need an antibiotic to treat
infection, they need analge-
sics to treat their pain.”

But man Patients don’t
know they don't hpve to suf-

fer — or that pain is more
than bothersome, it actually
hinders healing.

So being a stoic isn’t good.
Revealing how much pain
youre in doesn’t “bother the
doctors” or distract them from
treating patients’ underlying
disease.

“People think it's like an
11th commandment: ‘Thou had
surgery, thou should have
pain.’ ... Or that if you have
cancer, you must have pain,”
said June Dahl, a University
of Wisconsin pain specialist
who helped write the stan-
dards. “Pain can be relieved.”

How big is the problem?
Cancer provides the best esti-
mates: About 40 percent of
cancer patients have
undertreated pain. One in four
elderly cancer patients in nurs-
ing homes receive no treat-
ment at all for daily pain.
Last year, Oregon’s medical
board disciplined a doctor for
treating a dying cancer

atient’s pain with mere
g‘ylcnol.' ) P
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painkillers. called opioids
— such as morphine, co-
deine, fentanyl — are the
mainstay for many types of
pain, Portenoy says.

Many doctors hesitate to
prescribe opioids, which are
heavily ted because they
can be abused by addicts. But
for people who have never
abused drugs and have no his-
tory of psychological problems,
hardly any become dependent

Another eomﬁ)laint, heavy
sedation, usually wanes in
three to four days, she said.

For moderate to
severe pain from acute illness
or surgery, expect a short-
acting opioid like Percocet, or
morphine in a patient-con-
trolled quick-dose pump. For
cancer, expect a long-acting
version of morphine or
oxy&done, or a fentanyl skin

Methadone is an alterna-
tive when those drugs fail.

Doctors also are trying an-
tidepressants and antiseizure
drugs like gabapentin for pa-
tients with nerve-related pain.

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Eagles win Aloha Bowl

B Boston College
coach O’Brien likely
to stay put

HONOLULU (AP) — If Tom
O'Brien decides to leave Bos-
ton College, the Eagles made
sure he went out in style.

Tim Hasselbeck threw two
long second-half touchdown
passes and Cedric Washington
scored on an 1ll-yard run as
Boston College beat Arizona
State 31-17 on Monday in the
Aloha Bowl.

Rumors were swirling
around the Eagles this week
that O'Brien would leave the
team to take over for the
retired George Welsh at Vir-

a.

But O'Brien didn't sound like
a coach on the run.

“There is a future for this
program, a great future,” he
said.

When asked if there was a
future for him at Boston Col-
lege, O'Brien succinctly an-
swered, “Yes, absolutely.”

The Eagles got two quick
touchdowns in the third pe-
riod and added another in the
next quarter to put away Ari-
zona State, which was trying
to win the final game for fired
coach Bruce Snyder.

Hasselbeck threw scoring
passes of 58 yards to Dedrick
Dewalt and 40 yards to Ryan
Read within a two-minute span
and Washington, carrying the
rushing load for suspended
Willie Green, rushed for 109
yards and two touchdowns.

“We didn’t do anything dif-
ferent,” Hasselbeck said of BC'’s
game plan. “Cedric’s a great
running back and we have a
great offensive line.”

For good measure, Mike
Sutphin added a career-best
50-yard field goal.

Hasselbeck did not post im-
pressive numbers, going only
9-0f-21 with one interception.
But he finished with 209 yards.

For the Sun Devils (6-6), it
marked the end of Snyder’s
term. He was fired late in the
season and will be replaced by
former Boise State coach Dirk
Koetter.

“I just got through speaking
to the players,” Snyder said.
“This is really an important
team to me, a real special
team. It's not one of those
teams that wins every game.

“They're really loyal and to-
gether and I wish them well
for their future.”

Arizona State has hampered
by a shoulder injury to quar-
terback Jeff Krohn in the sec-
ond quarter and two deep first
half drives which failed to re-
sult in any points. One ended
on an interception in the end
zone and the other a fumble
at the 1.

All told, ASU committed five
turnovers.

“We knew it was going to
be a tough, physical game,”
Snyder said. “The score had to
be close for us to win. We
needed to stay healthy and we
didn’t do that. We needed to
capitalize on a couple of op-
portunities and we didn’t that.”

Tom Pace, who rushed for
130 yards on 25 carries, got
ASU’s first TD on a 14-yard
run and, with the game de-
cided, Matt Cooper connected
from 31 yards out with Ryan
Dennard with 51 seconds left.

The Sun Devils had better
game numbers — 81 plays to
56 and 35:33 to 24:27 in time
of possession — but they were
also allowed five sacks — three
by defensive tackle Tom Mar-
tin — three other tackles for
losses.

“We tried to make this a
four-quarter game because we

knew we couldn’t match up
with their speed,” O'Brien said.
“We knew their speed would
have to come back to us in
the fourth quarter.

“It came back a little sooner
than that. We knew we would
get stronger as the game went
on and we were able to do
that.”

That’s when Hasselbeck hit
for his two scores and Wash-

ington ran in his second TD.

For Arizona State, the coach-
ing situation made for a diffi-
cult week.

Jerusalem, site of the biblical Jewish Temples, and the Palestin-
ians would gain control of what they call the Noble Sanctuary,
according to U.S. officials and reports in the Israeli media.

Israel has claimed sovereignty since capturing the area in the
1967 Mideast War, though Muslims run the site. Israeli officials
have said that any agreement would have to recognize the special
nature of the compound, which is the holiest site in Judaism.
Israel also insists that it will maintain control of the Western
Wall, which forms one side of the compound.

The Palestinians, in turn, would have to substantially scale
back their demand on a “right of return” for millions of refugees
who fled or were driven from their homes in Mideast wars.

The proposal would apparently allow refugees to move to a
Palestinian homeland in the West Bank and the Gaza Strip, but
only a small number would be allowed to settle in Israel,
according to Israeli newspaper reports.

-« «The Palestinians haye. said they would reject a deal that does
not allow refugees to return. or

“As a matter of principle, an agreement with Israel must
include the right of return for the Palestinians,” said Hussein
Asheik, a leader in Arafat’s Fatah faction. “It is the right of every

Israel says it cannot accept so many Palestinian refugees, who
would dramatically change the demographics of the Jewish state.

of candidates raising seven figures in 2000 almost doubling
from the last time Americans picked a president.

At least 194 House candidates reported raising more
than $1 million in 2000, up from 108 in 1996.

More than one-third of the 435 congressional races last
month — 151 in all — featured at least one candidate
with at least $1 million to spend.

The number of House candidates raising at least $2
million increased even more dramatically, from eight in
1996 to 11 in 1998 to 34 in 2000.
