Sarpalius denies
violation probe

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) - U.S.
Rep. Bill Sarpalius.D-Amarano,
denied Monday thatlbe FBI is
investigating him for possible
financial disclosure violations.

"Iwant. to make it clear that Iam
nota target of any investigat ion, " he
&aid. "I've never been subpoenaed.
I have never appeared before any
grand jury. I've never had any ormy
records seized ."

Sarpa1ius presented documents LO
reporters at a Monday news confer-
ence torebut published reports that
the FBI is investigating him and two
other House Democrats over ties to
now-defunct Sherwood Van Lines of
San Antonio and its president, Leslie
Alfred Taber.

The HOUSlOnPost reponed Sunday
in a copyright story it. had obtained
documents relating to the investiga-
lion, which focused on the relation-
ship between Taber and his company
and Democratic Reps. Sarpal ius and
Greg Lau~hlin of West Columbia.

Rep. Jim Chapman of Sulphur
Springs and former Rep. Albert
Bustamante of San Anronio also are
being looked at, the Post reported.

All deny wrongdoing.
The Post said the documents it

obtained suggest that:
-Each received a S2.500check for

auendlng a 1989 convention held in
Las Vegas by Taber, although each
reponed receiving $2.000 - the
congressional honorarium limit althe
time.
