During the fiscal year which
closed April 30, thé City of Hére-
ford operated on a cash basis and
met all its iInterest and sinking
fund obligations, as well as im-
proving its financial position ma-

are revealed In the audit just com-
pleted by Fred Baird.

“Not only are the books and
records in excellent condition,”
says Baird, “but the city's finances,
notwithstanding the somewhat bur-
densome to top-heavy bonded in-
debtedness, are also in good shape
and improving each year.

“The city is on a strictly cash
basis with respect” te current op-
erating expenses and is not in de-
“fault of any of its bonded indebt-
edness, either pricipal or interest.”

At the close of the year the
bonded debt was $260,500.00,  re-
duced from $265,5505.80 at the open-
ing of the year.
