For that we cannot blame them, nor will any
amount of tude-ntmgl\ne propaganda change the sitnation.
Whether a paved highway conmecting Hereford with the
rest of the Panhandle ‘becomes a detriment.or blessing, then,
rests upon the city as a whole and the business establishments

ndividually, If a merchant wishes to make the paved. road
away from it, he may do so.
But he must wake up. Fine gﬂman may ruin the ¢ountry
storekeeper, but they cannot h a “‘city merchant’ who has
his store in the country. N\ G

To make the payed road work to his advantage, the mer-
chant must do three things: Offer a wide _selection of sea-
sonable mefchandise, price it reasonably, and let the territory
know about his merchandise and his valies. Of course, that
is not all. Once the customer is .in his store. he must treat
him as & guest and strive to please him. We.speak of such
a business man as a ‘‘city merchant’’ because the ecity mer-
chant has long since learned that he is actually at a-disadvant-
age unless he develops his trade more highly than the merchant
out in the field. He did that, and for a while held the ad-
vantage. ’ y *
But the small town merchant can compete if he willfwake.

That the program was successful js evident in the faet
that during the 25 years after passage of the act of 1899, the;

During the period, the total loss to the government from fail-
ure of the clients to meet ‘their payments was only 9,085,
which amounted to only 35 cents for every $1,000 which the
government had advanced. 2

ers to foreign lands, but’we are faced with other problems,
outstanding of which are the conservation of soil and upbuild-
ing of rural standards.
