Mysteries of heredity - may be
solved by the discovery of a glant
chromosome in the salivary gland
of ‘the yeast fly. This chromosome,
which is 70 times normal sisze,
makes possible the . identification
of genes, the units controlling here-
dity. The length of the ordinary
chromosome 18 estimited to be-
15-1000,000ths of an Inch, which
gives some ldea of the minuteness
of each gene. A complete set of
genes is contained in each cell
and arranged in long strips on each
