Survey Display Observes County
Centennial Birthday Saturday

EDITOR'S Note: The following article
Is a description of a special display of
surveying instruments at the Deaf Smith
County Museum in conjunction with the
County Centennial Celebration beginning
on the courthouse lawn at 9:30 a.m.
Saturday. The featured display Includes
artifacts of the earlier settlers to this area
including the first men--surveyors. Refer
to boxed In list of events for tomorrow.

Soon after the Indian tribes left this
couniry, now called Deaf Smith County, a
new breed of man moved cross the plams
bearing compass and a superlative skill in*
mathematics, He was the land surveyor,
come fo plot the way for cattlemen and
settlers soon to follow,

The surveyor's party usually included
several surveyors, many flagmen, chain
carriers, cooks, scouts, and mound
builders. The party traveled by
horseback, with wagons and pack mules
carrying gear, including bed rolls and
tents for sleeping.

Some of the surveyors worked with
compass only, but some had the
W.&L.E. Gurley transit much-like the
one shown here in the museum. Their job
was to sub-divide the vast area into
tracts, write descriptions of the tracts,
and set up markers for later
identification.

It was grueling work, from daylight to
dark, and many crews stayed in .the
field for months without break, some
even over two years.

They suffered the weather, particularly
the fierce northers carrying dust or
needles of snow in a horizontal blow,
from which the flat prairie offered no
refuge.

They suffered drought with its hazard
of prairie fire. When it rained, they were
immobilized. For fuel they collected
Buffalo chips, and for water they followed
small animls and birds to the playa lakes,
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Larger Enrbllment Reported

The first day of classes Thursday saw
an increase in the number of students
registering and attending schools of the

said that the six elementary, two junior
high and the one high schools recorded a
total of 5,171 students on the first day of
classes. It was an increase of 167 pupils
over the first day of classes last year
when 5,004 students reported.

No specific reasons were detailed for
the increase except “that a larger of
number of students than usual are
registering on time. Usually, a certain
segment of the student body registers
late especially when the start of school
commences on an odd weekday. Some are
vacationing and like to take advantage of
the weekend.

Elementary
schools.enrolled 2,366 students compared
with 2,290 last year. This does not
include the special education and
kindergarten grades which are figured
separately.

(AP) - By
selecting Robert Dole as his running
mate and promising a debate with Jimmy
Carter, President Ford is setting a
campaign course marked by familiar
Republican themes in a strategy at one
traditional and unusual.

_Dole is, Ford's ideological brother, a
political scrapper who probably will
concentrate on attacking Carter and the
Democratic Congress.

That is the traditional role of the vice
presidential nominee, leaving the
President to appear presidential and
above the eyegouging, fist-swinging

Plainview Police Charge

Hereford Men In Drug Case

Two Hereford men were arrested
Thursday in Plainview for possession of
marijuana and released on bond after
initial investigation by the Plainview
Police Department and the Hale County
Sheriff's Office.

Based on tele-type wire release from
Travis McPherson, Deaf Smith County
Sheriff, the Plainview authorities
arrested Robert Wayne Newsom, 22 of
150 Liveoak St. and Jimmy Don-Taylor,
20, of 328 Center St. while they were
driving a pickup truck.

A spokesman for the Hale County
Sheriff’s Office reported that Newsom
was charged with a possession of
marijuana misdemeanor violation and
Taylor was charged with a possession of
marijuana felony violation.

HOUSTON (AP) - The Harris County
Commissioners Court has declared a
public health emergency in the Houston
area because of the possibility of an
outbreak of St. Louis encephalitis.

The action came Thursday on the
recommendation of Dr. Francine Jense,
county health director, who said there
already is evidence of much more virus
activity in mosquitoes than last year.

In 1975 the county had 32 confirmed
cases and two deaths.

This year there have been two
confirmed cases and one suspected cases.
Dr. Jensen said, ‘‘But we are on the
same human timetable as we were last
year. We know the cases can go only up.
Unless we move quickly and decisively,

we may see more cases this year than
last.”

SM for the county Mosquito

Control Division said there was a problem

but *'you couldn’t consider it an epidemic
_at this time."

