When the district court decides to
process cases, it gets with it as evidenced
this week with the successful prosecution
of about 48 cases.

After stiff
penalties were decided in two delivery of
marijana cases early this week, two
defendants scheduled for trial plead
guilty.

Of the nonprobated cases, the
following sentences were decided for
defendants who will serve timic in the
state prison: Adam Lopez, three years;
Edker Miller, six years; Manuel Zavala,
three five-year sentences; Carroll Wayne
Follis, two eight-year sentences; Hilario
Fredriko Garcia, three years; Allen Ray
Graves, two years; and Pedro Gonzales
Jr., two four-yeattermis.

Answering his opponent’s charge that
Mahon is the ‘‘biggest spender in
history’’, the Congressman pointed out
that he had cut $70 billion from
administration budge proposals over the
past 12 years. Mahon claims we'd have a
balanced budget today if legislation had
gone according to his own voting record.

After repeated attempts,
Mahon finally admitted that a balanced
budget was possible by 1980 or by the
end of the next presidential term.

“It is ridiculous for people to think that
a balanced budget can occur this year,”
he said. The reason lies in the fact that
monetary commitments have already
been made such as in defense budgets
and money has to be appropriated for
them.

He voted against the recent tax bill
primarily because '‘l think people want
reduced spending rather than . lower
taxes. Lower taxes would be nice, but it
isn't the golution."’

The State Department of Health
Resources shipped Wednesday about
2,250 doses of the vaccine to local medical
clinics for doctors to distribute to their
patients on a first come first serve basis.

Johinson said the amount of vaccine
received so far is definitely not enough to
conduct mass immunizations. However,
shipments are expected each week for
about the next four to six weeks according
to the state agency, which has regional
headquarters in Canyon.

The Hereford Medical and Surgical
Clinic has about 2,000 doses of the
monovalent vaccine, which is designed
for healthy adults between the ages of 18
and 65 years-old. Those with chronic
diseases require the bivalent vaccine, to
which the Family Medical Clinic hn
about 250 doses.

The Plblle Health Clinic is
administering the vaccine free since it is
state funded. It is receiving doses from
the 2,000 amounts received by the
Hereford clinic.

So far, the local clinics have given out
very few doses with the Hereford clinic
only administering about 10@oses by late
Thursday. The health officer hopes more
quantities of the medication will be
received by the first of next week.

Although not mandatory, the vaccine
was approved through a federal program
after several cases of swine flu were
discovered early this year. Evidence
epidemics is not definitive although
officials feel prevention is the best cure
despite the controversy surrounding the
vaccine.

Job Report To
Dampen Ford’s Spirit

WASHINGTON (AP)- The Ford
administration, concerned over the
three-month rise in unemployment this
summer, was braced for an unfavorable
September jobless report today, the last
to be issued before the presidential
election.

““We'll be lucky if it goes down a tenth
of a point,”’ said L. William Seidman, a
top presidential adviser, as the Labor
Department prepared to issue the report.

Unemployment increased for the third
month in a row in August, reaching 7.9
per cent of the work force, with 7.5
million Americans out of work. Although
economists stress the impossibility of
accurately predicting monthly statistics,
administration analysts say unemploy-
ment could go up again. ¢

‘I don’t think the change will be great
one way or another but it could be up a
tenth"’ of a per cent, said one economist.

He noted that both the number of new
claims for unemployment insurance and
the insured unemployment rate increased
during the week of Sept. 12, when the
new job figures were gathered.

The factor layoff rate also was up
sharply last month,
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up nine-tenths of 1 per cent last month,
the steepest rise in 11 months.

While the White House issued a
statement asserting that Ford's economic
policies will prevent a resurgence of
inflation, Democratic presidential chal-
lenger Jimmy Carter seized on the report
and said the Republican administration
“is the first in history to give us the
highest unemployment rate and the
highest inflation rate combined."

