Egypt, Syria Engaged Again

CAIRO (AP)- Two months ago Egypt
and Syria weren't speaking. Now they're
engaged again.

Egyptian Foreign Minister Ismail
Fahmy announced Tuesday that
President Anwar Sadat of Egypt and
Syrian President Hafez Assad agreed in
talks here Sunday and Monday to make
another attempt at a political union of
Israel’s two chief adversaries.

The late Gamal Abdel Nasser
organized the first Egyptian-Syrian union
in 1958 and called it the United Arab
Republic. The Syrians pulled out three
years later because they were fed up with
Nasser's domination. A 1972 agreement
to join Egypt, Syria and Libya into a
Federation of Arab Republics was never
impléniented.

NANTUCKET, Mass. (AP)- Thrasing
winter seas and 50-mile-per-hour winds
today threatened Coast Guard eﬁoﬂ:hq
sink the front half of a Liberian oil tanker
that broke apart, unleasing one of
history's worst oil spills. 1

Fifteen-foot waves crashed over the
broken Argo Merchant, carrying oil into
the rich Georges Bank commercial fishing
grounds since the tanker split Tuesday
morning.

Massachusetts waited for word from
officials in Washington, D.C., on the
state’s request for federal aid for
businessmen whose livelihoods might be
damaged by the spreading oil.

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Bell Telephone Company, Hereford
residents with the special package
telephones will be experiencing a
significant increase in rates as a result of
the recent Texas Public Utilities
Commission (PUC) decision to set new
phone rates.

All new charges except those relating
Directory Assistance calls went into effect
Tuesday, Dec. 21 based on the Dec. 14
ruling on a request from Bell to increase
revenue by $298 million, Actually, the
PUC authorized the company to increase
its total revuenue by only $57.8 million
which means customers will be generally
paying higher rates for some services
offered cheaper previously but lower
rates on some categories of phone use,

MIKE PATRICK, Hereford-Canyon
Bell manager, said this morning that
previous publicity may unjustly implant
the thought that lower monthly bills will
result to local residents. Howéver, those
with the special package of three trimline
phones (which was cheaper than two
regular phones under old rates) will now
pay more for installation and monthly
bills.

He figures that the new installation
charge would cost $42 and the base
monthly bill would run $13.65. Before,
these were $8 and $10.75 respectively. Of
course this does not inlcude long distance
calls.

Hereford is the only Texas city now
offering the three phone package and
therefore means a good number of local
residents will pay the higher rate.

The charges for mainline phone use
will now be a $5 a month for one-party
residences and $10.50 for one-party
businesses. Previously, they were $5.75

Airline Mechanic Attempts
Marathon Hijack Of Jetliner

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - A disgruntled
airline mechanic surrendered today after
taking two persons hostage and
commandeering a DC8 jetliner almost 15
hours before, authorities said.

Palm J. Hinnant, 37. was quietly
removed from the plane shortly after 6:30
a.m., bringing to an end the tense drama
that began Tuesday afternoon.

One of the hostages, Richard Funk,
was rushed to Peninsula Hospital. The
38-year-old United Airlines shop
manager earlier told authorities over the
airplane radio that Ninnant had slashed
him several times after forcing the two
hostages to board the empty airliner.

other hostage, United Airlines
mechanic Jerry Dusenberry, 42, was
released unharmed by Hinnant about an
hour earlier after two of the hijacker's
friends boarded the aircraft.

“Everybody's coming off and we got

Monthly one party business rates will
range from $9.75 in the smallest location
to $25 in the largest.

Hereford falls into the number 2 band
which is for 3,201 - 8,000 access
arrangement range. This means about
the total amount of telephone numbers in
service within the local calling area.

CHARGES FOR MOVING, rearrang-
ing and installing telephones will be
based on a five-element charging plan.
The maximum charge for instal of
one new residential telephone u
plan would be $30; the maximum
for the installation of one new

include:

--Lower rates for the initial minutes on
many customer-dialed Long Distance
calls,

-A reduced number of applicable rln

steps from 18-10,
--Increased rates for additional minutes
on some Long Distance calls.

THE MOST NOTABLE REDUCTIONS
are on the intitial minute rates for short
‘distance toll calls, those from 1-51 miles,
and on intrastate toll calls of more than
133 miles.

Charges are also reduced for additional
minutes on intrastate Long Distance calls
of less than 22 miles. 1

The reductions will allow some Texas
customers to save money. since 25 per
cent of all Texas instrastate Long
Distance calls last less than one minute,
and about two thirds of all intrastate Long
Distance calls will experience reduced
intial minute rates.

Charges are increased for the initial
three-minute period “for intrastate
operator-handled Long Distance calls,
reflecting the greater expense to the
company of providing this service, and
for additional minutes on all intrastate
Long Distance calls of more than 28
miles.

