Monthly Sales Tax Check
Mailed To Area Towns

The City of Hereford received a sales
tax check for $19,339.89 for its allocation
in November from State Comptroller Bob
Bullock. It was mailed early this week.

It is one of $13.2 million in checks
mailed to 640 Texas cities as part of the
state collected one-cent city sales tax.

The total collection for Hereford during
the allocation period through the end of
October amounted to $20,720.90. From
this is subtracted other state service fees
and processing costs,

For instance Hereford recorded a
$50.19 audit fee and $966.59 in the 4.76
per cent retained amount by the state for
coverage of hot checks and the like. The
state service fee of two per cent
amounted to $414.42,

Amounts received by other area towns
are as follows: Canyon, $7,374.09;
Dimmitt, $15,563.20; and Friona,
$4,188.79.

Vega and Adrian each had collections

below $500, which means that the cities
recieve payments every third month for
the amount collected. The minimum
monthly payment must be larger than

Vega had $171.79 in collection for the
period allocation and Adrian had $105.69.

Bullock said the recent mailing raises
to $252.2 million the amount that the
cities have received in rebates this
calendar year, an increase of $28.5
million--or nearly 13 per cent--over the
same period a year ago.

"This increase in consumer spending
is a good sign that the Texas economy is
on the right track,’* Bullock said.

The rebate checks ranged from
$2,532,776 for the City of Houston to
$501.38 to Springtown.
~The city sales tax is collected along
with the state sales tax by retailers. The
Comptroller’s Office rebates to the cities
their share on a monthly basis.

Tax Change

AUSTIN (AP)- Comptroller
Bob Bullock wants a change in
state inheritance tax laws that
he says would exempt 77.7 per
cent of the all beneficiaries from
the state tax.

Bullock proposed Thursday
that the current $25,000
exemption for surviving spouses
be increased to $100,000. He
would raise the exemption for
children, grandchildren or
parents to $50,000 each, instead
of $25,000.

“That law was written in 1923
and hasn’t been changed
since,” he said in a statement.
A $25,000 estate then would
have been sizable. Today it
would be considered modest....
The state inheritance tax has
become particularly burden-
some to farmers and ranchers.”

Yanks Sign Gullett,
Braves Get Matthews

NEW YORK (AP)- The New

York Yankees and the Atlanta

Braves, who took home the
prizes in past free-agent
sweepstakes, are still playing
the game.

The Yankees signed Catfish
Hunter, the first free agent in
modern times, on New Year's
Eve, 1974. On Thursday, they
became the first team with
matching free-agent pitchers,
adding left-handed Don Gullett
to the right-handed Hunter.

When Hunter's auction was
held, he was the only player
eligible. The law of supply and
demand escalated his value to a
five-year package worth $3.5
million. With 24 free agents
available this time, money isn't
being thrown around as readily.
Gullett signed a six-year
contract worth in the neighbor-
hood of $2 million.

That's a little more than Gary
Matthews got for moving south
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to Atlanta to join the 1975
free-agent, pitcher Andy Mess-
ersmith. Matthews, a strong
offensive and defensive outfiel-
der, will receive $1.75 million
over five years to play with the
Braves.

That's not a bad pay raise
considering the fact that
Matthews made $46,000 with
San Francisco in 1975, asked for
$65,000 in 1976 but was only
offered $60,000 by the Giants.

Matthews 26, turned down a
higher offer of more than $2
million from. the Montreal
Expos. Higher income taxes in
Canada and the cold weather
were factors in that decision.

Matthews, a lifetime .285
hitter with the Giants, said
Thursday at the press confe-
rence announcing his signing
that he was happy '‘to get out of
the cold on the West Coast."

Case Considered Concluded

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« CASTROVILLE, Tex. (AP)- it
has been 14 months since
Castroville construction worker
Richard Morales was gunned
down beside a desolate road
near this tiny Central Texas
town,

A state jury convicted Former
Castroville city marshal Frank
Hayes of aggravated assault in
Morales' death and sentenced
him to two to 10 years.

But few persons- from
Morales’ family to Gov. Dolph
Briscoe- consider the case
closed.

The death of Morales, who
was killed by a shotgun blast
Sept. 14, 1975, touched off
demands by Morales’ family,
Mexican- American groups and
state officials for federal
investigation- all of whom still
await word from the Justice
Department.

In Washington, Justice De-
partment spokesman John
Russel said the matter is “‘a
high priority in the civil rights
division and is still pending."’

Gen. John Hill to investigate
the slaying, said Wednesday,
""We've been hoping to hear
something any day but as of
today we have heard nothing."’

The Justice Department first
announced it was considering
the case July 27.

