“IT SEEMS nobody hates America as
much as Americans.

The above quote came from a letter to
the editor in The Dallas Morning News,
and it's rather a sad commentary on the
attitude of many native-born Americans.

Five Buses Chartered To Gas Hearings

Another battle erupts Tuesday in
Austin over the high cost of natural gas
for area farmers and residents when the
Texas Senate Natural Resources
committee convenes a hearing. It is
chaired by the local state senator Max
Sherman of Amarillo.

The interest for the hearing has
mounted in the Panhandle area as the
Plains Irrigation Gas Users Association
(PIGUA) is chartering five buses to leave
different towns at about 8:30 a.m.
Monday for Austin. The hearing is
scheduled for early Tuesday at the state
capital.

THE PIGUA is sponsoring two
legislative bills in its attmept to limit the
intrastate natural gas industry, which
is now under the authority of the Texas
Railroad Commission.

Hereford citizens are urged by Charles
Schlabs, secretary-treasurer of the
PIGUA executive committee to attend the
hearing at which they may appear as
witnesses and a show of support for the
control of gas prices. ‘‘We need as many
people there as possible to support us and
the bills we are sponsoring,'’ the
Hereford farmer said.

Three buses will be leaving from the
Deaf Smith Chamber of Commerce
building on Main Street at about 8:30
a.m. Monday to carry local citizens and
other Panhandle town residents to
Austin. The buses will depart from here
and travel different directions to pick up
people in Friona, Muleshoe, Tulia,
Dimmitt, Plainview and Lubbock.

Two other chartered buses will leave at
8 a.m. Monday from Amarillo and 9 a.m.
from Dumas. They wil meet the other
vehicles in Austin later that day. The
return trip is set for late Tuesday
following the hearings, -

~ “WE NEED EVERYONE' who pays a
gas bill, “‘Schlabs said this morning.
**This involves everyone in Hereford and
we hope to fill all three buses.’’

Reservations for the trip, which cost
approximately $40 including room
reservations for Monday night, may be
placed through Schlabs at his home
phone number of 276-5261. The C of C
was taking reservations through 5 p.m.
today.

Significance of the hearings and the
plight faced by the highly productive high
plains agriculturists was gained last
Tuesday when state Attorney General
John Hill attended a meeting here with
the PIGUA committee. It was arranged
by PIGUA attorney John Aikin.

Hill said that he supports the bills,
which would put control of gas under the
Texas Public Utilities Commission and
totally eliminate or limit the 100 per cent
pass-through of gas costs charged by gas
companies. Pioneer Natural Gas, which
services the West Texas-Panhandle
region, has said in the past that its
pass-through is effectively only about 70
per cent even though others argue that it
is 100 per cent.

The bills are designed to limit the
complete state gas market since most gas
companies have been allowed pass-thro-
ughs by the TRC.

Hill said, *'I think the PIGUA is on the
right track...and it'’s more than just a
problem for farmer and West Texas
region, it concerns everyone,

enforcement officer said he was allowed
to intervene in a Federal Power
Commission hearing in Washington soon
to argue for a priority classification of
agricultural gas use and to express
comments on the regulation of the

intrastate and intrastate gas markets.

Within the state, he said that he plans
to investigate any situations where
excessive gas rates are charged if any do
exist and pursue other avenues of action
in this line.

St. Anthony's Dining Room in
San Francisco prepared 240
turkeys, 800 pounds of potatoes,
75 gallons of stuffing and 500
pieces for 4,000 poor persons,
and Little Rock, Ark:, restaurant
owners Bob and Yvonne
Mclintosh opened their doors to
everyone- "‘rich or poor, black
or white’- who had nobody to
share the holiday with,

Oswald Offered
Info For Trip

WASHINGTON (AP) - A
retired CIA agent says he recalls

that several weeks before
President John F. Kennedy's
assassination in 1963, Lee

Harvey Oswald offered to give
the Soviet embassy in Mexico
City information in exchange for
a trip to Russia.

David A. Phillips, a former
CIA officer in Mexico who now
heads the Association of Retired
Intelligence Officers, said in a
telephone interview Thursday
night:

‘“My general collection is
that he Oswald wanted to go to
the Soviet Union via Cuba, and
as part of that he said he might
have some information useful to
them."

