THE STORY OF A EAR.

Artesia’s Brief History -s Told By 
Files of the Advoute.

W ith  this issue, the Antocate com­
pletes the first year o f i i  life , and 
we desire to give a brie resume o f 
what has been accomplished in this 
part o f  the va lley  tpring those 
twelve months. W h e t 'ir  this pa­
per has been in s tru m en t in help ­
ing things aloug, rem ain  for others 
to judge. The first issit o f the pa­
per contained no sahmtory— made 
no rash promises— and I f  the paper 
has been a d isappointipnt to any­
one, we have no apoloi^s to make. 
W e  have tried to te ll t *  sim ple sto- 
iy  o f life  in Artesia, v.ihout fr ills  or 
x'ancies. As wonderful as this story 
may seem, every w ordbf it  can be 
verified  by a v isit to Atesia, the fu­
ture c ity o f the Valley

The first b ig  artesia well came in 
in July, 1903, about t>o weeks la tef 
tho present ed itor o f the Advocate 
arrived on the scene. The town had 
just been christened A rtesia ,”  and 
the place consisted ( a half-dozen 
s traggling houses or M ain "s treet. 
The  Artesia Cotnnierial Club had 
been organized. Its Vo was brief, 
but to  it  can be creditd the com ing 
o f  the Advocate. A . Logan  was
president and R. M. ‘.oes secretary. 
Every member was through ly im ­
bued with the idea th^ Artesia was 
a com ing metropoli: and its meet­
ings brought together hat spirit o f 
progress and detcrm iction  that has 
made Artesia the woner o f  a ll be­
holders since.

The residences o f V . Logan,
J. P. Dy#I, J. A , M unf, L . T . Sho 
lars, Mrs. Beckett andflrs. Stegman 
were the on ly ones eicted at that 
time. The contract >r the Ad vo ­
cate office was let Jul\i9th and sim­
ultaneously J. Mack,Smith’a resi­
dence and Beckett’s fire were start­
ed. The Artesia L ib tfy  Association 
was the first com m on* organization, 
and it is yet the p m u o f the. town. 
August 15th the Fir.-Js’ utional Bank 
was organized with I- M. Ross pres­
ident, Jno. S. MajfV vice-president 
and A . L . Norfleet /shier.

In  September, t l  Artesia E lec­
tric Lights, W afeforks and Telo- 
puone Company riived its charter, 
and a  m eeting o f j^ixena was held 
to take action securing a
justice precinct a I  votin g  box. The
Artesia Towneit'lddition was laid
o ff cast o f tho Broad, and volu n ­
teers begun wori>» tho erection o f 
the first s e l f '  house.' A rtcsia ’s 
first wedding ta rre d  this month— 
M. T . Munsc/ and Mrs. Grigsby. 
The M et hod if* appointed a build- 
ing eom m itti.to arrange ’ for bu ild ­

ing a house of worship. D uring tbe 
i. st days o f the ^month, the : ecomi 
well, that o f  J. Mack sm ith  was 
brought in by Chambers & Heath.

D uring October m ateria] was re­
ceived for the erection o f  tho F irs t 
N ational Bank’s handsome two-story 
brick, a voting precinct wa* estab­
lished and o il was found in  Green 
Caraway’s well west o f town.

Novem ber was a jub ilee  month," 
because o f  tho freak well on the 
C. A . P. Ranch. W h ile  other “ b ig ”  
wells flowed seven inches above the 
casing this one rose seven feet and 
developed tho fact,that a s till larger 
flow was to be found.. Land values 
increased on the strength o f it and 
the end is not yet. Tw o weeks later, 
the Sm ith well, w ! ich had been flow­
ing joven  inches above the casing 
for 40 day::, suddenly burst fortli .nto 
a gusher like the other and proved 
that the larger flow was not on ly 
close to tho river.

The  first death in  the town was 
that of Mrs. James Clark, during 
Novem ber.

On the 28th, the third big well wa* 
made to flow on the H eath  farm 
west o f  town.

