equip the hospital system of the Deaf
Smith County Hospital District.”

Because of a new type of bond
financing, hospital district officials
say that approval of the issue will not
cause an increase in taxes. The
hospital district has qualified for
bond financing through funds pooled
for health care providers, and these
funds do not incur the normal ex-
penses of a bond issue.

The hospital has already received
a letter of credit for the financing but
needs a vote of the people to pledge
hospital revenues for the payment of
the bonds. The payout is scheduled
over a 12-year period.

Jim Bullard, hospital ad-
ministrator, has reported the advan-
tage of refinancing would be to
create a cash flow for the hospital.
Note payments are presently about
$339,000 a year, and the refinancing
proposal would place the payment at
about $184,000 a year. This would
create a cash flow of some $155,000 a
year to help take care of operating
costs.

Charles Threewit, board president,
points out that significant changes in
the health care industry have re-
quired large investments in equip-
ment and expanded services to keep
the hospital in a competitive posi-
tion. He pointed out the local hospital
had made changes and had added
many services and equipment in
order to meet the health care needs
of this community.

If the proposal is approved by
voters, the hospital district plans to
use about $1 million for refinancing

and the remainder would be put on
reserve to be used for other equip-
ment needs.

The capital and structural in-
vestments proposed for refinancing
include: Complete renovation of
some existing patient rooms, in-
cluding the intensive care unit; a
complete new emergency room with
a recovery area and outpatient
surgery facilities; added construc-

tion to house two trauma rooms,
three holding rooms and one exam
room; addition of six recovery room
beds; renovation to accommodate a
physician's office; purchase of new
x-ray equipment and new orthopedic
equipment; purchase of an ultra-
sound system; and addition of a
fulltime pathology service.

All registered voters in the county
are eligible to participate in Satur-
day’s election.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Two key
congressional committees are turn-
ing thumbs down on the Reagan ad-
ministration's controversial pro-
posals for major changes in planning
for disposal of the nation’s high-level
nuclear waste.

In reports adopted Wednesday, the
Senate Energy and Natural
Resources and House Interior com-
mittees said Energy Secretary John
Herrington should forget his pro-
posals to deviate from the terms of
the Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1982.

Revision of consumer report
shows prices surged in Jan.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

government, revising its principal
cost-of-living gauge to better reflect
how Americans spend their money,
said today that consumer prices
surged 0.7 percent in January.
' The boost in the Labor Depart-
ment’s newly revamped Consumer
Price Index was up from a 0.2 in-
crease posted from November to
December.

The previous month’s increase
worked out the same under both new
and old accounting methods, govern-
ment analysts said, while the
January rise would have been an
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even higher increase of 0.8 percent
under the old system.

Sharply higher costs for energy,
particularly gasoline, paced the
January increase. It was the largest
monthly increase since a 1.1 percent
rise in June 1982. The January in-
crease, if continued for 12 con-
secutive months, would equal annual
inflation of 8.3 percent.

Even so, energy costs were accord-
ed less relative importance in the
new tabulation, as was spending on
food and clothing. Meanwhile,
greater weight was given to housing
costs and consumer electronic goods

The CPI measures the cost to ur-
ban consumers of a fixed ‘‘market
basket'' of goods and services, with
each entry given a different weight
based on its relative importance to a
consumer's budget. The old CPI
reflected spending patterns of 1972-73
while the new one reflects those of
1982-84.

In addition, a variety of new items
were added to the index, including
video cassette recorders, personal
computers and financial services.

Overall, analysts said that ser-
vices now make up 52 percent of the
total index, the first time they have
surpassed goods in relative budget
importance.

The government revises the index
about once every 10 years. The last
major overhaul was in 1978.

Economists were divided on how
the new tabulations would influence
inflation rates, with some estimating
that it could add up to 0.3 percentage
points to the annual rate.

The CPI is used to calculate cost-
of-living increases for Social Securi-
ty recipients and figures in a wide
range of government and private
benefit and wage formulas.

repository east of the Mississippi
River.

