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Gas blasts kill hundreds in Mexico
At least 500 injured

MEXICO CITY (AP) -~
Authorities predicted the death toll
would rise today as rescue teams
searched through the rubble of a
working-class district devastated by
one of the worst natural gas explo-
sions on record. By early today 264
bodies had been recovered.

Officials said the toll did not in-
clude people taken to hospitals who
may have died later or workers at
the liquified natural gas storage site
where the earthshattering explosions
occurred early Monday.

Red Cross and police officials said
at least 500 people were seriously in-
jured by the explosions and flames
that turned the adjpoining
Tlalnepantla neighborhood into an
inferno. An estimated 100,000 people
were evacuated, Federal Police
deputy spokesman Hector Garcia
Vasquez said.

Homes on about 20 square blocks
were destroyed or badly damaged
and Mexico state officials said more

than half a square mile was
evacuated.

Mexico City Police Chief Ramon
Mota Sanchez said the blaze was
under control at mid-day Monday,
but flames from one tank still lit the
night sky as the fire burned itself out.

Witnesses and residents said one
tremendous blast shook the crowded
suburb at 5:42 a.m. (6:42 a.m. EST),
followed by perhaps a dozen more
explosions. Balls of fire shot into the
air and rained fiery debris on homes
and businesses. Plumes of dark
smoke rose a mile into the sky as the
fire raged out of control for more
than seven hours

A spokesman for the government-
run petroleurn monopoly Pemex said
a gas truck apparently exploded,
touching off subsequent blasts, first
at Unigas Co. natural gas holding
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tanks and then at the adjoining
Pemex natural gas storage and
distribution center, constructed in
1961.

Mota Sanchez said four storage
tanks holding more than 3 million
gallons of liquified gas each explod-
ed, and two others burned.
Authorities had feared the fire would
trigger more explosions at nearby
tanks, but none occurred.

PEMEX technicians burned off
80,000 barrels of gas to avoid new ex-
plosions, the company said. Officials
said the operation and main pipeline
were closed to prevent further explo-
sions.

The death toll exceeded the 135 kill-
ed on Oct. 21, 1944, when a gas
storage tank exploded in Cleveland,
Ohio — the worst such disaster on
record in the United States. More
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than 1,000 people are believed to
have died when a gasoline tanker ex-
ploded inside Slanmg Tunnel in
Afghanistan in November 1982.

President Miguel de la Madrid
issued a statement Monday night ex-
pressing sorrow for those killed and
urging the public to join in helping
the victims.

Throughout the day, ambulances
and rescue trucks raced in and out of
the area, carrying the injured to
seven nearby hospitals and several
emergency centers set up around the
dared.

At the nearby Basilica of Our Lady
of Guadalupe, thousands of
evacuated residents waited
throughout the day for word that
they could return home. Hundreds
attended a special Mass.

The area outside was converted in-
to a refugee center and an adjoining
older basilica was used as a clinic
where people were treated on
makeshift beds on the marble floor.

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Two more prison stabbings occur

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — Two more stabbings at the
violence-plagued Texas Department of Corrections have upped the
number of 1984 prison attacks to 362, officials say.

One inmate was stabbed Monday because he failed to pay a debt,
and another prisoner was knifed because he supposedly owed a
fellow inmate some tobacco, prison spokesman Charles Brown said.

The TDC — the nation’s second largest prison system — has
recorded its most violent year ever, with 22 fatal attacks so far.

Frank Owens Jr., 36, an inmate at the Ellis I Unit near Huntsville,
was listed in serious but stable condition late Monday after another
inmate stabbed him with a half-pair of scissors, Brown said.

Owens, serving a life sentence for a Dallas County conviction for
burglary of a habitation, was assaulted at about 11:15 a.m. in the
unit’s main hallway, the spokesman said.

Owens was taken to Huntsville Memorial Hospital to be treated for
wounds to his shoulder, chest, side and abdomen, and lacerations to
his hands and neck, Brown said. The inmate was to be transferred to
the TDC hospital in Galveston, he said.

Parole officers said overworked

DALLAS (AP) — As thousands of parolees leave the crowded
Texas prison system, state parole officers are faced with increasing
workloads and dwindling resources to enforce special release terms
handed to many ex-convicts.

More than 20,000 inmates were freed last year from the Texas
Department of Corrections, and state officials warn that another
flood of inmates may soon be released in order to ease crowded con-
ditions behind prison walls.

Of those freed last year, about 10,000 were told that in addition to
the standard rules of parole, they had to meet one or more special
conditions to keep their freedom, the Dallas Times Herald reported
Monday. %

The special conditions are intended work on the cause of an in-
mate’s criminal behavior and are part the parole board’s strategy
for dealing with the flood of inmates being released, officials say.

