Regulation of chemical eyed at hearing

Ninety percent of the damage to
area cotton crops resulted from ex-
tensive applications of the weed
killer 2,4-D to wheat fields in south
and southwestern Deaf Smith Coun-
ty, a Texas Department of
Agriculture inspector said Monday

Dennis Maloney of the TDA office
in Amarillo unveiled that estimation
during a public hearing concerning
regulation of the chemical in the
county. The hearing was called by
county commissioners, who decided
after hearing nearly two hours of
comments to put the issue to a vote at
their regular meeting Nov. 12.

Maloney said the July damage
came after ‘‘hundreds of thousands
of acres” of wheat were applicated
“during a time when it shouldn’t
have been sprayed.”

Just as the TDA has been sug-
gesting all along, Maloney said high
winds, high humidity and an unusual

No action was taken by Hereford
City Commissioners Monday night
concerning a lawsuit filed against
Hereford Grain Corporation by the
state attorney general's office.

The matter was placed on the com-
mission's agenda, City Manager
Dudley Bayne explained, in case city
officials wanted to intervene in the
dispute

In a conversation last week with an
attorney general’s office employee,
Bayne said, it was stressed Herford
Grain was being ‘‘very cooperative”
in trying to resolve the problem. As
such, the state legal office was not
recommending intervention on the
part of the city

“I would sure be against interven-
ing unless we absolutely had to.”
remarked Mayor Wes Fisher prior to
a 50 vote against the city taking any
role in the issue

On Sept. 28, the lawsuit against
Hereford Grain was filed based on
results from a Texas Department of
Water Resources investigation. [t
was charged the local firm had
violated several state environmental
acts by discharging certain
agricultural chemicals into ]n rra
Blanca Creek.

The chemicals allegedly caused
damage to grass along with several
trees and shrubs in the neighboring
John Pitman Municipal Golf Course
The suit, aside from requesting such
chemical discharges be halted,

In addition to the injunctive relief,
the suit asks a maximum of $1,000 be
paid ‘“‘for each and every day and act
of violation.”

Man escapes serious injury

Despite his semitruck cab being rammed into by a train going an
estimated 67 miles per hour, a Tennessee man was only slightly in-
jured Monday afternoon about three miles east of Hereford.

According to James Bullard, administrator of Deaf Smith General
Hospital, the 29-year-old man suffered only cuts and abrasions and
was in “‘stable’’ condition this morning

Michael Joe Spears of Livingston, Tenn., had just dropped off his
load at a feedyard and was approaching Highway 60 from the east.
He told the investigating officer - Jim Bishop of the Farwell-based
Deépartment of Public Safety - he did not see the train coming.

Striking the rig between the cab and trailer, the train plowed on for
another half mile with part of the cab stuck to its front. Most of the
trailer was left east of the tracks at the point of impact, coming to
rest on its side. Parts of the rest of the truck were scattered on the
other side.

Bishop said he understood Spears crawled out from the cab after
the wreck. At first, Spears told officials at the scene he had been
traveling with someone else. A search for a companion was unsuc-
cessfully conducted, and later Spears said he had been confused in
saying there was another occupant in the rig

Spears was driving a 1974 Kenworth truck owned by a firm in
Lebanon, Tenn. At the time of the collision, he was reportedly on his
way to Hereford to phone his employer for instructions.

Drive campaigners still hopeful

The United Way of Deaf Smith County has completed five weeks of
its fund drive with $57,456 collected in contributions and pledges, it
was reported Monday by campaign chairman B.J. Gililland.

The total represents 46 percent of the campaign goal of $128,150,
which is to be used to fund 10 community agencies.

Volunteers are still optimistic about reaching the goal, according
to Gililland, who pointed out only 26 percent of the contacts have
been reported as completed. He said volunteers will spend the next
three weeks following up on contacts and attempting to finalize the
campaign by Oct. 31.

There are eight divisions of volunteers, with the general division
having reached 74 percent of its goal. The special division, led by
Temple Abney, has 58 percent of its goal. The metro and professional
divisions, led by Sid Shaw and Ray Cowsert, respectively, are at 35
percent.

