Every man
who owns land in this country should

the Chicago Drovers’ Journal :
“Texas has never figured ex-
tensively in the aggregate production
of either corn or hogs. The largest
portion of the agricultural area of
this state has been devoted to cotton,
wheat and oats, with corn a third or
fourth place. For this reason it is
claimed by many stockmen that hogs
will not be raised iff great numbers
until the acreage of cornisincreased T°
toran extent that will justify it.
Texas has a wonderful future as a
hog-producing state, but the farmers
must get away from the idea that
corn is the only desirable feed. Grow

“Texas farmers who have  been
discouraging the production of hogs
have had their eyes recently opened
by the suctess of stockmen in
counties where no corn is grown at
all. There are a number of counties
in-the Staked Plains region of Texas,
-such counties as Howard, Scurry,
Borden, Mitchell and Dawson; that
are producing hogs of finest quality.
The business is yet in an experi-
mental stage, but is growing rapidly.
In the semi-arid section the principal
crops grown are kaffir corn, sorghum,
alfalfa and milo maize, and they
produce abundantly without irriga-
tion. These feeds will make hog
- raising in that section possible, as
well as profitable. - The time is past
when corn-is the only cereal that

will make good hogs."’

This subject should be especially
interesting at the present time, when
the raising of hogs in Texas means
80 much to the farmers, who receive
right here at their doors, about the
same price as is-being paid in the
large marketsnorth. The two large
