WASHINGTON (AP) — With a lit-
tle help from Frank Sinatra and a
few words about Pope John Paul II,
President  Reagan used a festival
honoring the patron saint of women
to ask Italian Catholics to “‘give the
kid a chance.”

Brown also pointed out that $85
million is the maximum amount the
company expects to need for con-
struction of the plant, which will pro-
duce electricity from a manure-
fueled steam turbine.

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Valley View, and that the resolution
they passed does not create any
financial obligation for the board.

Construction of the plant is a little
behind schedule, Brown admitted at
the meeting. He said the company
had hoped to be “in the field"” this
month. He mentioned two contracts
still under negotiation—-a power sales
agreement with a utility company
and a “wheeling contract” for
transporting the electricity along
power lines.

“We've made a lot of progress in
these areas, but it is an extremely
slow process,” Brown added.

The company has won a permit to
construct and a conditional permit to
operate the plant from the Texas Air
Control Board despite objections
from landowners in the area who
were concerned about the effects of a
stockpile of manure to be maintained

Woman's spacewalk called PR gesture

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP)
— A spacewalk by a Soviet woman
cosmonaut was ‘“just an effort to
upstage” American plans to have the
first woman spacewalker in October,
an expert on the Russian space pro-
gram says.

Jim Oberg, an engineer, author
and long-time student of the Soviet
space program, said the spacewalk
by cosmonaut Svetlana Savitskaya
was planned after the U.S. space
agency announced plans to have
astronaut Kathy Sullivan make a
spacewalk on an orbital mission in
October.

“They have been upstaging us for
25 years,” said Oberg. ‘‘They do it
because it's a successful public rela-
tions effort.”

He said if the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration had
scheduled the Sullivan walk earlier,
then the Soviets merely would have
advanced theirs in order to beat the
Americans.

Expert says was attempt to upstage

“That’s the disadvantage of hav-
ing an open program,” said Oberg.
The announcement of American
plans give the Soviets a chance to
“upstage” the U.S. effort, he ex-
plained.

“I wouldn't be surprised to see her
(Savitskaya) continued to be used in
such stunts,’’ Oberg said. *‘I wouldn't
be surprised to see her as a com-
mander of one of their flights."”

No space mission has ever been
commanded by a woman.

Miss Savitskaya and cosmonaut
Vladimir Dzhanibekov spent 3 hours,
35 minutes outside the Soviet orbiting
space station Salyut 7. Tass, the
Soviet news agency, said they per-
formed experiments, including
welding, soldering and cutting a
metal plate.

Oberg said the spacewalk ac-
tivities were technically useful, but
that they could have been performed
by any cosmonaut. He said Miss

Savitskaya was brought into the pro-
gram from another job — as a test
pilot — specifically to set the record.

He said she also was selected to
upstage another element of the
American flight in October. The
space shuttle crew includes
astronaut Sally Ride, the only
America woman who has flown in
space. Ms. Ride would have become
the first woman to fly twice in orbit,
but Mrs. Savitskaya now has that
record. The Soviet woman first flew
in August, 1982.

Oberg said Miss Savitskaya
became a cosmonaut because of her
family connections, ‘‘which she has
admitted.”” Her father was the Soviet
Air Force chief of staff during World
War II and arranged for her to be ad-
mitted to previously all-male flight
schools. Oberg added ‘‘she is very
talented,” but she did not become a
cosmonaut in open competition as do
American women astronauts.

“They wanted to fly a woman so
she was selected,” said Oberg. “‘We
wanted to fly astronauts and selected
35 candidates, some of whom were
women. We have the reality (of equal
standards for women in space) and
they have the image.”

A NASA spokesman at the Johnson
Space Center said neither Ms. Ride
nor Ms. Sullivan would comment on
the Soviet flight.

But another spokesman, John
MacLeaish, said the Soviet
spacewalk was '‘a commendable
thing to have done,” but he said it
had no technological importance.

“Men or women could have done
that job equally well,”" said
MacLeaish. Being first, he said, was
“just a matter of scheduling.”

NASA, he said, has dropped the
feeling of intensive competition with
the Soviets that was a factor in the

early days of spaceflight.
“It's a new era now and we're
more interested in making

spaceflight routine and useful,” than
in setting records, said MacLeaish.

Reinauver begins quest for founding winery

Hereford farmer Art Reinauer,
whose desire to sell wine resulted in
the county's switch from “dry” to
“wet” on April 7, has started the
necessary paperwork to allow him to
destribute and later produce white
and red wines.

