Redistricting Board
To Make Decisions

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
Texas lawmakers will get a
clearer glimpse of their
future today when the
Legislative Redistricting
Board starts making deci-
sions on new boundarylines
for House and Senale
districts.

The five-member board has
two Senate plans and two
House plans to consider.
After a two-hour Monday ses-
sion at which Comptroller
Bob Bullock and Speaker Bill
Clayton laid out House plans,
the board decided to wait un-
til today to start voting.

Bullock, Clayton, Lt. Gov.
Bill Hobby, Land Commis-
sioner Bob Armstrong and
Attorney General Mark
White have until Wednesday
to complete the job.

Clayton upset some of his
fellow Democrats with the
House plan he proposed. Rep.
Carlyle Smith, D-Grand
Prairie, said the Clayton plan
hurts white, urban
Democrats.

“It appears he is on the
same program he was on for
congressional redistricting,”
Smith said, referring to
Clayton's support of a con-
gressional redistricting plan
that favored Republicans. ‘']

The beard got the House
redistricting task when a
judge said the plan approved
by the 1981 Legislature €ut
across too many county lines.

Clayton's House plan would
set up eight pairs, meaning
eight districts that would in-
clude two incumbents.
Bullock's House plan has nine
pairs. Both plans probably
would add three minority
representatives to the House.

Clayton proposed only one
pair involving a Republican
— Jerry Cockerham of
Monahans would have to run
against Big Spring Democrat
Larry Shaw.

Remove Missiles

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP)

Anti-nuclear demonstra-
tions by more than 850,000
West Europeans are not go-
ing to change NATO's deci-
sion to deploy American
nuclear missiles in Europe, a
senior U.S. representative at
the alliance's headquarters
reports.

The official, who asked not
to be named, said the protests
expressed the opinion of “a
fairly substantial number of
Europeans."’

But he said that would force
“no change of attitude’ by
the members of the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization
toward the planned deploy-
ment of medium-range
American nuclear missiles in
Britain, Belgium, the
Netherlands, West Germany
and Italy to counter Soviet
missiles already in place and
targeted on Western Europe..

However, the Belgian and
Dutch governments have not
agreed to accept the missiles
on their territory, and British
officials foresaw that grow-
ing Dutch opposition to the

deployment might force
modification of the plans.
The Dutch Labor Party, a

member of the outgoing coali- - .

tion government, adopted a
fesolution over the weekend
opposing the missile deploy-
ment. “If the Dutch do not
finally accept the missiles,
we will obviously have to
revise the deployment,” said
a British source in London
who asked not to be iden-
tified.

U.S. officials have said if
Belgium or the Netherlands
rejects the missiles, other
locations would have to be
found for them or the number
to be deployed would have to
be reduced.

According to NATO
figures, the Soviet Union has
deployed 750 S5-20 warheads
targeted on Western Europe.
To balance this, the Western
alliance agreed two years ago
to deploy 572 cruise and Per-
shing II missiles in Western
Europe beginning in 1983.

Amid growing public op-
position in Europe, the NATO

Houston Key to Election

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
Those for and against the con-
troversial water fund pro-
posal are predicting it will be
passed or defeated Nov. 3 by
voters in the Houston area.

The same is true of the six
other proposed state constitu-
tion changes on the ballot.

Houston has a hot race for
mayor in which each of the
three top candidates has
spent more than §1 million
campaigning. Houston voters
also will decide a local tax
limit proposal that would hold
increases to 10 percent per
year with a 50 cents per $100
valuation ceiling on all pro-
perty taxes.

However, with a few excep-
tions, there are few local
issues or contests to attract
voters in other parts of the
state.

“1 thifk half the Statewide
vote will come from
Houston,” says Terry Young,
a spokesman for the Water
for Texas organization which
is backing Amendment No. 4
to allow state surplus funds to
be set aside for future water
development.

