Nation’s Economy Said Slipping

WASHINGTON (AP) -
The U.S. economy slid
backwards at an annual rate
of 0.6 percent in the July-
September quarter, the
government reported today
in the clearest signal yet of
national recession.

The Commerce Depart-
ment report said inflation-

adjusted gross national pro-
duct — the broadest measure
of Ame.’ican economic activi-
ty — fell for the second
quarter in a row, having
declined at a rate of 1.6 per-
cent in the April-June period.

Those two consecutive
declines meet the most com-
mon benchmark for deciding
when a merely sluggish
economy has slipped into ge-

cutbacks, worker layoffs and
slow or falling sales totals.
One month ago, depart-
ment officials had estimated
a 0.5 percent rate of decline
for the then-unfinished third

quarter, but many analysts’

had expected the drop to be
somewhat larger in light of
recently fading factory pro-
duction and rising unemploy-
ment.

President Reagan himself
declared last weekend that
the economy appeared to
have fallen into “‘a slight ...
and I hope a short recession."
He and his advisers have
blamed the downturn en pro-
blems inherited from former
President Carter, but
political foes have blamed
Reagan.

As the economy cools down
in a recession, inflation also
tends to fall, but the new
Commerce report indicated

that welcome side effect is
not occurring.

The GNP implicit price
deflator — a broad 'inflation
measure linked to national
output — rose at an annual
rate of 9.4 percent, compared

with 6.4 percent in the second
quarter and 9.8 percent in the
first quarter.

Rising consumer prices for
food and services were singl-
ed out as a cause in the
report.

‘‘Real,’”’ or inflation-
adjusted,, GNP rose at a
robust annual rate of 8.6 per-
cent in the January-March
quarter before declining in

Senate Democratic Leader
Robert C. Byrd, handing
President Reagan a major
setback, announced today he
will vote against the proposed
sale ot AWACS surveillance
planes to Saudi Arabia.

*I do not believe this sale
serves the best interest of the
United States,” Byrd told the
Senate. ‘‘Quite the contrary, I
believe it places these in-
terests in jeopardy.”

Bentsen Calls For
Subsidizing Hearing

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Sen. Lloyd Bentsen has called
for Senate hearings into what
he said is unfair subsidization
of agricultural products by
European countries.

Europe’s policy of subsidiz-
ing its surplus production for
export purposes raised
Europe's share of the world
market from 6.2 percent in
1970 to 15.6 percent in 1980,
Bentsen said Tuesday.

Pollster Says Water
Measure Will Fail

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A
polister for Citizens Against
Water Taxes says a recent
poll shows the water fund
constitutional amendment
has a slightly more than 50-50
chance of passing.

The organization said,
however, Texans would
defeat the proposal on the
Nov. 3 ballot if they
“understood how it would af-
fect their pocketbooks."

Rep. Bill Keese,
D-Somerville, and en-
vironmentalist Stuart Henry
held a news conference Tues-
day to discuss the results of a
poll taken by Opinion
Analysts Inc. between Sept.
21 and Oct. 1.

The poll showed 38 percent
of the 806 persons polled
favored the water proposal

and 44 percent were undecid-
ed.

Pollster Jeffrey Smith said
because the election will be a
“‘low-interest, low-turnout
election,” the results could
not be taken at face value.

“If the proposal shows a
two-to-one favorable margin
in the poll, it is probably at
about a break-even position.
Thus, our statewide results
would indicate a slightly
more than even chance of the
amendment passing at this
time," Smith said.

He said the poll had a
sampling error of ‘‘about 4
percent.”

Smith’s report said the
favorable reponse to the
amendment dropped when
those polled were asked if
they would vote for it even if
they learned it would allow
the Legislature “‘to by-pass
constitutional spending
limits.” He said 43 percent of
those favoring the proposal
said they would be less likely
to vote for it if that were the
case.

Loss Of Appetite: Here’s What To Do

COLLEGE STATION -
Lost your appetite”

That's serious, and it
signals a need for immediate
action, says Mary K.
Sweeten, a food and nutrition
specialist

Even , though today's
dieters may view loss of ap-
petite with envy, it poses a
major threat to good nutri-
tion, body maintenance and
healing from disease, the
specialist says

Sweeten is on the home
economics staff of the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M
Univeristy System.

WHY NO APPETITE?

