Hereford farmer Charles Schlabs

Port of Houston opens

DEER PARK, Texas (AP) — Ships were allowed to come and go
for the first time in three days in the nation’s second busiest port,
where a tanker ran aground and spilled 33,000 gallons of fuel oil, of-
ficials said.

Port of Houston authorities planned to let ships enter the turning
basin at half-hour intervals between midnight and 7 a.m. today, and
three ships were allowed to leave the basin Monday evening, a Coast
Guard spokesman said.

Meanwhile, 25 ships waited Monday night for entrance into the
port, which had been closed to traffic to keep the oil from spreading,
said Coast Guard Petty Officer Bruce Rutherford.

The fuel oil spilled when the 520-foot tanker ‘‘Turpial,” a
Venezuelan tanker, ran aground Saturday night after apparently
losing control of its propulsion system. The ship developed a leak
and officials said about 33,000 gallons of heavy fuel oil escaped
before the tanker crew could halt the spill.

Rutherford said the tanker later was hauled to the dock of the Oil
Tanking Co. of Texas, where the vessel was reballasted to raise the
damaged portion of the hull above the water level. He said the leak-
ing tank has been emptied and no more oil is escaping.

County fires complaining jailer

SAN SABA, Texas (AP) — The San Saba County commissioners’
court has fired a jailer who went over their heads to complain to
state officials and to the American Civil Liberties Union about short-
comings of the 100-year-old jail he livedin and operated.

Tim Atkins, 26, was discharged Monday afternoon following a
tempestuous morning session in which San Saba Mayor Joe
Ragsdale said the deputy had “stirred up something here that could
cost the taxpayers a million dollars.”

Better treatment found for humans

NEW YORK (AP) — Animal experiments have revealed that
much of the damage to tissue in heart attacks actually occurs after
the flow of blood is restored, a discovery that should translate into
better treatment for humans, a surgeon and researcher says.

“] think we're probably going to be applying this in three to five
years,” said Dr. Gregory Bulkley, director of the Johns Hopkins
Hospital surgical research laboratories in Baltimore. |

Researchers have discovered that when blood flow returns after a
period of deprivation, chemicals called “‘oxygen free radicals’’ are
produced, and these chemicals do substantial harm to tissue — harm
that can be reduced with drugs, Bulkley said Monday.

The new understanding of how the interruption of blood supply
damages tissue can be applied to organ transplants, the treatment of

. heart attacks and other relatively common medical situaions.

In experiments with animal kidney transplants, ‘‘we’re no longer
working out the basics, but we're thinking about (drug) dosages and
administration,” Bulkley said. “We're already at the point where
we're doing the kinds of studies that anticipate application.”

Highway funds linked to drinking age

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan, a recent convert to
linking federal highway aid to the drinking age, was signing legisla-
tion today denying money to states refusing to raise the age for con-
suming alcohol to 21.

The signing ceremony was to be attended by representatives of
several groups that helped lobby the bill through Congress, including
Mothers Against Drunk Driving, Students Against Drunk Driving
and Remove Intoxicated Drivers.

The legislation would give extra highway safety funds to states
that enact automatic jail terms and license revocations for people
convicted of drunk driving. It also includes extra highway safety
money for states that establish a computerized traffic record-
keeping system and that pass laws against those who drive while
under the influence of drugs.

Marlin Fitzwater, deputy White House press secretary, said Mon-
day that Reagan always favored raising the drinking age but
originally opposed withholding highway money to force the issue.

“But the evidence of the successful drop in the death rate in those
states that have it, plus the interstate nature of the problem, con-
vln:’:ed him to support withholding of highway funds,” Fitzwater
said.

were ticketed. The city,
which has an adequate water
supply -but an inadequate
distribution system, has
devised a watering
rotation — based on the last
digit of addresses.
‘“Basically, it's putting us

" out of work,” said Charles

Fritsch, whose company uses
a water-based mixture to in-
stall lawns. ‘“‘We're going to
look outside of Austin for
work so we can keep people
on the payroll.”

The city cut off Fritsch's
right to use water from fire
hydrants. A meeting is set for
tonighf between city officials
and landscaping interests to
figure out what can be done.

Meanwhile, a Northeast
Austin man on Monday
became the first waterer
ticketed for violating the
restrictions.

‘“He just said he was con-
fused about what day he
could water. While my part-
ner was writing the (ticket), I
gave him a sheet that had the
watering schedule on it," said
Austin Police Officer Bill
Whitaker.

Police Chief Frank Dyson
said 10 officers who usually
issue warrants have been
transferred to water enforce-
ment chores. Regular
uniformed officers will issue
watering tickets only if they
are free at the time. .

“We're not asking the
patrol officers to look the
other way, but their main
responsibility is to deal with
emergency situations,"” said
Dyson.

The dry spring was a pro-
blem for Austin, but a more
pressing problem is a water
treatment system that has
not kept up with local growth.

Most of Central and South
Texas has been bome-dry this
summer because of a drought
extending back into the
winter months,
meteorologists say. About 67
cities and towns have taken
water conservation steps
because the water level in
underground wells and reser-
voirs has dropped severely.

The Austin restrictions do
not curtail in-home use, and
lawns can be watered any
day with a hand-held hose.

The water problems have
dried up grass sales. Sarah
Madden of The Grass Patch
said sod sales have dropped
about 50 percent since talk of
water restrictions began
several weeks ago. Sod needs
twice-a-day soaking for about
three weeks, she said.

In addition to the possible
$200 fine, violators could face
the embarrassment of having
their name printed in the

newspaper.
Jeff Bruce, managing
editor of the Austin

American-Statesman, said
the newspaper will publish
the violators’ names if the
logistics can be worked out.
The paper currently
publishes the names of people
arrested on driving-while-
intoxicated charges.
