Docking plan abandoned today

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla.
(AP) — Astronaut Bruce Mc-
Candless, again floating free
and turning somersaults in
space, abandoned a plan to
dock with a large slow-
spinning box today because of
trouble with .the shuttle's
robot arm. But he successful-
ly linked with a stationary ob-
ject in a test of human ability
to capture a disabled
satellite.

“I've completed a hard
dock here,” he reported as he
clamped a tube-like device on
his jet-pack onto a docking
pin at a work station. He did it
several times.

More problems in space

The cancellation of the
rotating hookup was a disap-
pointment, because it had
been the major goal of the ex-
cursion for Challenger's
daredevil spacewalkers.

McCandless and Robert.
Stewart glided outside the
shuttle at 5:40 a.m. EST for a
second tetherless trip in open
space to test techniques for
grappling, repairing and
refueling crippled payloads.
Eager to repeat their ex-
hilarating experience of
Tuesday when they became
the first humans to fly free in
space, they began 35 minutes

ahead of schedule.

The excursion was a dress
rehearsal for the next shuttle
mission in April, when
another crew is to retrieve

and repair a crippled scien-

tific satellite  named ' Solar
Max.

“It looks sunny again out
here,”” McCandless com-
mented as he emerged into
the bay. He repositioned a
loose bracket and then donn-
ed his rocket-powered jet
pack, discarded his 50-foot
safety life and scooted about
in the bay.

Hospital entering home care business

When the Home Health
Agency of Texas, Inc. sud-
denly went out of business
late last year, Deaf Smith
General Hospital rallied to
form its own treatment ser-
vice for homebound elders in
need of health care.

Licensed just last week by
the Texas Department of
Health, the DSGH agency
already has five full-time
staffers along with two
therapists on call. Its director
projected 50 visits would be
made this week to care for 11
to 13 individuals. Doris
Morgan also said the service
“‘will be entirely self-
supporting” thanks to 90-95
percent reimbursement from
Medicare.

She explained problems
with Medicare payments
were what caused the HHA,
centered in Seymore, to shut
down operations Dec. 23.
Hereford had served as one of
four regional offices, handl-
ing 13 counties. Combined, it
and the Amarillo office pro-
vided home health care for
the entire Panhandle.

HHA offices were not in-
formed of the surprise closing
until Dec. 21, Morgan said,
which gave them just 48
hours notice. Home care
director of DSGH, she im-
mediately contacted Hospital
Administrator James
Bullard. A staff meeting the
following day resulted in ten-
tative approval for DSGH to
provide its own health care
services. &

Morgan was placed in
charge of the project, design-
edto serve those on
Medicare. It is also accepting
other insurance and private
payments. She anticipates

Medicaid reimbursements
will soon be approved, too.

The main requirements for
patients are they be home-
bound and need only intermit-
tent care. Frequently,
Morgan explained, they will
have recently checked out of
the hospital. They must also
be under the care of a physi-
cian who has approved home
health care treatment.

Morgan and Donna Gerber-
Charanza head the five-
person, full-time agency staff
as registered nurses (RNs).
Among other things, they'
handle initial visits, do in-
travenous therapy, draw
blood for laboratory tests and
teach new diabetes patients
how to give themselves injec-
tions.

Lucille Lindeman, as a
licensed vocational nurse
(LVN), gives some medicine,
teaches and provides some
observation and evaluation
data. The home health aid,
Lou Morrison does bathing
and other personal services.
Kay HanSard serves as ad-
missions clerk.

Speech and physical
therapists are on call for
assistance,  while a
respiratory therapist is
available for consulation and
emergency treatment. Within
a week, the agency should
add a medical-social worker
to its ranks, Morgan said.

““This is certainly not a pro-
gram that replaces physi-
clans’ care in any way,”
Morgan said. *‘A lot of our pa-

Oil important for Mexico

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — Mexico needs to start
capitalizing on the “liquidity” of its lucrative oil
resources if the country is to survive its long-term
economic crisis, an economist says.

Continued sacrifices by the country's working class and
an infusion of foreign capital also could straighten out
Mexico’s financial tailspin, said Dr. Edmundo Flores.

