AUSTIN (AP) - The state's

indigent health care system better
serves urban residents that rural
Texans, but the city dwellers pay far
higher property taxes for their
services, according to a slate
auditor's report.

The state's indigent health care
system disperses medical services to
4.7 million Texans who cannot pay
all or pan of their medical bills, said
the report, released Tuesday,

The state's reliance on urban
public hospitals 10 carry out the
provisions of the indigent health care
laws creates a heavy burden on local
taxpayers who support such districts,
the report said. The tax burden ranges
from $2 per capita in rural areas with
no hospital districts to $4() per capita
in major cities.

said. "Residents of the less affluent
areas of the Slate receive fewer
services because of lack of funding,"

Annual expenditures ranges from
$283 to $1,093 per member of the
poverty population, the report said.

"To allcv iate these apparent
inequities, state health officials
should consider developing a
definition of minimum acceptable
service which should be available
statewide," the report said.

Local governments arc also
burdened by the Slate's lack of
generosity in providing Medicaid
services, the report said. Local
governments pay almost all of the
cost of caring for those who arc not

eligible for Medicaid hut arc
medically indigent.

In Tc l!as, only about 33 percent of
those with incomes below the federal
poverty level are eligible for
Medicaid, whereas the average for the
len largest Medicaid-using states is
97 percent of those below poverty
level,

In 1988, a total of$4.9 billion was
spent on indigent health care for
Texas, with SLaLC government
providing the largest share, $1.71
billion and the federal government
contributing $1,28 billion.

Local governments, including
cities, counties and hospital districts,
provided just under $1 billion and the
private sector pro v idcd $1,05 billion,
The private sector total included

$40.6 million from private, nonprofit
agencies, and $175 million from
medical school faculty providers.

In 1987, private, non-profit.
hospitals, contributed $476 million,
the report said, For-profit hospitals
provided $174 million in uncompen-
sated care the same year,

The auditor's report also cited a
Gallup Poll, which indicated that
pri vate physicians in 1987 prov ided
$159 million in uncompensated care.

The state's indigent health care
system could be improved with better
planning, more oversight and better
coordination among the agencies
providing services, the report said.
The auditor recommended that the
state Health and Human Services
Coordinating Council provide a
statewide strategic plan based on

input from the state and local
planning agencies.

The state system's strength lies in
the network of public health clinics
in every county and the coordination
of services among public health
providers in larger cities, the report
said.

For other state agencies, the
auditor's office also:

- Conducted a limited audit
indicating that the Texas Public
Finance Authority lacks internal
financial controls that caused it to
understate by $),8 million the amount
outstanding on certain revenue bonds.
The agency also failed to transfer
certain imerest earn ings to appropri-
ate funds and failed to establish
certain accounting policies for the
COsL'i associated with renovating
state-owned buildings.

House, Senate approve compromise
AUSTIN (AP) - A $521-1 million

school finance reform package is
speeding through the Texas Legisla-
ture, as lawmakers work 10 end their
record-breaking sixth special
lcgislati vc session hy Ihe end or the
week.

"We've been here for a long lime,
and we'd like to go horne." House
Spcakcr Gib Lewis said Tuesday, the
second day of this special session, It
is the fourth session on court-ordered
school fi nancc reform: lawmakers
.have been meeting on thciscuc since
late February,

The. Housc and Senate on Tuesday
casil y approved fee and La x increases

agreed to by state leaders, including
a quarter-cent stale sales tax increase
and higher taxes on mixed drinks and
tobacco. The measures were sent !O
Gov, B ill Clements.

The Senate also passed a separate
bill outlining school finance reforms
with a 29-1 vote, and a measure
making budget cuts and stare budget
tran fers with a 30-0 vote. Those bills
were sent to the House for consider-
ation, and the Public Education
Committee approved the reform hill
with a 6-1 vole.

Democratic legislative leaders and
the Republican governor agreed on
the school finance refonn package
Friday after a three-month dead lock
on how to address a Texas Supreme

ourt order to make more money
available to poor school districts,

Besides pumping extra money into
the $13,5 bulion-a-ycar school
finance system, the funding package

I' of cutsand lax increases would raise
an extra $100 million to bail out
financially strapped social service
progmms.

Clements killed two previous
school finance reform plans because
thcyea h required a half-cent
increase in the sales tax. But he
compromisedat the quaner cnt lcvcl

friday, saying he wanted to fend off
court intervention in the school
system.

Besides addressing funding, the
reform bill would make a number of
changes designed 10 improve
cducntion performance and account-
abiluy.

It would allow expansion of the
pre-kindergarten program to
3-ycar-olds in the 1991-92 school
year, at local option and given
sufficient state funding; increase
I.csl.ing of students: and give the
governor theauthority to appoint the
slate education commissioner. The
commissioner now is appointed by
rnc State Board of Education.

The tax and Ic measures would:
- Raise the sales tal! to ('\cenls on

the dollar.
- Raise the tax per pack of

cigarettes by 15 cents,lO 41 cents.
- Increase the tax rate on chewing

tobacco, snuff and smoking tobacco
from 28.125 percent 10 35.213
percent of the factory list price.

. Incrcase the gross receipts tax on
the sale of mixed drinks from 12
percent to 14 JX'r ent. This was the
last item in the tax bill, which was
approved 117·13 hy the House and
lO-() by the Senate,

- Double the fcc for obtaining a
duplicate driver's license from $510
$10, This was a separate hill,
approved 117·20 hy the House and
30·0 by the Senate.

- Raise by 50pcrccnl the stale fees
for highway permits 10 move items
that exceed statutory size and weighl
Iimits. This was a separate bill,
approved on a 126-15 House vole and
30-0 Senate vote.

Sen, Carlos Truan, D- orpus
Christi, said he docs not think ihc
reform bill will meet the Supreme
Court order til design a constitutional
school finance system.

But he voted for it, he said,
because il sends more money to
school districts. Sen. Hector Uribe.
D- Brownsville, voted agamst the
reform bill.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby and Lewis
said they think the legislation will
pass co urt muster. And Clements
disrrnsscd.crarcism from some black
and Hispanic legislators who said the
school finan c reforms did not go far
enough,

"I don't know anybody thai's
happy with the hill. The fact that
everybody's unhappy about il makes
it probably a pretty good bill,"
'lcrncnts said.
