Bovina police seek
c es I child eaths

BOV[NA (AP) - Seven children
under the age of four have tI ied since
1976 while in the care of' a woman
who is now jailed in Kansas.

But police in this Texas Panhandle
town say clues about the children's
deaths arc few.

"Nobody wants to talk about
anything," said Ca tro County
Sheriff's Deputy Jerry Bailey.
"(Pcopl e) didn't suspect J nything at
the ti rncs of the death s and they st i11
don't. "

Diana Lumbrera, who i,-.heing held
in a Garden ity, Kan .. jail on a
$SO.OOO hondo has been charged with
the first degree murder in the
smothering death of her 4 -year-old
son. Jose Antonio Lurn brcra,

Ms. Lumbrera carried her gasping
son to the cmcrgcnc y room of a
Garden City hospital May I, The boy
died as medics tried to revive him,

Garden City police said an autopsy
showed the death' was caused by
"asphyxia due to smothering."

Law enforcement ofl'icru Is in
Bovina previously said there was no
reason to. uspcci foul play in any of
the othcr deaths,

BUI authoriucs said that changed
May 11 whcn they learned of the
19RO death of a seventh eh ild.

"The district attorney, sheriff and
pol icc department arc all invcstigat-
ing together." Bovina Police Chief
Gary Coleman said Monday.
"Without a doubt, this is the biggest,
trangcst case to hit Bovina,"

According to police, Ms. l.urnbrcra
on Oct 8, 1980, babysat 6-week-old
Erica-Lenore Alemanthe. The child
was the daughter of her cousin.
Benito Aleman.

Parmer County Sheriff Richard
Bonham said Erica was dead on
arrival that night when Ms. Lumbrera
carried the ch ild into the West Plains
Medical Center in M ulcshoc.

Police were still trying to recover
autopsy results Monday,

Coleman said he "can't believe no
investigations of the babies deaths
were done at the lime,"

In 1977, Ms. Lumbrera married
Lionel Garza, who is thought to be
the faLher of four of the children,

Police said they believe Jose Luz
Valvon is was father of the two other
children -thc-t-ycar-old who died in
Garden City and Christopher
Lumbrera, who died at 5
I/::!-months-old in March 19R4.

Maria Aleman, Ms. Lurnbrcra's
aunt, said she remember a few
details of Christopher's death.

"Alii know about it is that I got
up that morning to go to work at IS
(l 'dock," she told the Garden City
Telegram.

" he baby was fine. He was
healthy and not sick or anything. My
daughter had left the house and it was
Diana's day off. I left her and the
hahy at the house and went to work,

Ralph Earlmann, an Amarillo
Forensic pathologist concluded that
Melinda died from' "acute heart
failure due to increased taxation on
a case of congenital heart disease."

Earlmann ruled out any criminal
actions relating to the child's death.

Melissa Lumbrcra was three when
she died in October 1978. A death
certificate lists the cause ofdeath as
"asphyx ia due to aspiration of
.romach conrcrus."

Jose Lionel Garza was 14 weeks
old when hc died in February 1978
in a Lubbock hospital. No death
records were immediately available.

Joanna Lumbrera was 15 weeks
old when she died in November 1916
in Bov ina. A death certificate shows
death was caused by "strangulation
due to asphyx iaLion due to convulsive
disorder. "

Because there weren't any police
invcsugations at the Lime of me
death ,auLhorities have had to start
from scratch, said Johnny Actkinson,
Parmer ouruy district anomey.
