Jail renovation to be within budgef

Enough reductions have been spot-
ted to have the proposed $1.556 million
Deaf Smith County Jail renovation
project be completed within its
budget, county officials hope.

Three county commissioners and
Sheriff Joe Brown went to San An-
tonio Thursday to meet with the ar-
chitectural firm in charge of the pro-
ject. The visit was made to find ways
to cut the original renovation plans
by about $300,000. |

“It was really productive,” said
Austin Rose about the meeting with
Gondeck and Associates, Inc. “‘We
think that we can get the work back
down to within the money we started
with."”

Brown said the proposed renova-
tion plan “is looking really good." He
explained most of the cuts agreed
upon. were items not necessary for
the remodeled jail to meet state re-
quirements.

One area from which money can be
saved is in the jail's kitchen, Com-
missioner Bill Bradly said. Gondeck
and Associates agreed cost reduc-
tions could also be made for propos-
ed lighting fixtures. Paint labor
would be handled by the county,
Bradly said, which allows more cost
cuts.

Some changes need to be made to
the jail prior to its renovation, the
four county officials learned Thurs-
day. A recreation area must be pro-
vided and feature sunlight, Brown
and Rose said.

According to Brown, the garage
located on the jail's north side is to be
closed, with windows replacing the
garage door. Therefor, inmates
would have a place to occasionally
walk around and be struck by a little
natural light, he said.

The temporary recreation area
idea was okayed Thursday, Brown
said, by Jack Crump of the Texas
Commission on Jail Standards.
Bradly said he appreciated Crump
coming down to San Antonio rather
than insist the county officials see
him in Austin.
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Neither Brown nor Rose knew
what steps are next to be taken in the
renovation project. Presumably,
bids are again to be let once architec-
tural plans are finalized. The bids
received in late May and June have
been formally rejected by the county
commission.

In June, the lowest combined bid
turned in for the project was for
about $1,827,000. It reflected the total
of the lowest offers received for
detention equipment and general
construction work.

A July 18 meeting with Gondeck
prompted Commissioner Bill Bradly
to comment, ‘I think Mr. Gondeck
finally understands we're not going
to spend ore than we started out to.”

The San Antonio firm agreed to
meet with the low bidders and see
what costs could be trimmed. Accor-
ding to Rose, negotiations resulted in
only a $150,000 reduction.

At their their most recent meeting,
on Aug. 27, commissioners told
Gondeck over the telephone they
would not authorize any payment ex-
ceeding $1.56 million. Commissioner
Bruce Coleman claimed the ar-
chitectural firm had *‘guaranteed”
the project would not cnst more than
Gondeck had estimated.

The amount of architectural fees
charged by Gondeck and Associates
is not to change even though the com-
pany has revised its original draw-
ings. According to Vesta Mae
Nunley, county treasurer, Gondeck
and Associates is to receive
$112,000-plus for its work.

VATICAN CITY (AP) - Four days
after condemning Marxist elements |
o!“nbcntlwlhoolocy"tln%uun
today questioned a Franciscan cleric |
from Brazil who is a proponent of the
movement that aims at alding the
world’s poor and oppressed.

Ratz-
inger, who heads the Vatican’s chief
watchdog body on religious teaching,
will question Boff about possible doc-
trinal errors in the Brazilian's
writing.

Liberation theology is a movement
that attempts to use the Gospel to
justify nuns' and priests’ social ae-
tivism. It was born in Latin America
in the 1960s-and has spread as far as
Africa, India, the Phillipines and
parts of the United States.

A legendary liberation theologian
was the Rev. Camilllo Torres, a
priest who took up guns and joined
the rebels of his native Colombia

The Vatican said elements of
liberation theology also can be found
among priests working for the poor
in parts of India.

In a major report released Mon-
day, the Vatican used the term in the
plural, referring to ‘“theologies of
liberation.” Apparently to show the
sometimes Imprecise nature of ex-
actly what the movement includes,
the report stated:

“As with all movements of ideas,
the ‘theologies of liberation’ present
diverse theological positions. Their

The Vatican report, prepared by
Ratzinger's congregation, took pains

But the Vatican objects to what it

Negotiations at virtual standstill

WASHINGTON (AP) — Barring
the unexpected, President Reagan
will complete his current term in the
White House with negotiations with
the Soviet Union — nuclear and
otherwise — at a virtual standstill.

of a meeting in Vienna to head off a
race in space.

The only bit of ongoing diplomatic
business concerns the lapsed
cultural exchange agreement bet-
ween Washington and Moscow. Even

American, Delta match fares

DALLAS (AP) - If Braniff Inc.'s
latest ploy does not succeeed in
drawing tavelers, the six-month-old
resurrected airline will try dropping
its fares and service even further
and become a no-frills ‘“‘People
Express-type operation where you
pay for your food and your baggage
service,” he said.

