A public hearing to consider the
regulation of the herbicide 2,4-D has
been set for Oct. 15 by Deaf Smith
County Commissioners.

That action came during Monday’s
regular commission meeting, when a
discussion about use of the chemical
was attended by farmers from Deaf
Smith and Parmer counties and
representatives of the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture (TDA).

Damage to cotton fields in the two

counties has been investigated by the
TDA, which says at least 30,000 acres
of the crop have been partially or
completely damaged by 2,4-D. Cot-
ton growers in Parmer County,
where the damage appears to be
heaviest, claim the substance drifted
onto their crops after being sprayed
in Deaf Smith County.

delegation made its request that
“ester”’ formulations of 2,4-D be ban-
ned in the county from April 1to Nov.
1, the cotton growing season.

Commissioners heard remarks
from several cotton growers, in-
cluding Billy Wayne Sisson, who has
land in both counties.

I still believe a man ought to do
what he wants to on his own land, but
don't hurt your neighbor,” Sisson
said. ‘“Let's forget about suing this
and suing that. Let’s solve the pro-
blem in a gentleman-like way."

A decision to sue for damages was
made by cotton farmers attending a
meeting in Friona recently, with the
group selecting a Houston attorney
who has worked on hegbicide litiga-
tion to handle the 'class action
lawsuit.

Commissioner Bruce Coleman told
Redman that prior to the hearing, he
wants commissioners to be advised
of the ramifications of regulating the
chemical. He said he wants to know
what the restrictions would cost
farmers in time and money and
whether the ban could really be en-
forced.

“I would hate to see some of us un-
necessarily saddled with regulations
we don't need,” Coleman stated.
“Every nation that has put its farm-
ing in the decision of the
bureaucracy has failed to feed
itself."”

Murabak points finger
at Libya for sea firings

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — President
Hosni Mubarak says Libya alone
may be responsible for the
mysterious attacks on shipping in the
Red Sea, which have brought re-
quests for U.S., British and French
military aid from both Egypt and
Saudi Arabia,

Lloyd’s of London’s Shipping In-
telligence Department says 16
vessels in the Red Sea have been hit
by mines in the past two months.

At a news conference Monday
Mubarak said: “I believe the Li-
byans did it, but until now we are
waiting to find a mine to confirm our
suspicions.”

Last week, Mubarak had voiced
suspicions about both Libya and
Iran, but he said Monday: I hope
Iran is not involved.” Both Libya and
Iran have denied involvement.

There was no official explanation
for his changed stance toward Iran,
although there was speculation
Mubarak might be seeking to
enhance an Egyptian role as a

peacemaker in the Iran-Iraq war.

Mubarak brushed aside claims of
responsibility by a group calling
itself Islamic Jihad (Islamic holy
war). Some Western intelligence
sources have linked this group with
Iran, but others have said more than
one extremist group may be using
the name Islamic Jihad as a cover.

The British Embassy in Cairo said
four British mine hunters would
enter the Suez Canal today and being
their search for mines in the Gulf of
Suez on Wednesday.

A U.S. Embassy spokesman said
four U.S. Sea Stallion minesweeping
helicopters were due to reach the
Red Sea aboard the transport ship
Shreveport by midweek, as re-
quested by Egypt.

Two French minesweepers and a
support vessel were also en route to
the Gulf of Suez to join in the interna-
tional effort at Egypt's request, and
Italy is considering sending help.

DALLAS (AP) — An anti-Republican group says it hasn’t decided
yet whether to remount a mammoth paper sign that Dallas police
ordered taken down from a chain-link fence around the site of the
GOP national convention.

The Dallas March and Rally Committee put up the 250-foot brown
paper sign protesting ‘‘Republican Ethics, Greed, War and Bigotry"
on a security fence outside the Dallas Convention Center.

But before workers finished, two city policemen asked that the
demonstration be stopped until a dispute over the sign’s legality is
resolved.

The two sides were still at an impasse Monday night, although
committee spokesman Joe Murray said the group had taken the sign
down for the night.

He was quick to add, however, that the sign wasn't removed
because of police pressure.

"‘We're taking it down because we’re done for today,” he said. “As
for whether we're going to put it up tomorrow (Tuesday), we have to
bring the issue before our steering committee first.”

Woman seeks help to end debt

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — Armed with a copy of ““Who’s Who
in the South and Southwest,”” Margaret Wick is calling on prominent
citizens to help pay off the nation’s trillion-dollar debt,

Last year, the Zapata woman mailed out 6,250 letters asking for
donations to a debt reduction fund.

