“Some fully-irrigated fields
that normally yield 5,000 to
6,000 pounds per acre ylelded
up to 8,000 pounds this year,"
he said. It was just a real
good crop, overall.”

The state’s best average
yields came from the Lower
Rio Grande Valley, where
farmers harvested 3,761
pounds per acre from 475,000
acres. That compared to a
1980 per-acre yield of 2974
pounds from 410,000 acres,
according to the state repor-
ting service.

The lowest ylelds were
harvested from the Southern
High Plains, where growers
produced an average of 2,194
pounds per acre from 320,000
harvested acres. However,
the Southern High Plains
yield was nearly double that
of 1980, when the
average yield barely topped
1,110 pounds from 295,000
acres.
