Area cotton growers had assumed
that once their plans to file a lawsuit
became public, damaging applica-
tions of ester formulations of the her-
bicide 2,4-D would come to an end.

But when the weekend rains ceas-
ed and the farmers checked their
fields, they found what they believe
to be another siege of damage from
the powerful weed killer. So the
Texas Department of Agriculture,
which had closed shop last week
after investigating damage to about
30,000 other acres of cotton, was con-
tacted once again.

Bob Armstrong, a TDA in-
vestigator from Vernon, arrived in
Friona Thursday to handle com-
plaints from the 10 or 12 farmers who
had reported their discoveries to the
Friona Farmers Coop cotton gin.
Armstrong said he could not confirm
that cotton has been damaged a se-
cond time.

“It will be five days to a week
before I can tell by a visual inspec-
tion if it was affected,” he explained.
“Right now I'm pulling samples and

taking pictures to send to Austin.”

The landowners, though, are con-
vinced 2,4-D has drifted onto their
fields in the past few days. They
think ester formulations were ap-
plied last week and traveled to their
cotton patches with the recent
rainstorm.

Parmer County farmers, who ask-
ed not to be identified because
“We've had all the media coverage

- we want,” said they are greatly sur-

prised to learn that 2,4-D is still being
applied. “‘We thought it was all over
with,”” one man stated.

At a meeting earlier this month in
Friona, a group of about 75 cotton
growers voted to file a class action
lawsuit for the purpose of recovering
damages caused by the herbicide,
The litigation is to be handled
primarily by Benton Musslewhite, a
Houston attorney who took part in
the agent Orange settlement in May.

“They’ve taken my living from
me,"” claimed one grower whose 154
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acres of cotton have been heavily
damaged. He said he had expected to
get two bales per acre before the
chemical drifted onto his land.

Dennis Anthony, whose 1,000 acres
of the crop straddle the Deaf Smith
and Parmer county lines, said he
was ‘‘plenty surprised” when he
discovered additional damage on
Tuesday. “I can understand the
weed problems of the wheat and milo
growers, .but there are other things
they could be using to kill them," he
added.

Anthony said he has a message for
farmers who continue to apply ester
formulations despite the pleas of cot-
ton farmers to switch to something
else. “If Deaf Smith farmers think
this lawsuit is a big joke, they’d bet-
ter sit back and look again.” !

Among the growers assembled
Thursday at the cotton gin, the con-
census seemed to be that forgiveness
was a lot easier the first time around
than the second.
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De Lorean happy with verdict

LOS ANGELES (AP) — John De
Lorean wept tears of joy after being
acquitted of cocaine-trafficking
charges, but he still faces huge un-
paid legal fees, lawsuits, a bankrupt-
cy case and a British probe of $17.5
million allegedly missing from his
failed sports car company.

““Would" you-bay-a~used car- from -

me?"" the onétime millionaire
automaker joked Thursday after a
federal jury decided he had not con-
spired to distribute cocaine worth $24
million.

The Briish government, which
poured more than $100 million into

De Lorean’s defunct sports car ven-
ture in Northern Ireland, issued an
immediate invitation for him to
answer questions about the
unaccounted-for $17.5 million:

But on Thursday, De Lorean was a
happy man as he heard the words
“not guiity” pronounced eight times
in a hushed courtroom, clearing him
on all counts in a cocaine conspiracy
indictment.

Defense attorney Howard Weitz-
man called the jury's verdict a con-
demnation of the government’s con-
troversial ‘“‘sting’ operations. He

But De Lorean's future was cloud-
ed by court cases in Miami and
Detroit and the ongoing British in-
quiry into his business dealings.

In London, legislators demanded
Thursday night that the government
ask De Lorean what happened to
$17.5 million that a House of Com-
mons investigative committee con-
cluded was paid to a firm called
GPD. GPD was described as a small
Swiss company registered in
Panama with no known assets and
about which almost nothing was
known.

In Miami, meanwhile, 132 in-
vestors including Sammy Davis Jr.
and Roy Clark have filed a $414.7
million suit alleging De Lorean
misappropriated funds intended for
research and development of the
gull-winged sportscar that bore his
name.

In Detroit, a bankruptcy court is
attempting to unravel the complex
claims filed by unsecured creditors
of De Lorean Motor Co., which filed
for protection under federal
bankruptcy laws just days before De
Lorean was arrested. A creditors
committee has filed liens on all of De
Lorean’s assets, including his homes
in New Jersey, San Diego County and
New York.