Dr. Jensen said the proclamation
makes is possible for the county to seek
federal funds for aerial spraying of
insecticide to kill the culex of mosquitoes
that acquired the sleeping sickness virus
from birds and transmit it to humans.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Food prices,
which -have provided most of the nation’s

inflation relief recently, are expected to
show a continue

latest gove nt figures.

There s péksibility the statistics could
evens#fow a drop in food costs when the
Labd} De

ment issues its monthly
report on cohsumer prices today.

Generally, economists do not expect a
dramatic change in the rate of inflation
for July, although they feel a slower rise
in consumer prices is more likely than a
stepped up pace.

Consumer prices were up by
five-tenths of 1 per cent in June, leaving
them 5.9 per cent ahead of a year ago.
This advance is expected to be smaller
after the July report.

Much of the relief from the high rates
of inflation of the previous three months
can be attributed to food prices. They
had declined for three consecutive
months at the start of the year and as of
June were only 3.7 per cent ahead of a
year earlier.

If it hadn't been for food prices,
inflation for the year ending June 30
would have been seven-tenths of 1 per

1974, when the rise in food prices

matched the over-all 12.2 per cent
inflation. By the end of 1975, food prices
were up 6.2 per cent and already showing
a slower growth than the over-all inflation
rate of 7 per cent.

The slowing of the rise in food prices
has resulted from improved weather at
home and abroad, and fallout from the
high prices of 1974,

The high prices encouraged farmers to
plant bigger crops, and with the
cooperation of the weather, the U.S. is
expected to harvest a record corn crop
this year, a near-record wheat crop, and a
soybean crop that should be in line with
demand.

These harvests are being supplemen-
ted by improved harvests abroad. Sizable
wheat sales to the Soviet. Union, for
example were a factor in the rapid rise of
food prices. But the Agriculture
Department reported recently that the
Soviet wheat and grain crop for this year
is expected to be better than anticipated.

Still, what pressure there is behind
rising food prices is coming from abroad.

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Tax-Free Refunds Could

‘Solve Government Spending

NEW YORK (AP)- John Perry
believes the country will go
broke if the government keeps
spending the way it has been,.
and he suggests as a solution

‘that every registered voter be

given, tax-free $500 to $750 a
year.

That recommendation might
seem to be contradictory, but
f’erry insists it isn't, and Perry
Is a serious, intelligent,
conservative gentleman, an
innovative engineer, a wealthy
manufacturer and former owner
of a large newspaper chain.

He has conviced many
doubters that his plant will
work, and among them are
¢steemed economists, govern-
ment officials and businessmen.
His plan was .considered for
inclusion in the Republican
Party platform.

Perry, who lives in Palm
Beach, Fla., is the founder of
the National Dividend Founda-
tion, Inc., a non-profit organiza-
tion that seeks to preserve free
enterpise by saving some of the
billions produced by corpora-
tions.

Instead of putting into the
Treasury the $50 billion in taxes
collected from corporations
annually in recent years, his
National Dividend Plan would

distribute it to every person
registered to vote.

In so doing, says Perry,
whose foundation operates out
of Palm Beach Gardens, Fla.,
we would raise the income of the
minimum wage-earner by 25 per
cent or more, and lift at least
one-half the poverty families out
of that category.

Social Security and other
benefits would be maintained.
The dividend would provide a
voting couple with $1,000 to
$1,500 a y¢4, over and above
their incdivie or benefits.

In the process, he continues,
we would be able to cut
government spending and
inflationary pressure, encou-
rage voting, help reduce the
capital shortage that threatens
economic expansion, raise
consumer buying power gene-
rally, spur production and even
raise corporate profits and the
National Dividend itself.

““With the dividend,"" he
explained, ‘‘people would have
a vested interested in the
system rather than in getting
more from the government.”
And, he said, "it would get the
people of the government's back
and the government off the
people’s back.”

Trend

WASHINGTON (AP)- Ameri-
cans put fewer extras in the new
homes they bought ‘last ‘year,
but analysts say the shift to a
no-frill house was short- lived

. and probably is over.

New Census Bureau figures
show that homes built in 1975
generally were smaller, had
fewer bedrooms, bathrooms and

garages, and were less likely to”

have central air conditioning.
Economists say the recession
that began to lift in mid-1975
spurred the trend.