Progress in reducing inflation and the
gradual decline in joblessness earlier this
year had been a strong point in Ford's
election campaign.

But the slowdown in economic growth
and three consecutive months of rising
employment this summer have given the
Democrats fresh ammunition in the
waning days of the political campaign.

The inflation rate has held steady at 6
per cent this year, the level that Ford
administration economists set as a goal
for the year. :

Freezing Weather
Hits Panhandle

Freezing weather—the first of
this fall season—and some
record low temperatures brou-
ght’ topcats back into vogue in
Texas' Panhandle-Plains sector
this morning.

A sharp chill made itself felt
nearly everywhere in the state
as rains of the day before
tapered off .and skies cleared
from the west. Near dawn,
however, clouds still covered
most areas east of a line linking
Gainesville, Brownwood and
Del Rio and a few patches of
rain lingered in East Texas and
along the coast.

The mercury dived to 27
degrees at Amarillo in the
Panhandle—two degrees under
the alltime record of 29 there for
this early in the season and four
under the record of 31 in that
city for this date.

It was nearly as cold at some
other points in the Panhandle,

4 including Dalhart with a 28 and
Perryton with a 30. Readings

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Approval Nearing On
Three-Year Ford Pact

DETROIT (AP)- The tenta-
tive settlement of the Ford
strike has been approved by one
top-level union board, but it
must be okayed by a second
before the rank-and-file gets to
vote on it.

If the three-year agreement is
approved by the United Auto
Workers' National Ford Council
today, it then goes to a vote at
the 99 Ford bargaining units
around the country.

Union officials have said they
would not disclose terms of the
agreement until after. the
council took action.

The pact that could end the
three-week-old strike against
Ford Motor Co. was approved
unanimously Wednesday by the
UAW's 26-member internatio-
nal executive board dunng the
three-hour meeting.

Asked if the length of the
meeting indicated disagreement
within the board on Ford's offer,
Ken Bannon, a UAW vice
president and director of its
‘Ford department, said the time
was used to “‘explain to our
board details of the offer."

Ford's top bargainer, Vice
Presidpnt Sidney McKenna,

said after the union announced
the settlement that he was
“hopeful we will be back at
work at most plants by the early
part of next week, but at this
point it is only a hope."

Union officials have said the
general ratification would take
at least a week. But contract
snags at the local level could
blocked renewed production at
the 102 Ford facilities in 22
states.

By Wednesday, 42 of the 99
local bargaining units had
reached settlement with local
management on work agree-
ments. Even after a national
agreement is ratified, workers
at plants still without local
contracts probaly won't return
to their jobs,

The other three major
domestic auta makers have
extended their contracts with

the UAW indefinitély..But the’

agreements can be canceled
with three days' notice from
either side.

After Wednesday's meeting,

T UAW Vice President Dennis

McDermott said the union will
turn next to a contract with Ford
of Canada, then move to

General Motors or Chrysler in
the United States.

Sources said a key element in
the pact in a provision for 13
more paid days off, spread over
the three-year life of the
proposal, in addition to the 33
holiday and vacation days Ford
workers now receive each year.
They said the additional time-off
provisions are tied to attendance
requirements—a worker must
be on the job the day before and
after a scheduled extra day off
to get paid for it.

The union had demanded
more paid days off as a first step
toward shortening the work
week to create new jobs. The
idea is to force the industry to
hire more workers to replace
those taking time off.

Other provisions, sources
said, include general wage
increases.averaging about 3 per
cent a year, an additional first-
year increase of about 20 cents
an hour, continuation of a
cost-of-living protection for-
mula, special cash supplements
for retirees and improvements
in fringe benefits.

Ford workers averaged just
under $7 per hour under the old
contract, plus benefits amoun-
ting to about $4 an hour.

Ford’s European Remarks

Draw Campaign Attention

HOUSTON (AP) - Sen. Walter
F. Mondale made no bones
about it during a three-heur
campaign trip to Houston
Thursday. One of the big
campaign issues from now on
will be President Ford's
comment that eastern Europe
countries are independent and
autonomous of the Soviet Union.