Charges For Directory Assistance

Go Into Effect On January 7

The new rates for Directory Assistance
calls goes into effect Jan 7, 1977
according to Mike Patrick, Hereford-Ca-
nyon Bell Telephone manager. The
change is based on the Texas Public
Utilities Commission (PUC) ruling.

Under the plan, customers will be
charged 20 cents for each call to Directory
Assistance after the first 10 calls each
month. Customers will not be charged for
Direcotry Assistance calls for long
distance numbers in their Home Area
Code if there is a corresponding long
distance call in the same billing period,
according to Patrick.

Application for the exemption should be
made to Southwestern Bell through a
coupon which is being published in
several telephone company advertisem-

‘ents this months. The coupon is also

included in a statement with current
telephone bills.

According to Patrick, the company will
make every effort to expedite handling of
exemption requests. In the meantime,
should a customer be charged for
excessive calls, and subsequently qualify
for a handicapped exemption, the
company will make an adjustment for the

charges on a future bill.

After certification, exempt customers
will receive a credit card for use in
making Directory Assistance calls,
Patrick added.

Also exempt from the charging plan

According to Patrick, a maximum of
numbers may be requested during
call to Directory Assistance.

The
PUC in its rate order, said the charging
plan was being authorized in order to
“'reduce the burden on the basic
residential and Bisiness rate payer for
the costs generated by parties who use
such service (Directory Assistance)
excessively, some up to 10,000 calls per
month..."”’

Under the plan. customers with
multiple-line service.-mostly businesses--
are allowed one additional call per
month per line up to the first 25
additional lines. They are also allowed
one-half call per month for each
additional line after the first 25,

Customers with Centrex and PBX
service will be allowed ten direct dialed
Directory Assistance calls per month for
the first group of six main stations within
a svstem at no charge. They also will be
allowed one additional call per month for
each additional group of six main stations
up to the first additional 25 groups. and
one-half call per month for each
additional group bevond 25 groups.

Customers with Dormitory Centrex
service--such as found on university
campuses--will be allowed 10 direct
dialed Directory Assistance calls per
month for each main station or student
billing card. at no charge.

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Daley Possessed Wide Range Of
Characteristics While In Office

CHICAGO (AP)- A tough,
shrewd man and a sentimental
man who burst into tears in
public. An angry man and a

loyal man, devoted to the
Democratic party even when it
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rejected him. A family man. A
stern, moralistic man. At times
a clown, at times a brilliant
political leader.

Richard Joseph Daley was all
these, and for a whole
generation of Chicagoans, he
was the only mayor they could
remember.

Daley, 74, had held the office
for 22 years- longer than anyone
else- when he died Monday in
his doctor’s office of a heart
attack.

Daley was a booster for a
great city that sometimes
behaved like the biggest small
town in America, When the
White Sox won the pennant in
1959, Daley turned on the air
raid sirens. One St. Patrick’s
Day, he celebrated by pouring
thousands of gallons of green
dye into the Chicago River.

He was a man who would not

- tolerate dissent- a squat, florid
man who shook his fist angrily
at Connecticut Sen. Abraham
Ribicoff from the floor of the
1968 Democratic National Con-
vention while his policemen
pounded the heads of antiwar
demonstrators in Grant Park
across from the Conrad Hilton
Hotel.

Nor did he tolerate failure
easily. His lips pursed disappro-
vingly, his eyeglasses glaring,
he decided for the most part
who would live and who would

die politically in Nlinois for 20
years. He called his commit-
teemen into party headquarters
on the day after elections and
made them account for the
turnout in their wards. Some
emerged white and shaking,
stripped of the patronage that
gave them their identity.

Boss Daley nominated rogues
to the legislature. Protected
thieves in the City Council. A
federal judge, former Gov. Otto
Kerner, whose political career
was made by Daley, was
convicted of bribery. The
mayor's own press secretary
was convicted in a shakedown
scheme.

Daley was America's pre-
eminent law-and-order mayor,
When a riot erupted in the city’s
sprawling black ghetto in the
1960s, Daley told the city's
police superintendent ‘‘to issue
an order to police to shoot to
maim or cripple anyone looting

any stores in our city."

Daley was a devout Catholic
and a great family man. Born
the son of a sheet metal worker
from County Wexford, Ireland,
he grew up in Bridgeport on the
Southwest Side, ‘‘back o' the
yards,"' where the stink of the
slaughter of animals would
sometimes drift through the
neighborhood.

When he married, it was to a
Bridgeport girl he had known all
his life, Eleanor Guilfoyle,
whom he always called ‘'Sis."
They lived in a bungalow a
block from his birthplace,
although they also had a
luxurious summer estate in
Michigan. They had seven
children, all of them baptized,
like Daley, in the Church of the
Nativity of Our Lord, Bridge-
port. One of them- Richard M.
Daley- now sits in the state
Senate seat his father once held.