Court testimony showed that
Morales 27, was picked up at his
home by Hayes and another
marshal on an theft arresi
warrant. He was taken to an
isolated area where Hayes was
left along with him.

His body was discovered two
days later buried in a shallow
grave 400 miles away on an East
Texas farm owned by Hayes'
wife's family.

Texas Ranger Dan North said
the body had a large wound
under the left armpit and said
he found two hoes, a shovel and
blood stains in the Hayes' car in

Llano.

He later found the shotgun in
Hayes' bedroom in his Castro-
ville trailer home.

Hayes, 53, claimed the gun
discharged accidentally. He
had originally been indicted for
murder, but was convicted of
aggravated assault.

The demands for a federal
investigation to determine if
Hayes had violated Morales'
civil rights became even louder
when jurors in the Hayes trial in
San Angelo admitted they had
made a mistake and had signed
the wrong charge when they
convicted the former marshall.

Jury foreman Luther Sheldon
said the jury had meant to find
Hayes guilty of murder by
aggravated assault, but misun-
derstood the instruction from
the judge.

U.S. Rep. Henry B. Gonzales,
D-Tex., U.S. Sen. Lloyd Bent-

sen, D-Tex., Briscoe and Hill
asked for a federal investiga-
tion.

The request for prosecution of
“certain persons’’ involved in
the case was made to U.S. Atty.
Gen. Edward Levi by Hill after
he reviewed a report preparted
by his office.

Briscoe said in July, “The
man Morales was arrested and
taken out on a lonely road.
That's in violation of anyone's
civil rights."’

Hayes' wife, Dorothy, plea-
ded guilty to a misdemeanor
charge of conceiling evidence in
connection with the case and
received a one-year probated
sentence,

Mrs. Hayes' sister, Alice
Baldwin, who, prosecutors said,
drove the car in which Morales’
body was transported to East
Texas, was not charged.

VANCOUVER, Wash. (AP) -
Daniel Durham says he looks at
life differently now that he has
the chips off his shoulders -
some 30,000 pounds of them
that entombed him alive for 90
minutes.

Durham was dumped into a
truck, buried under six feet of
wood chips and carried 40 miles
while his screams went
unheard. Someone even walked
over the chips, unaware that
Durham was buried beneath.

Durham said Wednesday. I
may have blacked out a couple
times from suffocation. | knew |
couldn't last more than five
minutes more."'

Durham was leveling chips in
an elevated bin last Friday when
he was dumped accidentally into
the truck, which then headed for
a fiber company 40 miles away.

An ambulance awaited the
truck at Longview, and workers
dug and clawed Durham free.
He escaped with only three
cracked ribs and internal
bleeding which has cleared up.

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Carter Plans Deliberate
Reorganization

PLAINS, Ga. (AP)- President-

The Carter aide described the
meeting with nine senators and
seven House members during a
news briefing under the ground
rules that he not be indentified
by name.

Carter entered the meeting
with a list of discussion' topics
written on' & folded 'piéce’ "of
paper. At the top of the list was
government reorganization, but
the aide said, ‘‘Clearly the topic
that run in and out of almost all
the discussion was the eco-
nomy."’

Goverment reorganization
was a topic Carter brought up
frequently during his campaign,
recounting the consolidation of
Georgia government agencies ‘e
supervised as the state's
governor and promising he

would reorganize the federal °

bureaucracy if elected presi-
dent.

His - aide said specific
legislative proposals were not
brought up.

Rep. Thomas P. O'Neill,
D-Mass., expected to be the
next House speaker, said Carter
“will have 100 per cent
cooperation from me."’

TRC Cuts

Oil Drilling

AUSTIN (AP)- The Texas
Railroad Commission cut the
statewide oil allowable from 100
to 99 per cent Thursday saying it
wanted to put Washington on
notice and alert the people that
the nation is running out of oil.

Texas' wells, with some
exceptions, have been running
wide-open for 56 months.

Commissioner Jim Langdon
said the change in the allowable
will have the effect of reducing
estimated production by 7,500
barrels of crude oil a day, which
is “insignificant.”

Firm Works With Colleges
To Patent and Sell Ideas

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
University campuses have giv-
en birth to many of the world's
greatest inventions but too of-
ten the schools never see a cent
for what their labs have pro-
duced, says a patent consult-
ant.

Universities have tradition-
ally been caught short on ideas
created in their laboratories,
according to L. William Miles,
a former IBM executive who
operates a company trying to
ensure that colleges receive
money that's due them for good
inventions.

His company, University Pat-
ents Inc. of Stamford, Conn.,
reviews discoveries made at
client schools, tries to patent
the ideas and then finds busi-
nesses to market them.