Phillips declined to say where
he had obtained that informat-
ion, other except for ‘I was
aware what was going on."’

However, it was first reported
more than a year ago, and later
confirmed by Senate Intelligen-
ce Committee chairman Frank
Church, that the CIA wiretap-
ped and recorded a Sept. 28,
1963, conversation that Oswald

had with the Soviet Embassy in
Mexico City from a telephone in
the Cuban embassy there.

Kennedy was shot to death
during a Dallas motorcade Nov.
22, 1963, and the Warren
Commision determined that
Oswald was the sole assassin.

It has been known that
Oswlad went to the Mexico City
embassies in an attempt to
obtain a travel visa that would
permit him to enter the Soviet
Union by way of Cuba.

The Washington Post report-
ed in Friday's editions that a
CIA interpreter and a stenogra-
pher who worked on the
transcript of Oswald’s telephone
conversation also recalled that
Oswald had offered unspecified
information in exchange for a
paid trip to the Soviet Union,

But the Post said the Warren
Commission, for undetermined
reasons, was not given that
segment of the transcript. And
it said the FBI, which is
responsible for espionage inves-
tigations, also was told only in a
general way that Oswald had
made contact with the Soviet
embassy.

Crowds of survivors gathered around
the remains of official buildings in
Muradiye and pleaded for tents and

blankets as temperatures plunged below
freezing for a second straight night.

Officials said food supplies were
sufficient but thousands more tents and
warm clothing were badly needed.

Peasants in baggy pants gathered
around bonfires near the wreckages of
their homes and near the bodies of loved
ones who died when the earth rocked.

In Alikerme near Muradiye there were
only two survivors left out of 70 families,
Turkish radio reported.

Doctors at the state hospital in Van said
many of the dead appeared to be under
the age of 12. Dr. Abdulkadir Sonmez
said there were about 600 wounded at the
hospital, many of them children who had
been separated from their parents.

Other Georgia Attractions
Needed Besides Jimmy Carter

PLAINS, GA. (AP)- With
out-of-state tourists crowding
into Jimmy Carter's hometown,
Georgia officials are looking for
“tasteful’”” ways to lure the
visitors to the Peach State's
other attraction.

The state also may build a
visitors center on the edge of
town and bring people in by bus
or tram in order to unravel
traffic jams and preserve
parking space for Plains’ 683
permanent residents.

*‘Gov. and Mrs. Carter would
like to see Plains stay pretty
much as it is,” said Edward
Spivia, the state's director of
tourism, after a visit with the
l’l'ecklek nt-elect and his wife this
week.

““They'd like to see the
citizens of the town lead a
normal life but still take
advantage of the fact that the
tourists are coming over and
bringing in dollars,’”” he
declared.

The state wants to spread the
thousands of tourists coming in
around Georgia's southwest
corner, Spivia said. It has in
mind programs promoting such
local attractions as the Civil War
prison at Andersonville, Frank-
lin Delano Roosevelt's little
White House at Warm Springs,
Callaway Garden and Westville,
with its transplanted early
Georgia homes and shops in a
sort of red clay Williamsburg.

*l think we in the state of
Georgia have an opportunity to

take advantage of a situation
that can benefit the economy of
the state,”’ the tourism director
said.

“‘But at the same time we'd
like to do it tastefully, because
Gov. Carter is president-elect of
all 50 states and we don’t want
him to be embarrassed by
anything we may do in
promoting tourism,’” he added.

Thanksgiving Day in plains
was a typical tourist day.

Although most of the
townspeople were home with
their families, ‘the streets were
crowded and long lines of cars
inched their way into the town
with an estimated 1,000 visitors.
There were no parking spaces.

People had to wait in line to
get into the old railroad depot

that serves Plains as a Carter
welcome center and exhibit hall.

While the President-elect
spent the holiday at home with
his family, tourists were asking
anyone surnamed Carter for an
autograph and in Carter's
antique store on Main Street,
the proprietor, state Sen. Hugh
Carter Sr.- the President elect's
cousin- and his family were
busily signing away.