In  December H . S, Logan  was 
elected tho first magistrate and T . E. 
Beckett constable; the Christian 
church was organized, the first Christ­
mas tree arranged and the third ho­
tel— the D ’A rcy— started,

January, 1904, saw the foundation 
laid for the fourth hotel— the Gibson 
— a handsome two-story brick. The 
second lum ber yard, that o f  E. B. 
Kem p, was located. #

In  tho month wf February a tele­
graph station was established. This 
was tree p lanting tim e. Besides oth­
ers, Beckham & Sm ith, planted 
21,000 shade trees in their residence 
addition west o f town. The first ar­
tesian well northwest o f  town was 
brought in by Circle & Strawn.

March— Artesia W aterworks Com­
pany began lay ing mains for its 
system and the zVdvocate installed a 
new press and engine in  order to 
keep.up w i:h  the procession. About 
the same tim e E. F. Hardw ieke let 
the contract for a handsome brick 
store bu ild ing on M ain street, whicli 
is now occupied by Joyce-Pruit & Cq . 
A  few days later, in Ap ril, W . E.
13-iskin let the contract for a U rge 
two-story' stone bu ild ing on Main 
street and then for a number o f 
handsome stone tenant houses. A ll 
these are now in course o f  erection. 
A  factory was established for the 
m aking o f concrete bu ild ing blocks, 
which have become very popular.

During May, Messrs. H unter & 
G illilan d  and R. B. Barnes secured 
big wells, as did J. C. H ale.

About M ay 1st, the system (}f  wa­

terworks was com pleted and water 
turned on, and Smith & Beckham - 
fine well was drilled  in 21 davs by 
W h ite & Swearingen.

In  June, the people voted  for j ;  
bond issue o f 110,000, with which to 
erect a school building.

In  Juiy, the proven artesian field  
was enlarged by the com ing in  o f the 
J. 8 . Venable well, three m iles west 
o f town, and Mrs. Robert secun.'d a 
big gusher on W est Main street 
Telephone connection was made 
with Roswell.

During the present month, August, 
tho o il fields southwest o f town have 
been discovered; tho Robertson—  
Rawls well north o f town brought in, 
a large stone livery stable com pleted 
for H . CroHch on Second street and 
incorporation earnestly discussed. 
The local telephone exchange has 
made its final connection over the 
c ity this week and tho contract ha- 
been le t for a handsome stone- 
church by the Methodist.

This is a very b rief and incom ­
plete resume o f  what has been done 
in aud around Artesia the past year 
The  store buildings aud resid en t 
erected have been too numerous 
to  m ention. By day and 
n ight (not excluding Sunday) th< 
bu ild ing continues. The growth o f 
this part o f  the va lley  has been mop 
rapid than the most v isionary proph 
et could fo te te ll and tho forward 
march has just begun. W here a 
year ago was on ly  brown prairies and 
cactus, may be seen today handsome 
Holds o f  corn, cane and alfa lfa . Ev 
cry man who put seed in the ground 
has been astounded at the yields re ­
alized. Corn on sod land is y ie ld in g  
as high as 40 bushels per acre, and 
that cu ltivated by inexperienced ir 
rigators. T h e  local market is sap 
plied  with choice vegetables o f  all 
kinds.

Arte.-ia o f  today is a progressive 
city o f  about one thousand souls and 
w ill ere long rank am ong the best o f
New M exico.

BOKD ELECTION.
September 20th Is the Day Set For 

Voting.
As was noted a week or so ag*o, a 

second election  for tho voting o f  
$10,000 school bonds is made neces­
sary by tho fact that the Artesia 
school d istrict has been enlarged 
The directors have posted their call 
for an e lection  to be held through­
out the d istrict on Tuesday, Septem­
ber 20th. Tho elections is more a 
matter of form ality than anyth ing 
wise, as the sentiments o f  the people 
lias already been determ ined in the 
matter. There were on ly two votes 
against the proposition at the recent 
election. Arteaia’s progressive peo­
ple are thoroughly awake to the fact 
that we need and must have the very 
best school facilities i f  wo attract the 
r ight class o f immigri' tion. N oth in g  
w ill be le ft  Undone toaecure the end. 
The bu ild ing site is purchased and 
the directors say that the s t.n e  
school bu ild ing to be erected w ill 
not cost less than $10,000.