Also rejected by the Western-
dominated committees were pro-
posals to develop an interim waste
storage facility in Tennessee and to
delay the opening of a permanent
repository in the West from 1998 to
2003.

Herrington’s congressional critics,
especially Western lawmakers, have
said the proposals do not follow the
terms of the delicately balanced 1982
law, a compromise plan that was
produced after months of tough
negotiations.

The law requires the Western
facility to open first, to be followed
by the Eastern repository. The law
authorizes the Energy Department
to study the need for the temporary
or monitored retrievable storage
facility but not to build it without
specific congressional approval.

Last June, Herrington announced
he was halting preliminary work on
the permanent repository in the East
because nuclear waste, principally
from power plants, was not ac-
cumulating as fast as thought in 1982.

Meanwhile, advanced aerial radar
mapping has identified cracks in the
ground surrounding the Hanford,
Wash., nuclear reservation that one
geologist says could prove Hanford
unsuitable for permanent storage of
high-level nuclear wastes.

The federal Energy Department
has nominated Hanford and sites in
Deaf Smith County, Texas, and Yuc-
ca Mountain, Nev., as finalists for
the nation’s first repository for com-
mercial nuclear waste.

If future drilling at Hanford
demonstrates that the numerous
fault lines and fractures identified by
the new radar technique are ground-
water pathways, ‘it certainly means
that Hanford could be unsuitable as a
nuclear waste dump site,” said
William Brewer, a geologist with the
state Office of Nuclear Waste
Management.

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Reagan, hobbled by a bruising
assessment of his foreign policy
management and struggling to
repair the damage, is pressing a dif-
ficult search for a successor to his
chief of staff, who failed to protect
him.

So far, two of Reagan's old
political friends — former Sen. Paul
Laxalt of Nevada and former
Transportation Secretary Drew
Lewis — have said they do not want
the job of Chief of Staff Donald T.
Regan, whose days in the White
House are numbered.

The Tower commission report
issued Thursday bluntly said Regan
allowed the Iran-Contra deal to go
unchecked and bears ‘‘primary
responsibility for the chaos that
descended upon the White House”
following its disclosure.

At the same time, congressional in-
vestigators are moving to pursue the
leads and fill in the gaps of the
report, which portrays a virtually
out-of-control White House national

Senate hears Bullock proposal

AUSTIN (AP) — The Senate has
received a first-hand presentation of

“I think we have to tighthen things
up at the White House a little bit,"”
said Dole. *‘The president should now
demonstrate that he is firmly in con-
trol, and he’ll have some time to do
that. But this time they have to do it
right.”

“The challenge now s for the
president to reassert control of his
presidency,’’ said Sen. Edward M.
Kennedy, D-Mass.

Legislators are, in effect, asking
Reagan to end the detached manage-
ment style that has been a hallmark
of his career in government.

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Plan includes cut in career ladder pay

AUSTIN (AP) — The proposed budget pushed by Gov. Bill
Clements could cut two-thirds of the extra money given to teachers
rewarded for outstanding work, according to the Texas State
Teachers Association.

TSTA President Charles Beard criticized the Clements plan
Thursday after the governor’s top budget aide laid it out for a House
education subcommittee.

The current teacher career ladder plan gives a minimum of $1,500
a year extra to teachers deemed outstanding by local school of-
ficials. Bob Davis, Clements’ director for budget and planning, told
lawmakers the Clements budget would save $165 million for the state
in 1988-89 by cutting the minimum to $500 a year.

Davis said many districts would maintain the $1,500 minimum by
finding other money to fund it.

““It is not our anticipation there would be a reduction in money go-
ing to teachers,” he told reporters.

Asked if $500 a year is sufficient reward for outstanding teachers,
Davis said, ‘‘There probably is no monetary level you can say is ade-
quate reward for outstanding teachers."”

Charles Beard, president of the Texas State Teachers Association,
told the subcommittee the governor's plan would cause pay cuts.

"“The way we see it, and the way my simple math works, is that
when you go from $1,500 down to $500 that amounts to a $1,000 cut in
pay for over 50 percent of the teachers in this state,” Beard testified.