But the Board of Pardons and Paroles has no idea if the conditions
are being observed, and it discourages parole revocation even if a
parolee is refusing to abide by the terms of his release, the
newspaper reported.

Look at waste tax suggested

AUSTIN (AP) — The 1985 Legislature should consider a hazardous
waste tax to pay for cleaning up abandoned dumpsites, a House-
Senate panel says.

But the Joint Committee on Hazardous Waste Disposal could not
agree Monday whether to tax the generation or the disposal of the
wastes.

In lieu of a definitive recommendation, the committee voted to ask
the Legislature to “‘consider’’ a new tax to raise money for enforce-
ment of hazardous waste dump laws, research and clean-up pro-
jects.

Two committee members offered tax plans. Sen. Carlos Truan,
D-Corpus Christi, wants a $5-per-ton tax on the disposal of hazardous
wastes. Truan said a disposal tax could create an incentive to
“neutralize’ hazardous wastes. j

But Rep. Mark Stiles, D-Beaumont, said a $2-per-ton tax on hazar-
dous waste generation would be a better system. Sixty-three million
tons of the wastes were generated in the state in 1983, according to
the Texas Department of Water Resources.

Advisers pessimistic about deficit

SANTA BARBARA, Calif. (AP) — President Reagan’s budget ad-
visers are privately expressing alarm at what they view as the near
impossibility of significantly reducing the federal deficit without
violating Reagan's campaign promise against raising taxes.

One administration official, speaking on the condition that he re-
main anonymous, questioned why Reagan issued a firm no-tax-
increase campaign pledge in the face of overwhelming odds that he
would have been re-elected without it.

At the beginning of the campaign in August, the president said he
would raise taxes only as a last resort. But as he continued to berate
Democratic challenger Walter F. Mondale for suggesting there
would be no way to cut the deficit without a tax increase, Reagan's
pledge became more and more firm.

Finally, a few days before'the Nov. 6 election, Reagan declared
taxes would be raised ‘‘over my dead body."”

The official said the 12 high-level officials who form the group
developing a 1986 fiscal year budget appear to be hopelessly
deadlocked as they seek ways to achieve $50 billion in spending cuts.

Artificial heart thought better

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) — The recipient of an improved version
of the artificial heart that kept Barney Clark alive for 112 days could
live for as long as two years, says the man who designed the plastic
device that could be implanted in a second patient in the next few
weeks.

The search for the next recipient has narrowed to a ‘‘handful or
two handfuls of patients,” but the exact number is being withheld so
as not to get anyone’s hopes up, Dr. William DeVries, the surgeon
who performed the operation on Clark, said Monday.

Robert Jarvik, the inventor of the device, said doctors searching
for the next candidate are ‘‘substantially better prepared” than they
were with Clark. The Food and Drug Administration in June approv-
ed DeVries' request to perform the experimental implants on pa-
tients healthier than Clark, who was near death from a degenerative
heart disease at the time of the operation. Clark died March 23, 1983,
of multiple organ system failure, doctors said.

Britain wants details of plot

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — Britain is seeking details about two Britons
accused of serving on a Libyan assassination squad and about
allegations that Libya was plotting to kill British Prime Minister
Margaret Thatcher, sources said today.

The British sources, who spoke on condition they not be identified,
said British Ambassador Michael Weir met with Egyptian Foreign
Ministry officials on Monday after the arrest last weekend of An-
thony William Gill, 48, and Godfrey Philip Shiner, 47, both of London.

Egypt has accused Shiner and Gill of being part of a four-member
Libyan ‘“‘hit team” sent to Cairo by Libyan leader Col. Moammar
Khadafy to kill former Libyan Prime Minister Abdel-Hamid
Bakoush.

Libya, in turn, broadcast an appeal on its state-run radio Monday
for the overthrow of Egyptian President Hosni Mubarak.

The British sources said Britain was seeking information about
Shiner and Gill and statements by Mubarak and Egyptian officials
that Libya was plotting to kill Mrs. Thatcher.

SAN JUAN, Texas (AP) — Several
Rio Grande Valley farmers say state
Agriculture Commissioner Jim
Hightower has ‘‘no idea" what pro-
posed pesticide regulations will cost
Texas growers.

But one state official listening to
testimony Monday at a public hear-
ing on the new regulations said the
cost to growers is the ‘‘price of
human health.”

About 1,000 farmers, farm
workers, teachers, doctors, lawyers
and concerned citizens packed a
public ballroom in San Juan to listen
to and present seven hours of
testimony about pesticide safety
regulations Hightower presented last
month.

Several industry spokesman
challenged the $36 figure that
agriculture officials have said the
new regulations will cost an average
farmer.