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Suicides may have run course

HOUSTON (AP) — A series of six teen-age suicides that rocked an
affluent Houston suburb in the past 2% months has ‘‘run its course,”
but school administrators and psychologists warned worried parents
“don't get too comfortable.” -

“The kids are seeing the reality that life goes on,” Dr. Rion Hart,a
psychologist, told about 500 parents Monday night at Clear Lake
High School. “They're going to football games and forgetting about
funerals. They're ready to get back on with living instead of fantasiz-
ing about what it means to die.”

But one parent, Robert Williams, said afterward that he was un-
satisfied with the seven-member panel’s explanation.

“I think the problem is greater than what they're addressing,"”
Williams said.

Three high school students in the Clear Creek Independent School
District, which covers an area with a population of about 125,000
south of Houston, have killed themselves in the last two weeks. In ad-
dition, three 19-year-old former students of the district have taken
their lives since early August.

Genene Jones on trial again

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — Convicted baby killer and former
vocational nurse Genene Jones could get up to 99 years in prison
when she goes on trial here for allegedly injuring a child.

Ms. Jones already is serving 99 years for killing another infant in
Kerrville.

Her trial on an injury to a child charge was scheduled for 1:30 p.m,
today.

The former licensed vocational nurse waved a jury trial two weeks
ago, so her case will be heard by 187th District Court Judge Pat
Priest.

She is accused of injecting a 4-week-old boy with a blood-thinner
while she worked at Medical Center Hospital in San Antonio.

The San Antonio case involves the alleged injury to Rolando San-
tos, a patient at the pediatric intensive care unit at Medical Center
Hospital.

Ms. Jones is accused of injecting the child in January 1982 with
heparin, an anti-coagulant drug prosecutors say causes ‘“‘excessive
bleeding."

She already has been convicted of killing a 15-month-old girl with
injections of succinylcholine, a powerful and hard-to-trace muscle
relaxant.

Mondale in California

Peace commission set

by government, rebels

LA PALMA, El Salvador (AP) —
Government and leftist rebel
leaders, in their first talks of El
Salvador’'s five-year civil war,
agreed to meet again next month and
set up a commission to search for
peace ‘i the least possible time."

No date or,location was fixed for
the November meeting, and one
rebel leader said ‘‘there can be no
cease-fire” for the time being in the
conflict that has claimed 59,000 lives.

After a_4%-hour conference Mon-
day in the church of this mountain
village, President Jose Napoleon
Duarte and the rebels cautioned that
they have a long way to go to end a
war that has left the nation close to
economic ruin. But both sides said
progress had been made.

The joint commission will be made
up of four members from each side,
and include a mediator from the
Roman Catholic Church. The com-
mission is to study the issues raised
at the historic session.

The agreements were contained in
a joint communique read to a crowd
of about 20,000 people jammed in
front of the church on La Palma's
main square. A roar of approval
went up from the throng as Mon-
signor Arturo Rivera y Damas, ar-
chbishop of San Salvador, finished
reading the message.

Later, Guillermo Ungo, one of the
rebel negotiators, told the crowd:
“We cannot say what we talked
about inside, we can only talk about
our opinion of the meeting. And our
opinion is that it was very positive.”

Ungo is president of the
Democratic Revolutionary Front,
the political coalition allied to the
guerrilla movement.

Reuben Zamora, the front's vice
president, said there was *‘complete
unanimity” among the five rebel
groups of Farabundo Marti National
Liberation Front for the peace talks.

Speaking to the crowd in La Palma
after the rebel leaders, Duarte
echoed the rebel comments that
some progress had been made.

“It was not possible to have a solu-
tion in just one meeting,” Duarte
said. ‘‘But 'we came out of the church
with a communique with hopes of

peace.

“We will continue going deeper in-
to the different points of view so we
can resolve them. We cannot offer
miracles, neither can we offer peace
from morning to night."”

An hour after the meeting began
and while the negotiators were still
inside the church, government
spokesmen outlined Duarte’s pro-
posals to the rebels on national
television and by loudspeaker to the
waiting throng.

The seven-page proposal offered a
‘“‘general, immediate and uncondi-
tional amnesty”’ for the rebels if they
accepted “the democratic process.”
There was no elaboration in the pro-
posal.

Duarte also-said he would submit
to the National Assembly measures
guaranteeing the guerrillas the right
of free political association and safe-
ty from reprisals by the army and
security forces.

The statement stopped short of
calling for a ceasefire, and ap-
parently offered the guerrillas no
protection from independent, right-
wing death squads blamed for
thousands of political over the course
of the war.