Reinauer’s aplication for a federal
license to operate a winery was in-
itiated about five weeks ago, he said
Wednesday. He was told that pro-
cess, to be approved by the Federal
Bureau of Alcobol, Tobacco and
Firearms, should be completed

Plans to start with Cal_lfornla wines

within 60 days of the date of applica-
tion.

In the meantime, Reinauer has
applied for a state license from the
Texas Alcoholic Beverage commis-
sion. If the permit is granted,
Reinauer will build a warehouse and
begin distributing an imported
California wine under his own label,
La Escarbada.

“l will only be a wholesaler,”
Reinauer explained. “'I could not sell
direct to the public. When I obtain

the winery license and produce my
own product, then I will be selling to
wholesalers.”

Reinauer's five-and-a-half-acre
plot of red and white grapes, he ex-
pects, will go into production in
September of 1985. “‘My intent is to
build the actual winery starting
around April of 1985," he said, ‘‘so as
to be ready for the crush in
September.”

The distribution business he plans
to start is to help establish market

outlets, the Deaf Smith county native
explained. “'I will have my market
outlets set up and have a reputation
for selling quality wine before the ac-
tual Texas produce is on the market,
therefore alleviating some risk.”

Reinauer plans to locate his
warehouse just north of Hereford on
Highway 385. He has not decided on
the location of the winery.

The grapevines, which began as an
experimental plot watered with the
drip irrigation method, are on
Reinauer's mostly-dryland farm
west of Hereford near the New Mex-
ico border.

“Why do those who claim to repre-
sent the party of compassion feei no
compassion whatsoever for the most
helpless among us — the unborn?"

Joe Rubio said that Carmen Castro Gaytan may have kicked the
shark while she was swimming in chest-deep water outside her lux-
ury hotel Tuesday afternoon.

‘“More than likely (the shark) ran into her leg and got it caught in
his mouth,” Rubio said Thursday. ‘‘Or maybe she was trying to get
away, kicked it and got her leg caught in its mouth.

Miss Castro, 18, of Mexico City, was listed in guarded condition
Thursday, recuperating from reconstructive surgery to her legs and
right foot at Valley Community Hospital in McAllen. Hospital of-
ficials said it is too early to tell if she will regain use of the foot.

Rubio said a marine biologist with Pan American University in
Edinburg determined that the incident was a ‘‘shark incident’’ not a
shark attack, after reading the statements of witnesses and looking
at photographs of Miss Castro’s wounds.

Minimum wage hurting teenagers

DALLAS (AP) — A study released by a conservative think tank
says the federal minimum wage law is responsible for ‘‘depression
level’’ unemployment among black teen-agers.

The study — prepared by Walter Williams for the Dallas-based
National Center for Policy Analysis — indicates black teens are be-
ing forced out of the labor market by the $3.35 an hour minimum
wage.

“Black teen-age unemployment has become a national disgrace
and the minimum wage is the chief culprit,” said Williams, a black
economics professor at George Mason Univesity in Fairfax, Va.

He said he supports a proposal by the Reagan Administration to
lower the minimum wage for teen-agers from $3.35 to $2.50.

““There would be some employers who would hire blacks at a lower
wage,"’’ he said.

AUSTIN (AP) — Nick Benton, who headed the Texas petition
drive to draft Lyndon H. LaRouche Jr. as an independent presiden-
tial candidate, says he wants to be the next Texas Democratic Party
chairman.

Twenty million won't change life

NEW YORK (AP) - Twenty million dollars isn’t enough to change
Venero Pagano. History's biggest lottery winner says he’ll keep do-
ing what he's always done - living in his modest house, growing
tomatoes in the yard and playing the numbers.

“I'm going to play more now. I got more money now. Maybe I'll
win again, who knows?" Pagano, 63, joked at a news conference
Thursday after claiming the $20 million jackpot in New York's Lotto
game.

“It is, to the best of my knowledge, the largest prize paid to a
single individual in the world,” said John D. Quinn, the state lottery
director.

Pagano, a retired carpenter who lives in a two-family house in the
Bronx, said in a heavy Italian accent, *‘I never really thought I
would win. I'm still stunned.”

Pagano will collect $952,380 a year for 21 years, Quinn said. After
taxes, the annual payments will come to $761,904, he said.

Silent prayer allowed in school

WASHINGTON (AP) — Moments of silent prayer in public schools
would be allowed under an amendment proposed by conservative
Republicans and passed overwhelmingly in the House as part of a
$1.3 billion program to improve the nation’s education system.