“It looks like a big turnout
in Houston by virtue of the
mayor's race and could be 30
to 35 percent of the statewide
total,”” said Stuart Henry,
director of Citizens Against
Water Taxes, which opposes
the amendment. *‘There is no
question that Houston may
decide the water issue."”

The secretary of state’s of-
fice predicts only 7 to 9 per-
cent of Texas' 6.6 million
registered voters will take
the time to vote.

In 1979, with no statewide
elections, only 7 percent turn-
ed out to vote on three propos-
ed constitution changes. In
1977, under similar cir-
cumstances, the turnout was
only 8 percent.

320,000 voters is expected
because of the other issues on
the ballot. ‘‘Absentee
balloting through the first six
days has been more than dou-
ble what we had in 1979," said
Tony Sirvellow of the county
clerk’s office.

Crew ‘Abandoned’

Haitian Refugees

MIAMI (AP) — Survivors
of the wreck of a rickety
sailboat carrying Haitian
refugees say the vessel's
crew abandoned them about
an hour before the boat cap-
sized and at least 33 of the
refugees drowned.

Meanwhile, a medical ex-
aminer said autopsies on the
bodies washed ashore in-
dicate the refugees had been
loaded into the boat from a
mother ship a short time
before.

The refugees were fed a
variety of refrigerated meals
about one hour before their
open-hulled, 25-foot boat
broke up on a reef, Dr.
Ronald Wright, the Broward
County medical examiner,
said Monday night in a
telephone interview from his
Fort Lauderdale office.
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Vaughn is band director.

At least 30 more Haitians
swam to safety at Hillsboro
Beach in the pre-dawn inci-
dent Monday. The survivors
claimed they had sailed from
Haiti to Florida by way of the
Bahamas in the mud-
caulked, square-rigged boat.

They were taken into
custody by the U.S. Immigra-
tion and Naturalization Ser-
vice and transferred to the
Krome Refugee Camp near
Miami, 30 miles to the south.

It was the worst such acci-
dent since heavy influxes of
Caribbean refugees arriving
by boat began more than
three years ago.

Wright said that as far as
he was concerned, the death
toll was 35. ‘“There were two
ladies pregnant with near-
term babies.” he said.

DALLAS (AP) — Authorities say
“luck and good police work™ resulted
in the Houston arrests of two suspects
in connection with the slaying of a
Dallas city executive who also served
as a volunteer police chaplain.

Warrants for two Louisiana men
were issued in Dallas Monday after
their arrest in Houston for minor traf-
fic offenses.

Municipal Court Judge R.L. Mid-
dleton issued the warrants for Sher-
man Lyons, 18, of New Orleans, and
Robert Wayne Paulus, 19, of Metairie,
La. The warrants seek the return of
the two men to face capital murder
charges. Middleton set bond at $15,000
each.

J.C. Bristo, 57, was found shot to
death in his apartment Sunday after a
newspaper carrier discovered the
door ajar.

His 1979 Oldsmobile station wagon
was missing and police said robbery
may have been a motive.

Dallas police spokesman Bob Shaw
said the two men were arrested Mon-
day by Houston authorities as a result
of “‘luck and good police work."

Bristo had been shot once in the
forehead, investigators said. He last
was seen by co-workers Friday after-
noon. A Dallas County medical ex-
aminer’'s spokesman said Bristo ap-
peared to have been dead since Fri-
day night.

He had been manager of Redbird
Airport since 1977 and a city employee
for 12 years, said Ken Kenvin, assis-
tant director of the city's aviation
department.

Bristo was a former Church of
Christ minister and for 11 years had
served as a volunteer chaplain for the
Dallas Police Department’s nor-
thwest division.

Longtime Senator

PARIS, Texas (AP) — A.M. Aikin
Jr., Texas' longest serving legislator,
was eulogized as a friend, a
gentleman and a leader by
lawmakers who flocked to his Nor-
theast Texas hometown to pay their
last respects.

Aikin died Saturday at age 75.
Funeral services were held Monday
at the First United Methodist Church,
where friends and family gathered to
remember the soft-spoken former
legislator.