Senses of taste and smell
play a key role in appetite,
especially in relation to
flavor, Sweeten explains.

Smell is so closely related
to flavor that when smell
becomes distorted, the sense
of taste suffers drastically,
she says.

Permanent or temporary
loss ‘of these senses may
result from allergic condi-
tions, long-term physical
disease, emotional illness or
accidental fractures of the
jaw or nose involving
surgical correction.

Cancer can cause appetite
loss — due to changes in the
body chemicals, emotional
problems and treatment side
effects.

Many older adults also suf-
fer from a loss of taste and
smell, and they lose their ap-
petites.

Certain dental problems
cause bad tastes, and this can
affect the appetite, Sweeten
notes.

RECAPTURING APPETITE

Putting the appeal back in
a meal creates quite a
challenge in some cases,
Sweeten admits, so ex-
perimenting with several
ideas is her ‘‘worth a try” ad-
vice.

Here are a few sugges-
tions:

1) Try a glass of meat broth
or a glass of wine before
meals. These stimulate the
gastric juices, and that can
result in better appetite.

2) If certain types of meat
no longer have appeal, try
others, such as beef, veal,
lamb, chicken, pork, turkey
or fish.

Or try dairy products or
eggs.

3) Barbeque meats,
especially strongly flavored
ones, for a more exciting
taste adventure.

4) Try a variety of
marinades to enhance meats.

5) Use more and stronger
seasonings in cooking, such
as basil, tarragon, bay leaf or
oregano.

6) Experiment with tart
flavorings, such as lemon,

vinegar or orange juice -
these tend to enhance other
flavors, too.

7) To flavor vegetables,
add bacon bits, water
chestnuts, onions, nuts or
sliced ham strips.

8) To add more flavor to
soups and sauces, add wine or
mayonnaise. To increase
their protein, add chunks of
meat or cheese.

9) To help remove strange
tastes from the mouth, drink
more liquids, such as tea,
juice or water - or eat fresh
fruits or hard candies.

WHY RESTORE
APPETITE?
Appetite Is important and

necessary to maintain good
nutrition, Sweeten says.
Proper recovery from an il-
Iness or surgery, in fact, re-
quires extra protein and
other nutrients for repair of
the body tissues, such as skin,
hair, muscles and organs.
When appetite is lost, the
desire for protein foods often
decreases, she adds.

This can become a really
serious problem, because
when protein intake is not
adequate, the body uses
“stored-up’’ protein as its
energy source instead of us-
ing it for the needed repair.

Sweeten says eat at least
two or more three-ounce ser-
vings of meat-group foods,
which include meats, poultry,
eggs or cheese — every day -

Most people need two or
more servings for milk-group
foods each day, depending on
age. This group also contains
protein.

Eat four or more servings
every day of both the fruit-
vegetable group and the
bread-cereal group.

A generally
“non-essential’’ food group -
mostly high-fat and concen-
trated sweet foods -- is
necessary only if you can af-
ford it calorically, she adds.

And Today’s+Challenges

(First in a three-part series)

COLLEGE STATION - By
the year 2000, family
lifestyles will be vastly dif-
ferent - including ‘‘jobs” for
three-year-olds and many
more work-at-home parents,
says Dorthy Taylor, a family
life education specialist.

Addressing the 1981 Town
and Country Church Con-
ference, sponsored by the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service on the Texas A&M
Univeristy campus this
month, Taylor said families’
abilities to face today's
challenges will have a direct
bearing on the future.

“*Adaptability” is the key -
to- facing today's challenges
and preparing for the future
with all the changes it will br-
ing,”” Taylor says.

“Events will occur.
Technology will progress.
Change  is inevitable for
growth.

It's the human who must
adapt.”

Facing today's challenges
and the future is a challenge
in itself, but it's not a fearful
one, Taylor told her audience
of ministers from throughout
Texas.

“We have coping skills,
even Ssome new ones we
haven't tried out yet,”' she
said, emphasizing again the
importance of adaptability
and flexibility.

Taylor is on the home eoc-
nomics staff of the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M Univer-
sity System

According to Taylor, trends
and challenges for families in
the next 20 years — by the
vear 2000 - will include these:

1) Onset of ‘‘prosumers”
(consumers will become pro-
ducers of more of their own
goods and services. )

For example, for medical
needs, there will be increased
family self-help for maintain-
ing healthy family members,
caring for sick ones and pro-
viding home care and
rehabilitation for recovering
ones and the elderly.