‘“Having oil means liquidity, credit and a chance for
recovery,” said Flores, who served as economic adviser
to former Mexico president Luis Echeverria.

“In our case, there is hope,” he said Wednesday. “I
don’t think there is hope for some other countries."”

Flores addressed a special seminar of the Texas Daily
Newspaper Association that concerned relations between
Mexico and the United States.

Cop killer gets death sentence

RICHMOND, Texas (AP) — Eliseo Moreno, sentenced
to death for killing a state trooper, will have the decision
appealed as a matter of routine and still may face capital
murder charges for the slaying of a College Station cou-
ple, the prosecutor who won the conviction says.

Moreno, 24, from Donna in the Rio Grande Valley, was
sent to the Texas death row on Wednesday by a Fort Bend
County jury which deliberated less than 90 minutes. The
same jury took 2'2 hours Monday before finding him guil-
ty of capital murder in the Oct. 11 slaying of rookie
Department of Public Safety Officer Russell Boyd.

Boyd, 25, was one of six people allegedly killed by
Moreno in a 160-mile crime spree that night across
southeast Texas.

GEORGETOWN, Texas (AP) — It's the defense’s turn
in the Genene Jones murder trial, but her lawyers won't
give any hints about how they'll try to show jurors that the
nurse is not the baby-killer the state says she is.

““The only thing we've got on our side is the element of
surprise,” said Patty Jones, an aide to court-appointed
defense lawyer Jim Brookshire.

The trial was to resume today after a one-day break in-
tended to let the defense prepare its response to the state's
14-day, 44-witness case.

Ms. Jones is charged in the Sept. 17, 1982, death of
Chelsea McClellan, a 15-month-old girl who went limp and
died after two injections from the nurse at a Kerrville doc-
tor's office.

DEAR READER — I sus-
pect that your doctor was
trying to tell you that you
have an enlargement of the
thyroid. The normal thyroid
gland consists of little
lobules filled with a gelati-
nous material called colloid.
These can enlarge and cause
a colloid goiter

When they're small and
the thyroid function is
normal, the doctor may
elect to do nothing. It really
depends on the rest of his
studies. If there's an indica-
tion of thyroid overactivity,
he may wish to treat it med-
ically or he may recommend

He is known for his sky-
hook, a sweeping arc shot
that has been deadly ac-
curate over his 15 years in the
National Basketball Associa-
tion. Yet it was an unusual
baseline drive with a reverse
layup that made Kareem
Abdul-Jabbar the NBA's all-
time leader in field goals.

And, if he can
average about 19.7 points a
game for the remainder of
the season, he can surpass
Chamberlain’s league mark
of 31,419 points.

“There’s really no signif-
cance for me in the
Chamberlain matchup,”
Abdul-Jabbar said following
Wednesday night's 111-109
victory over the Boston
Celtics. *‘l used to emulate
him a bit when I was in high
school, but I have my own
goals to achieve in the NBA,
and if I play long enough I'll
probably achieve them.

ABC Network coverage of Olympics
adds show biz to keep viewers

Sorry, sports fans, but
judging from the first six
hours of ABC's Olympic
coverage, it's not exactly
your average Monday Night
Football game you'll be wat-
ching in prime time for the
next 10 days.

It's more like a little show
biz (John Denver, ice danc-
ing, et.al.), some history
(Gavrilo Princip vs. Ar-
chduke Francis Ferdinand);
and some sports, many of
them unfamiliar or just plain
alien to your average
American.

Putting it another way,
something like ‘‘Interna-
tional Superstars’ meets ‘60
Minutes’ at the Super Bowl
pre-game show. Or, as Jim
McKay remarked during
Wednesday night's opening
ceremonies: “‘It's a little like
halftime."”

The problem — if it is that
— stems from the escalating
costs of televising the Olym-
pics.

games and spent more than
that on production costs, the
network had almost no choice
but to put them on for 12
straight nights in prime time,
with prime-time advertising
rates to offset the costs.

But that means:

1. Drawing a prime-time-
sized audience, which is at-
tracted more by John
Denver, figure skating and
ice dancing than the pro-
spects of a bunch of Euro-
peans sliding down hills in
sleds.