Meanwhile, American and Delta
airlines said Thursday they will
match Braniff Inc.’s new cut-rate
fares, with certain restrictions.

Industry analysts had termed
Wednesday’s Braniff announcement
as a “last-ditch” effort to succeed.
After 22 months of bankruptcy pro-
ceedings, Braniff resumed opera-
tions March 1 with a $70 million in-
vestment from the Hyatt Hotel Corp.

Foley, a Hyatt executive who was
dispatched to Braniff by Hyatt Chair-
man Jay Pritzker, said Hyatt would
keep Braniff flying “until it's suc-
cessful.”

He tried to allay industry fears

that Braniff was headed down the’

same route that forced Braniff Inter-
national into reorganization in 1982,
saying the new Braniff ““is a cash-
rich company.”

“We've got between $30 million
and $40 million and there are assets
we can sell and other places we can
get money,” he said.

“If you look at our history, we've
never had a failure and we're not

about to let this become our first,"”
Foley said. “We're dedicated to
make this successful.”

Foley said the airline is still ‘‘com-
municating with other airlines"
about the possibility of a merger.

Braniff had tried to draw travelers
with high-quality service at existing
coach prices, but Foley admitted
that strategy had not worked.

If the fare plan fails, and the “Peo-
ple Express” plan does not work, he
said ““No. 3 would be just giving it
more cash to keep going. Sometimes
it takes longer than you think in your
business plan.

The fourth option would be a
merger and “‘the fifth is to sell” the
airline, he said.

“We're here until the airline
becomes successful. We are almost
100 percent certain that our current
plan is going to work,"” he said. “The
tough part is that our competitors
seem determined not to see us suc-
ceed. Even if it costs them hundreds
of millions of dollars.”

Faced with fierce competitions
from American Airlines and Delta
Air Lines, Braniff has been able to
claim only 9 percent of the traffic at
the Dallas-Fort Worth Regional Alr-
port, its home base from which it
flies to 19 cities.

American spokesman Joe Stroop
said the nation’s No. 2 carrier decid-
ed Thursday to match Braniff's fares

on routes overlapping with its old
nemesis.

American was keeping a ‘limited”
number of seats at old, higher fare
levels, Stroop said, but ‘‘our tickets
asre going to cost the same as theirs.
We have to be competitive.”

Delta district manager Matt
Guilfoyle said he had not gotten word
yet from the airline’s Atlanta head-
quarters, but he believed the Braniff
fares would be matched and “‘if
American has matched, there's no
doubt about it.”

Industry analysts said matching
the fares would hurt earnings, par-
ticularly at Fort Worth-based
American.

Beginning Saturday, Braniff will
offer one unrestricted fare for every
seat on weekday flights and a lower
prices on weeknights and weekends.
For example, the new peak-period
one-way fare from Dallas to New
York will be $129 and $109 in off-peak
periods, less than half the current
standard full-coach fare of $324 each
way.

Foley said Braniff reservationists
had been “‘swamped’’ Thursday with
calls. He said he believed that even
though the fares had been matched,
they would prove successful for
Braniff.

“Our plan is to grow this market
and hopefully we'll get a percentage
of that and they'll (American and
Delta) get their percentage as well,”
Foley said.

(AP)—David Woodley was too much
for the New York Jets . . . and the
Jets' offensive line just wasn’t
enough for Pat Ryan.

Playing only five days after suf-
fereing a concussion against the
Kansas City Chiefs on opening day,
Woodley picked the Jets apart with
intelligent play-calling and passing
Thursday night, leading the Pitt-
sburgh Steelers to a 23-17 National
Football League victory.

The Jets, meanwhile, hurt
themselves with poor offensive line
play that alowed Ryan little protec-
tion at quarterback.

“We knew coming into the game
that the Steelers had a fine pass
rush,” said Jets coach Joe Walton.
“They blitzed us quite a bit and we
obviously had trouble picking it up.”

Ryan was sacked four times for a
total 27 yards, some of them in
crucial situations. Rushing his
passes quite a bit, Ryan had three in-
tercepted, including two by Sam
Washington that stopped Jets’ drives
in the final quarter.

“Inexperience hurt me,’”" said
Ryan, making only the second start
in his NFL career, both within the
last week. ‘“There were just a lot of
dumb plays on my part.”

In all, Woodley hit 14 of 25 passes
for 187 yards and two touchdowns.
Gary Anderson provided the rest of
the Pittsburgh offense with three
field goals—although un-
characteristically, Anderson also
missed a 27-yarder and a 30-yarder
in the fourth quarter that could have
made Pittsburgh'’s job a bit easier.

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Texas balloonist goes over Niagara

WACO, Texas (AP) — Few
people fly hot air balloons;
fewer still have flown one
over Niagara Falls.