There are no figures available on how well her efforts have paid

off. But in fiscal 1983, the Treasury Department reported contribu- °

tions totaling $911,179 to pay off the national debt.

Six months into fiscal 1984, contributions totaled $1.3 million.

Mrs. Wick, 71, is the one-woman Texas branch of the Debt Retire-
ment Network, a national grass-roots organization whose aim is to
reduce the nation’s overwhelming debt.

Kay Fishburn of New Berlin, Wis., founded the organization and
recruited Mrs. Wick to help out. Mrs. Wick volunteered after Ms.
Fishburn sent out letters to newspaper editors nationwide asking for
help.

“'A lot of people complain that the people in Congress are being
paid to keep a balanced budget and that having a huge debt is no way
to run the country,” said the Zapata woman.

Debate over debates continues

AUSTIN (AP) — Republican U.S. Senate candidate Phil Gramm
and Democrat Lloyd Doggett have accepted invitations to debate —
but at different sessions.

Gramm on Monday said he has accepted a September debate in-
vitation from two San Antonio groups. Doggett said he has accepted
invitations to six sessions in October and that he is willing to debate
Gramm in the Republican’'s hometown.

The two are battling for the seat being vacated by retiring GOP
Sen. John Tower.

Gramm said he accepted an invitation to participate in a debate
proposed for Sept. 11 by the San Antonio Bar Association and Bexar
County Medical Society.

“I believe this debate will provide an excellent forum for the peo-
ple of San Antonio of Texas to see the clear-cut differences bet-
ween the positions of Mr. Doggett and myself oni the key issues fac-
ing Texas and the nation,” Gramm said.

Mondale talks ‘sensible defense’

NORTH OAKS, Minn. (AP) — Walter F. Mondale, making his
third campaign trip in as many weeks to the South today, is
preaching ‘‘a sensible defense” policy and criticizing President
Reagan for free spending on big-ticket weapons.

Despite his attempt to put the focus on military issues this week,
Mondale is being dogged by questions about the finances of his runn-
ing mate, Geraldine Ferraro.

Mondale was beginning a two-day, four-state trip with a flight to
Little Rock, Ark., for a “citizens forum" to answer questions from
the public.

He was going on to Memphis, Tenn., to greet supporters later in
the day.

Stops were planned Wednesday in Louisville, Ky., and Macon, Ga.,
before a return flight to Minnesota.

A CBS-New York Times poll released Monday shows Mondale-
Ferraro trailing Reagan and Vice President George Bush by 54 per-
cent to 38 percent, with the Democrats behind in all regions. The
survey of 1,188 registred voters was taken Aug. 5-9 and has a margin o
of error plus or minus 3 percent.

Jurors to hear argument tapes

KEOKUK, lowa (AP) — Jurors in the trial of a chiropractor
charged with killing his wife and cutting her apart with a chain saw
will hear a tape of a “terrible domestic argument” the woman
secretly recorded before she vanished, a defense lawyer said.

District Judge James Havercamp said he will keep court in ses-
sion today until 32 potential jurors are questioned and a 12-member
jury selected to consider first-degree murder charges against Dr,
James Klindt, 36, a former Davenport West High School track star.

Authorities allege Klindt cut up the body of his wife, Joyce, with a
chain saw in March 1983 and dumped the pieces into the Mississippi
River.

Klindt contends that his wife moved away because of their marital
problems.

Attorneys interviewed 17 potential jurors Monday, the first day of
jury selection, asking if their judgment would be affected by “‘more
than unpleasant” pictures of the torso or a videotape of the autopsy.

Walesa mobbed on anniversary

GDANSK, Poland (AP) — Stirred by a priest’s declaration that
Solidarity’s ideals will outlast its enemies, hundreds of supporters
cheered Lech Walesa after a Mass marking today's anniversary of
strikes that spawned the now-banned union.

Walesa, who help establish the union four years ago, and about
2,500 other worshipers raised their hands in victory signs during the
Mass Monday evening in St. Brygida’s, the parish church for the
Lenin Shipyards where Solidarity was formed in 1980 as the Soviet
bloc’s first and only independent trade movement.

‘“‘Working people should be able to unite in the trade unions of their
choice,’” said the Rev. Jerzy Popieluszko in his sermon as Walesa sat
at the side of the altar.

“Solidarity remains an ideal in the heart of the nation,”
Popieluszko said. ‘‘Nobody can defeat this ideal because it is strong-
ly rooted in the hearts of millions and many paid a high price for it.”

Authorities imposed martial law in December 1981 to suppress,
then outlaw Solidarity and discourage bold sentiments of freedom in-
spired by the union’s existence.