Civil litigation also is pending in
New York state.

Government prosecutors had por-
:rayed the narcotics case against De
Lorean as open and shut, supported
sy the best evidence possible —
videotapes vividly depicting the
iefendant’s alleged drug conspiracy.

The most sensational tape showed
De Lorean pointing at a suitcase full
f cocaine and saying: “It's better
han gold. Gold weighs more than
hat, for God's sake.”

FBI and Drug Enforcement Ad-
ninistration agents had masquerad-
»d as tough-talking drug dealers and
'rooked bankers. Their videotapes of
neetings with De Lorean were the
‘oundation of the government’s case.

The six men and six women found
De Lorean had been illegally entrap-
ped by agents who dangled a lure of
quick money before the financially
besieged De Lorean as his company
sank in a sea of financial woes.

The jurors said they hoped their
decision would have ‘‘an impact on
the future.”

“Praise the Lord!" the 59-year-old
De Lorean exclaimed as the verdicts
were read in the jammed courtroom.
His wife, fashion model Cristina Fer-
rare, fell into the arms of her mother
and sobbed.

The prosecutors, apparently stunn-
ed by their defeat, would say nothing
more than that the outcome of the
trial was a shock.

In a statement, U.S. Attorney
Robert C. Bonner said, ‘‘The jury has
spoken; that is the heart of our
criminal justice system. As all who
believe in our system must, we ac-
cept the verdict.”

Conservatives finish platform

DALLAS (AP) President
Reagan, zipping upward in the polls,
will accept renomination next week
from a convention unlikely to hear a
squeak of ideological dissent
Republicans were topping off their
platform today after quashing
moderate initiatives in a series of
one-sided decisions.

“When he reads this document he
will love it,”” beamed Rep. Trent Lott
of Mississippi after his 106-member
Platform Committee completed
work on a statement of party dogma
that suits Reagan’s philosophy to a
¢ ol

He called the platform ‘‘pro-
gressive’’ and ‘‘looking to the
future” and his co-chairman, Sen.
Paula Hawkins of Florida, called it
“radical” in its call for tax deferrals
for money banked for education or
new homes.

Party moderates — outnumbered,
out-voted and sometimes out-
maneuvered on women’s rights,
abortion rights and school prayer
said their type of Republicans would
have trouble running on so conser-
vative a platform, but they lacked
the votes to cause a stir, let alone
make a difference.

The White House wasn’t worried
about the tilt.

Drew Lewis, Reagan's overseer in
these proceedings, told reporters:

“It is a conservative document.
But it should be a conservative docu-
ment. We are a conservative party
and we have a conservative can-
didate and, obviously, the delegates
here are conservative. In no way are
we uncomfortable with a conser-
vative document."”

About the only work left to do
before the convention starts is to
write a prologue to the platform hail-
ing Reagan’s achievements and por-
traying the Democratic team of
Walter F. Mondale and Geraldine A.
Ferraro as hopelessly out of step
with American sentiment.

The platform’s overall tone is one
Reagan is sure to be pleased with:
“Americans are better off than they
were four years ago."”

Further satisfactory news came to
him in the form of an NBC News
voter survey that gives him a

Reagan predicted to like document

23-point lead over Mondale and Ms.
Ferraro.

The survey was conducted less
than a week ago. A New York Times-
CBS poll published earlier this week
gave Reagan a healthy lead, too.

Surveys taken as the Democratic

convention ended glowing with
pleasure over the selection of a
woman running mate showed
Mondale and Ferraro neck-and-neck

with Reagan

But the party that's been paraded
on television for a week always
benefits, momentarily.

GOP moderates took such severe
lickings that they lack the votes they
would need to compel the convention
to confront their issues.

They'd have to have the signatures
of 27 committee members to wage a
floor fight, and the votes showed that

getting that many is highly unlikely
Lott anticipated no floor fights Tues-
day, when the platform is presented
on the second day of the Republican
National Convention

With Reagan's platform secure,
Republicans here have already
started partying. A week of big
bashes await them in a Dallas anx-
ious to put a new shine on a city
whose image was shaped by the
assassination of a president and by a
television show about lustful, money-
hungry rich Texans

For the Reagan crowd, the only
jarring note came from an ally, Anne

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — When the Republican Party held its na-
tional convention four years ago, Rep. Phil Gramm wasn't welcome.
This year, the Democrat-turned-Republican will deliver a prime-
time speech to the opening session.