Not everything was bare-
bones, however. Fifty-two per
cent of new homes were built
with fireplaces in 1975, up from
49 per cent in 1974,

Despite the economies, the
median new home price jumped
9.5 per cent in 1975 to $42,600
from $38,900. That was a
smaller increase than in 1973
and 1974, when the median
priced climbed 27.5 per cent, or
$8,400. But in those years
homes were growing larger and
more luxurious.

Builders, who prefer to call
the ‘‘no frills'" house the
“basic’’ house, felt that by
cutting corners last year they
could increase the number of
persons who could afford to buy

new homes. ., "
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Declines

But an economist with the
National Association of Home
Builders said the back-to-basics
trend never got up much steam.

““From what we have in our
own data, we already can see a
leveling off,”" said Robert
Sheehan. He expects homes to a
be built with fewer bathrooms in
the future, however, and
anticipates more townhouses
in proportion to detached
houses.

John C. Weicher, the
Department of Housing and
Urban Development's chief
economist, commented: *‘l
would not think you are-going to
see downturns like that
continually...My sense of last
year is that along about the end
of the summer it became
reasonably clear we were
pulling out of the recession.
People in the market for new
homes found they were in better
shape than they thought they
were."'

Origi-
nally, he wanted to cut back on
spending; now he'll settle for no
increases.

So that government functions

aren't disrupted, the National
Dividend would be phased into
use-20 per cent of corporate
taxes the first year, 40 per cent
the second, and so on to 100 per
cent in five years.

The government, meanwhile,
would be required to stop
spending beyond its means, not
by cutting programs but simply
by not adding any more.
Because of economic growth,
Perry believes, there would be a
budget surplus in five years.

Dole, Ford Provide
Slate of Similarities

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP) -
Bob Dole and Gerald Ford, who
spent eight years together as
minority members of the House
of Representatives, share many
traits: they are unflaggingly
loyal to the Republican party,
particularly its conservative
wing, personable and even-tem-
pered in public.

But Dole, whom Ford named
Wednesday as his choice for the
vice presidentiat nomination, is
far different from Ford in his
slashing style of debate, marked
by brashness and sarcasm that
he used to vigorously defend the
Nixon Administration on the
floor of the Senate and as

| national GOP chairman.

The 53-year-old senator from
Kansas was even called a
“hatchet man'' by a senator

', from his own party.

Dole gave a preview of what
could be his campaign style
when he addressed the
Republican Convention Monday
night as its temporary chair-
man.

The dark-haired, wiry senator
recited a litany of the results of a
Democratic presidency and
Congress over the last two
decades ‘and “then lashed the
opposition party's platform.

“'It tilts so far left that any of
us would slide off,”” he said of
the Democratic platform. ‘‘But
worse than that it is a collection
of deceptions."’

And he attacked Democratic
candidate Jimmy Carter.

““The Democratic party does-
n't know what its candidate
stands for...and the Democratic
candidate doesn't think we have
a right to know,”" he said.

Dole is midway through his
second term in the Senate,
where he has compiled a
conservative record.

The Americans for Constitu-
tional Action, a conservative
group, rated his voting record
between 64 and 84 for his years
in the Senate, with 100 being a
“‘perfect’’ score. The Ameri-
cans for Democratic Action, a
liberal rating group, put his
score at 0 to 19 during the same
period.

In naming Dole, Ford pointed
to some of their similarities.
‘‘His philosophy and mine
coincide almost exactly,’” Ford
said. ‘‘He has been a great
team player.”

Dole made his name in
Washington with his counterat-
tacks against Democrats who
were critical of Nixon adminis-

tration policies. Firston the war
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the Watergate scandal, Dole
was frequently on his feet,
defending Nixon with his wit
and a prosecutorial style
developed in eight years as the
district attorney in Russell
County, Kan.

For his loyalty Dole was
named national chairman of the
Republican party in 1971, suc-
ceeding Rogers C.B. Morton,
who is now Ford's campaign
manager. Dole served as

" chairman until early 1973,

Dole married the former
Phyllis E. Holden, a therapist
who helped him recover from
injuries suffered in World War
11 which cost him the use of his
right arm and left him with only
partial feeling in his left arm.
Married in 1948, they had one
child before being divorced in
1972.

Late last year, Dole married
Elizabeth Hanford, a member of
the. Federal Trade Commission.