The Democratic vice preside-
ntial candidate said Ford's
remark during the Wednesday
night debate with Jimmy Carter
was ‘‘the most incredible and
unbelievable stitement ever
made by a president of the
United States.

“The president can hire all
the experts and the shills he
wants in Washington, but he
made the statement and he's
gonna- live with it,"”" Mondale
said \during an airport news
conference.

Mondale, who will return to
Houston Oct. 15 for the
nationally televised debate with
Republican vice presidential
candidate Sen. Robert Dole,
said:

'l have been in many eastern
European countries.  Ford's
statements will come as a great
surprise to them. It will come as
a surprise to millions” of
Americans of Polish, - Czech,
Hungarian, Rumanian, Bulgar-
ian and German descent. The
tracks of Soviet tanks are still
visible in Prague, where they
stomped the Czechoslovakian
move for independence.

“These. countries’ dre also
under the Soviet's thumb
economically. President Ford's
statement dramatically under-
scores why he should get his
advice from more than one man.
If he had talked with Alexander
Solzhenistsyn the exiled Soviet
writer, he would have learned
some of the truths about Soviet
oppression of freedom and
liberty in Russia as well as in
eastern Europe,’” Mondale said.

Maddox Won’t Be
On Nov. 2 Ballot

AUSTIN (AP)- A federal
judge has ruled that former
Georgia Gov. Lester Maddox
waited tod long to try to force
Texas to put his name on the
Nov. 2 ballot.

U.S. 5th Circuit Court Judge
Tom Gee, sitting as a district
judge, rejected Maddox' argu-
ment Thursday. An attorney for
Maddox said the case would be
appealed to the circuit court.

Maddox filed suit Wednesday

to force Texas election officials
to put his name on the ballot as
a presidential candidate.

Former Minnesota Sen.
Eugene McCarthy won the same
fight Sept. 27, but he did it as an
independent, and Texas Asst.
Atty. Gen. Tom Choate said that
‘made a big difference.

Maddox had accepted the

‘nomination of the American

Independent party, Choate said,
and was required to follow the
same procedures’ under Texas
law that Republican and
Democratic pominees did.

But the judge said he never -

had to reach that question. Gee
‘said Maddox simply had waited
too long.

Texas called election officials
from Harris, Dallas and Bexar
counties to testify that it would
be impossible to get absentee
ballots ready by Oct. 13 with
Maddox' name on them. and it
would be doubtful if the regular
ballots could be ready by Nov. 2,
they said.

The French are almost
completely dependent on impor-
ted oil and natural gas. The oil
embargo and subsequent hike in
oil prices was enough of a jolt to
get the bureautic wheels rolling
and now the French are really
getting with the program of
energy self-sufficiency.

High on a hill in the French
Pyrenees mountains 31,500
square feet of mirrors position-
ed so that the sun’s rays will be
reflectéed into a massive
parabolic reflector. The reflector
will then concentrate the rays on
a container filled with a
heat-carrying fluid which will
circulate through a heat
exchanger that boils water. The
resulting steam will power a
turbine which will produce 70 to
100 ks of electricity. This simple
chain of events will be the first
time that sun power is fed
directly into an utility grid.

The French experiments are
designed to do a lot more than
just learn about solar energy. A
big reason for the experiment
with the solar-power plant is
just learning how to operate one
and to perfect the techniques of
using-the sun for power.

The French government is
also sponsoring research efforts
to heat both air and water in
homes by using flat solar

* collectors. Solar devices are also

being tested for wuse in
commercial and office buildin-
gs. Government projections call
for- 200,000 French homes and
offices to be heated with solar
power with three years. Other
research is directed at solar
generators for use in the remote
areas of France which now use
costly diesel generators.