Rule-of-Thumb OnHouse Expense
No Longer Applies In Hereford

For Deaf Smith County
families who are in the market
for new homes, how much can
they afford to spend for them,
taking into consideration both
purchase price and carrying
costs?

As a result, the price of
homes has been zooming. The
Federal Home Loan Bank Board
reports that the average price of
new homes bought with
conventional mortages is now
$50,500 nationally, or 34 per
cent more than three years ago.
It ranges above and below that
price in various parts of the
country.

For a large part of the
population, especially young
couples who are at the
home-buying stage, that is too
big a load for them to handle.

are in position to spend more for
homes than they could in

As it works out, the $50,500
costs represents, for local
families with average incomes,
close to 3.6 times their annual
net earnings. In many other
communities, where incomes

In general, throughout the
West South Central States, the
cost would call for 3.9 years of
income.

More surprising, to sdme
housing experts, is the rapid
rise in the cost of used homes.
They are at the record high,
nationally, of $43,300.

Added to the initial invest-
ment are the taxes, mortgage
payments and maintenance
costs that have to he met. They

average 29 per cent of
take-home pay, according to the
National Association of Home
Builders.

After spending the
night with a neighbor, the family returned to the mobile home
Monday morning to find that almost everything that wasn't
burned had been stolen over the night.

The girls were taken to Girlstown to apply for admittance.
They had no shoes--the mother had put séveral pair of socks
on them and tied a string around the tops. Their clothes were
ragged, but clean. The mother wants 'to place them in
Girlstown for at least six months, hoping to regain her health
and find a job that will provide for her family. The girls were
placed in a private home until Girlstown can obtain legal
custody.

Gemberling, who directed the
FBI investigation of the 1963
John F. Kennedy assassination,
says the current U.S. House

Gemberling is scheduled to
retire in two weeks and will
embark on a series of lecture
tours to try to convince people
that Lee Harvey Oswald acted
alone and there
conspiracy

The 33-year FBI veteran said
in Dallas this week he is
convinced that Oswald, the man
the Warren Commission said

was no

fired the shots that killed
President Kennedy, acted
alone.

*‘I am so convinced and | feel
that any other person, anybody
with average intelligence, if
he's seen as much of the
investigation as | have, there is
no other way he can reach any
other conclusion,”" he said,

Gemberling said he has some
qualms about the new investiga-
tion to be carried out by the
House Select Committee on
Assassinations, and added he
sees more problems for the FBI
during the investigation.

I hope they do it completely
independently,” he said. “'If
there is to be an investigation, |
hope they don't come to the
bureau and say, ‘what do you
have on this?' because
somebody searching the files
may miss something. And when
it comes out later, they may say
‘we asked you for everything
and you didn't give it tous’."”

Gemberling, who was in
charge of the investigation in
Dallas, says he has written 31
different reports, some of them
as long as 500 pages, and
hundreds of memos about
different aspects of the case.

Gemberling says he intends
to lecture on his conviction that
there was no conspiracy
involved although he is aware
he will have trouble getting
people to believe him because of
‘the way our society reacts to
the FBI today."

Jack Klugman finds a great gimmick

This was the season that
Jack Klugman thought he
might take it leisurely, a
movie, an occasional guest
shot, perhaps some summer
theater.

The home field advantage in
sports has been well publicized.
But what about the ‘‘away-fi-
eld"” advantage?

That is what the Pittsburgh
Steelers think they have in
Sunday's American Football
Conference playoff game agai-
nst the Oakland Raiders.

““There's nothing we like
better than going against a team
that's biting a bit, with the
crowd hollering obscene things
at you,"' says Pittsburgh
quarterback Terry Bradshaw.
“Then you go down and score,
win the football game and get
out of there."

Coach Chuck Noll agrees with
Bradshaw,

““Our team reacts to the
crowd noise, whether it's for or
against us,"" noted Noll. *'That
kind of thing excites our football
team. Our history shows it."

The most recent example, of
course, is Pttsburgh's 40-14
humiliation of the Baltimore
Colts in last week's American
Football Conference playoff
opener at Baltimore. The
Steelers have won more than
one National Football League
game in intensely hostile
territory en route to the two
straight Super Bowl titles.

The Steelers could be exactly
in their element, then, because
the crowd in Oakland figures to
be very hostile. The fans have
been waiting impatiently for a
Super Bowl participant ever
since the world series of football
began 11 years ago.