The firm has exclusive rights
to five universities, including
the University of Illinois which
originally set up the company
as its own patent operation.

The typical arrangement
calls for the firm getting 40 per
cent and the client getting 60
per cent of the royalties coming

from successful ideas.

Miles said that while none of
his firm's patent ideas have
“taken off'’ yet, several are re-
garded as having tremendous
potential.

They include a milk-like bev-
erage made from soybeans
which may soon be introduced
by Beatrice Foods Co., a bio-
degradable DDT handled
through Abbot Laboratories, a
computer-based teaching sys-
tem introduced earlier this
year by Control Data Corp.

Megamouth Shark Found

Near Oahu In Depths Of Ocean

HONOLULU (AP)- ‘‘Mega-
mouth,'’ a huge deep-sea shark
caught by accident and thought
to be a new species, has the
jaws of a movie star. But
scientists say his feeding habits
probably would make him less
than fearsome.

The 12-foot, 1,500-pound
shark was hauled in from the
Pacific Ocean depths--500 to
1,000 feet down- just off Oahu
this week. He had become
entangled in the anchor lines of
a Navy research vessel and
apparently suffocated because
he could not move enough to
provide respiration.

Taylor said he gave the shark
the nickname '*Megamouth"'
because its mouth is ‘‘huge."”
But he said that judging from its
tiny teeth, the fish fed on small
sea life and wouldn't even have
been tempted by a baited hook.

“We'll know more about what
he eats when we cut him open,
but we don’t want to do that now
because it would make things

kind of messy down at the
cannery,"’ he said.

The shark was identified as a
male. Taylor said there was
some calcification of the bones,
showing that the fish was
mature.

He also said the shark may
have been equipped with a
headlight.

"There is some evidence he
can prodiuce biolumniscence
because there appear to be
photophores in the mouth
area,”’ said Taylor. He said
many fish living at the shark's
depth can produce light.

Q. — 1 would like to know if 1
am eligible to get a Veterans
Administration loan for the pur-
chase of a mobile home. Some
people tell me I agn. Others say
I am not because I did not
serve in the army while a war
was on. The mobile home | am
interested in costs $18,000. It is
one of those doublewise types. I
own my own lot. I served in the
army during peacetime and got
out just before the Korean war
started.
A. — On the basis of those

facts, you are eligible, assum-

ing that you served for at least
90 days. Also, it is @ VA guar-
antee rather than a loan. The
VA guarantees up to 50 per
cent of such a loan, which is
made by a lending institution.
Some lenders are interested in
giving VA-guaranteed loans on
mobile homes; some are not.
You'll have to shop around. Un-
der the program, veterans can
borrow up to $12,500 for a peri-
od up to 12 years for singlewide
homes, and up to $20,000 for up
to 20 years for doublewides.
The singlewides are 12 feet
wide, the doublewides 24 feet.
The maximum interest per-
mitted by the Veterans Admin-
istration is 12'2 per cent. I rec-
ommend that you go to a VA
office and get all the details
that pertain to your situation
before proceeding any further.

Q. — We have a closet in the
attic that I would like to con-
vert to a cedar closet. Can this
be done by nailing cedar
boards right over the present
walls, which are made of some
kind of wood other than cedar?

A. — Yes, Nail furring strips
to the present walls, then at-
tdch, the. cedar hoards to the
strips.

gave Mahon 2,698 ballots compared with
Reese’s 2,567 votes. Of course,
Democrat party chairman Robert Strain
was happy that Mahon actually won here
even though narrowly.

Three of the local precincts reported
identical vote totals for both Mahon and
Reese. They were precinct one at the
courthouse with 688 votes for the
candidates; precinct four, Simms, with 24
votes each; and precinct eight, Walcott,
with 10 votes each.

The most hotly contested of the
statewide races was between incumbent
Democrat Lioyd Bentsen and Republican
Alan Steelman, a congressman from
Dallas. Texas gave Bentsen the election
by a wide margin, but again Deaf Smith

County voters were not so wide split. The
county was 2,994 for Bentsen and 2,146
for Steelman.

Candidates getting votes for U.S.
Senator besides Steelman and Bentsen
were Majorie P. Gallion and 15 ballots
and Pedro Vasquez with 25 votes.

THE WRITE-IN ATTEMPT to oust
Don Yarborough from his uncontested
race for associate justice on the Texas
Supreme Court, place 2, was not
successful.

WASHINGTON (AP)- President elect
Jimmy Carter's long, once-solitary
journey from Plains, Ga., will carry him
to the White House in January with a
victory forged from the traditional
Democratic party coalition of the Old