Many cars bore license plates
from such states as Michigan,
Ohio, New York and lowa and it
was clear that many of the
visitors had detoured on their
way to a winter vacation in
Florida. Interstate 75, a main
north-south route, is only 45
miles away.

More Catholics, Jews Included
In New Session of U.S. Congress

NEW YORK (AP)- The new
U.S. Congress includes more
Roman Catholics and Jews than
the outgoing House and Senate,
but fewer Protestants.

‘Although the changes in the
denominational ratio are small,
they continue a trend that has
gone on for some time, bringing
the religious makeup of
Congress closer into line with
that of the population.

Statistics compiled by the
evangelical fortnightly, Chris-
tianity Today, show there are
371 Protestants in the new
Congress, down nine; 129
Roman Catholics, up six, and 27
Jews, up three.

The Roman Catholic and
Jewish totals are record highs
for both groups.

Five members of the new
Congress were listed as
unaffliated with any religious
body.

In the present makeup,
Roman Catholics constitute
about 25 per cent and Jews
about 3 per cent of Congress,
approximately their proportion
of the general population.
Protestants hold about 70 per
cent of the seats in Congress.

Christian Church Disciplines of
Christ stayed the same with five
members in Congress. Eastern
Orthodoxy also kept the same
number of seats, four.

But two of the four now were
in the Seante, with two in the
Hotse, while before it was only
one in the Senate, three in the
House.

An additional clergyman was
elected to Congress, Republican
John Danforth, an ordained
Episcopal priest, who won the
Senate seat from which
Missouri Democrat Stuart

Symington is retiring.

That makes seven clergymen
in the new Congress, also
including:

Unique Program

Artist working in film, poetry,
theatre, architecture, visual art
and music have recently been
employed to work in the Texas
Artists-in-Schools  program--a
unique program to bring
professional artists into educati-
onal programs with elementary
and secondary students.

The Artists-in-Schools prog-
ram, which is administered by
the Texas Commission on the
Arts and Humanties under a
grant from the National
Endowment for the Arts, is now
introducing artists to children in
21 Texas cities, including
Hereford. Other participating
communities are Longview,
College Station, Ira, Temple,
Highland, Dallas, San Antonio,
Hernleigh, Loraine, Abilene,
Galveston, Houston, Corpus
Christi, Kingsville, Crystal City,
Beaumont, Port Arthur, Corsic-
ana, Westbrook andPresidio.

A limited number of residen-
cies are still available in Folk
Arts, Music Visual Arts &
Crafts, Creative Writing, Archi-
tecture & Environmental Arts,
and Theatre, The Film & Media
program has been fully
scheduled for the 76-77 school
year.

Programs may be co-sponso-
red by schools, PTA'S, local
museums, community theatres,
Chambers of Commerce, busin-
ess organizaions and other civic
groups.. In many cases, special
arrangements are available to
school districts joining the
program for the first time.

A resident artist in the
schools is not an alternative to
the traditional teacher, but
rather a supportive partner, He
explores the creative process
with the students. He is
concerned with a child's total
process of growth.

A resident artist also involves
students, teachers and commu-
nity with his work on personal
level. For example, a
professional writer demonstra-
tes to students that a practicing
artist belongs in the community,
and that the arts are part of
everyday life. He also serves as
a model of a self-motivated and
self-disciplined individual.

An artist's out-of-school
activities depends upon the
needs of the community. Each
residency program is tailored to
local requirements as much as
possible, The Texas Artists-in-
Schools program offers a variety
of creative activities, and
innovative scheduling on the
part of schools make dynamic
work sessions expecially possi-
ble.

A writer might visit a
psychology class. A metal-scul-
ptor’s studio might be placed in
the vocational education area.
An actress might talk to a home
economics class about designing
and making costumes. A
painter who is also a
pole-vaulter might awaken
interest in the arts when he gets
to know a high-school track
team.

Artists-in-Schools programs
offer students skills and
understanding which will aid
them all through life. The
Creative Writing program helps
students use language more
effectively to express their own
thoughts. Under the guidance
offered through the Visual Arts
& Crafts program students learn
that outstanding art reflects the
human spirit, and may be
expressed in_many different
styles and reflect many different
ideas.