The  assessed property valuations 
o f  this school district amounts to 
$259,222 and we w ill issue $10,000 
o f  6 per cent twenty-year bonds. F i ­
nanciers o f  the cast have already 
written to buy the bonds and before 
many days work on the house w ill 
begin. ___________________

memory, concentration and diplomacy, 
is albre to paste into and help you 
make good use of a blank-book for the 
rest of your life, and then pass it 
along to some young person, than to 
furnish any didactic information. 
Keep the blank-book alive by either 
adding a written or printed idea or 
re-reading a paragraph every day, 
week or month. The most useful in­
formation is that which you discover 
for yourself, and systematic effort in 
the interest of better methods is a 
daily source of original thought. Try 
to gain an idea, at least every Mon­
day, to put to use in your work. You 
can secure them by observation, con­
versation, readirg and determined 
thinking.

Memory is that power by which we 
reproduce past impressions. Some 
are born rich and lose it.

The Public Pays the Cost
A comparison of the statistics com­

piled by the Interstate Commerce 
Commission and by the Railroad Com­
mission o f Texas, shows that, iu 1902, 
the last year for which the -figures 
of the Interstate Commission are 
available, the Texas railways, com­
prising about six per cent o f the mile­
age of the United States, paid almost 
sixteen tier cent of the personal in­
jury claims sustained by the railroads 
o f the country. Taking mileage as a 
basis. Texas railways were forced to 
suffer a loss of nearly three dollars to 
one in proportion to those o f the rest 
o f the Union. And it is confidently 
expected that the figures for 1903 will 
show a comparison even more strik­
ing, for last year the damage suit bu­
reaus o f this State were more ener­
getic and more successful than they 
had ever been. Every thinking man 
who will reflect on the vast inequality 
herein presented will realize that Tex­
as has one radical wrong that needs 
to be checked. Because an individual 
or a corporation is solvent Is no valid 
reason why he or it should be fleeced. 
Every man who brings a suit or files 
a claim for damages should have a 
cause fortified by the right. It Is the 
bounden duty o f the Texans who 
serve on Juries In damage suit cases 
to force a change in the conditions 
that now prevail in some quarters. 
Railroad men have a laudable desire 
to operate their properties as econom­
ically as is consistent with good ser­
vice. When a big proportion o f their 
revenues goes to satisfy the money 
lust o f the damage suit plague, their 
desire becomes n dream. Rates high 
enough to meet this enforced expendi­
ture must be maintained and the 
shippers and the producers become 
victims o f the men who permit 
themselves to get hurt and are imme­
diately sought by a lawyer who itf 
eager to divide the profit he may by 
artful wiles persuade a jury to give 
his client. The damage suit Industry 
o f Texas ought to be reformed.— Tex­
as Producers Review.

SEC U RIN G  T H E  HAY CROP.

There seems to be quite a diversity 
o f opinion as to the best time or at 
what particular stage o f its growth 
grass should be cut to make the best 
and most nutritious hay, some claim­
ing from analysis made that the seed 
forming grasses should be cut while 
in bloom, while others from the same 
source o f information claim that the 
seed should be formed before the 
grass should be cut, and- there are 
still others who maintain that tim ­
othy especially should become ripe 
beforo being cut to obtain the best 
results. W e prefer to begin cutting as 
scon as the timothy is In full bloom 
and pushing the work o f harvesting 
the crop as rapidly as possible until 
the crop is secure. By so doing by 
the time the harvesting is completed 
the most o f the farmers have hay put 
up in the condition advocated by all 
the different analytical tests, and 
some portion o f the crop. If properly 
cured and stacked or protected from 
the elements, must be in first-class 
condition and o f the proper feeding 
quality. As hay harvest comes in the 
busiest season o f the year the farmer 
must use his best judgment as to the 
time o f harvesting the crop, as his 
work at this time may be subject to 
conditions over which he has no con­
trol. The one thing he must do is to 
“ make hay while the sun shines” and 
to push the work as rapidly as possi­
ble If he desires to have a good sup­
ply o f feed upon which he can main­
tain his stock In a good healthy con­
dition during the feeding season o f 
the year.

There is no excuse for an animal 
carrying a pair o f horn^ upon the 
farm. Many a cow gets into winter 
In poor condition because she has 
bpw  pestered by the horn fly. which 
deposits its eggs about the base of 
the horn, later followed by maggots, 
which destroy the horn growth. If 
the horns were not there this would 
not occur.