TSTA is not satisfied with the current appraisal system used by
school districts to determine which teachers get career ladder
money.

AUSTIN (AP) — Lenders are backing proposals to allow people to
homwagnhmtﬁnirhomesbeq:anseﬂneymdmselwusesu ripe for
picking, a conusmer group member says.

The state’s 147-year-old Homestead Law ‘‘has kept people in their
homes through the Depression, through all the economic ups and
downs we've experienced in the last 100 years,” Brad Wiewel,
spokesman for the Texas Consumers Association, said Thursday.

“Now bankers ... have come together to change it Lenders just
see Texas homes as right for the picking," he said.

Wiewel joined elderly citizens groups in a Capitol news conference
to protest the proposals.

*‘Our Texas forefathers had the wisdom to put into the Constitution
a safeguard that protects the home and family, and it has served us
well,” said Charlotte Flynn, spokeswoman for Gray Panthers of
Austin.

Texas is the only state that bars homeowners from taking a second
mortgage on their homes. The Homestead Law also bars forclosure
on homes for delinquent property taxes, unpaid home improvment
loans or unpaid debts.

Sen. Bob Glasgow, D-Stephenville, and Sen. Cyndi Krier, R-San
Antonio, are sponsoring a proposed constitutional amendment that
would allow homeowners to borrow against the home's equity.

If approved by lawmakers, the plan would be placed on a
statewide ballot.

‘“We are not anti-business or anti-banking,” said Everett Anshutz,
spokesman for the American Association of Retired Persons. “m
are pro-people and we believe that the arguments put forward by
opponents of our current Hometead Law are extremely weak."

Earlier this week, Ms. Krier said current law only allows equity to
be used for home improvement loans, but not other types of loans
consumers may want.

Glasgow said the bill includes protection for consumers with an
absolute limit of 80 percent of the appraised value of the house ap-
plicable to loans. He said borrowers would be required to retain a
$10,000 equity above all loans.

‘WASHINGTON (AP) — Texas

 lawmakers say President Reagan

should swiftly reorganize his staff
and reaffirm his foreign policy posi-
tions following a report highly
critical of the administration’s Iran-
Contra policy.

The Tower commission, headed by

" former Texas Sen. John Tower, sug-

gested Thursday that the president’s
men tried to cover up the full story
once the arms-to-Iran deal began

unraveling, but it did not believe
President Reagan himself intended
to hide unlawful conduct.

While there was bipartisan support
in the Texas delegation for the ouster
of Chief of Staff Don Regan and a
reorganization of the White House
top staff, Democrats said more
needs to be told about the affair and
the president’s role.

North made up stories
about Reagan meetings

WASHINGTON (AP) — Oliver L.
North emerges from the Tower com-
mission report as a man so bedeviled
by the pressures of his White House
job that his former boss suggested he
be hospitalized for disability review.

He is portrayed as having made up
stories about meetings with Presi-
dent Reagan at Camp David, Md.,
that never took place.

And he is shown to have misjudged
the political impact of what he was
doing, writing in a memo that
everything was ‘‘going to be just
fine" as soon as people knew that
money received for arms from Iran
was being used to assist rebels in
Nicaragua and that ‘“the Ayatollah
... is helping us with the Contras.”

Scattered throughout Thursday's
inch-thick report by the presidential
panel are illuminating glimpses of
the Marine Corps officer who ran the
Iran-Contra operation from his Na-
tional Security Council office.

North was fired Nov. 25 after it was
disclosed that proceeds from the
secret arms sales to Iran apparently
had been diverted to assist the

Nicaraguan guerrillas whom the
president has described as freedom

But as early as last June, the
report shows, former National
Security Adviser Robert C.
McFarlane wrote to his successor,
John M. Poindexter, that he was wor-
ried about the pressure on North.

Less than three months later, on
Oct. 5-7, North met with Iranian
representatives in Frankfurt, West
Germany, and, according to the
report, ‘“‘misrepresented his access
to the president and attributed to the
president things the president never
said.”