The hearing was one of five being
held around the state. Testimony
heard during the meetings will be
considered in amending the proposed
regulations, said Assistant
Agriculture Commissioner Ron
White, a hearing panel member.

Karen Richman, a Texas Food
Producers Council spokeswoman,
testified that the cost would run an
individual vegetable grower $12,000
to $15,000 a year, not $36.

And Don R. Curl, spokesman for
Texas Citrus Mutual, said the new
regulations would cost the owner of a
50-acre orchard about $2,000 a year.

White defended the state’s
estimate, saying it covered im-
plementing only one section of the
new rules for the “‘average Texas
farmer.”

“And the average Texas farmer
doesn't farm the Rio Grande
Valley,” White said. ‘‘We know these
regulations will have the greatest
impact down here — this is where the
most labor-intensive crops are
grown.

t

‘“We know this is going to cost
something; we never said it
wouldn’t,"” he said. ‘‘We need to find
out, realistically, what it's going to
cost in the Valley and that's what
we're learning from this meeting."”

But the regulations are needed, he
said, and the cost is the “price of
human health.”

Those testifying in favor of the
regulations included farm workers
who held signs reading, ‘‘Stop
Poisoning for Profit’’ and ‘“You Are
What You Eat.”

Luz Pena, a 41-year-old mother,
testified about an illness she had suf-
fered after feeling ‘‘cold drops of a
white chemical” that fell on her
while she was working in a cabbage
field.

She said the new regulations would
finally force growers to tell

employees what chemicals they
were being exposed to and what the
physical symptoms of exposure
might be.

Several school superintendents
testified about school children being
sprayed by a crop duster and becom-
ing il from pesticide exposure.
Others testified on pesticide damage
to the environment.

The proposed regulations establish
minimum re-entry periods for
workers going into fields sprayed
with certain poisonous pesticides.

Farmers would have to post warn-
ing flags around ‘‘hot” fields that
have been temporarily closed after
spraying. They would also have to
provide . protective clothing for
workers sent into a field during the
prohibited period.

Economy sags July through September

WASHINGTON (AP) — The U.S.
economy went into a more pronounc-
ed slump from July through
September than previously thought,
growing at a sluggish rate of 1.9 per-
cent, the government reported to-
day.

The Commerce Department said
the gross national product — the
broadest measure of the country's
economic health — advanced at the
slowest pace since the fourth quarter
of 1982, the end of the last recession.

The Reagan administration has
described the slowdown as a momen-
tary lull and not the beginning of
another recession, but many private
economists have said that at the very
least the country has entered a
growth recession.

In a growth recession, the

econemy expands at such a low rate
that unemployment also rises. In an
actual recession, the economy does
not grow at all.

The 1.9 percent figure for growth in
the third quarter marked the second
time the government has revised
downward this estimate of economic
activity. It first said third quarter
growth would come in at 3.6 percent
and then last month that was revised
to 2.7 percent. .

While many economists were ex-
pecting another downward revision,
few were predicting the rate would
fall below 2 percent. That meant the
economy expanded at less than one-
fourth the pace it had exhibited in the
first six months of the year.

From January through March, the
GNP surged ahead at an annual rate

of 10.1 percent. From April through
June, the rate was a still-robust 7.1
percent.

One of the weakest segments in the
economy in recent months has been
the building industry, which was hit
hard when mortgage interest rates
rose sharply earlier in the year. The
government reported today that
housing construction fell again in Oc-
tober.

The Commerce Department said
housing starts dropped 9.8 percent
last month, falling to an annual rate
of 1.52 million units, the lowest pace
since December 1982.

Many private economists believe
GNP growth in the current quarter
will dip below the pace set from July
through September, primarily
because of continued weakness in

‘Mononucleosis produces swollen glands

At first, you might think you have
the flue. The initial symptoms may
include fever, headaches, a sore
throat, and a generally weak feeling.

But after a day or two, other symp-
toms may appear-swollen glands of
the neck, armpits, or groin, the
yellowish skin color of jaundice, or a
skin rash resembling German
measles.

The disease is mononucleosis, says
the Texas Medical Association.

Its nickname, ‘‘the kissing
disease," refers to a common belief
that is is spread by oral contact. How
this viral infection spreads is
unknown, but mononucleosis usually
does not become an epidemic as flu
often does.