Harsher DWI penalties urged

WASHINGTON (AP) — Federal highway officials are calling for
harsher penalties for drunken driving to reduce repeat offenders,
whom they argue are not deterred by the current system of
sentences and treatment programs.

A study by the National Transportation Safety Board concluded
Monday that far too often drunken driving accidents involve drivers

. uﬁvemvaugncom. - % e
[n ah examination of 51 serious accidents — most of them involv-
| g fatalities — from 15 states, the board found that ane third of the

drivers involved had a suspended T¢&H¥e and drivers in 37 of the
cases had a previous traffic offense involving alcohol. In several
cases both drivers involved were found to be drunk.

“Qur system for dealing with drunken driving in this country is not
a competent one. ...Some hole in the system all too frequently keeps
it from working,”” declared Jim Burnett, chairman of the safety
board and a former Arkansas traffic judge known for imposing stiff
penalties for drunken driving.

American Airlines to appeal

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — American Airlines and its president say
they will appeal a federal appeals court decision that said the federal
government can prosecute them for allegedly attempting to fix fares
with Braniff Airlines in 1982.

The 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals Monday threw out a
dismissal of the suit by U.S. District Judge Robert M. Hill of Dallas,
Texas, and sent the case back to him *‘for further proceedings con-
sistent with this opinion.”

The lower court made a mistake in dismissing the government’s
complaint on the grounds that agreement by two parties to antitrust
activity was required to bring the suit under the Sherman Antitrust
Act, the appeals panel said.

According to the appeals ruling, former Braniff chairman Howard
Putnam did not raise Braniff's rates in response to a proposal by
American Airlines president Robert L. Crandall.

Instead, Putnam turned over a tape recording of their telephone
conversation to the federal government.

U.S. role in Vietnam viewed

UNITED NATIONS (AP) — Vietnam's foreign minister says he is
ready to discuss with the Reagan administration ways of bringing
peace and stability to southeast Asia.

““The role played by the United States in southeast Asia is indeed a
very important role,” Nguyen Co Thach said in an interview Monday
with The Associated Press.

“Without the contribution of the United States, we could not have
peace in southeast Asia,” he said. *‘In this matter, we think we can
cooperate.”’

Thach said he has not yet had any contact with Reagan ad-
ministration officials.

“But this is a very important issue and I hope the Reagan ad-
ministration will consider it. It will take time."’

In Washington, Bill Lenderking, a State Department spokesman,
said Thach's comments were being looked at but that no meeting is
scheduled at this time.

Pope approves Latin masses

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Pope John Paul II, acknowledging the at-
tachment of some conservative clergy to the old-style Mass, is per-
mitting priests in certain cases to say the rite in Latin as it was
before the reforms of Vatican IL.

The pope's decision, revealed in a circular released late Monday
by the Vatican, strictly limits the days and places in which the Latin
Mass can be conducted. It also warns that the Vatican has the right
to ban priests from celebrating the old-style rite if they overstep
limits on its use.

The warning brought to mind the rebellion by some conservative
priests, most notably Swiss-based Archbishop Marcel Lefebvre,

Coach — An instructor in athletics, debating, or musical or
dramatic performance, etc., often a professional.

Notice the words instructor, athletics and professional.

Recent ongoings in football make a person doubt how professional
some coaches are — three in particular — and just what it is they are
instructing. Look at Texas A&M University coach Jackie Sherrill.
Look at University of Oklahoma coach Barry Switzer. Look at the
Clovis High School assistant coach Friday night.

Sherrill certainly did not act as a grown man following his Aggies’
30-12 defeat at the hands of the Texas Tech Red Raiders. Sherrill
griped about Tech’s addition of David Beal to the coaching staff and
literally blamed that factor for the Aggies’ loss.

It seemed — to Sherrill at least — that Beal, a

former player at

A&M and a graduate assistant for the Aggies, conveyed A&M foot-
ball secrets to the Raider coaches during the ball game Sept. 6. Sher-
rill said for Beal to be in the Tech coaching box was ‘‘unethical.”

Sherrill, himself, seems to be teaching the athletes at A&M
unethical practices with his behavior. He didn’t act like a grown
man, but he did act like a spoiled, over-paid brat.