The amesndme a approved 356-50 on Thu4sday, prohibits states
and school districts from denying ‘‘individuals in public schools the
opportunity to participate in moments of silent prayer.”

The American Civil Liberties Union denounced the language and
Rep. Don Edward, D-Calif., warned that ‘‘government agencies can
— and in many parts of the country will — become involved in school
prayer."

But some lawmakers and educators said the phrase merely
codifies the status quo in many school districts. ‘‘What we’re talking
about is the right of a student to say a voluntary prayer at
lunchtime," said Rep. Dan R. Coats, R-Ind.

Castro wants better relations

CIENFUEGOS, Cuba (AP) - President Fidel Castro declared that
Cuba is better defended than ever before but said the United States
has no cause for alarm and should cooperate in improving relations
between the two countries.

“Just as we are ready to fight and die, we are not afraid to debate
and talk to find solutions,’’ Castro said in a three-hour speech Thurs-
day night marking the 31st anninversary of a 1953 attack that began
his revolution.

“We will not reject any gesture that might reduce any tension in
our area. We threaten no one. We cannot threaten anyone. Do we
want war? No. We will wage war if it is imposed upon us. We are not
warmongers,”’ Castro said.

For possibly the first time in a major speech since 1980, Castro did
not mention President Reagan by name.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
government is counting on a massive
$4.5 billion rescue plan to save Con-
tinental Illinois National Bank &
Trust Co., a staggering financial
giant whole collapse would have
shaken the U.S. banking system.

Without the bail-out, federal
regulators acknowledged that dozens
of smaller banks with money in the
127-year-old Chicago bank would

" have gone under.

Although they considered mergers
and other options, the regulators set-
tled on the complicated arrangement
announced Thursday as the best way
to go.

“We are doing this transaction

* because we have a responsibility to

do it,”’ William Isaac, chairman of
the Federal Deposit Insurance Corp.,
told a news conference.

“Qur job is to maintain stability in
the financial system and we're car-
rying out that job."”

He also said the arrangement was
the least expensive for the agency.

At $4.5 billion, it was the largest
ever, requiring the FDIC to buy off
most of Continental’s bad loans and
pump in $1 billion in capital. In
return, it's getting an 80 percent
stake in the bank.

The bank will write off §1 billion of
the bad loans, resulting in a second-
quarter loss of about $1.1 billion, ac-
cording to David E. Taylor, who will
step down as chairman of the bank’s
parent, Continental Illinois Corp., as

* part of the deal.

The record effort raised cries that
the government was nationalizing a
major American bank and prompted
criticism that the plan had been
fashioned in secret. Moreover, there
were complaints the government
would only work so hard for a big
bank; little ones wouldn’'t be so
lucky.

On Capitol Hill, Rep. Fernand St.
Germain, D-R.1.,, chairman of the
House Banking Committee, said the
bail-out ‘‘raises the greatest array of
questions in the history of the federal
bank regulatory system.”

But Isaac noted the FDIC draws its
money from the 14,800 banks that
pay for its deposit insurance of up to
$100,000. ‘“‘Not one nickel of taxpayer
money is in this transaction.”

In general, the deal was accepted
as something that had to be done for
the once high-flying bank that
became saddled with a huge portfolio
of problem loans.

At the White House, spokesman
Marlin Fitzwater said, *“We think it's
in the best interests of depositors and
the banking industry. Although we
had some reservations about the
form of the agreement, we think this
is an important restructuring of the
bank.”

In Chicago, the new management
team of John E. Swearingen and
William S. Ogden cautioned there
might still be some rough times
ahead.

“Bear with us,” implored Ogden,
former vice chairman of New York's
Chase Manhattan Bank who will be
the new head of the bank.

ahead of us and all the twists and
turns cannot be anticipated.” Swear-
ingen, retired chairman of Standard
Oil Co. of Indiana, becomes the
chairman of the bank-holding com-

pany.

Still, the regulators said they were
giving the managers a slimmed-
down bank with a sound base.

“The bottom line is we have
created, through this transaction,
one of the very strongest banks in the
world," Isaac said.

The assistance package will leave
the bank-holding company with
about $30 billion in assets, under the
$41 billion of March and the current
$36 billion. Its nationwide standing
will fall from 8th largest to between
10th and 20th, bank officials said.

Continental's shareholders must
approve the deal at a meeting, likely
in September. If they don’t OK it, the

agency will withdraw its aid and the
bank will be declared insolvent.