A memorial service for Aikin was
scheduled for 10:30 a.m. Thursday in
the Senate chamber.

*‘So many times I heard him stand
on the Senate floor and say, ‘I want
you to meet one of the best friends I
ever had.”” said U.S. Rep. Jack
Hightower, who joined former state
Sen. A.R. ‘“‘Babe’ Schwartz in
eulogizing Aikin.

“He said it and he meant it,”
Hightower said, adding that many
people, in turn, could call Aikin ‘‘the
best friend I ever had.”

Texas Agricultural Commissioner
Reagan Brown remembered the
former dean emeritus of the Texas
Senate as ‘‘one of the kindest
gentlemen I have ever known."

MIDLAND, Texas (AP) — A
federal judge says he will hand down
a decision this week in a 10-year-old
desegregation suit filed against the
Ector County School District.

Testimony in the trial ended Mon-
day and attorneys for both sides
presented their final arguments.

The suit, filed in 1970 by the Justice
Department and a citizen’s group,
contends the Odessa school system
has discriminated against black and
hispanic students by maintaining
segregated schools in violation of the
14th Amendment.

Attorneys for the school district
deny the allegations and say the
system operates on
“neighborhood school” concept.

TI Says Pay Cuts

Caused By Strike Loss

HOUSTON (AP) — Revenue losses
caused by the air controllers strike
have led Texas International Airlines
to cut salaries of about 600 manage-
ment employees by 5 to 15 percent, of-
ficials said.

The move, effective Nov. 15 and
scheduled to continue at least through
March 31, will be followed by other
‘‘programs to offset general economic
problems in reduced service levels
caused by the air traffic controllers’
strike,” officials said in a press
release distributed Monday.

The work week will also be
lengthened from 40 to 48 hours for
those employees, the company said.

“Any time you take such steps as
these, there are some people who
recognize them as legitimate and
some who do not,” said spokesman
Bruce Hicks. He declined further
comment.

The airline’s earnings report for the
third quarter of 1981 is due in a week.

Texas International’s parent. com-
pany, Texas Air Corp., won President
Reagan’s approval to take over Con-
tinental Airlines Oct. 12 after a bitter
battle between the companies.

The purchase required the presi-
dent’s sanction because international
routes were involved.

duct work above the court
room and $2,700 to apply floor
treatment to the lobby adja-
cent to the room.

That figures to $39,975,
more than double the $18,542
figure submitted by an
Amarillo firm and accepted
by the court for the work
(minus the sound system and
pew light fixtures) in July.

The bid which was ac-
cepted by the court from E&C
Interiors Consruction, Inc. of
Amarillo, was later rejected
when the company changed
hands and was unable to
honor the bid. The court then
decided to re-advertise for
bids, and called for District
Judge Wes Gulley to find an
architect to provide specs for
the job.

Ensign's firm was secured
by Judge Gulley for that pur-
pose.

The architect told the com-
missioners that the extra
measures were entirely op-
tional, but that he felt they
needed to be done in order to
alleviate the problems ex-
perienced in the court room.

“We get a lot of questions
from jurors concerning
testimony, and I know it’s a
problem with hearing,"”
Judge Gulley added.

Ensign and Gulley at-
tributed much of the woes to

ballast humming in the light
fixtures, a ‘“‘whistling”’ nose
in the ductwork, and noise
entering the room from the
hallway.

The commissioners ques-
tioned the need for a new
lighting system, citing its
high cost. Ensign pointed out
that the proposed new system
would increase lighting in the
area of the judge's bench and
jury box while decreasing it
in the spectator area.

He also added that the new
lighting, which would be
recessed fixtures, would be
less of a fire hazard.

After discussing the merits
of the other additional work,
the court agreed to advertise
folPbids for the jobs as per the
specifications presented by
Ensign, and to open the bids
at the court’s meeting on
Nov. 23.

While apparently making
progress toward settling pro-
blems with the district court
room, the county fathers are
still in limbo over needed im-
provements to the county jail
as required by the state.