Family members will per-

form many tasks medical
professionals have done in
the past, such as administer-
ing innoculations.
2) Emphasis on closer ties
between families and the
school system for teaching
children along with emphasis
on coordinating formal
education with work pro-
grams for youth.

For example, the educ-
tional system will involve
starting children to work at
age three in jobs they are
capable of doing around the
home

3) Religions and families
will focus on the role of
“church" as a resource. Of
special interest will be how
the church provides guidance
and counseling, the church as
a social setting for family ac-
tivities . (churches will be
open more days a week), and,
on the other hand, ways the
church intrudes on family
members’ freedom of choice
in important areas of their
lives.

4) Real sharing will take
place concerning deviant
behavior and rehabilitation.
Sharing will occur between
family, community services
and professionals. This
challenge may serve as a
catalyst for major penal-
system changes, Taylor
predicts.

5) Electronic advances will
create a ‘‘cottage industry”
for men and women - com-
puters and other
technological advances will
enable men and women to
work at home in such profes-
sions as banking, journalism,
education and many others.

When that happens, dif-
ferent challenges will have to
be faced. For example, *‘flex-
time" (arranging schedules
to meet both work and family
requirements) may pose
challenges, along with
“shared jobs” and ‘‘cabin
fever” - as work and home
both function in the same
space with parents and
children all working together
literally.

Fathers will become even
more involved in child rear-
ing as the “‘cottage industry”
becomes reality, Taylor says.
Also, downtown areas of
cities will decline and there
will be fewer commuters.

. 6) Lifestyles will become
less self-indulgent as shor-

tages in energy sources,
money, useable land and
plant life affect the level and
qualty of living. There:will be
a greater acceptance of
single parents and gay
parents. Communass of the
elderly may emerge, too,
along with conglomerate
housing for younger or newly
organized families and ex-
tended families of several
generations sharing the same
household. {

7) Child immigrants to the
United States in the 1970's
will have grandchildren by
the year 2000. Cultures
challenging the U.S. heritage
will be Eastern, Hispanic and
Third World in origin.

Cohabitation and marital
lifestyles of the late 1980's,
the 90's and the 21st century
will be opposite those of the
1960's-early 1980's.

Parents will be very tradi-
tional in their appreach to
marriage and sex - including
new parents and those who in
past years held to non-
traditional values.

9) Economic indepéndence
of women will add to increas-
ed divorce rates, bul
economic pressufres in
general and emotional needs
will counter this trend with a
high remarriage rate.

10) Forecasts for sexual ac-
tivity is mixed. It will con-
tinue to occur both in and out
of marriage with less guilt
and more enjoyment. For the
generation of free and-or
open-sex adherents are
becoming bored and disap-
pointed in easy-going sex
without commitment.

11) Four and five-
generation famlies will be the
norm by the year 2000. As the
baby boomers become senior
citizens, the population will
be proportionately old.

The question now regar-
ding that fact of the future is
this: who will provide care
and-or services for the elder
majority of the U.S. popula-
tion? Taylor says.

With older adults becoming
the majority age group in the
nation, children will lose
status over the next two
decades and ‘‘gray power”
will surface.

12) Genetic research offers
challenges for the year 2000
that are mind-boggling,
Taylor notes.

“‘Churches in Texas need to
get turned on to the problem
of child abuse and neglect,” a
church official said here
recently.

Speaking at the 36th annual
Town and Country Church
Conference, Jim Suggs, ex-
ecutive director of the Texas
Conference of Churches,
outlined the child abuse pro-
blem in Texas and asked
church leaders and ministers
for their help.

“Last year some 137,000

children in Texas were serv-
ed by the Texas Department
of Human Resources,” he
pointed out. ‘‘These are
verified cases of child abuse
or neglect. However, there
actually were about 300,000
instances of child abuse and
neglect in the state the past
year."

Suggs noted that about 8

percent of all the children in
Texas will be abused or

Blackburn advocated ap-
pointing a family life commit-
tee that represents the
church. The role of this com-
mittee would be to survey the
needs of the congregation and
community and to plan pro-
grams and activities to meet
the different interests and
populations.

Blackburn also encouraged
the ministers and lay leaders
to support family ministry
from the pulpit, to be ready
for resistance to certain pro-
grams and activities, and to
expect new family problems
td arise as a result of a con-