2. Putting the competition
on tape, for showing eight to
12 hours after it has ended,
making it difficult, if not im-
possible, for interested
Americans to get through a
full day without knowing
what happened.

‘“People have called and
written to say they don’t want
to know the score
beforehand," McKay,
resplendent in his new ABC
baby blwe blazer, said Tues-
day night, explaining why he
wouldnt give the score of
U.S.-Canada until after the
game.

Sure, but the U.S-Canada

game had ended 10 hours
earlier. It was all over the
radio, all over the network
news, in the headlines in late
editions. Few fans, even if
they wanted to, were able to
get through the day without
knowing the outcome.

In reality, McKay and ABC
simply didn't want viewers to
tune out when they

discovered the U.S. had lost.
The three hours Tuesday
were basically boring —
there was just too little to
show. So we got patriotism
and history and nostalgia —

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Avuthorities unload tons of marijuana

BROWNSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — Federal officials
began unloading 256 tons of
marijuana this morning from
the Lady Mar, an
unregistered fishing vessel
seized by the U.S. Coast
Guard Sunday after a 22-hour
chase.

The Lady Mar, hauling an
estimated $20 million worth
of marijuana, was towed into
port by the Coast Guard cut-

ter Durable Wednesday. The
Durable captured the Lady
Mar about 35 miles off the
Yucatan Peninsula.

Coast Guard officials said
they were surprised at the
gumption of the small craft’s
crew who rammed their
dilapidated 75-foot fishing
boat against the bow of the
250-foot Durable.

“When you ask permission
to come aboard, crews don't

ususally resist the way this
one did,” said Cmdr. Ned
Kiley of the Durable. ““This
seizure was much more ex-
citing than others.”

A 10-inch, diamond-shaped
patch was visible on the bow
of the immaculate white cut-
ter as it docked at the Coast
Guard station about 10 a.m.

Officials from the Drug En- -

forcement Administration
took into custody one man

from Guiana and 13 Colum-
bians. Ken Miley of the DEA
in MecAllen said there were no
passengers and all 14 helped
crew the boat.

“They were all sitting on
top of it (the marijuana) on a
small boat and charges will
be filed on all of them,” he
said.

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Bill Holt, Children's Pro-
tective Services supervisor
from Amarillo, addressed
members of the Deaf Smith
County Child Welfare Board
Wednesday in the Commis-
sioner’s Courtroom.

He defined child abuse as
non-accidental infliction of
physical injury or emotional
or mental damage to a child
by another person, and child
neglect as depriving a child of
living conditions which pro-
vide the minimally needed
physical and emotional re-
quirements for life, growth
and development.

Holt stated that 3,000
children die in the United
States each year from child
abuse, 60,000 are hospitaliz-
ed, and 15,000 of these will
have suffered permanent
brain damage.

Alleged perpetrators are
generally between the ages of
26 and 35 with income below
$14,000 per year. Fifty-eight
percent are female; 45 per-
cent are unmarried; 52 per-
cent are the natural mother
and 26 percent are the natural
father.

There were 1,560 reports of
child abuse in Amarillo and
Canyon in 1982, with 40 per-
cent of these needing ongoing
services and 53 percent in-

Outcome of talks to
determine progress

NEW YORK (AP) — This
year promises to be a lively
one in the endless tug of war
between management and
labor.

In many economists’ view,
much more than the size of
workers’ paychecks will be at
stake when negotiators sit
down to bargain in the mon-
ths ahead.

The outcome of their talks
will do much to determine
whether progress against in-
flation can be sustained —
and to set the mood of
workers as they prepare to
vote in the November elec-
tion.

Edward Yardeni,
economist at the Wall Street
firm of Prudential-Bache
Securities, notes that con-
tracts are scheduled to expire
in the construction industry
in the spring and early sum-
mer, the railroad industry in
June, and auto manufactur-
ing and bituminous coal min-
ing in September.

There will be negotiations,
he adds, affecting 3 million of
the 7.9 million workers in
private industry covered by
major labor contracts. The
calendar is heavier than
usual because bargainers

tended toward shorter con-
tracts during the recent
recession and economic
upheaval.

Now, the recession is over.
Corporate profits are improv-
ing, and it will be only natural
if workers press for a share of
the increased prosperity.