But Joe Heartsill of Meri-
dian has done both.

While other balloonists
have crossed part of the falls
in a balloon before, few have
crossed both the Canadian
and American sides of the
falls on the same flight.
That's because the falls are
not in a straight line.

On July 13, Heartsill, born
and reared in Walnut Springs
in Bosque County, took off
from the Canadian side of the
falls, with the intention of
heading in a straight line over
Horseshoe Falls (on the
Canadian side) and setting
down in the United States.

But the wind had other
things planned.

Halfway across Horseshoe

Falls, the wind died and left
Heartsill stalled over the
Canadian falls. For 20
minutes, he said, his balloon
hung virtually motionless,
suspended above the
crashing thunder of falling
water.

While suspended, Heartsill
lowered his balloon into the
mist from the falls in an ex-
periment to test whether the
cool mist would significantly
cool the hot air in the balloon,
thus causing a rapid descent.
The mist, however, had no ef-
fect.

Then the wind changed
directions.

It began blowing him in a
direction at a right angle to
his original course, pushing
him over the American side
of Niagara Falls and sending
him downstream, over the
river and steep gorge bet-

ween the Falls’ Rainbow and
Whirlpool Ridges.

Like an airplane pilot
testing his skills, Heartsill did
a “touch and go landing” in
the middle of the river —
touching the bottom of his
basket to the water before
taking off again.

For Heartsill, the 11-2-hour
flight was one of the high
points in his 41-2-year
ballooning career.

“The weather conditions
were just perfect,” he said of
the wind shift that allowed
him to fly over both sides of
the falls and then down into
the gorge. “We did it all. It
hadn’t been done that way
before.

“If I had a steering wheel in
the balloon, I couldn’t have
driven a better course.”

Heartsill landed on the idea
of flying a hot air balloon
back in 1979 when he saw a
beer company's name on the
side of balloon. "I thought
that would be a good wasy to
do some advertising for my
business and have some fun,
too,” he said. Joe and his
brother Tom own Heartsill
and Co. Realtors with offices
in Meridian and San Angelo

Heartsill headed off to a
balloon rally in Oect. 1979 at
Albequerque, N.M., where
more than 400 hot air balloons
filled the skies over a 10-day
period, he said

From then on he was hook-
ed, and with his desire to soar
in the wind, Heartsill bought
a slightly-used balloon. But
he had forgotten one impor-
tant point

“l bought a balloon and
brought it back and didn't
know how to fly it,”" he said
He found a hot air balloon
pilot in Belton by the name of
Steve Jones, who taught him
how to fly, Heartsill soon
earned his private balloon
pilot's license and now holds
both a commercial license

and is a certified FAA in-
structor.

Heartsill taught a man in
San Angelo how to fly and
later sold him his balloon.
Heartsill now owns a new
balloon with his company's
advertisment on the side.

"“You cannot fly it without
geétting exposure,” he said.
““You've got a flying
billboard."

Heartsill is a member of
Lakewood Tennis Club and
has tried several times un-
sucessfully to launch his
balloon from the club's park-
ing lot. High wind has
delayed the flight, he said.

A club official's interest in
riding in his balloon promp-
ted the plan to launch from
the club, Heartsill said, ad-
ding that the flight would
draw attention to both the
club and to his real estate
company

“Clubs are looking for new
members all the time,”" he
said. ""At the same time it
helps me because [ have my
sign on the side of the
balloon.™

Heartsill said he has at-
tempted to launch from the
club late in the afternoon, but
that wind speeds faster than 8
knots make it too difficult to
fill the balloon with hot air
“Your ideal flying 1s 4 to 7
knots (and) your not suppos-
ed to take off in winds greater
than 8to 10 knots."”

The best flying time in the
summer is in the morning, at
dawn when the winds are
light and the temperature is
cool, Heartsill said. “The
physics of it is that hot air
rises. On a cool day vou can
get more lift out of the hot air
in the balloon.’

For Heartsill, flying his
balloon is a part of his
business, that he_really en-
joys, and it is something he
said he plans to do forvears
lo come

Man takes himself
off Social Security

Dawson told the Social
Security office he hoped it
would apply his funds to so-
meone who needs them

The three-member Dawson
family became accustomed
to an annual income of $36,000
to $42,000 a year before his ac-
cident. Insurance stopped
paying the hospital bill at
$500,000, he said, and the
family was faced with an
outstanding balance of
$76,000.

“Of that we still owe
$22,000," he said.

Dawson's second near-fatal
motorcycle accident left him
in a coma for two months. His
right leg virtually exploded
when he hit the pavement
after the bike broke in half
and ran into a telephone pole,
and his right arm was torn in
half.

Doctors wanted to remove
Dawson’s right arm and leg,
but his wife was convinced he
could recover, he said.