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Reagan remark

LOS ANGELES (AP) — While
Democratic presidential hopeful
Walter Mondale criticized President
Reagan for joking that the Soviet
Union was about to be bombed,
White House officials sought to learn
the cause of the slip-up that allowed
the joke to be recorded by news net-
works.

CBS and NBC aired their recor-
dings of the President’s remarks on
Monday evening's news programs,
two days after Reagan told the joke
while testing a microphone prior to
his regular Saturday radio address
from hs ranch near Santa Barbara.

As recorded by CBS, the President
said, “My fellow Americans. I'm
pleased to tell you today that I've
signed legislation that will outlaw
Russia forever. We begin bombing in
five minutes.”

A White House official, who spoke
only on the condition that he not be
identified, confirmed the President
had made the statement, but said it
was merely a joke by a man who
likes to tell jokes.

“It's unfortunate that it got out,”
he said. He added that the White
House was investigating to see how
the slip-up occurred and to make
sure it didn't hapen again.

But Mondale, speaking in Min-
neapolis, said of the joke, ‘I don't
think it is very funny."

““When the world hears those sorts
of things, maybe some will dismiss it
as some kind of joke; others may
think it means something."

Officially, administration
spokesmen continued to decline all
comment, insisting that anything the
President said before he went on the
ar was off the record.

Rep. Geraldine Ferraro, the
Democratic vice presidential can-
didate, also criticized the comment.

“I don't know how you feel, but I
don’t think it is a joking matter,” she
told a campaign audience in lLos

Tax plank centerpiece
of GOP discussions

DALLAS (AP) — Republican plat-
form writers are arguing over the
final shape of a plank stronger than
President Reagan wanted but not as
tough as conservatives sought that
‘‘categorically’’ rejects tax in-
creases to shrink huge federal
budget deficits.

A proposed draft of the GOP plat-
form was released late Monday in
advance of the start today of a line-
by-line review and revision of the
document by the 106-member Plat-
form Committee. The panel is ex-
pected to wrap up its work later this
week and offer the platform for
ratification Aug. 21 at the
Republican National Convention.

The document largely reflects
positions Reagan has espoused over
the last 3'2 years and sidesteps many
issues over which Republicans are
divided. In contrast with the 1980
platform, the proposed document
omits calls for military superiority
over the Soviet Union, abolition of
the deparments of Energy and
Education and insistence that future
judicial appointments ‘‘respect the
sanctity of human life.”

The tax plank, the focus of a battle
among the White House and
Republican conservatives and

moderates, is intended to provide,

Reagan with campaign ammunition
against the claim of Democratic
challenger Walter Mondale that tax
increases are inevitable next year
regardless of who wins the election
because of deficits nearing $170
billion.

“Democrats claim deficts are
caused by Americans’ paying too lit-
tle in taxes,"” the draft GOP platform
said. “‘Nonsense. We categorically
reject proposals to increase taxes in

Arguing that ‘‘Americans are bet-
ter off than they were four years ago
and they're still improving," the pro-
posed document said the fnost impor-
tant goal was to keep the economic
recovery going.

“We therefore oppose any at-
tempts to increase taxes which
would harm the recovery and
reverse the trend to restoring control
of the economy to individual
Americans,” it said.

The categorical rejection goes
beyond the statement Reagan had
urged the platform writers to accept,
that he would go along with a tax in-
crease only as ‘‘a last resort.”

At the same time, the proposed
plank was not as toughly worded as
the language advocated by Rep.
Jack Kemp, R-N.Y., who told plat-
form writers Monday, ‘‘we must em-
phatically and unambiguously close
the door upon tax increases, however
defined, both now and in the
foreseeable future.”

Kemp said his language “leaves
the door obviously open for any
president under unforeseeable cir-
cumstances’’ to raise taxes, but add-
ad: “There is no reason I can see —

and it can be said unambiguously —
‘o raise taxes.”

Rep. Newt Gingrich, R-Ga., urged
similar language, arguing that
Republicans should tel Americans
‘we ain’t going to pass tax increases
inless there’'s a major national
2mergency."”

All sides agreed that a com-
promise would be worked out accep-
table to the White House and plat-
form writers, avoiding a floor fight
at the convention.

““We don’t want to do anything the
president would have to disavow or
publicly repudiate,’” said Sen.
Robert Kasten, R-Wis., chairman of
the economic progress subcommit-
tee responsible for shaping the tax
statement.

He said regardless of how ironclad
the anti-tax statement is, some will
see it as containing an escape hatch.
“Whatever we say, somebody’s go-
ing to say, yeah, but,” Kasten
remarked.