Gramm, the GOP's Senate nominee in Texas, said the White
House gave him the option of delivering an opening night speech to
the convention or giving one of the speeches to nominate President
Reagan.

The 41-year-old former Texas A&M economics professor chose to
speak about the economy.

“I'm going to talk about the Reagan recovery in terms of the im-
pact on the average citizen, in terms of bringing down inflation and
the 7 million new jobs we've created,” he said.

As a “Boll Weevil” Democrat, Gramm earned the wrath of
Democratic leaders by co-authoring Reagan's budget resolution in
1981. As a member of the House Budget Committee, Gramm
repeatedly supported the president’s program.

Retton and Lundquist were among about 200 United States Olym-
pic athletes who got a Texas-size welcome during the Dallas
Cowboys-Pittsburgh Steelers National Football League exhibition
game at Texas Stadium Thursday night.

Dallas officials estimated a bigger crowd today when the Olym-
pians were to be featured in an hour-long parade through downtown
Dallas. Also scheduled today was a private barbecue at the Box
Ranch in Frisco, Texas, which is where many scenes from the
“Dallas’ television program are shot.

The group — oi. the last of five-city celebration tour — arrived in
Dallas-Fort Worth Regional Airport in three chartered jets Thurs-
day afternoon.

They were driven to Texas Stadium where about 60,000 fans waved
American flags and the crowd began to chant ‘‘USA, USA, USA,”
then gave them a standing ovation.

Guards to use force as needed

AUSTIN (AP) — Prison officials can’t guarantee the safety of in-
mates, but Gov. Mark White says they are doing all they can to
maintain order.

“I've given specific instructions that (prison officials) all be in-
formed that they can take all necessary action — including force —
to maintain security of that prison,”” White said.

“There is very little that can be done to create absolute safety in
that prison. We're going to take every step possible to try to achieve
greater levels of safety.”

The governor’s comments at a news conference Thursday follow-
ed the stabbing death of a 24-year-old inmate at the Texas Depart-
ment of Corrections’ Ellis II unit. It was the 10th homicide in state
prisons this year.

White said the TDC has been given additional money for equip-
ment and manpower. He also pledged that any inmate involved in
violence will face quick punishmet.

“There will be swift prosecution for those people who violate the
law in our prisons. We're going to make certain that the law is en-
forced inside the walls as well as outside,’’ White said.

Burford out to discredit Ferraro

WASHINGTON (AP) — Despite the official displeasure of the
White House, Anne M. Burford has jumped back into the political
cauldron by spearheading a conservative group's assault on what
she calls “the real scandal” of Democratic vice presidential
nominee Geraldine Ferraro.

Mrs. Burford, who has resigned under a storm of criticism from
two environmental posts in the Reagan administration, presented
herself Thursday as the head of an anti-Ferraro ‘‘truth squad’ and
the star of a television commercial which assails the New York con-
gresswoman for withholding information about her family finances.

The effor* is sponsored by the National Conservative Political Ac-
tion Committee, an independent, pro-Reagan group headed by John
T. Dolan, brother of the president’s chief speechwriter, Anthony
Dolan.

Mrs. Burford told reporters she had not discussed the mission to
discredit Ms. Ferraro with anyone at the White House or in the of-
ficial Reagan-Bush campaign, and ‘I don't intend to.”” John Dolan
agreed with that version, noting *‘it's against the law’’ for indepen-
dent groups supporting a presidential candidate to coordinate with
the regular campaign.

Agent Orange study criticized

ATLANTA (AP) — A government study published today that
found no significant link between Agent Orange and birth defects in
children of Vietnam veterans immediately drew fire from some
veterans’ groups, who called it inaccurate and incomplete.

“It's a government agency trying to protect the government,”
said Woody Willis, commander of Nam Vets of Georgia, who said the
researchers were ‘‘trying to sell us down the river.”

But CDC director James O. Mason defended the research as fair
and truthful. “'If anyone were to try to influence me, I would not be
director of the CDC tomorrow," he said. ‘I would resign and leave.”

The findings were published in today’s editions of the agency’s
Morbidity and Mortality Weekly Report and the Journal of the
American Medical Association.

The CDC on Thursday released the results of the four-year, $2.8
million study which found that Vietnam veterans — including those
exposed to the herbicide Agent Orange — run no increased risk of
fathering children with birth defects.

Block said to be investigated

WASHINGTON (AP) — Agriculture Secretary John R. Block says
he has nothing to hide from a reported FBI investigation into his
farmland transactions and suggests that some of the controversy
about his finances has been politically motivated.