Dole's selection as the vice
presidential candidate has two
parallels with Sen. Barry
Goldwater's choice of Rep.
William Miller as his running
mate in 1964. Both Dole nd
Miller served as national GOP
chairman. Both selections came
unexpectedly.

Dole grew up in Russell,
Kan., where his father operated
a cream and egg station. He
was aiming for a medical career
when World War 1l broke out.

He rose to the rank of captain

before being hit by shrapnel as

he led an infantry charge
against a machine gunnest in
Italy. His right. shoulder was
shattered and his vetebrae
cracked. He spent 39 months in
an Army hospital.

After the war and his
recuperation, Dole finished his
undergraduate work at the
University of Kansas and .went
on to earn his law degree there
in 1952.

He immediately plunged into
state politics, winning a seat in
the Kansas legislature, where
he served from 1951 until 1953.
Then he won four straight
elections as prosecuting attor-
ney of Russell County.

In 1960, Dole was elected to
the House of Representatives.
His district spanned 52
wheat-growing counties on the
plains of western Kansas.

During his eight years in the
House, he worked with Ford and
devoted much time to the
interests of his district. He
served on the House Agriculture
Committee and chaired an ad
hoc Republican committee

investigating the scandal sur-
rounding Bobby Baker, a
Lyndon Johnson protege.

In 1968, Dole moved up to
replace retiring Sen. Frank
Carlson, defeating former Gov.
William H. Avery for the GOP
nomination. He won the
general election with more
than 60 per cent of the vote.

Dole's style on both the
Senate floor and the stump drew
praise and criticism from fellow
GOP senators.

“‘He's the first man we've
had around here in a long time
who will grab the other side by
the hair and drag them down the

hill,"* Sen. Barry Goldwater
said.

called Dole a ‘‘hatchet man’
whose style was such that he
“couldn’t sell beer on a troop
ship."”

WASHINGTON (AP)- Earth-
quakes have killed tens of
thousands and wrecked devasta-
tion on three continents this
year, making 1976 the deadliest
year for quakes since 1970, U.S.
experts say.

The U.S. Geological Survey
said Wednesday the number of
severe quakes doubled since
June, indicating that 1976 may
reverse the apparent worldwide
earthquake activity lull reported
since 1973.

Survey scientists said 10
major earthquakes and three
great quakes already had
occurred this year. The
long-term average is for about
16 to 18 major and one great
quake a year,

A major quake registers
magnitude 7 or greater on the
Richter Scale. A great quake,
registers 8 or more. Every

increase of one number of the
scale means the ground motion
is 10 times greater.

The USGS National Earth-
quake Information Service in
Golden, Colo., reported only 11
major shocks in 1973. There
were 12 in 1974 and 13 in 1975
The first great quake since 1971
also occurred last year.

Earthquakes have taken more
than 27,000 lives, and possibly
many thousands more so far this
year. This makes 1976 the
deadliest year for quakes since
1970 when more than 67,000
were killed in Peru and Turkey.

This year's toll includes
23,000 deaths in Guatemala in
February, 900 in northeastern
Italy in May, 600 in Bali in July
and at least 3,100 killed in the
Philippines this week as a result
of quakes.

The USGS said the death toll
is expected to go higher becanse
of expected fatalities from major
quakes in China July 28 and
afterwards. China has not
released casualty figures for the
quake and severe aftershocks
that devastated the Tangshan
area 100 miles southeast of
Peking and largely destroyed
Tientsin, the nation's third
largest city.

“'Looking at the time of the
quake 3:45 a.m., its magnitude,
the high population...and the
types of construction in the
area, some of our scientists...
say they would not be surprised
if deaths go into the hundreds of
thousands,’’' a spokesman said
of the China disaster.

Also not included in the
figures are deaths from major
quakes that hit the Soviet Union

Arab, Israel Worlds

ALLENBY BRIDGE, Jordan
River (AP)- The bridge between
the warring worlds of Arabs and
Jews in narrow and tenuous - a
rickety row of planks across a
holy river.

Across the Allenby Bridge
and its sister 30 miles north, the
Damia Bridge, about half a
million Arabs travel annually
between the Arab world and
Israel-ruled territory.

‘*Arabs who come across the
bridges can discover for
themselves that Israelis are ‘not
devils with horns, but ordinary
people like everyone else,’’
former Defense Minister Moshe
Dayan once commented.