The experimental solar furna-
ce in the Pyrenees, costing §1
million, is only the first of

The relationship has changed
since Kansas City was a willing
contributor to championships
won by the New York Yankees.

When the Yankees won five
consecutive world champion-
ships from 1949 to 1953 many of
their players came from the
club’s farm club in Kansas City.

And even after Kansas City
received a major league
franchise the club made trades
with the Yankees which
appeared to benefit New York's
championship bids.

He,
Clete Boyer and Ralph Terry
were former Kansas City
players who were members of
the 1964 Yankee team—the last
one to win a league champion-
ships.

While Yankees' history is
filled with memories of past
championships, Kansas City is
going after its first league crown
when the baseball playoffs
begin Saturday. The A's never
finished higher than sixth
before moving to Oakland in
1968 and the Royals best effort
until this season was a pair of
second-place finishes.

"'We're working to start our
dynasty,'’ said Kansas City
Manager Whitey Herzog as his
eam prepared to start its bid in
the best-of-five American Lea-
gue playoff in Kansas City
Saturday afternoon against Billy
Martin's Yanks.

“Tradition is one thing,"" said
Yankees coach Yogi Berra, a
hero of former championships,
“but this is now."’

And while the two teams are

battling for the AL title,
Cincinnati, the defending world
champion, tries to become the
first club to repeat as NL
champion since the St. Louis
Cardinals won in 1967-68,
against Philadelphia.

The Phillies are in the league
playoffs for the first time since
baseball began its two division
format in 1969 and are seeking
their first league title since
1950.

Take a look at these and see if
you find yourself adopting one
of these methods in relating to
the kids around you.

“The Judge'’ is interested in
demonstrating that he is always
correct and the child is always
wrong. This type of adult
pronounces the child guilty
without listening to what the
child has to say. “‘Johnny | don't
want to hear any excuses, you
were wrong in doing that.”’

“The Critic'" is also interes-
ted in proving himself correct.
But here and adult relies on
sarcasm, jokes and name calling
in order to belittle the child.
*‘Susan, if you were any smarter
you wouldn't have a chance in
life.”

““The Psychologist'’' tends to
diagnose, analyze, and ques-
tion. He does this in order to be
in a superior position. The adult
using the psychologist approach

is well intentioned. “'Bill, sit,

down and tell me all about what
happened, then maybe we can
figure out why you did that"'.

“The Consoler’’ gives the
child a false sense of security of
telling him that everything is
fine when it really isn’t. This
adult will use simple reassu-
rance, a pat on the back, and
pretenses in order to keep from
getting involved in the real
problem. ‘‘Janie, don’t cry,
there is nothing fo be upset
over; everythm; wlll be all
right."

Even though the adult means
well, when he uses the above
approaches, communication is
stymied.

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Cheese Souffles Touted
As ‘Super’ Main Dishes

High and handsome, souffles
are dishes of some substance
even though their volume
depends on theé amount of air
beaten into the mixture.

Cheese, of course, is the basic
ingredient, along with eggs, but
many others are used to fashion
a main dish souffle. There's
macaroni, for one; it's a natural
accompaniment to the cheese
and eggs.

How would you like ham and
pineapple? There go well into
another souffle. They might be
the perfect answer as we
approach the holidays when you
may have just a bit of ham left
over, such as a cup, which is
what the recipe calls for.

Both of these souffles are
made in the traditional manner
which requires a sauce to which
are added the egg yolks. It's
best to separate the yolks from
the whites when they're

" removed from the refrigerator

and while still cold. Even a
speck of yolk may prevent the
whites from whipping to their
fluffiest. You'll get better
volume on the whites, however,
if they're allowed to stand at
room temperature before whip-
ping.

The size of the souffle dish is
also important. Both of these
are the two-quart size which will
give the best volume for the
amount of ingredients used.
Follow the time, as given. If you
desire another check on

_ doneness, shake the souffle very

gently when you think it's done.
If the center is firm, it's done.