The winner of Sunday's AFC
title game will advance to Super
Bowl XI at Pasadena, Calif.,
Jan. 9 against the survivor of
Sunday's National Conference
playoff game between the
Minnesota Vikings and Los
Angeles Rams,

The Steelers, with their
offensive and defensive lines
playing extremely well, are
slight favorites over the Raiders
- despite being riddled by
injuries. First-string running
backs Franco Harris and Rocky
Bleier were hurt in the
‘Baltimore game and both are
listed as ‘‘questionable’ for
Synday's game. Another Pitts-
burgh regular, kicker Roy
Gerela, has a groin injury.

The Raiders, who beat New
England 24-21 last weekend,
are in better shape physically
and offer one of the most
explosive passing games in the
NFL behind quarterback Ken
Stabler. The southpaw passer
could come out throwing at the
start to upset the Steeler's
equilibrium.

Unlike Pittsburgh, Los Ang-
eles and Minnesota are in
relatively good shape for their
game at Bloomington, Minn,

The Rams have only two
minor injuries after their 14-12
decision over Dallas last
weekend. Minnesota, which
beat Washington 35-20 last
weekend in advancing to the
NFC championship game, also
has two players on the injured
list, but both middle linebacker
Jeff Siemon and quarterback
Frank Tarkenton are expected to
play. ”

The Rams and Vikings have
been the most successful teams
in the NFC for several years.
Yet, neither has won a Super
Bowl, In the last four years, the
Rams have a 44-11-1 record
while Minnesota is 45-10-1. The

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Royal’s Resignatio

To Variety Of Reasons

AUSTIN (AP)- A lot of
Monday morning quarterbacks
know the real reason Darrell
Royal quit.

He couldn’t beat Oklahoma.

Or, he hated recruiting.

Or, he couldn’t attract the
ghetto blacks.

Or, he became paranoid about
spying and lie detector tests,

Or, the Wishbone was dead
and he couldn’t accept that.

Or, his 5-5-1 season was the
worst in his 20 years at Texas.

With all of these possibilities,
it's hard to accept the truth:
there is no real reason,

A clock inside Roval told him
the time had come. As surely as
the instinct in a migratory bird
turns the bird south at a precise
hint of chill, Royal simply knew
the time had come,

“That's the way I've always
done things-followed gut inst-
incts and followed hunches,'’ he
told The AP.

Royal's reputation as an
outstanding administrator and
meticulous planner obscures the
most interesting side of him-he
has always been a hunch player.
Few people trust their impluses
they way Royal trusts his.

The best illustration of this
occurred at what has to be
viewed as the supreme moment
of Royal's career, when
quarterback James Street stood
in front of him on the sidgjines
with 4:47 to play in the fourth
quarter of the 1969 Texas-Ar-
kansas game.

Each team carried a 9-0
record, Texas ranked No. 1 in
the nation, Arkansas No. 2 The
winner would play Notre Dame
in the Cotton Bowl- the first
bowl game for the Irish in 45
years, since the Four Horsemen
defeated Stanford and Ernie
Nevers, 27-10, in the 1925 Rose
Bowl,

It was Royal who had labeled
the game The Big Shootout.

In the gloom of that late
December afterncon in Fayette-
ville, Street waited for Royal to
tell him what play to call
on fourth down and 2% yards to

go on the Texas 43, with t!l“e

Razorbacks leading, 14
-8.

Everyone figured he would
call the still-new triple option off
the Wishbone, either left or
right.

If a pass, a short one to get
the first down.

Royal called for a bomb to the
only receiver sent down field.

Street blinked and asked him
to repeat it. Defensive coach
Mike Campbell turned away and
told his troops to get ready to go
back in. The offensive linemen
cursed when they heard the
play.

Street threw the ball as far as
he could and hit tight end Randy
Peschel with a pass as perfect as
a mortar round dropping down a
chimney- a 44-yard gain to the
Arkansas 13.

Texas went on to win, 15-14,
then beat Notre Dame, 21-17,
and was the unanimous
selection as national champion
in college football's centennial
year.

“You can't always use logic
or reason,’’ Royal said after the
game. ‘'l really can't explain it.
It was a hunch. Sometimes you
just have to suck it up and pick a
number."’

What feels right in his gut, he
does. Before his last game, he
did two things-on impulse- he
had never done before: he ran
out on the field at the head of
the team, and he gave the hook
'em horns sign while the band
played '‘The Eyes of Texas."

Yes, recruiting bothered
him-being lied to by some
recruits-- and some of the other
things. They got heavier every
year.

“I've always said | didn't
want to stay with any situation
that’s been good to me and I've
had so many fond memories-- |
didn't want to stay with it and
lose those fond memories and
become bitter,”" he said.

“Whenever a little hint of
that, a little trace of that, starts
coming in, | think it is time for
me to get out of it.

“There's no way | coald say
that | woke up today and said,
‘Umm, boy, it tastes good. I've
come to a decision and it tastes