The Film & Media program
teaches students to communic-
ate more effectively by
gradually refining their skills.
The Music program broadens
the musical appreciation of
students, and the Theatre
program gives students the
opportunity to see a professional
acting company and work
closely with all aspects of
theatre production.

Folk Arts, and Architecture &
Environmental Arts are two
pilot programs offered this
season. The purpose of the Folk
Arts program is to help students
discover their sense of roots,
and of being part of the
continuity of a region. The

AUSTIN (AP) - The greatest
speed and power duo in Texas
A&M's history ignored Texas’
taunts and a half century-old
jinx in rolling over the
l.onghoms 27-3 Thursday night.

The ‘‘fanaticism'’ Darrell
Royal of Texas sought to
prevent his first losing season in
more than 20 years of coaching
was not enough to stop A&M’s
George Woodard and Curtis
Dickey, who ripped Texas for
three touchdowns and 164 yards
rushing.

The regionally televised
victory was only A&M’s second
over Texas in Memorial Stadium
here since it was built in 1924,
Woodard, a 257-pound sopho-
more, punched 109 yards out of
the Texas middle in 29 carries
and bolted over for touchdowns
from the one - and two-yard
lines in the second half.

Dickey, a 200-pound fresh-
man whith 9.3 sprint relay
speed, dashed eight yards to
score just before halftime and
finished with 55 yards on 14
carries although he sat out much
of the final two quarters.

Woodard and Dickey padded
their season rushing total to
1,879 yards, which broke the old
school record of 1,865 set by

Bob Smith and Glenn Lippman
in 1950,

‘Woodard finished the regular
season with 1,153 yards and
Dickey with 726 yards.

““We had a whole lot of
mouthing out of Texas tackle
Brad Shearer,”" said Woodard.
"l paid no attention to it. He
was trying to get me thrown out
of the game, trying to get me to

fight. 1 had no intention of
fightng."
*‘They're better,"" said Royal.

"‘But fumbles and penalties
made it worse."'

Texas was penalized 88 yards
and lost four fumbles, and A&M
safety Lester Hayes stole three
Texas passes to keep the
Longhorns out of the end zone in
this long rivalry for the first time
since 1939, i

The victory, said Hayes, a
207-pounder with 9.4 speed,
was ‘‘super sweet."’

Royal must have been

thinking of his injured players
and Aggies such as Woodard,
Dickey and Hayes, all pro
prospects, when he said Texas
was fighting with ‘‘a short
stick.”” Texas stars such as
fullback Earl Campbell, half-
back Johnny ‘“Ham'’ Jones and
several others missed the game
with injuries, forcing the
Longhorns to start three
freshman in the backfield.

“*Our defense played super,”
said A&M coach Emory Bellard.

Texas gained only 125 yards
on running and passing, which
should enable A&M to climb
from its position as the fourth
best defense in the nation.

The victory ran A&M's record
to 9-2, and it will close out the
season Jan. 2 against Florida in
the Sun Bowl at El Paso.

Texas is 4-5-1 and must beat
Arkansas in their nationally
televised game here Dec. 4 to
even its record.

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
Roger Jeanfaivre can pick his
way through Internal Revenue
Service ‘‘red tape' so well that
few people who do business
with him by telephone know he
is blind.

For a long time his dream
had been to become a radio
disc jockey.

Seven years ago he found it
was difficult for a blind man to
land a job spinning records. So,
after graduating from college,
he went to a Lions Club school
and learned the tax trade.

Shortly after, he went to
work for IRS. The tools of his
trade are a telephone, a type-
writer, a calculator and service
manuals. They're the same as
those of co-workers, with some
differences. His books are in
braille and he uses a braille
typewriter, .

Jeanfaivre's sight has dimin- *
ished since birth and now he ‘
can only distinguish light vari.
ations. Outside his job Jean-
faivre, 29, also keeps busy. He
enjoys records and using a ham
radio.

His future with the IRS
seems assured, although he will
probably have to go back to
school to win a higher position.
He has already achieved the
top grade in his current slot.

“I guess I was destined to
work for the IRS,” notes Jean-
faivre, explaining his birthday
falls on April 15 — tax filing
day.

That's easier said than done,
since there are literally dozens
and dozens of defects in the
mechanical and structural sys-
tems of a house that can cause
headaches. The trick is to know
which can be fixed with a rea-
sonable outlay of time and
money and which are better
forgotten.