IGN ORANCE.

In the century before Christ the 
prophet Hosea said. "M y people are 
destroyed for lack o f knowledge. The 
same idea runs through some o f Hux­
ley's lay sermons. Negligence, indo­
lence and filth are the offsprings of 
ignorance, and the filth diseases, 
typhoid fever, diphtheria, cholera and 
the like take on their epidemic form 
in places where the laws o f health 
are ignored. That the London o f to­
day is healthful, while two centuries 
ago it was the plague spot o f the 
world, comes from the increased 
knowledge of her rulers and people.

No farmer is 
excusable who neglects to furnish 
pure waiter, pure feed and healthful, 
clean, airy quarters for his farm ani­
mals.

T IM O T H Y  T H E  HAY STANDARD.

T E N T  C A T E R P IL L A R S .

An Iowa reader asks us how to des­
troy the tent caterpillar, as they have 
defoliated his plum orchard.

“ When tent caterpillars occur on 
small trees, they can be easily reach-1 
ed, and a good way of destroying; 
them is to go over them in the spring 
o f the year about the -time the leaved 
are appearing, when the first signs 
o f the nest will be noticed. A t thin 
time the worms may be easily remov­
ed with the nest and destroyed. Imteri 
on the same practice may be followed, 
but not quite so easily. Another rem­
edy is to remove the eggs In the win­
ter or early spring. These eggs are 
grouped together in a cylindrical 
cluster around the small twigs, and oti 
a clear day may be easily distinguish­
ed when the twigs stand out against! 
the sky, when these may be pruned 
off and burned. If  none o f this work) 
has been done, or If In spite o f it the 
worms are still abundant, the best’
remedy is to spray the foliage ____
Paris green at the rate of ore pound 
to one hundred and fifty gallons o f 
water and add to It one pound o f Mme. 
The foliage of plum trees is very 
liable to be burned by tfco Paris green 
mixture, and on this account every 
effort should be made to avoid such 
sprayings. In using Paris green even 
as here recommended. It is well to 
first experiment on a small portion of 
the tree to note what the effect is on 
the foliage; if  the foliage is burned 
the amount o f Paris green should be 
reduced.

An exchange very truthfully says: 
“ Whips are undoubtedly good tilings 
In their places, but the hands of some 
people that drive horses Is not the 
place for them. How frequently It. 
occurs that horses are whipped for 
being afraid o f some object. The man 
who does this is a fool, and should be 
debarred by law from ever driving a 
horse. Fear of the object which he 
has had no opportunity to examine 
and become familiar with, combined 
with terror of the pain Inflicted by the 
whip, and associating the two to­
gether, will render the horse more 
terror-stricken than ever when he next 
encounters the object o f his dread.”

T H E  O LIV E  IN T H E  SO U TH W EST .

Olive oil is now being shipped by 
the ton from the Salt R iver valley 
o f Arizona and the business la on the 
boom. The entire valley is being dot­
ted with olive orchards, and at this 
season o f the year the trees are cov­
ered with thousands o f tiny star-like 
buds, which will soon be followed 
by the fruit formation, which when 
matured on the trees w ill amount to 
hundreds of pounds o f fruit. Olives 
remain on the trees until they are 
thoroughly ripe before they are pick­
ed to have the oil squeezed and press­
ed from them.

W’hen the olives are ripe It requires 
a large number of hands to pick them, 
for the work must be done quickly. 
This is usually done by spreading 
large canvas sheets around the trees, 
upon which the pickers throw the 
olives as they are plucked off the 
branches. Once they are picked the 
fruit is carried to the crushing ma­
chine. which breaks the fruit up much 
as apples are crushed for cider. The 
pulp is then put Into a machine which 
presses the juice from It. which runs 
off into a tank, where by force o f grav­
ity the oil rroper rises to the top and 
is skimmed off and put away for sev­
eral months before it is bottled ready 
for the market. It requires about 
seventy-five pounds o f, fru it to pro­
duce a gallon o f oil.