At that meeting, the American
delegation brought a Bible signed by
the president and inscribed by him
with a scriptural passage that reads:
‘““And the scripture, foreseeing that
God would justify the gentile by
faith, preached the gospel
beforehand to Abraham, saying, ‘All
the nations shall be bléssed in you.""

The report quoted North as telling
the Iranians:

““We inside our government had an
enormous debate, a very angry
debate inside our government over
whether or not my president should
authorize me to say, ‘We accept the
Islamic Revolution of Iran as a
fact.’...

“He (the president) went off one
whole weekend and prayed about
what the answer should be and he
came back almost a year ago with
the passage I gave you that he wrote
in front of the Bible I gave you. And
he said to me, ‘This is a promise that
God gave to Abraham. Who am I to
say that we should not do this?'"’

Actually, the commission said,
North suggested the Bible and in-
scription in a memo to Poindexter on

commission’s report said, North told

that in the Reagan administration,
the National Security Council has
become a virtual shadow govern-
ment working out of the basement of
the White House,” said Rep. Jack
Brooks, D-Beaumont, who is a
member of the House select commit-
tee probing the affair.

“While the issues of how the NSC
was run in the Reagan administra-
tion and how it went wrong are im-
portant aspects of the investigation
into that scandal, it should be kept in
mind that much more investigative
work remains to be done,” Brooks
said.

Rep. Mike Andrews of Houston
described the report as a
“‘devestating blow to the president,”
and predicted a feeble presidency
unless Reagan admits his mistakes
and becomes much more assertive in
foreign policy decision-making.

‘‘He himself has got to reassert his
leadership, which I think has been
very seriously damaged,” said the
third-term Democrat. ‘“The Tower
commission will probably be the
softest criticism he will receive. We
have yet to hear from congressional
investigations and the special pro-
secutor.”

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, the
Democratic chairman of the Finance
Committee, criticized the president
for failing to adequately perform his
job duties, but said the bulk of the
blame should be shouldered by his
advisers.

““The president has been ill-served,
ill-advised and he ought to im-
mediately clean house,” said the
senior Texas senator. ‘‘He delegated

too much and did a poor job of super-
vising his subordinates."

Sen. Phil Gramm, a Republican
and close ally of the president, said
the Tower report provides the oppor-
tunity for Reagan to show the
American public that he can learn
from his mistakes.

“Everybody makes mistakes, but
it takes a truly great man to learn
from them,"” Gramm said.

Gramm said Reagan should use
the Tower report as a guideline and
begin reviewing personnel and policy
mechanisms at the White House.

‘“The question now that the facts
are clear is what is the president go-
ing to do. That's the test,”” Gramm
said. “Knowing the president, I ex-
pect him to study the report in detail
and then make a decision on a course
of action.”

Gramm said people in the White
House have sought his advice on per-
sonnel changes,” Gramm said,
declining to say what advice he pro-
vided.

Rep. Beau Boulter, R-Amarillo, a
staunch backer of the president, sug-
gested that both Regan and
Secretary of State George Shultz
resign for their part, or lack of a -
part, in the affair.

“I personally think that Regan
should be replaced. The president
needs somebody that can really sit in
the office of chief of staff and really
do that job,"” Boulter said.

“Shultz ought to be replaced too,
because he backed away from the
president at a time when he needed
his support.”

Liquid nitrogen used
for painless branding

PARIS, Texas (AP) — All bran-
ding irons smoke, but Jimmy
Harden's irons smoke because
they're cold.

The animals probably appreciate
that. *“It's totally painless,”” Harden
said as he stuck a smoking cold iron
to his blue-jeaned leg.

It's called freeze branding, and it’s
done with liquid nitrogen that chills
the branding irons to 320 degrees
below zero. The cold kills the hair
follicles and when the dead follicles
fall off, the new hair grows back
white, making the brand appear as if
it grew there.