Because the virus can spread to
any organ of the body through the
blood, the symptoms can vary. The
most common are swollen lymph
glands and the high fever

Mononucleosis is not too common,
but it tends to strike mostly children
and young adults. It has no cure, but
it eventually clears up. Although
most symptoms disappear within
two or three weeks, patients usually
feel weak and lack energy for about
two more weeks. Some feel depress-
ed

Mononucleosis is not a dangerous
disease, but it tends to recur during
the same year as the first attack
This can happen several times, but
succeeding attacks are usually
milder than the first. Fortunately,
there are no after-effects once
mononucleosis has cleared up. Un-
fortunately, the body does not build
up immunity to the disease :

Flu-like symptoms that last more
than a few days, when accompanied
by swollen glands, should be checked
by a physician. A blood test may be
used to determine if you have
mononucleosis

Rest is essential to recovery. Per-

When we thing about 4-H, we think
about young people. Today, because
of later marriages, lower birthrates
and the general aging of the popula-
tion, many American households in-
clude no children at all. In 1983, more
than 20 percent of American
households consisted of one person
living alone. This means the voting,
taxing constituency that can be ex-
pected to be looking out for the in-
terests of youth, is shrinking in size.
When public tax dollars are needed
to support educational programs for
youth - including 4H - only one
quarter of households have a stake in
the issue. The need for awareness of
the issue certainly becomes ap-
parent.

In addition to changes in average
family size, American households
are experiencing changes in the role
functions of family members. Only
seven percent of today's families are
composed of a bread-winning father,
a mother who does not work outside
the home and children. Slightly more
than 55 percent of all mothers with
school-age children are working out-
side the home. And, according to a
recent survey of volunteer 4-H
leaders, more than 60 percent of the
female volunteers work outside the
home. These percentages have
significantly increased during the
last 10 years.

The two-earner family has become
the dominant family forming our
society today. Several things have
led to this—increasing wages, new
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job opportunities for women and the
economic necessity to maintain a
comfortable standard of living.

As more mothers work outside the
home, fathers are taking a more ac-
tive role in child care. Parenting is
becoming much more shared than in
the past, when fathers earned the
money and mothers took care of the
children. As the roles of mothers and
fathers change, the roles and needs
of children change, too. When both
parents work outside the home, the
children become more self-reliant
and independent. They often are
responsible for household chores &
caring for themselves. Many
children of working parents thus get
a head start on maturity.

Traditionally, the 4-H program
looked to mothers, who usually did
not work outside the home, for
leadership. However, with the pre-
sent situation, continuing this pat-
tern would severly restrict the 4-H
program. If 4-H is to grow and ex-
pand, leadership opportunities for
volunteers must be identified and
designed to fit into the time slots
employed people are able to
schedule. Fathers as well as mothers
must be vigorously recruited and
warmly welcomed into the pool of
available volunteer leadership.

Educational programs conducted
by the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service serve people of all ages
regardless of socio-economic levels,
race, color, sex, religion or national
origin.

All-district team released

Youngest player to win award

New York pitcher best rookie

NEW YORK (AP) — Dwight

Gooden has a formula for avoiding
the sophomore jinx.

“On Day One next year, I'll forget
everything that happened this year,”
Gooden says.

For now, though, he will
remember with relish the season
that brought him the National
League Rookie of the Year award,
which was announced Monday night.

He will take his plaque home to
Tampa, Fla., “I'll hang it on the
wall, and I'll look at it every night
before I fall asleep.”

Gooden's list of accomplishments
in was a long one in his first year,
which happened to coincide with his
final year as a teen-ager as he
became the youngest player ever to
win the rookie award.

Gooden, the New York Mets right-
hander, did not turn 20 until last Fri-
day. Before that day came, however,
he had set a rookie record with 276
strikeouts to lead the league. And, he
set a major-league mark by averag-
ing 11.39 strikeouts per nine innings.

He set another major-league
record with 43 strikeouts in three
consecutive nine-inning games, with
a single-game high of 16, three short
of the major- league standard. He set
a club record by striking out 10 or
more batters in 15 of his 31 starts,
and he became the youngest player
ever selected to the All-Star Game.

It was another happy coincidence
that the announcement of the award
came on the birthday of Gooden’s
father, Dan.

“You only have one chance to win
this award, and to win it is a great
honor,” Gooden said, “‘and to win it
especially on my father’s birthday."”

The award is determined by a vote
of 24 members of the Baseball
Writers' Association of America.
Two panelists are picked from each
National League city, and they each
vote for three players. Gooden was
named first on all but one ballot, that
cast by Dave Nightingale, national
correspondent for The Sporting
News. Nightingale voted for Juan
Samuel, Philadelphia second
baseman.

Gooden had 118 points to 67 for
Samuel, who was second. Los
Angeles Dodgers pitcher Orel Hir-
shiser was third with 15 points,
followed by outfielder Dan Gladden
of San Francisco (9), pitcher Ron
Darling of New York (3), outfielder
Carmelo Martinez of San Diego (2),
and outfielder Jeff Stone of
Philadelphia and infielder Terry

Gooden said he came to spring
training just trying to make the
team, but he knew in his first outing
with the Mets that he belonged in the
major leagues.