When Jeff Ward kicked a 32-yard field goal for the University of
Texas near the end of the football game against Oklahoma, the
fourth tie in 79 years of Texas-OU shootouts had been salvaged at

15-15.

Switzer was upset. He complained he couldn’t get a call, that the
officials — Southwest Conference officials — took the game away

from the Sooners.

“I can’t get a call,” Switzer said. ““‘All the calls made against us
there at the last were by Southwest Conference officials.

...""He (from the SWC) is the referee and he controls the game."

Now, now, Barry. You and Jackie may need to go home and get
your cries out before you come back to the stadium. People are wat-
ching you, and you're not setting a very good example.

Another coach who didn't set a very good example was one of the
assistants on the Clovis sideline during the Hereford-Clovis High
School football game. Obviously disgruntled with the lopsided score
in Hereford’s favor, the assistant — whose name shall remain
anonymous — jumped onto the field at Whiteface Stadium to show
the officials what he thought of them.

Trammell credits teammates

DETROIT (AP) — Alan Tram-

mell, the consummate team player,
isn’t used to going solo.
- Trammell, the Detroit shortstop
who was voted most valuable player
of the World Series, picked up the
keys to a shiny new Pontiac Trans
Am on Monday, but couldn’t help br-
inging up his teammates, especially
second baseman Lou Whitaker.

“Anytime I'm referred to, Lou is
always mentioned, too,” Trammell
noted. *‘I like that. Each year we've
grown as a team, Lou and I have
grown as a double-play combination
and as friends.

““There are a whole lot of guys who
could just as easily be here today and
Lou is certainly one."”

Trammell and the rest of the
Tigers were to be honored with a
parade through downtown Detroit to-
day.

The car, which was promptly dub-
bed ‘‘Tram's Am,” is awarded to the
MVP by Sport Magazine. It was
presented to Trammell during a
brief ceremony in Tiger Stadium —

on the grass just behind his infield
position.

“I hope I don't miss 'em,"” Tram-
mell said when photographers begg-
ed him to toss the keys in the air.
““The season’s over now, so we don't
want an E6. That's happened
before!”

Indeed, Trammell made one
harmless error in Game 2 of the
World Series, but it was just about
his only mistake as he helped the
powerful Tigers brush aside the San
Diego Padres four games to one.

“I know how Detroit has waited
and this is a special thrill,” Tram-
mell said. ‘“The thing is, though, I
think Jack (Morris) and Kirk (Gib-
son) were deserving of MVP, too.
But, we've had somebody different
every night. We weren't a one-man
team this year."”

Nor was Trammell a one-man
gang during the series. However, he
did hit .450, including a pair of
homers in the fourth game. He drove
in six runs and scored five.

“There's no question that Game 4
was the biggest one I've ever had,”
Trammell said. “I've had some

Republican U.S. Senate

candidate Phil Gramm is
again blasting his
Democratic opponent —
Austin state Sen. Lloyd Dog-
gett — for what he calls
unethical advertising prac-
tices.
Gramm, flanked by U.S.
Sen. John Tower, R-Texas,
whose seat he hopes to claim
in November, said Monday in
Wichita Falls that Doggett is
the only office-seeker in the
nation who has been cited for
unethical advertising.

That charge appeared in a
recent issue of Advertising
Age.

Doggett, in a campaign sw-
ing through West Texas,
downplayed the article, say-
ing the magazine was simply
exhibiting viewpoints of
Eastern Republicans.

“I don't believe that I've
ever been more popular on

Madison Avenue than Wall
Street, but I'm not running on
Madison Avenue," he said.

Gramm — who with Tower
also made campaign stops in
McAllen, Corpus Christi, San
Antonio, Georgetown and
Dallas — said hearsay from
an ‘“‘unnamed government
bureaucrat’ is the source of a
Doggett television commer-
cial quoting Gramm as say-
ing “they are encouraging
people to be handicapped.”

Mark McKinnon, a Doggett
spokesman, said the state-
ment was taken from an April
28, 1982, article in the Wall
Street Journal.

He said the article quotes
an unnamed budget commit-
tee aide who said he was pre-
sent when Gramm scrutiniz-
ed two items concerning aid
to the handicapped in the
education budget

—~ Former Gov. Bill
Clements, a Republican, said
the presidential race in Texas
is closer than recent opinion
polls suggest.

Appearing at the National
Press Club in Washington,
Clements also said Walter