Under terms of the arrangement,
the FDIC will buy in two installments
$4.5 billion worth of bad foreign and
domestic loans from Continental, at
a discounted rate of $3.5 billion.

The purchase will leave the bank
virtually free of bad loans.

To buy the credits, the FDIC will
assume responsibility for repayment
of $3.5 billion the Federal Reserve
Bank of Chicago lent the bank.

The bank will manage the problem
loans for the FDIC on a contragtual
basis.

In addition, the FDIC will inject §1
billion in -capital into the bank by
buying two series of preferred, non-
voting stock.

With the capital infusion, the agen-
cy will get an 80 percent stake in the
bank .

Senate passes bill to assure recipients

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate took President Reagan at his
word and passed legislation to assure
that Social Security recipients get a
cost-of-living pay raise Jan. 1 even if
inflation is held below 3 percent.

If approved by the House, the
legislation, which passed the Senate
86-3, on Thursday will guarantee that
those on Social Security as well as

those who receive supplemental
security income will get pay raises at
the same percentage rate as the in-
crease in the cost of living.

As a money-saving measure, cur-
rent law says cost-of-living increases
won’t be paid until the Consumer
Price Index goes up 3 percent.

As proposed by Sen. Daniel
Patrick Moynihan, D-N.Y. the waiv-
ing of the 3 percent ‘‘trigger” on the
increase will be a one-time event.

Moynihan estimated that paying
the increase in January, rather than
waiting until the following year, will
cost about $5 billion.

Assuming that the House approves
the idea, the money would go to
retirees covered by the Social Securi-
ty system, their dependents and peo-
ple getting survivors' and disability
payments.

Moynihan said actuaries had

SAN ANGELO, Texas (AP) — Step
with us now, into the the defensive
huddle with the Houston Oilers
where linebacker Gregg Bingham
will attempt to demonstrate what
went wrong with the 1983 Oiler
defense.

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U.S. not happy with schedules

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Basket-
ball is the American sport — and one
of the men who runs the amateur
version in this country isn’t very hap-
py about the way it's being con-
ducted at these Olympics.

Both the men’'s and women's
teams, who cruised through their
pre-Olympic tournaments, are being
given unfavorable starting times
because of television, William L.
Wall, executive director of the
Amateur Basketball Association of
the United States of America, com-
plained Thursday.

The women’s team, 25-1 in pre-
Olympic play, has games scheduled
Monday against medal-contending
Yugoslavia and Tuesday against
Australia, each starting at 9 a.m.
PDT. The men’s team, unbeaten in
nine exhibitions, has two games
scheduled to start within 20 hours of
each other late next week.

“They don't think about the
athletes,” Wall fumed. ‘‘The game is
not sport, it’s money and television.”

And the Olympics is diversity. The
International Olympic Committee,
which added the women's marathon
to these Games agreed Thursday to
add a women's 10,000-meter run to
the 1988 Games in Seoul, South
Korea, on a trial basis.

The 10C also decided to add three
other events to future Summer
Olympics on a permanent basis: a
women's sprint track event in cycl-
ing, a women's 470-class dinghy
event in yachting, and either a men’s
lightweight double sculls, or a cox-
less four in rowing.

And the Olympics is security. It
was tested at UCLA, where a bomb
scare forced a 40-minute afternoon
evacuation of a dormitory at one of
the Olympic villages.

It occurred when a package was
discovered in a first-floor restroom
during a routine check by police at
seven-story Rieber Hall, under
closer-than-usual scrutiny because it
houses athletes from Israel, El
Salvador, Nicaragua and Chile.

The package turned out to be two
rolls of toilet paper wrapped in a
smock.

Police ‘‘haven’t had many bomb
threats so far. We expected more,”

said Lt. Dan Cooke, a police
spokesman. But “we have found
suspicious things.”

The Los Angeles-area

temperature, which had cooled off
the past week after a series of
steamy 100-degree days, rose into the
90s Thursday and, according to the
National Weather Service, is likely to
be there when the opening
ceremonies are held Saturday.

The highlight of the ceremonies is
the lighting of the Olympic Flame.
Trying to guess the identity of the
torch-bearer has become a sport in
itself.

For a while, a heavy favorite
seemed to be Nadia Comaneci, the
Romanian gymnast who, because of
her unprecedented perfect marks,
became the sweetheart of the Mon-
treal Games in 1976.

Peter Ueberroth, president of the
LAOOC, introduced her Thursday at
a news conference, welcoming her as
a special guest of the committee. He
all but assured everyone Comaneci
would not be the torch-bearer, saying
to select a Romanian could be inter-
preted as an embarrassment to the
14 Eastern-bloc nations boycotting
the Games.