Chief Sheriff's Deputy
Dean Butcher met with the
court, reporting that he has
had trouble securing bids on
constructing a sunlight and

recreation area for county
prisoners as required, and
that he felt a bid for a new
communicatigns system for
the jail was too high.

The court received a bid of
$14,159.30 for a communica-
tions system from Ex-
ecutone, Inc. of Lubbock, but
Butcher said the system bid
was “‘their Cadillac system,
and I think one (less expen-
sive) like the system Potter
County just got would suit us
better."”

Butcher said a survey
showed that 26 stations were
needed to comply with jail
standards requirements for
the jail, and that another sta-
tion would be needed when
the recreation area was built.

The communications
system is needed to satisfy
requirements that all
prisoners have communica-
tion ability with the jailer at
all times.

As for the recreation area,
Butcher said contractors
were relt 'tant to submit bids
since no specifications as to
size of the area and material
to be used have been decided
upon.

The court agreed to let both
matters ride for a time so
that additional bids can be ob-
tained for the work.

Girl Scouts Update

Traditional Thinking

HOUSTON (AP) — The
Girl Scouts still hold to most
of their traditional values,
despite the current at-
mosphere of increasing per-
missiveness, but new modes
of thinking were necessary to
help the organization in-
crease its membership this
year, the group's president
says.

The 1981 membership in-
crease reversed more than a
decade of declines, said
President Jane Freeman, in
Houston for the scouts’ na-
tional convention.

She said some of the new
challenges facing Girl Scout
leaders include careers for
women, minority recruiting
and boys.

“Young girls never get
together that they don't talk
about things like what you do
when you're talking to a boy
— even at age 6. We teach the
girls, ‘You are responsible for
your actions,’””’ Mrs.
Freeman said.

The opening of the Girl
Scout convention attracted
about 5,000 delegates and
visitors to the Albert Thomas
Exhibit Hall. Most of the par-
ticipants are adult scouting
leaders — only 141 Girl Scout
delegates attended. The Girl
Scout conyention is held
every threé years.

Mrs. Freeman said Girl
Scouts have added an em-
phasis on careers to the
group’s traditional goals —
“to be good homemakers,
good parents, good communi-
ty citizens.”

“The "majority of young
women growing up today will
work at least part of their
lives outside the home for
pay, so were trying to get
them to think about that early
in life,” said Mrs. Freeman.

She said now, one out of
ever nine girls aged 6 to 17 in
the United States is a Girl
Scout, and during the 12 mon-
ths ending Sept. 30, member-

school breakfast and lunch
must include a half-pint serv-
ing of milk to qualify for
federal reimbursement. The
defense has contended that
many school children were
not drinking the milk and
school officials had a surplus
problem.

The school district worked
out an arrangment in 1972 or
1973 with the Golden Jersey
Creamery of Edinburg to pur-
chase ice cream and other
dairy products instead of
milk, witnesses have
testified. False milk invoices
allegedly were made up totry
to prove milk actually had
been delivered for each meal
when in fact it had not.

Government funds receiv-
ed for the fake milk deliveries
were used to pay for the other
dairy items.

School children, cafeteria
workers, principals and
teachers testified Monday
that milk always was given to
the children, whether they
wanted it or not. &

If children did not want the

milk, they could place it in a
crate from which free
seconds would be served to
those wanting them, the
witnesses said.

““We all get sick and tired of
white milk,” said Michelle
Guajardo, a sixth grader at
Mission schools.

Ray Chapa, a former prin-
cipal . at an elementary
school, said some children
brought chocolate flavoring
to add to the milk. Frequently
several dozen half-pints were
left after each day, he said.

Medrano asked Chapa why
the schools did not offer
chocolate milk, which is
allowed under federal school
lunch rules.

“I've always heard that
milk is better than chocolate
milk. That’s what my mother

told me for years,” Chapa *

said.

“Well, regular milk is bad
enough, much less making
people drinking chocolate
milk,”" interjected DeAnda,
who earlier announced he is
allergic to milk.