But an acceleration in wage
gains could pose the threat of
revived inflation. That’s the
way it's often gone in the

past.

However, Yardeni and
other observers say there
isn't likely to be a wage explo-
sion in the immediate future,
with both management and
workers still recovering from
the sjump of 1981 and 1982.

“We believe that manage-
ment will successfully resist
wage increases that exceed
productivity gains,” Yardeni
says. ‘‘There is still quite a
bit of unemployed labor,
which should temper union
demands. Fierce foreign
competition resulting from
the strong foreign exchange
value of the dollar will also in-
crease the resolve of manage-
ment to keep a lid on labor
costs.”

Syria is clear winner

TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) —
The defeat of Lebanese Presi-
dent Amin Gemayel's army
by Syrian-backed militiamen
has enhanced Syria's stan-
ding as a leader in the Arab
world and could torpedo
future peace efforts in the
Middle East, Israeli analysts
say.
““The Arabs are bound to be
much more influenced by
Syria. It's not a good omen
for the peace process,” said
Yossi Olmert, one of Israel’s
most respected analysts of
Mideast affairs.

“There’'s no doubt that the
Syrians are winning the bat-
tle for Lebanon. It's just a
guestion of time before the
Syrians again become the
dominant force in Lebanon,”
Olmert, head of the Syria-
Lebanon desk at Tel Aviv
University's Shiloah Center,
said in an interview.

Olmert and other Israeli
analysts said that if
Gemayel, a Maronite
Catholic, wants to finish the
42 years remaining in his
six-year term of office, he
will probably succumb to
Syrian pressure to abrogate
the U.S.-sponsored Israel-
Lebanon agreement for a
phased withdrawal of Israeli
troops from Lebanon.

This would be a major
political setback for Israel
because the 1983 troop
withdrawal accord is only the
second pact it has negotiated
with an Arab state, following
the 1979 peace treaty with
Egypt.

The analysts doubted that
the Syrians want a military
confrontation with Israel
over Lebanon.

“The Syrians are very,
very careful not to provoke
Israel,” Olmert said. ‘‘They
want Lebanon to demand that
the Israelis leave unilateral-
ly. That puts Syria in a more
legitimate position to
dominate the rest of
Lebanon.”

But the analysts said the
routing of Lebanon’s
Christian-commanded army
by Shiite Moslem and Islamic
Druse militiamen will make
it more difficult for Israel to
move its forces in Lebanon
back closer to the Israeli
border.

Zyi Lanir, a strategist at
Tel Aviv University's Dayan
Center, said in an interview:
“The government of Israel
has already decided about the
withdrawal from Lebanon.
What is still open is the tim-
ing.... The important thing is
not only what we are going to
do, but how it's seen and
assessed in terms of Israel’s
power and ability to use its
forces."”

Olmert concurred, saying
Israel does not want any par-
tial withdrawal from
Lebanon to be interpreted as
submission to Syrian
pressure. He said an Israeli
withdrawal *is coming, but
not immediately, perhaps for
psychological reasons, pro-
paganda reasons.”

The analysts also said an
Israeli withdrawal could
pave the way for extremist
Shiites backed by Syria and
Iran to expand their influence
in south Lebanon near
Israel’s border.

The Israeli analysts said
they expected Gemayel
would remain as president,

provided he heeds Syrian bid-
ding like his predecessor, the
ineffective Elias Sarkis who
was installed with Damascus’
approval in 1976 during the
last civil war.

Q: How do | re-whiten white-
walls, and how much paint can
| safely apply to keep the black
walls black?

A: Answering the second part
of your question first: Don‘t use
paint on black walls! Use any of
the polypenetrant recondition-
ers now on the market which
are used for vinyl restoration.
It'll amaze you! As far as
whitewalls are concerned, use
one of the all purpose house-
hold cleaners. Work the cleaner
into deeper scuffs and gouges
with a toothbrush. Then use
the trusty old household scour-
ing pad to gently rub the white-
wall area until it becomes
clean. Now, we're going to
back off on the “don’t use
paint” just a little. For deep
gouges in whitewalls, or if
areas are chipped or frayed,
use a little quick-drying flat
paint to touch up the area. But,
never apply paint to the entire
tire surface area