Wrangler jeans. a

Accomplishing three primary ob-

jectives within the next couple of

weeks looms foremost in the mind of
Hereford football coach Jerry
Taylor, as his Whitefaces are to start
two-a-day football workouts Monday.

Class 5A schools are not-allowed to
begin non-contact football drills
before Monday. Coaches may begin
practicing their teams in pads no
earlier than Aug. 24.

“Next week, we're going to be in
shorts and helmets working out,”
Taylor said. “We want to work on
conditioning, our agility and the
kicking game.”

The Hereford coach plans to take
. advantage of the opportunity to prac-
tice his team two full weeks before
school begins Sept. 4, especially the
week of in-shorts workouts.

Taylor said he and his staff will be

pleased if the Herd can accomplish
the objectives the coaches have set
for the first week of two-a-days.

“We will have spent some good
time if we can get these areas (condi-
tioning, improved agility and the
kicking game) down," he said.

All three of the areas can be inter-
woven, with conditioning being the
principal benefactor of the workouts,
Taylor said. He explained that by
working on agility drills and kicking,
rlayers must spend some time runn-
ng.

“At Hereford, we take pride in be-
ing in (good) condition,” he said.
“You know, fatigue tends to make
cowards of us all.”

The kicking game often can make
the difference between winning and
losing a football game, Taylor said.
A good kicking game, therefore, is a
must if the Whitefaces are to be com-
petitors in 1984.

No individuals were mentioned as
top candidates for kicker and punter
duties, and Taylor said he would not
make a final decision on his kickers
until practice starts.

“It depends on who wants it the
worst,” he said.

““In a new season, you always have
some good ones (players) returning,
and then you usually have some sur-
prises. I'm looking forward to that.”

The number Hereford posts in the
win column of the season record also
depends on ““who wants it the worst."”
Taylor said the Whitefaces were fac-
ing one of the toughest schedules in
the school’s recent history,

The Herd opens Sept. 7 with San
Angelo Central, picked by most
observers of Texas high school foot-
ball to be at or near the top in District
4-5A. Central also is listed number
one in Top-O-Texas Football
magazine's Class 5A top 10 schools.

Things don't get any easier for
Taylor, either, as five more of the re-
maining nine opponents are listed in
the magazine's Top 10 Class 5A
schools: Palo Duro, third; Amarillo,
fifth; Plainview, sixth; (Lubbock)
Coronado, eighth; and (Lubbock)
Monterey, 10th.

‘‘Monterey, Palo Duro, Plainview
and Amarillo High all are con-
tenders,” he said. ‘‘Amarillo High
may have one of the best teams it’s
ever had.

NFL teams cut rosters to 70 players;
office adds to player relations staff

While National Football League
teams made wholesale cuts to reach
their roster limits of 70 players, the
NFL office increased its staff by one.

Mel Blount, who retired prior to
this season after starring at corner-
back with the Pittsburgh Steelers for
14 years, was named Monday as the
league’s director of player relations,
replacing the late Buddy Young, who
died in an automobile accident last
September.

Blount, 36, plyabed on four Super
Bowl championship teams with the
Steelers and was selected to the Pro
Bowl five times. His 57 interceptions
tie him for seventh place on the
NFL’s all-time list.

“One area I would like to concen-
trate on is finding off-season jobs for
the players to make sure they are
ready for a career after football,”
Blount said. ‘“‘Playing professional
football is a short-lived career.

“beer belly” but rarely drinks beer.
He isn’t overweight anywhere else.
We are aware and concerned about
possible heart problems. Could you
recommend an exercise to help cor-
rect this problem?

DEAR READER — Evidently you
agree with the old adage that the
longer the beltline, the shorter the
lifeline. Since being overweight
increases the chances of having high
blood pressure and high cholesterol
levels, it is certainly important.

Men tend to accumulate fat over
the abdomen while women are more
likely to accumulate fat over the
thighs and buttocks. But that is a
generality.

Regardless of what exercises your
husband uses, he will not be success-
ful in trimming his waistline unless
he eliminates the fat he has accumu-
lated. The walking process you are
following .and counting calories is
very good for this. There is about as
much fat inside the abdomen as there
is outside the abdomen and you can’t
compress it by simply tightening the
abdominal muscles.

But you can tighten up slack
abdominal muscles some. Situps and
voluntary contracting and relaxing of
the abdominal muscles helps. So does
developing good posture. Leg lifts are
good for the lower abdominal
muscles, but I like to have people do
these with the knees bent to prevent