Block responded Thursday to earlier reports in Minnesota and
Jowa that the FBI also is checking to see if he could benefit from a

$400,000 loan by the Farmers Home Administration to a business .

partner.

The FBI would not confirm or deny that an investigation was
under way.

Wednesday that the FBI is trying to discover whether Block disclos-
ed all his assets in financial statements required of government

DALLAS (AP) — Republicans are
providing President Reagan a tailor-
made platform that stands in stark
contrast to the Democratic ideals ex-
pressed last month in San Francisco.
The parties part company dramtical-
ly on issues from women's rights to
defense, from taxes to the status of
Hong Kong.

The GOP platform, completed by
the 106-member GOP Platform Com-
mittee late Thursday, seeks to draw
major distinctions between Reagan
and Democratic presidential
nominee Walter F. Mondale,
especially on bread-and-butter
economic issues.

“During the Carter-Mondale ad-
ministration, no group of Americans
was spared from the impact of a fail-
ing economy ... Americans are better
off than they were four years ago,
and they're still improving,” the
GOP platform trumpets.

That's a far cry from the rhetoric
of the Democratic platform, which
states: ‘‘A second Reagan term
would bring federal budget deficits
larger than any in American history

. Interest rates, already rising
sharply, will start to soar. In-
vestments in the future will be slow-
ed, then stopped.”

And even though the platform
came through the process a bit more
conservative than the president’s
aides had wanted, there was little
doubt of its winning his support.
“When he reads it, he'll love it,” said
platform Chairman Rep. Trent Lott
of Mississippi.

“‘We are a conservative party and
we have a conservative candidate,”
said Reagan’s emissary to the plat-
form panel, Drew Lewis. “In no way
are we uncomfortable with a conser-
vative document.”

Approval of the platform at next
Tuesday's session of the Republican
National Convention was assured. In
fact, party leaders said it was unlike-
ly that dissident party moderates
would be able to muster the support
needed to bring a single dissenting
minority report to the floor.

Both the Republican platform and
the Democratic platforms were
drafted for specific candidates and
specific campaign themes. In both
instances, each party’s standard-
bearer was known before the other
party's convention. That gave each
party a chance to go after the other’s
soft spots.

Thus, while the Democratic plat-
form stresses what Democratic
leaders see as Reagan's biggest
political liability — federal deficits in
the vicinity of $170 billion — the
Republican platformn makes much of
Mondale's statement that he would
raise taxes to cut those deficits.

And, to underscore that Reagan
won't spring a ‘‘secret’ tax plan on
voters if re-elected, as Mondale has
alleged, the GOP platform contains a
plank stating Republicans
“categorically reject proposals to in-
crease taxes in a misguided effort to
balance the budget.” -

That was such a strong plank that
Reagan aides complained it didn’t
give the president enough ‘“‘wiggle
room,” but they eventually signed
off on it.

The Democratic proposal doesn’t

The form was signed by Zaccaro as
president and by Ms. Ferraro, using
the name Geraldine Zaccaro, as vice
president. In her last two congres-
sional financial disclosure
statements, filed in May 1983 and
May 1984, she listed her position with
the firm as secretary-treasurer.

Asked for comment on the story,
Scott Widmeyer, a spokesman for
Ms. Ferraro, said in New York, “We

Soviet track and field coach, said in
an interview with The Associated
Press that he believed several world
records could fall.

“During preparations for the
Olympics heats, we beat more than
10 — 1 guess 13 or 14 world records,”
he said. **So I think most of our boys
now are in very good shape and
ready to compete on a very good
level.”

The 103,000-seat stadium was
awash with color and placards as
thousands of athletes from Soviet
sports clubs rehearsed for the grand
opening of the Games, which will ac-
tually be held on Saturday, 30 hours
after the competition begins.

The opening ceremony will include
a torch run by 1980 Olympic
400-meter gold medalist = Viktor
Markin.

There will also be placards in Rus-
sian, French, German and English,
reading: ‘‘Sports is the ambassador
of peace,” and the theme of the
Friendship-84 Games, ‘‘Sports,
Friendship, Peace.”

Throughout the stadium, placards
proclaimed, ‘‘Sports and labor go
together” and ‘‘Physical culture and
gport in the service of the five-year
plan.”

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Computer receipts can
help with food budget

COLLEGE STATION - Com-
puterized price scanning systems
provide grocery shoppers with
speedier checkouts, and can mean
lower grocery bills - if you read the
receipts,

“‘Many people throw away the
computer generated receipts listing
each items, size and price without
realizing that they provide an idea
way to keep track of food costs,”
says Teéxas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service
home economist Bonnie L. Piernot.