Travelers arrive from Egypt,
Syria and Jordan, from as far
away as the Persian Gulf, and
from such hotbeds of anti-Israel
activity as Libya.

They cross the Jordan River
into the Israel- occupied West
Bank, and are free to go on into
Israel proper.

“For years | was aware |
could do this, but I never
dared,’’ said a Kuwaiti engineer
visiting the Tel Aviv zoo with his
family. **After all, we have been

at war with Israel for so long
that I didn’t really believe it was

possible.”

Improvement Sought In Black
Townships Of South Africa

JOHANNESBURG, South Af-
rica (AP)- South Africa's
industrialists have called for
sweeping improvements in
political, living and employ-
ment conditions in the rioting
black townships which supply
their labor force.

The Transvaal Chamber of
Industries sent a memorandum
to Prime Minister John Vorster
Thursday as rioting blacks
attacked industrial plants for the
first time and the toll in the
racial upheaval rose to at least
233 dead- all but three of them
black- and 1,500 injured since
mid-June.

The business leaders called
for self-government in the
segregated townships in which
all urban blacks must live,
improved housing, and an end
to job and wage discrimination.

“To give the black employe
the dignity and self-respect to
which he is entitled, wages
should be adequate for him to
pay for the services he utilizes,"
the statement said.

Shareholders Elect Lone Star Gas To Repay Improper ‘Pass-through’ Fees

New Ada

Hoover, vice president and
general manager of the
company's Southwest Feed
Yards, Inc. and Champion
Feeders, Inc. as director.

In welcoming Weick to the
board of directors, K.S. Adams,
Jr., chairman and president of
Ada Resources, praises Hoover
*“for his superb management of
the company's feedyard opera-
tions, which produced more
than $4 million in operating
profit for Ada in its last fiscal
year."

Hoover will continue in his
position as vice president and
general manage of the feed
yards and will devote even more
times to those operations,
Adams said.

Shareholders also approved a
1976 nonqualified stock option
plan covering an aggregate of
200,000 shares of the company's
common stock. Under the plan,
the stock option committee will
designate employees of the
company who are to receive
options under the 1976 plan.

Adams reviewed results for
the fiscal year ended March 31,
1976 and results for the first
quarter of fiscal 1977, which
were first released August 10.

For the first quarter ended
June 30, 1976, net earnings per
share increased 20 per cent over
the comparable period a year
ago. Revenues of $27,226,000
generated net earnings of
$634,000, or 12 cents a
common share, compared with
revenues of $21,346,000 and net
earnings of $531,000, or 10
cents a common share for the
three months ended June 30,
1975.

Director

Discussing the outlook for
1977, Adams said the company
was working with Brown & Root
to identify the quality of coal on
its 10,500 acres of leases in
Eastern Kentucky that meets
EPA emission standards. The
company acquired Plastics
Universal Corporation, which
owned the leases, in April 1976.

Ada expects to invest about
$200,000 in economic feasibility
studies, $700,000 in additional
mining equipment and $2
million in rail sidings and
shipping installations in 1977.
These capital funds will be
financed largely from additional
borrowings. The company’s
goal is to have productive
capacity of 350,000 tons per year
by March 31, 1977 and
1,000,000 tons per year by
March 31, 1979, Adams said.

He said the company also
plans to drill four exploratory
gas wells on 7,681 acres in
South Louisiana during fiscal
1977 and five development wells
on existing production in North
Louisiana.

Adams indicated that feed-
yard occupancy was expected to
run below last year through the
first half, “‘with some improve-
ment in the second half of the
year." He blamed higher prices
for feeder cattle and lower
prices for fat cattle for the lower
feedyard occupancy.

Adams expects increases in
the year ending March 31, 1977
in the company’'s marketing,
transportation and oil and gas
revenues, ‘‘with probable incre-
ases in operating profit in these
divisions over 1976 results."

He said only feed yard
operations would not perform
quite as well as in fiscal 1976,
when they generated $50,289,-
000 in revenues and $4,263,000
in operating profit.

*'We expect excellent results
from the feed yard operations
again this year, however,
certainly results that will be far
above those experienced in the
remainder of the industry as our
historical performance indi-
cates."’