A checklist compiled by La-
bine’s publication gives 73 hints
about inspecting a pre-1914
house. Here are a few of them:

—Look for signs of damp
plaster, especially on top-floor
ceilings, the inside of exterior

walls and the ceilings and par-
titions under bathrooms, since
these can indicate leaks from
roofs or internal pipes.

—Be sure the ground slopes
away from the house so that
rain water drains off.

—If the outside paint is badly
peeling, blistering and curling,
it could mean a serious water
problem, either a leak or lack
of sufficient vapor barriers.

—Missing, broken or warped
shingles on a pitched roof could
mean the need for a quick roof

replacement.

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Bagel Beasts Become Big Business Ski Resort

THE BAGEL BA
OF MULLINER

NEW YORK (AP) — Judith
Hope Blau is looking at the fu-
ture through the hole in a ba-
gel, an ethnic bakery product
made out of a water-based
dough and resembling a min-
iature life preserver.

But Mrs. Blau's bagels are no
longer edible, since she began
decorating them and turning
them into jewelry, Christmas
wreaths, animals and smiling
faces

“My bagelmania was in-
gpired by my grandfather, who
baked bagels for a living and
who told me stories, making his
magical bagels spin and roll
and leap through each other,”
says the dark-haired artist and
author

She continued the tradition by
telling stories to her own chil-
dren, Ricky, now 10, and
Laurie, now 15, enlivening the
tales with the aid of the hand-
painted ‘“acrobatic’’ animals
she created from bagels.

One day her daughter wore
one of the happy-faced bagels
to school as a pendant and it
attracted so much attention
that a new industry was born in
the Blau apartment in East-
chester, N.Y

“When stores started order-
ing pounds of them for their
costume jewelry departments
even my housekeeper stopped
cleaning and pitched in to sort
and string the bagels,"” Mrs
Blau recalls with a laugh. ‘‘She
loved it and asked if 1 would
mind if she hired a maid to do
the cleaning."

Mrs. Blau took to examining
the bagels, which she pur-
chased from a local baker at
the rate of 500 to 1,000 a week,
looking them over “as though
viewing a new litter of pup-
pies.” Fat, medium-sized ones
translated into pigagels; big,
lopsided ones became ele-
phantagels and others emerged
as lionagels, fishagels, hippoa-
gels and frogagels

Mrs, Blau's physicist hus-
band, Dr. Lawrence Martin
Blau, vielded his rights to the
bathtub, which became the
storage place for the day's out-
put. This unusual workshop was
not without its drawbacks, how-

ever

There was the time 1 put
several large bagels on the
bathroom floor to dry and that
evening my husband caught his
big toe in the hole of one and

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Snow To Boost Optimism

With the 1976-77 ski season
getting under way, ski area
operators from Maine to
California have more optimism
than snow. There's lots of
brown earth showing where
there should be a foot or so of
snow by now, ‘

The waiting is causing some
anxiety. Business was so bad
last season that several ski areas
folded, and many others
reported substantial losses.
Another bad year could be
disastrous.

Because of last winter’s
extremely light snowfall, seve-
ral of California’s 34 ski areas
have purchased snow-making
machinery to recoup from the
estimated 40 per cent drop in
revenue.

““It was a bit of a disaster last
winter. Some areas are in rocky
shoals, and if there's not snow
this year they'll be really
unhappy,”’ said Bob Roberts,
executive director of the Sierra
Ski Association. ''Another year
like that would wipe out a lot of
marginal ski areas.”’

In Colarado, home of some of
the nation's most popular ski
resorts, the industry asked
skiers to think about staying
home over the Thanksgiving
weekend because of inadequate
snowfalls.

Colorado Ski Country U.S.S.
said only eight ski areas would
be open this weekend, and
skiing at those resorts would be
on manmade snow,

There was hope, however,
that the weather picture would
improve after six inches of snow
fell in the Rockies on Thursday
night.

Crystal Mountain ski area in
Washington had the only snow-
making machine in the
Northwest but sold it because
“we never needed it,"" said
Crystal spokeswoman Jeanna
Rard.