Ordinarily no man is rich enough to j conscience the clerk has to get ready
escape that certain sense o f elation 
which comes from picking up a nickel 
on a sidewalk; but when a railway 
postal clerk finds such a coin in a 
mall pouch where it has worked out 
from insufficient wrappings, not only 
does he miss this elation, but it may 
provoke profanity.

For a nickel lost in a pouch of mall 
in transit becomes a matter for na­
tional concern. It comes to view, 
perhaps, just as a pouch o f mail is 
emptied upon a sorting table; and 
when it has broken away from the 
bunch o f letters and cards and circu­
lars, rolled to an open space on the 
table and there settled down, heads 
or tails, with a noisy spinning dance, 
the clerk who first sees it is “ It.”

A necromancer could have no more 
idea than the man in the moon as to 
what particular package it rolled out 
of, and if he had and should tell the 
postal clerk, the clerk wouldn’t dare 
try to restore the coin to the original 
package. That would be too easy 
altogether.

No, It is a lost nickel from the mo­
ment the clerk has to see it spin­
ning there before his eyes; and ac­
cording to the tender governmental

for the inauguration o f about $18.43 
worth o f fuss over it.

For himself he doesn’t’ dare to go 
to bed for a short nap until he has 
got rid of his five cents' worth o f re­
sponsibility to the government for the 
action o f the fool person from whom 
the nickel was parted. He digs up 
his printed form for such occasions 
printed and provided, and at once 
fills out a long blank, describing the 
coin, telling the circumstances o f its 
being found and whether it landed 
heads or tails on the table, naming 
the pouch from which it was emp­
tied, the number o f the train carry­
ing it. the date, and a few  other little 
details any one o f which In hot 
weather would have cost a mug of 
beer.

This report, with the nickel, goes to 
the headquarters o f the postal divi­
sion in which the car was operated, 
and from these bonded officials, by 
the same general red tape route, the 
small coin finds Its way to the seat of 
national government and to the fund 
representing the great constituency 
o f the postoffice department, which 
persists in sending money in envel­
opes through the unregistered malls 
o f the service.— Chicago Tribune.

Tale of the Armada
Three hundred and fifteen years ago 

a vessel of the Spanish armada was 
blown up in Tobermory bay, off the 
coast o f the Island o f Mull. Recently 
numerous relics have been recovered 
from it by divers. They Include old 
cannon, swords, pistols, plate and 
coins. The vessel was the Florencia, 
a Florentine galleon which came from 
the Levant, one o f the Italian posses­
sions o f the king o f Spain, and was 
commanded by one Pereija. A fter the 
defeat o f the armada tho Florencia 
was forced by bad weather and lack 
o f provisions to put into Tobermory 
bay. There Sir Lauehlane MacLean, 
who, because o f his feuds with his 
neighbors, had been made a “ denounc­
ed rebel”  by K ing Jame.i o f Scotland 
formed an alliance with the Span­
iards. W ith the aid of a hundred sol­
diers from the ship and o f his own 
war on neighboring clans for some 
time.

A t last he received a message from 
Capt. Pereija requesting that the 
Spanish soldiers be sent back at once, 
as he was preparing for sea. A t the 
same time he heard that the pro-

visions supplied to the Spaniards had 
not been paid for. Sir Lauehlane 
remonstrated with the don for his 
Injustice and satisfaction was promis­
ed. On the strength of this the men 
were sent back, but MacLean, not re­
lying entirely on the captain's prom­
ise, retained three o f the soldiers as 
hostages till the debt should be paid. 
A t the same time he sent one o f his 
own men, Donald Glas MacLean, on 
board the Florencia to  receive an ad­
justment o f the demands o f his peo­
ple.

Donald liias. when he went on board 
the ship, was disarmed and made 
prisoner, and no communication wa3 
allowed between himself and his 
friends. Dut Donald Glas conceived 
a plan which, though it meant certain 
death to himself, promised a speedy 
and terrible retribution to his captors. 
Finding that the cabin In which ho 
was confined was close to the maga­
zine, he forced his way into it and, 
laying a train from it to the outside, 
he fired it. The ship was blown to 
pieces, k illing the three or four hun­
dred persons who were on board.