“It's a fairly new process,’” says
.Harden of DeKalb, the Northeast
Texas livestock inspector supervisor
for the Texas Animal Health Divison.
“They were fooling around with it at
Texas A&M in 198081, and it has
really caught on the past few years."

Harden has been freeze branding
about 5 years.

I think more people don’t get in it
because it is rather expensive to get
into. The irons are brass and cost
from $30 to $80 each, and I've bought
over 100 irons. I've helped set up two
other people in the state,” he added.

His 100 irons include the alphabet
in two sizes, numbers, bars, boxes,
hearts, diamonds, circles and stars.
‘“You have to have everything
because you never know what brand
a person will want,"" he said.

Freeze branding doesn't scar the
animal’s hide as fire branding does.

“It gives a unique appearance to
an animal,” Harden said, ‘‘and it’s
especially good for show animals
because it leaves a neat brand. Scar
tissue like you get with a hot iron
doesn’t always heal neatly. With
freeze branding there's no scar so
there’s no chance for blood or infec-
um.ll

Although Harden has branded cat-
tle, goats and some dogs, most peo-

ple want their horses freeze branded.

“It's positive identification,” he
said. ‘A.description of the color and
markings of one horse could fit a
dozen others, but a brand gives you
positive identification, and there's no
way to blot out a freeze brand. It's
permanent identification.”

Freeze branding takes a little
more preparation than fire branding,
but not much more time. Harden
begins by shaving an eight-inch
square on the animal because hair
acts as an insulator. He washes the
spot with alcohol to keep the iron
from sticking to the skin and applies
the iron for 8 to 10 seconds, long
enough to kill the hair follicles. Each
brand usually requires from two to
three irons. It takes six weeks to two
months for new hair to grow out, and
it comes back white where the irons
have touched.

What if the animal to be branded is
white? ““No problem,” says Harden.
*“No hair comes back the same color,
s0 the brand is going to show."

Harden usually does his branding
in all-day sessions. On a recent Sun-
day, several Lamar County residents
brought their animals to the Randy
Skidmore ranch at Minter. Cost of
the branding was $10 per head.

““The price varies,” he said. “If I
have to travel a good distance, say to
Louisiana, I charge more, maybe §15
to $20 per head to cover the cost of
travel. It also depends on the size of
the group. A jug of liquid nitrogen
costs $50 and it will last for a month.
If I don’t use it all, it evaporates. I
charge $10 if a person brings an
animal to me."”

Harden acknowledges he has en-
countered some pressure. “I'm get-
ting ready to brand a national cham-
pion that is worth $100,000, and the
owner will say ‘Don’t you mess up
my horse.’ It makes you kind of ner-
vous.

A car careened onto
the sidewalk and hit my aunt. Mom
somehow jumped out of the way.
Aunt “‘Sara' was caught under the
car and dragged off. An alert passer-
by forced the driver to stop. He back-
ed up and dropped the body, then
proceeded to take off. Other cars
blocked his way. The police put him
in handcuffs and took him to the sta-
tion.

By some miracle, Aunt Sara sur-
vived. She will be in the hospital for
many months.

The driver was 85 years old. He
couldn’t see over the hood in broad
daylight. He couldn’t differentiate
between the street and the sidewalk.
Yet he has a valid driver’s license.

My mother is a nervous wreck. She
may never get over it. My aunt,
much younger, is a fighter. She will
take up Fink's cause in Canada, and
because she vacations in Florida, she
will make waves down there, too.

I intend to join her and Fink in
their efforts. We are going to lobby
for mandatory testing of drivers over
70 and we shall fight for transporta-
tion alternatives so old people won't
lose their mobility when they lose
their licenses.

The insurance companies come
down hard on young drivers. Un-
doubtedly there are careless young
people out there, but I believe it's the
older incompetent ones who are
making the streets and roads unsafe
and causing untold misery for the
rest of us.

God bless you, Fink, for sticking up
for my rights. You will never be
forgotten by this family.-C.M. in On-

DR. GOTT

By Peter H. Gott, M.D.