“We would do nothing to hurt

anybody’s feelings,” Ueberroth said.
“We couldn’t do something like
that.”

While Comaneci remained as
placid before the world’s press as she
n middle-distance runner appeared
rattled as she arrived in Los Angeles
from her new homeland, England.

She seemed bewildered by the
tumult at Los Angeles International
Airport, just as she had been several
hours earlier when she was besieged
by reporters at London’'s Heathrow
Airport. ““I was absolutely frighten-
ed,” she said. *‘Anybody would be in
those circumstances.’

The 18-year-old Budd, whose
native land is barred from Olympic

competition because of its policy of
racial separation, was granted
British citizenship almost im-
mediately after emigrating to
England, because her grandfather
was British.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I went to a
gastrointestinal specialist because I
was having an unusual amount of gas
and stomach bloating.

The doctor ordered a stomach and
gall bladder X-ray plus a stool blood
analysis. Nothing showed up wrong at
all.

Then he gave me some pills to take
called Librax. I don't like the pills.
They make me drowsy and cause my
nose and throat to dry out. I read that
this drug treats symptoms only and
will not get to the root of the problem.
I would like to know what is causing
all this gas. Is it possible that I could
have some food allergy?

The doctor asked if I smoked,
which I do not, and told me to cut out
caffeine, which I haye done.

DEAR READER — The Librax
may not be as bad as you seem to
think. It contains Librium, which is a
tranquilizer, plus an antispasmodic.
Some people experience gas pains
because of a spasm in the colon. The
spasm literally closes the colon and
traps gas behind the spasm. The gas
then builds up pressure and causes
symptoms. Without the spasm, the
gas passes, often unnoticed and with-

out causing symptons.

The two main sources of gas are
swallowing air and fermentation of
undigested food. There is a growing
body of evidence that shows that
many people with spastic colon and
gas symptoms do have various food
intolerances.

Note I did not say allergy. Many
investigators do not like to call the
food intolerance an allergy because it
may not be associated with a release
of histamine (a chemical that is
released into the body when an aller-
gic reaction occurs). It is not the usu-
al allergic reaction and for that rea-
son allergy testing may not identify
the food intolerance. But whether you
call it food intolerance or allergy it
produces gas, distention, cramps and
often pain.

You can try an elimination diet.
Don't eat or drink anything except
{istilled water, steamed rice and lean
meat for a few days. Use no seasoning
except salt. It is a terrible diet, but if
your gas symptoms go away, then you
can be fairly certain that some foods
or beverages are at the root of the
problem.

Judging quality of
watermelon difficult

COLLEGE STATION-For some
people picking the ‘‘perfect
watermelon is a favorite summer
rite that involves thumping and
shaking and looking for telltale signs
of what could be inside.

But, judging the quality of
watermelon is very dufficult unless
it's cut in half or quartered, says
Texas A&M University Agricultural
Extension Service food and nutrition
specialist Mary K. Sweeten.

In fact, on recent produce industry
study showed that about forty per-
cent of consumers find melons the
most difficult fruit to judge for
ripeness and freshness, sahe adds.

According to Sweeten, there are a
few appearance factors whch may be
helpful-but not totally reliable-
inguiding you to a good, ripe, juicy
watemelon.

The surface of the watermelon
should be relatively smooth, shw
says. The rind should have a sloght

dullness, neither shiny or dull. The
ends of the melon should be filled out
and rounded, and the underside of
the eolon should have a creamy col-
or.

It's easier, but usually more ex-
pensive to buy a cut melon, says the
specialist. Even then you may not
get the best melon for your money
unless you inspect it well. The best
melon has firm, juicy flesh with good
red color, she says. Look out for
white streaks and whitish seeds since
these indicate immaturity.

Also avoid a melon with dry, mealy
flesh or watery, stringy flesh, she
says. These are signs of overmaturi-
ty or aging after harvest.

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DEAR POLLY — I believe there's
something you can rub on a bathroom
mirror to keep it from steaming up
during a shower. Do you know what it
is? — MRS. H.C.T.

DEAR MRS. HC.T. — Try wiping
that mirror with a thin film of either
rubbing alcohol or liquid dish deter-
gent. Don’t rinse off; just let it dry.

This should help reduce steamy
mirrors.