Consumers can use the receipt in-
formation to determine how much
they spend in certain categories,
such as food and non-food items; or
meat, vegetables, packaged pro-
ducts, convenience foods and
staples, she says.

Reviewing the scanner receipt
helps identify categories where spen-
ding could be cut. You might find, for
example, they you're spending
substantial amounts on non-food
items that cost less at other types of
stores, notes Piernot.

Scanner receipts also reveal im-
pulse buying. Since impulse pur-
chases make up about two-thirds of
all supermarket decisions, reducing

‘these costs can cut overall grocery
expenses, says the home economist.

Regular review of scanner receipts
permits consumers to track prices on
products they frequently buy. Armed
with a good knowledge of prices,
shoppers can better detect true
specials in weekly advertising and
unadvertised specials in stores, she
explains. '

Over time, receipt-reading con-
sumers can develop a shopping
calendar of items that are better
buys at select times of the year. They
can stock up when the price is right
and save about 20 percent on food
buying by eating foods in greatest
supply, emphasizes the home
economist.

Shopping at supermarkets with
computerized cash registers and
scanning equpment is not without its
disadvantages, observes Piernot.
These supermarkets sometimes
remove prices of items on the shelf
as a means of reducing their costs.

Without item prices on the shelf,
consumers have a difficult time com-
parison shopping among different
brands. Lack of item prices also
makes it more difficult to spot com-
puter errors or unchanged special
prices at the checkout counter.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I am 62 and
recently had surgery to remove
malignant sunspots, diagnosed as
basal cell carcinoma. This is the sec-
ond operation of a similar nature. The
first was 10 years ago, diagnosed as
melanoma

Can you explain what a basal cell
carcinoma is? I understand there are
many different types of cancer cells.

DEAR READER — Cancer begins
with an abnormal cell. If it is a thy-
roid cell it will be thyroid cancer. If it
is a lung cell it will be lung cancer.
Basal cell carcinomas involve cells of
the skin. They are frequently activat-
ed by too much exposure to sun. They
can follow actinic keratosis, which is
also caused by sun damage.

Fortunately, they are usually low-
grade malignancies, meaning that
they don't progress rapidly. Never-
theless, they should be removed as
soon as they are identified to mini-
mize any tissue damage that can
occur. They grow slowly if not treat-
ed and they don’t disappear on their
own. If neglected for long periods of
time they can cause considerable tis-
sue damage. Then when the entire
area is removed reconstructive sur-
gery may be required. Essentially, all
can be cured by simple surgical tech-
niqgues when diagnosed reasonably
early.

If you have one basal cell carcino-
ma you may develop another nearby
or in a different location. Because the
skin has usually been damaged by
years of overexposure to sun and
wind, a variety of locations may
develop new cancers. This does not
mean the original cancer has spread.

But melanoma, which you were
diagnosed as having 10 years ago, is a
different type of cancer. It usually
arises from a pigmented mole. Stud-
ies do show that sun exposure can
increase the development of these,
too. These need to be detected as ear-
ly as possible and treated at once
because they can be much more dan-
gerous than the simple, much more
common skin cancer.

I have discussed these points more
completely in The Health Letter 7-10,
Your Skin: Sun, Aging, Spots and
Cancer, which 1 am sending you. Oth-

DEAR DR. LAMB — Would you
express your opinion as to the safety
of the amino acid L-ornithine
capsules? The ones I am taking as a
dietary supplement were bought in a
health-food store. The label reads
“100 percent natural, no sugars,
starch, flavors, colors of preserva-
tives. No corn, soy, yeast, wheat or
derivatives.”

I take one capsule before bedtime,
which supplies 633 mg. of L-ornith-
ine-HCl, which in turn provides 500
mg. of ornithine. Can taking these
really eat up fat, causing loss of
weight, as claimed? I understand
some doctors are prescribing them.

DEAR READER — There are all
kinds of doctors. Not all doctors are
M.Ds or O.Ds or even licensed to
prescribe medicines.

Ornithine is formed in your body
from glutamic acid. Glutamic acid is
a common, nonessential amino acid.
Your own body can manufacture glu-
tamic acid easily from a variety of
food sources and common proteins in
your food.

The ornithine you are taking is con-
verted in your body to glutamic acid.
It isn't causing you any harm and it
isn’t doing you any good. In my opin-
ion, you wasted your money on that
purchase.