“Last year we started skiing
Nov. 6" .on real snow and had
about 5,500 persons a day, she

__said.

But this year things are
different. At Stevens Pass,
about 90 miles northeast of
Seattle, this year marked the
first time in 40 years that skiers
weren't on the slopes by
Thanksgiving.

Many ski areas hope to
prosper this winter by offering
discount rates. special events
and new dining and drinking
facilities.

Besides investing in snow-
making equipment, many re-

sorts have expanded to include
flat terrain trails in a move to
hang on to those who have
abandoned the traditional Al-
pine downhill skiing in favor of
Nordic cross-country skiing.
Vernon Valley-Great Gorge in
New Jersey, which boasts the
world's largest artificial snow-
making system, offered only
Alpine skiing last year. This

Crowd -Drawing Collectors
Shame Debtors

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina
(AP) — Every day, a tiny band
of men roams the streets, strik-
ing fear in the hearts of Argen-
tines. They are armed with top
hats, tail coats and briefcases.

They are not political terror-
ists, but employes of one of the
oldest bill collection agencies
anywhere,

The agency, dreamed up by a
couple of businessmen fed up
with clients who welshed on
their payments for new cars,
sends out teams of collectors
outfitted in top hats and tails.
They carry black briefcases
with the words *‘overdue debt"
painted on the sides in glaring
red paint.

Each team of two men in-
variably attracts a large crowd
of curious spectators eager to
know who owes money, which
is exactly what the agency
wants.

Adolfo Cabello, one of the
founders of *The Gentlemen,"
as the agency is known, claims
the success rate of the
elegantly-dressed bill collectors
is nearly 100 per cent

He had patented the idea
here as a “'system for the col-
lection of overdue debts based
on publicity, psychology and
elegance’ and says he is dick-
ering with interested parties in
other Latin American countries
and in the United States who
want franchises to use the con-
cept.

“People who owe money are
usually so anxious to get rid of
our employes and the crowds
following them that they often
pay up the same day,”’ he ex-
plained to a visitor at the agen-

Women Get Answers to uestions

Frequently Asked about Credit

WASHINGTON (AP) — Now
that federal and state laws
have made it illegal to deny
women credit because of their
gender, they are asking a lot of
questions about their new stat-
us, according to the American
Bankers Association (ABA ).

To help women solve their
credit problems and understand
their new rights under the
Equal Credit Opportunity Act,
the ABA has appointed five
consumer advisors, all of them
women and career officers of
banks. They are appearing on
television and radio programs
across the country to answer
Questions about credit from
women in the audience.

Among the most frequently
asked questions are these, for
which ABA supplies the an-
swers:

~Is a woman liable for her
husband's debts?

If your husband dies or
liable for debts you took on
jointly with him — a co-signed
mprtgage or personal loan, for
example. You are not liable for
the debts he contracted individ-
ually.

If your husband's bad credit
history damages your chances
of getting credit, you should be
prepared to present the credit-
or with reasons why that should
not reflect on your personal
willingness or ability to
back a loan. o

Of Swine

Flu Epidemic Occur

DANVILLE, Vt. (AP)- Survi-
vors of the great flu epidemic
half a century ago don't have to
be persuaded to get swine flu
shots. They remember with the
precision of childhood and
deadly ravages of the disease.

‘““We could see horse-drawn
hearses go by the house every
few minutes,’”” said Florence
Beck, 67, as she waited in line to
get her shot at a state Health
Department clinic here.

“Our football season was
canceled, and the team captain
died,"’ said her husband,
Theodore, who played high
school football at St. Johnsbury
Academy when the epidemic
struck the northeastern Ver-
mont school in the winter of
19181919, “They canceled
nearly all activities in the
town,"'

Mrs. Beck, who now lives in
West Danville, was 9 when the
epidemic struck. She said she
had a mild case of the flu, and
she recalled that classes were
canceled at the Samuel Slater
School in her hometown of
Pawtucket, R.1., so the building
could be converted to a make-
shift hospital to treat victims of
the outbreak.

‘Eye In The Sky’
Cuts Down Cheats

RENO, Nev. (AP) - They say
the hand is quicker than the yee,
but here in Reno the hands are
seldom quicker than the “eye
in the sky,"

It's more like the eye in the
ceiling, really. To honest
customers those mirrors on
casino ceilings are just
decoration. To cheaters, the
reflective glass has a more
serious meaning.