American Mail Service.
The United States employed 10,555 

men In distributing mail last year. 
The cost, distributed among 1,400 
lines, was $63,594,000. In 373 acci­
dents to mail cars eighteen clerks 
were killed and seventy-eight serious- 
ly  injured.

Failures Decrease.
Between 1896 and 1903 the United 

States decreased the number o f com­
mercial failures from 15.088, with lia­
b ilities o f $226,000,000 to 12,069, with 
liabilities o f $155,000,000. a decrease 
o f 3,019 in uumber. aad $71,000,000 In 
liabilities.

Niagara Is a Huron Wcrd.
‘ Everybody pronounces Niagara 

wrung,'' said a philologist. “ The ac­
cent of this beautiful Indian word 
should not be put on the syllable ‘ag,’ 
but on the syllable ‘ar’— the penult—  
the one before the last.

“ Niagara means ‘hark to the thun­
der.’ Its accent should fall on the 
penult because the Indians them­
selves accent it there, because in prac­
tically all our Indian names o f places 
the penult is the accented syllable.

Think c f the Indian names you 
know. Don’t you accent nearly all of 
them on the syllable before the last? 
There are, for instance, Toronto. Mis­
sissippi.

Tuscaloosa, Saratoga, 
Ticonderoga, Oswego, Conshohocken, 
Wissahickon and Hochelaga. In all 
these names the accent is on the 
penult.

Niagara Is a Huron word, and, if 
you find a Huron, you w ill find that 
he accents it as he does Saratoga or 
Tuscaloosa. I don’t know how we 
have fallen into the habit o f accenting 
it wrong.”

Fortunes Sunk in Mines
With 'ncreased and increasing de­

mand for coal came the necessity for 
opening our lower seams, the deeper 
shafts meant heavier capital expendi­
ture in the colliery enterprise. It is 
worthy o f remark how little the out­
side public realizes the great diffi­
culties that have often to be overcome 
in  sinking— such as passing through 
water-bearing strata or running sands 
— or of the enormous cost entailed by 
somo colliery developments.

As early as 1829 John Buddie, in 
giving evidence before the house of 
lords, declared that the cost o f sink­
ing, even then, was frequently $50,000 
to $75,000; and J. T. Taylor stated 
before a select committee on rating of 
mines In 1857 that at Haswell colliery, 
in the county o f Durham, $200,000 
was expended In contending with a 
quicksand and that the shaft had ulti­
mately to be abandoned. At Morton 
colliery, a few! miles distant from Has- 
wcll, $1,500,000 was expended in sink­
ing; the quantity o f water pumped

during the operation of passing 
through the overlying magnesian 
limestone bed amounted to an aver­
age o f 9,306 gallons a minute, from a 
depth of 540 feet, and the three shafts 
ultimately reached the Hulton seam 
at a depth o f 1.488 feet from the sur­
face, in April, 1843.

Many deep and costly sinkings— 
several much deeper than In the last 
Instance— have been put down since 
the Murton winning, but none. I be­
lieve. at a greater expenditure <>f cap­
ital, owing, doubtless, to the greatly 
improved methods now employed in 
carrying on such operations through 
watery strata, notably the KindChaa- 
dron system, whereby the shaft is 
bored out and the side protected by 
metal cylinders lowered from the sur­
face; and the Poetsch or Goberat 
methods, whereby the water is froien 
in the “ running” sand or other water- 
bearing stratum and the shaft sunk 
through the solid mass.— Engineering 
Magazine.

How Celluloid Is Made.
Celluloid, the chejnlcal compound 

which hears so close a resemblance to 
Ivory, is a mixture o f collodion and 

| camphor. Invented In 1855 by Perke- 
1 tine, of Birmingham, whose name for 

a time It bore. The process of manu­
facture is as follows: Cigarette paper 
Is soaked In a mixture of nitric and 
sulphuric acids until it becomes nitro­
cellulose. A fter through washing, to 
free it from the acids, this cellulose 
1* dried, mixed with a certain quan­
tity of camphor, and coloring matter 
If required, and then passed through 
a roller mill. It Is next formed into 
thin sheets by hydraultc pressure and 

i afterward broken up by tooth rollers 
and soaked for some hours in alcohol. 
A further pressure and a hot rolling 
process finish It, and resultB in ivory- 
like sheets half an Inch thick.