DEAR DR. GOTT — I'm a smoker
and am tired of hearing about the
rights of non-smokers. If I want to
smoke, that's my right. It's my body
I'm harming, not yours. Why don't
non-smokers just stay in non-smoking
areas?

DEAR READER — Non-smokers
do stay in non-smoking’ areas. The
problem is that tobacco smoke
doesn’t confine itself to smoking
areas.

Let me speak to you as a pipe smok-
er who is familiar with both sides of
the issue. The smoke I breathe from
my piBe is my smoke; I assume re-
sponsibility for the risks I take when I
light up. No one would deny that you
and I have the “right” to abuse our-
selves; perhaps we're nuts, but that's
another issue.

Our tobacco smoke fills our envi-
ronment. It spreads out, leaks under
doors, saturates upholstery — in
short, it extends some distance be-
yond us. Increasingly, non-smokers
are irritated by tobacco smoke
They're physically irritated because
this smoke smells bad, stings eyes,
causes coughing and is more than a
nuisance to many people with aller-
gies. Non-smokers are also psycho-
logically irritated because they view
smokers as selfish polluters who show
no regard for the comfort and safety
of those around them. If you look at
the issue objectively and unemotion-
ally, they are right. Come on — you
know they're right. Nowhere in the
Constitution is there a statement
about the Rights of Smokers. On the
contrary, there are lots of references
to the rights that people have when
another person is doing something to
them. That's the issue, I think.

No one might care what your
smoke does to you — or mine to me.
But when that smoke affects those

around us, they have a right to insisi
that we think about them.

To use an analogy: You are not per-
mitted to burn garbage in your yard
or turn up your stereo to the point
where the sound shatters windows in
your neighborhood. Those activities
would be intrusive, and there are laws
and statutes to protect other people
from your garbage sioke and sound
pollution. Similarly, you can't go
around beating people up because you
feel like it.

I believe that the smoker’s/non-
smoker’s-rights argument really boils
down to a matter of consideration.
Smoking is often inconsiderate, and
those who are bothered by the habit
ought to raise blue blazes about it.

Instead of getting heated up about
non-smokers, try to see the problem
from their perspective. After all, to-
bacco smoke is harmful — whether
it's breathed in from the air or
through a device like a cigarette, ci-
gar or pipe. Maybe all the non-smok-
ers who are on your case are really
doing you a favor. Why not try, as 1
did, to cut down and limit your smok-
ing to areas where only you will
breathe the smoke? Your change in
habit and attitude could have some
really positive effects in your life.

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New book details cop

who wouldn't quit

DALLAS (AP) — On a hot summer
evening in 1982, a veteran Waco cop
named Truman Simons knelt beside
the ravaged body of a young woman
found in the woods surrounding Lake
Waco.

“I don't even know who you are,”
Simons whispered, ‘‘and I don't know
how or why this happened to you.

“But I promise you that whoever
did this is going to pay for it."

As recounted in a compelling new
book by author-journalist Carlton
Stowers of Dallas, Simons overrode
his own impatience and police in-
competence and indifference to ex-
pose a complex murder-for-hire
scheme that led to the slayings of
three innocent teen-agers.

‘Careless Whispers" is, as Taylor
Publishing Co. styles it in a sub-title,
““The True Story of a Triple Murder
and the Determined Lawman Who
Would Not Give Up."

Simons, then 40 and a Waco patrol
sergeant, entered the case shortly
after two fishermen driving through
a heavily wooded lakeside park
discovered the bodies of Jill Mon-
tgomery and Raylene Rice, both 17,
and Kenneth Franks, 18.

The two young women had been
raped and all three had been stabbed
and slashed to death.

Police had no suspects, few clues
and a city filled with people convine-
ed a psychopathic killer was running
amok in their midst. They were not

altogether wrong.

Still, eight weeks later, with all
leads exhausted, the Waco Police
Department rendered the case ‘‘in-
active.”

Simons was appalled, and re-
quested permission to continue the
investigation on his own. His efforts,
wrote Stowers, were ‘‘met with indif-
ference and even outright hostility
from the rest of the force.”