And if you use a blow dryer after

your shower, you can just give the
mirror a quick once-over with the
dryer before doing your hair. Clears
up that fogginess fast. — POLLY

DEAR POLLY — A reader recent-
ly recommended putting all of one
type of utensil — spoons, forks or
knives — in each compartment of the
utensil caddy in a dishwasher.
However, if you load all of the spoons
or forks in one section, they nest (the
bowl of one spoon la BARBARA

DEAR POLLY — I'd like to take
exception to the recipe for fruit leath-
ers published in a recent column.
That column specified drying for 45
minutes. I make these all the time
and I've never had a batch done in
less than 10 to 12 hours at 140 degrees
in my oven. If you add too much
water in processing the fruit, it can
take as long as 24 hours. I use my own
canned fruit and never add any sugar
beyond what I use for processing the
fruit (about two tablespoons per
quart). Our favorites are applesauce-
pear and apricot-peach. My next
experiment is going to be a mixture
of frozen orange-juice concentrate
and pineapple juice. — V.I

DEAR POLLY When planting
dark-colored seeds that are hard to
see in the dirt, dampen them and mix
with a little flour. The flour-coated
seeds are easy to see when you sow
them. You can see if they're evenly
spaced or if there are gaps in the row
that need additional seeds. — MRS.

DEAR POLLY — I was wondering
if you might be able to help with a
problem concerning a potted rubber
tree. It has been so prosperous that
the rubber tree is rapidly climbing
toward the ceiling. What should we do
when it reaches the ceiling? Should
we do something before it reaches the
ceiling? — WERNER

DEAR WERNER — The rubber
tree is a rapid, vigorous grower and it
will indeed continue to grow upward
until it meets your ceiling. After that
it would most probably continue to
grow outward unless pruned. You
probably should starting pruning it
now, cutting out the new growth on
top regularly, maintaining the tree at
the height you prefer.

Don’t forget that while rubber trees
are hardy indoor plants, they are sen-
sitive to temperature (approximately
60 to 70 degrees at night and a winter
temperature above 55 degrees) and
they suffer from too much water. The
tree should be watered only when the
soil becomes dry, but the entire soil
ball must not be allowed to dry out
completely. It sounds as if you're
doing just fine, though, since your
tree is growing vigorously. Good luck!
— POLLY

Charges, countercharges

mark Gramm-Doggett

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — In
a continuing attack on his U.S.
Senate opponent, Rep. Phil Gramm
charged Sen. Lloyd Doggett with us-
ing male strip shows to raise cam-
paign funds and opposing school
prayer.

“You don't see the Republican
Party endorse gay rights like the
Democratic Party has,” Gramm told
a meeting of Texas electric
cooperative officials Thursday.
“You haven’t seen me having fun-
draisers in San Antonio with male
strip shows like Lloyd Doggett has.”

Gramm, a congressman from Col-
lege Station who switched from the
Democratic to the Republican Party
last year, also accused Doggett of op-
posing prayer in schools.

Doggett defended his position, say-
ing Gramm's charges represent ‘‘the
typical kind of Republican approach
to this campaign.”

He said he was not aware of any
strip show held to raise funds for his
campaign.

But a Gramm campaign aide on
Thursday distributed to reporters
copies of advertisements promoting
a “Lloyd Doggett Benefit Show’’ held
at a San Antonio gay nightclub in late
May during Doggett's primary
runoff campaign against U.S. Rep.
Kent Hance, according to the San An-
tonio Light.

Doggett, a state senator from
Austin, was endorsed during his
primary campaign by the Alamo
Human Rights Committee, a San An-

tonio gay rights organization.

Meanwhile, Doggett charged dur-
ingexas families that is nothing short
of shameful” when he voted against
a bill that provided federal
assistance to South Texas businesses
hurt by the devaluation of the Mex-
ican peso.

Doggett said his work as a state
legislator and in the U.S. Senate
campaign have ‘“‘focused on the
families of Texas."

He said that while Gramm has
amassed a large campaign treasury
based on contributions from ‘‘one big
political action committee after
another,” his own campaign has
been funded by contributions from
14,000 individuals across the state.

“I've never found it necessary to
check among those 14,000 con-
tributors to find out which ones are
gay and which ones aren't,”” Doggett
said.

The. Democrat said he, unlike
Gramm, opposes discrimination bas-
ed on anything but merit.

Forced to defend himself when a
member of the electric cooperative
asked how he could call himself a
supporter of rural electric
cooperatives when the Republican
Party has been a consistent opponent
of the national cooperative network
that was created and supported by
Democrats, Gramm said, “‘I put the
people first, not the party.