Behind the two-way mirrors
are trained security personnel
watching for the dishonest
patron.

Most experts say cheating at
the gaming tables is on the
decline, largedy because of the
*‘eve in the sky'’ and television
cameras which most clubs use to
monitor players. Despite the
decline, however, it is estimated
that dishonest gamblers walk
away with more than $20 million
a vear from casinos.

That's $20 million compared
to the $1 billion yearly which
travels through Nevada clubs.

Harolds Club is one of the
oldest existing Nevada clubs.
Many years ago its Owners
decided to lower its vaulted
ceilingy 1o concead 3 maze of
overhead tunnels.

The narrow crawlways honey-
comb the false ceiling and allow
a bird's eye view of rows of slot
machines. crap tables and
blackjack games.

The voyeur can read cards,
watch bets and observe dealers
through the looking-glass world.

In charge of it all is **Hop'

Memories of the epidemic
which killed more than 2,000
Vermonters have spurred many
elderly persons to get shots,
said David Scott, director of the
state’s immunization program.

Most elderly Danville resi-
dents had shown up at the clinic
for vaccinations even before
reports on Monday of an
apparent case of swine flu in
Missouri.

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The nation's electric utilities
are finally coming around to
reforming their old formulas of
pricing their product--electric-
ity. California imposed a
“‘lifeline"’ concept a year ago in
which the first 300 kwh. are
provided at below cost. This is
designed to help the low-i -income
families by providing them a
bare minimum monthly supply
of electricity at a fixed, budget
rate.

With a new President in the
White House, a growing
interest is expected in Congress
over the rate reforms suggested
for the electricity we buy.

defended successfully by the
utilities. But the real reason for
the declining block rate was to
promote growth by enticing
industry to come into the service
area. This enabled the utilities
to benefit from the economies of
large scale users and the benefit
of the resulting advance in
technology. Consequently,
electric rates dropped up
through the mid-60s.

But technological advances
have leveled off and the
economies of large scale
operations have disappeared
instead of unit costs dropping as
a result of expanding a plant,
the units costs still rose. The oil
embargo and jump in fuel prices
has added to the increased cost
of electricty. Nationwide,
electric rates have climbed 75
per cent since 1969 and this has
aroused a lot of the utility
industry’s :ritics.

Proposed rate schemes with
social aims are Inverted Rates
(the more power you buy--the
higher the rate), Lifeline Rates
and Flat Rates (all rates the
same no matter how much
electricity you buy.)

Seasonal Weather
Redesigns Bodies

IOWA CITY, lowa (AP)
Slowly, cell by cell, a person’s
body is ‘'redesigned’’ by
extreme seasonal weather
changes, says a University of
lowa professor of physiology.

For 16 years, Dr. G. Edgar
Folk and his wife, Mary, have
studied the physiology of
animals living within the Arctic
Circle and the effect of extreme
cold on humans.

“‘Many people really don't
realize that their body does
adapt to extremes in weather,”
said in an interview.

““Think about it, after a
couple of weeks of winter, your
face, hands and exposed parts
of your body aren’t as bothered
by the weather."”

The same thing happens in
the summer, he said.

Some animals, like the grizzly
bear, the caribou and the
Alaskan wolf, have bodies
designed to cope with extreme
cold, but humans do not.

Subtle changes brought on by
plunging or rising temperatures

If

change the human body and
make it more used to colder or
warmer weather within a couple
of weeks, he said.

Using cold as an example,
Fulk said:

““The changes are mostly
hormonal in nature, and as the
balance changes, the fires of
metabolism are stepped up and
they remain elevated under the
stimulus of cold.

“The blood vessels become
more efficient at sending heat to
the surface when it is needed."’

If a person is exposed to cold
weather for extended time
during the day, Folk said, his
basic metabolism rate will be
stepped up, so he is using
energy at a faster rate and
needs more calories in his diet.

Folk said cold also may
change a persons's pain
perception.

““Temperatures that were
painful in October, may, late in
November, be only uncomfort-
able,"" he said.