Said Stowers: ‘‘Simons knew his
personal involvement with the case
bordered on obsession, but he didn't
care. He had made a promise and he
fully intended to keep it."”

The book, Stowers’ 22nd, proceeds
on several levels as the author em-
braces a relatively new byt increas-
ingly popular literary form¥, the non-
fiction novel, to tell his story of the
mistaken identity murder-for-hire
drama.

Such a literary device requires
enormous research but permits the
author to write dramatically and
suspensefully about a case in which
many of the facts and often the out-
come are known to the reader in ad-
vance.

Truman Capote invented the
phenomenon with ‘“‘In Cold Blood"
and Thomas Thompson perfected it
with “Blood and Money." And now
Carlton Stowers has contributed
“‘Careless Whispers'' to the genre.

Though lacking in Capote's
graceful prose and Thompson's

riveting story-telling style, Stowers’
book has much to commend it. The
hours of research and interviews are
evident on every page, yet the story
flows to its resolution marred only by
the plodding progress of the case
itself.

Stowers makes it painfully clear
the murders might never have been
solved were it not for the dogged ef-
forts of Simons and his compulsion to
risk family and career to find the
killers.

Simons quit his job with the Waco
police force and took on a lesser posi-
tion as a jailer, where he picked up
the “‘careless whispers’ of inmates
that led to the crime’s solution.

What Simons uncovered was a
loose agreement between a Waco
man and a drug-abusing criminal,
David Spence, to kill a young woman
for insurance money. Fate interven-
ed, cruelly so.

By chance, Spence and two compa-
nions encountered the three teen-
agers at Lake Waco and mistook Jill
Montgomery as the target in the pro-
posed contract slaying.

Raylene Rice was there only
because she offered to drive her
friend Jill to Waco that day from
Waxahachie, where they both lived.

The knife-wielding Spence went
berserk, raping, torturing and killing
the two young women and ordering
his companions to join in. Franks
was fatally stabbed after being forc-
ed to watch one of the sexual
assaults.

Stowers pulls no punches in
describing the carnage at Lake Waco
that summer night and those haun-
ting images most likely will linger
with readers long after the book is
read.

Spence and the man who hired
him, Muneer Deeb, now are on death
row awaiting appeal of their convic-
tions, and the other two participants
are serving life sentences.

One of the curious twists to the
story, and there are many, is that
Simons the jailer became a con-
fidante of Spence the killer as he
searched for pieces of the grisly puz-
zle. In numerous late-night conversa-
tions, Simons listened to Spence,
learned about him, never understood
him but somehow found himself en-
joying his company.

Spence never confessed the crimes
but in hypothetical discussions about
the murders, he did reveal that
others were involved.

One suspects that Spence was less
motivated by money than sex in the
lake slayings, and that the violence
would have occurred with or without
Jill Montgomery's physical
resemblance to the woman Muneer
Deeb wanted killed.

Deeb may be no less vicious than
Spence, but one might wonder on the
basis of the evidence if his role in the
Lake Waco murders might merit
something short of the death penalty.

That mildly disturbing doubt is
overshadowed by strong feelings of
revenge for a crime so savage and
senseless that caused so much horror
and heartbreak.

As Stowers later told a reporter:

““What I found out and what people
overlook when they hear about a
brutal crime, is that the cast of vic-
tims goes far beyond the people kill-
ed ... A crime like this affects an
awful lot of people.”

Recruiters flock to SMU

DALLAS (AP) — More than 100
college football coaches descended
on Southern Methodist University in
search of recruits after the NCAA
pulled the plug on the Southwest Con-
ference school’s 1987 football season.

“Got a minute? I'd like to talk to
you about coming to our school,” was
a typical line from talent scouts ap-
proaching SMU players Thursday,
the day after the NCAA announced
its crippling sanctions.

The NCAA cited repeated — and il-
legal — alumni payments to players
as the reason for suspending SMU's
1987 football program; limiting it to
seven games in 1988, none at home;
and putting it on probation until 1990,

Fifty-two of SMU’s players were
freed to go to any college they wished
after the punishment was announced
Wednesday, triggering an avalance
of recruiters from other schools.

Schools such as Arizona, Tulsa,
Alabama, Kansas, UCLA, Oklahoma

The
players were like horses oh a merry-
go-round, circling the room past
scouts who handed out business
cards as they talked.

Some schools had planned part of
their recruiting season around the
SMU situation by leaving a few of
their scholarships open.

‘““We kind of expected it from what
we had read in the papers,” said Bill
Rees, recruiting coordinator for the
University of California at Los
Angeles.

The University of Houston launch-
ed the most intensive recruiting ef-
fort, sending four assistant coaches
to the SMU campus Thursday, and it
may be rewarded for its efforts.

Franky Thomas, the Mustangs’
starting free safety, was wearing a
Houston cap Thursday afternoon and
said he’ll likely be a Cougar next fall.
And several other Mustangs players
said Houston would be one of their
top considerations.

Many of the recruiters have ex-
perienced similar scenes.

grams have been suspended at such
schools as Villanova, Wichita State
and Drake. But those were voluntary
terminations forced by financial dif-
ficulties, and none of those had the
talent pool of SMU.

Ron West, an assistant coach at
Texas Tech before moving to
Southwestern Louisiana last year,
said recruiting the SMU players is
different from dealing with kids
fresh out of high schools.

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Players union suspicious
of owners' collusion

DALLAS (AP) — With the start of
the season barely a month away,
some of the biggest names in
baseball have not signed contracts
after a winter of chasing the best of-
fers.

The major league players' union
says it looks suspiciously as though
team owners are conspiring to drive
down salaries. But commissioner
Peter Ueberroth said Thursday he
sees no evidence of collusion among
the 26 owners.

Texas Rangers owner Eddie Chiles
was more blunt.

The union’s suspicions are “‘a
bunch of garbage," Chiles said after
a day-long meeting of owners and
team officials. ‘‘But the union has to
fuss about something.”

Ueberroth said the financial pic-
ture of major league baseball was
one of several subjects discussed at
the meeting. The owners have voiced
concern about shrinking revenues
and rising costs, including
multimillion dollar player payrolls.

Ueberroth said he wanted to make
sure there was no evidence of a con-
spiracy not to sign players, so he
“made inquiries’’ during the owners’
meeting and came away satisfied.

“I wanted to know if there were
negotiations ongoing,” Ueberroth
said. ‘‘'There seems to be, and I hope
they are fruitful.”

Most of the owners left quickly
after the meeting to catch flights.

What players

They walked briskly past reporters | |

and declined to comment.

Chiles, however, said the owners |
can't be blamed for not signing |
players, such as Lance Parrish, Rich
Gedman and Ron Guidry. Chiles said
he believes some players may be
pricing themselves out of the
market,

At a news conference after the
meeting, Ueberroth said he believes
the market place should determine
how much a player is paid.

‘‘Everyone seems to forget I came
out against a salary cap in 1985,
Ueberroth said. ‘I want the market
place to make the decision. The
owners may not like that and the
union may not like that.”

Ueberroth said he is concerned
about the financial shape of major
league baseball, but is determined to
hold the average price of tickets to
between $6 and $7.

“The financial picture is a little
better, but only because revenues
are up,” he said. ‘'People expect the
television payments to come down,
and if it continues, the institution of
major league baseball could be in
trouble.”

Ueberroth said it is possible the
contract between major league
baseball and ABC and NBC will be
re-negotiated before it expires in
1989.

He said nine teams of the 26 teams
in fiscal 1985 either broke even or
made money, about double the
number from the year before.

PHOENIX, Ariz. (AP) — With an
eye toward the future, Phoenix has
fired the coach who helped to build
most of the Suns’ past.

General Manager Jerry Colangelo
announced Thursday that the Suns
had dismissed John MacLeod, who
was in his 14th season as head coach
and was closing in on the NBA record
for longevity.

The NCAA sometimes is dismissed |
