Diana rips into North Carolina

WILMINGTON, N.C. (AP) — Hur-
ricane Diana blasted into coastal
North Carolina today with 110-mph
winds and blinding rain, ripping
down a water tower, lifting cars off
the ground, turning roof shingles into
projectiles and sending whitecapped
waves down flooded streets.

No injuries were reported today,
and the hurricane's only serious
casualty has been a man who died of
a heart attack.

The first Atlantic hurricane of the
season ended a day of indecisive
spinning offshore when it suddenly
charged the coast Wednesday night.
The eye of the storm touched land at
1:15 a.m. at Fort Fisher, south of
Wilmington, the National Weather

Tower downed, cars lifted

At the wind's peak, transformers
began blowing up like a chain of
fireworks, filling the air with sparks.
Columns of water swirled in the
darkness and trees bent to the
ground.

“We've heard a lot of popping,
lights flashing, thundering, lightn-
ing,” said the Rev. Gerald Massey,
one of about 50 people stranded at St.
Paul United Methodist Church three
blocks from the sea in the island
community of Carolina Beach.

“It seemed like some of the win-
dows wanted to come out at you,"”
Massey said. ‘““One of the windows on
the back blew out, but we put a piece

Many residents who had evacuated
Tuesday returned Wednesday to
survey damage to their homes and
were caught along with sightseers by
the storm’s lurch to land.

““A lot of people were riding around
to see what they could see,” said
New Hanover County Sheriff Joe Mc-
Queen. “When the storm began to
move ashore, they had to send people
out on four-wheel drives and buses to
get them back to the shelter.”

McQueen said deputies and Na-

tional Guardsmen were dispatched

to check reports of at a shopp-
ing center west of Wrightsville
Beach. The reports said ‘‘people are
breaking windows out and stealing
radios and things,” McQueen said.
“Unfortunately, we just have some
people who want to steal.”
Wilmington police said they would
not respond to calls for emergency
evacuation until the storm had pass-
ed, and the National Weather Service
cautioned people to stay away from
windows and remain on lower floors
of buildings unless they were flooded

“It is no longer safe for anybody to
be outdoors throughout the Cape
Fear region of North Carolina. You
should not venture outside for any
reason whatsoever,” the weather
service warned today.

“The major impact of the hur-
ricane is being felt along the beach
sections from Cape Fear northward
to Wrightsville Beach,” the weather
service said.

Tenants of Blue Water Garden
Apartments have filed a class-action
complaint in Federal District Court,
claiming the management of the
federally-subsidized complex is guil-
ty of racial discrimination.

Attorneys for Texas Rural Legal
Aid are representing the plaintiffs,
who ask for injunctive and monetary
relief against Blue Water Garden
managers Lewis and Carol Orthman
and the Maxwell Management Cor-
poration.

Representing the plaintiff class
are Flora Aguero, Opal Lee Walker,
Dolores Martinez and Helen Ruth
Stotts. Aguero and Martinez are
Hispanic, while Walker and Stotts
are black.

TRLA attorney Randall Marshall
said the court action came after the
Orthmans failed to respond to a list
of grievances submitted to them
Aug. 14 by a newly-formed Blue
Water Garden Tenants' Association.

Included on the list were tenant
complaints of invasion of privacy,
failure of the management to make
repairs repeatedly asked for and ob-
jections to curfews and restricted
visitation privileges allegedly
enacted by the management.

The complaint was filed Tuesday.
On Wednesday, U.S. District Judge
Mary Lou Robinson set Oct. 1 as the
date for a preliminary injunction
hearing. Robinson also ordered the
Orthmans to provide the plaintiffs
with copies of a number of
documents relating to rental policies
at the apartments.

Citing the Fair Housing Act of 1968,
the Civil Rights act and the
Rehabilitation Services Act, the
plaintiffs are showing six specific
causes of action.

Walker, who has lived at the com-
plex at 612 Irving St. since 1974, says
her health and safety have been
threatened because the management
failed to repair her ceiling, windows
and air conditioning and did not ex-
terminate rats and roaches.

An additional claim made by
Walker is that she asked for and was
refused a rent adjustment when her
income was reduced. She reported to
be living on Social Security in the
amount of $298 a month since June of
this year.

Martinez, who is disabled and has
a young daughter, leased an apart-
ment at Blue Water Gardens in
March of last year. She claims the
Orthmans have failed to move her to
a downstairs apartment although she

The storm raked Wrightsville and
Carolina Beach with winds-of up to 90
mph and gusts topping 110 mph, the
weather service said. Tides swelled
10 feet above normal.

A water tower at Carolina Beach
was blown down, aecording to of-
ficials at Emergency Operations
Command in Wilmington, and televi-
sion station WWAY had its broadcast
tower nearly ripped free.

After power was knocked out in
Wilmington, fire trucks fanned out
around the city as numerous reports
of fires believed to have been caused
by downed power lines were receiv-
ed. Winds compressed by high
buildings downtown created
whitecaps on water in the streets,
drove shingles through the air and
lifted emergency vehicles checked
for downed power lines.

In South Carolina, Myrtle Beach
City Manager Richard Marvin said
emergency shelters were reopened
to coastal residents at 1:30 a.m. to-
day because of Diana’s approach.
Emergency officials asked for a
voluntary evacuation of low-lying
areas and oceanfront residences in
Myrtle Beach, he said.

Long lines of cars pulled up outside
the evacuation shelter at the Myrtle
Beach Convention Center. By 4 a.m.
the center was full with an estimated
1,200 people and police were routing
evacuees to other shelters,
authorities said.

Diana had churned over the Atlan-
tic for most of Tuesday and Wednes-
day before moving west toward land,
catching unawares  both residents
who had left shelters and sightseers
attracted by the hurricane’s fury.
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Apartments sued for discrimination
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Blue Water Garden complex

requested the transfer soon after
moving in to a second-story unit.

Martinez also complained about
maintenance problems similar to
those mentioned by Walker.

Stotts, who now lives in Amarillo,
was reportedly eligible for participa-
tion in the Section 8 Housing Pro-
gram when she applied for housing
at Blue Water Gardens. She was
denied admission and has accused
the managers of rejecting her on the
basis of race.

The complaint also accuses the
management of maintaining racially

segregated housing by assigning

apartments to new and transfer
tenants on the basis of race, and
maintaining and repairing those
apartments on the basis of race or
national origin.

Aguero, a rent-subsidized tenant
with three minor children, is the
spokesperson for the tenants associa-
tion. Marshall said this morning that
two days after the association
delivered the list of grievances to the

Orthmans, she was served with an
eviction notice.

. On Sept. 7, Walker was given writ-
ten notice to vacate. She has denied
the allegations made in her eviction
notice, and both women are still liv-
ing at the complex.

Based on those notices, the plain-
tiffs claim the defendants ‘‘have
retailiated and continue to retaliate
against plaintiffs and the class they
represent for seeking to pursue
rights secured them by the federal
laws."”

The tenants are asking for an
unspecified amount in actual, com-
pensatory and punitive damages as
well as attorneys fees.

They also are asking the judge to
declare that the Orthmans have
engaged in racially discriminatory
actions and to ‘‘permanently enjoin™
them from doing so in the future.

Marshall said Blue Water Garden
is represented by the Hereford law
firm of Witherspoon, Aikin and
Langley.
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Shuttle commander confident

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP) — The space shuttle Discovery
overcame a buildup of ice and a bumpy landing on its maiden voyage
and should put NASA back into ‘‘business in style,” the craft’s com-
mander says.

“Discovery is a very clean vehicle,” Henry W. Hartsfield said at a
news conference Wednesday at the Johnson Space Center.

When Hartsfield brought Discovery to a landing last week, he said,
a collapsed strut on a landing gear forced the craft to the right and

‘ he had to use heavy rudder controls to keep it on the runway.

The short pull to the right “‘caught me by surprise,”” Hartsfield
said, adding that he was able to control it with 25 degrees of rudder,
only two degrees less than the maximum available to him.

The astronaut said that if the rudder control had been insufficient,
there were other means of keeping the winged craft on the dry lake
bed runway at Edwards Air Force Base in California.

Hartsfield said he discovered during the final approach to landing
that he was 3,000 feet low at one point and attributed this to his *‘inat-
tention'" to certain instruments on the craft.

Open beach jury to be picked

AUSTIN (AP) — The first full legal test of Attorney Genreral Jim
Mattox’s effort to stop the rebuilding of hurricane-damaged homes
on Galveston beaches is getting under way in an Austin court.

In action on preliminary motions Wednesday, several defense mo-
tions to dismiss the case against Robert Matcha were overruled by
state District Court Harley Clark.

*“This is going to be an interesting case,” Clark told the panel of
prospective jurors as he warned them not to eavesdrop when
reporters and TV crews interview witnesses in the corridors.

Jury selection was scheduled to begin today. Attorneys estimated
the trial would last about three days.

The trial of Matcha, a University of Houston chemistry professor
who owns a rental house on West Galveston beach, is the first of 12
cases filed by Mattox.

The state claims the damaged homes are now on the public beach
because Hurricane Alicia in 1983 shifted the vegetation line, which
defines the limits of the public beach.

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Kentucky miner hopes dwindle

SHIELDS, Ky. (AP) — Rescuers worked through the night trying
to reach a miner trapped 1,600 feet inside a coal mine near where the
bodies of three others were found after a huge slab of rock fell in, a
state official said.

State Mines and Minerals Commissioner Willard Stanley said it
has not been determined if the fourth miner trapped inside of Bon
Trucking Co.’s No.2 mine was still alive.

“I wouldn’t say there is no hope,” Stanley said. “But I'd say it
would be a remote possibility."”

At least three other miners in the vicinity of the cave-in managed
to escape, although one of them was injured, officials said.

One of those miners, Rick Simpson, said he had sensed danger. 1
told them we’re going to get killed if we don’t get out of here. I heard
the timbers crack and heard the top breaking and I was off."”

As he went by the other miners, he said, ‘‘they looked at me like I
was an idiot or something."”

Airline problem dip foreseen

WASHINGTON (AP) - Federal officials, alarmed in recent months
by mounting complaints about airline delays, predict the problem
will subside dramatically as a result of airlines shifting hundreds of
flights to ease congestion at six of the nation’s busiest airports.

After marathon negotiations over eight days, the airlines and the
Federal Aviation Administration reached an accord Wednesday
night on more than 1,000 schedule changes aimed at spreading
flights farther apart and away from the most popular travel times.

The agreement also for the first time put a ceiling on the number
of departures and arrivals at newark International, one of three air-
ports serving the New York area where some of the worst delays
have occurred.

“The new schedules will mean fewer delays for air travelers by
assuring that fewer planes compete for the same gates and runways
at the same time,"” said 'l‘nnsportrtlon Secretary Elizabeth Dole.
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Pope backing funding of schools

ST. JOHN'S, Newfoundland (AP) — Pope John Paul II says
parents have a legitimate claim to tax dollars to help pay the cost of
religious schools and declared: ‘“We cannot leave God at the
schoolhouse door.”

In a major statement on religion and schools Wednesday night, the
pope said society should ‘‘support with public funding those types of
schools that correspond to the deepest aspirations of its citizens.”

His speech came during a day-long visit to Newfoundland, a rocky
island province at the eastern tip of North America. %

The pope did not speeifically address the issue of prayer in public
schools under debate across the border in the United States, where
President Reagan recently said separation of church and state
should not be construed as ‘‘freedom against religion.”

Earlier Wednesday, the pope blessed a fleet of fishing dories and
said Mass for about 80,000 people pelted by rain.

Inside source claims

Ferraro probe to end before elections

WASHINGTON (AP) — The House
ethics committee, mindful of a
political deadline, will complete its
investigation of Rep. Geraldine A.
Ferraro before the Nov. 6 presiden-
tial election, says a source
knowledgable about the campaign.

Furthermore, the source added,
it'’s possible the inquiry into her
financial disclosure statements
could be shelved if she amends the
statements and provides the commit-
tee with data she has refused to give
it over a six-year period.

The source noted that in its other
disclosure case this year, the panel
gave Rep. George Hansen, R-Idaho,
the chance to amend his statements
before it completed the process that
led to Hansen’s formal reprimand by
the House on July 31.

Hansen refused the offer on the
ground that such action would hurt
his appeal of a U.S. District Court
conviction in April for filing false
disclosure statements, according to
the source, who spoke only on condi-
tion he not be identified by name.

The source made the comments
Wednesday after the ethics commit-
tee voted 120 to investigate allega-
tions made against the liberal
Democratic vice presidential can-
didate by the Washington Legal
Foundation. _

The conservative public interest
law group charges that Ms. Ferraro
violated the Ethics in Government
Act by not revealing her husband’s
assets and liabilities on the required
disclosure forms she has filed an-

nually since coming to Congress in

1979. :

The CBS Evening News, mean-
while, reported the Justice Depart-
ment has opened a preliminary in-
vestigation to determine if federal
law was violated by Mrs. Ferraro's
request for an exemption from in-
cluding details of her husband's

finances in her House financial

disclosure report.

Judy Pond, deputy director of
public affairs at the Justice Depart-
ment, refused to confirm that report,
saying: ‘‘No comment.” Diane Nine,
a press aide to Democratic presiden-
tial candidate Walter F. Mondale,
said she was unable to reach Ferraro
press secretary Barbara Dixon or
other campaign officials for a
response.

The foundation also alleges that
Ms. Ferraro failed to disclose infor-
mation about herself, including more
than $60,000 in capital gains and in-
terest in 1978 and income of $2,962 in
1981 from a real estate firm she owns
with her husband, John Zaccaro.

In announcing the ethics investiga-
tion, committee chairman Rep.
Louis Stokes, D-Ohio, said the panel

was making ‘‘no prejudgment of any
kind as to the validity of the allega-
tions."”

‘“This committee will now conduct
a preliminary inquiry ... to ascertain

the merit of the allegations,” said
Stokes, who characterized the probe
as “‘analogons to a grand jury” in-
vestigation.
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Senator requests ‘just say kind words'

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) — A
beleaguered state Sen. Carl Parker,
when asked by well-wishers what
could be done to help him fight por-
nography and prostitution charges,
urged them to *‘just say kind words."’

Parker, one of the Legislature's
most powerful members, vowed
Wednesday to continue his duties in
Austin despite indictments charging
him with wholesaling obscene
materials and supervising a prostitu-
tion ring.

He kept a scheduled public ap-
pearance Wednesday night in Beau-
mont at a banquet, attended by
several hundred people, called “A
Southeast Texas Celebration of
Women In Téxas Inc.”

Parker, who received polite ap-
plause when" hé was introduced,
presented a proclamation from Gov.
Mark White to banquet organizers
about Women in Texas Week.

The banquet’s keynote speaker,

Paul Harvey

Sarah Weddington, former legislator
and currently director of the Texas
Office of State-Federal regulations,
skipped over the indictment con-
troversy and called attention to
Parker and his role in the special ses-
sion’s education reform bill.

Well-wishers came up to shake the
senator’s hand, and when one asked
what could be done to help, Parker
replied: ‘‘Just say kind words.”

During the summer’s session, the
Port Arthur Democrat was in-
strumental in shepherding Gov.
White's education reform bill
through the Senate.

Earlier Wednesday, Parker
declared at a news conference that
“I'm not guilty” of the charges level-
ed ‘at him the day before by a Jeffer-
son County grand jury, ~ ~*" """

Parker is charged with aggravated
promotion of prostitution, wholesale
promotion of obscene material and
aggravated perjury. The perjury

charge involved an appearance Fri-
day before the Jefferson County
grand jury.

The veteran legislator said the
allegations left him ‘‘stunned and
heartsick, because I know what these
charges will put my family through
in the coming months. I have been
wrongfully accused and that hurts.”

Parker said he will plead innocent
to the charges, but declined to
discuss the specific allegations
against him.

Parker, a 21-year veteran of the
Legislature and chairman of the
Senate Education Committee, is the
second person to be indicted in con-
nection with the investigation of Hap-
py Times Video Co.

Authorities on April 19 confiscated
409 videotapes described as por-
nographic from Happy Times. The
company operated out of a house
owned by Parker, and Daniel Lee,
the only other person indicted by the

grand jury.

Parker, 50, has said previously he
sold his share of the house to Lee on
June 5. He has said he knew nothing
of Lee’'s activities.

Another indictment said Parker
“did intentionally and knowingly
own, invest in, finance, control,
supervise and manage a prostitution
enterprise located in Jefferson Coun-
ty, Texas, that used at least two pro-
stitutes...”

The indictment against Lee lists
the same charge, date and pro-
stitutes.

All three charges are third-felpnies
punishable by a maximum of 10
years in prison and a $5,000 fine each.
Parker surrendered to authorities
Tuesday morning and was released
after posting $15,000 bond.

Strike deadline nears
in GM-union quarrel

DETROIT (AP) — United Auto
Workers union President Owen
Bieber says General Motors Corp.
has “not addressed’’ the union’s job
security demands and the two sides
remained far apart — with a possible
strike deadline just over a day away.

Bieber’'s remarks at a news con-
ference Wednesday shattered the op-
timism some union officials express-
ed earlier this week after GM
presented its proposal.

Bieber, his bargainers having
spent more than a day in off-and-on
questioning of GM negotiators, call-
ed a news conference to blast the
company and its 20-page document.

“We're going to have to see some
very significant movement of the job
security issue if we're going to settle
this thing by midnight on Friday,’
Bieber declared.

“If the corporation fails to ade-
quately address the range of job
security issues, including future jobs
and outsourcing, then I'm_sorry to
say that I see us heading for the
ditch.”

GM spokesmen said chief com-
pany bargainer Alfred Warren would
not comment on Bieber's remarks.

Neither side has been willing to
disclose the specific contents of the
GM proposal or how it would affect
the 350,000 workers represented by
the UAW, 1

But officials of a smaller union that
is bargaining with GM, the Interna-
tional Union of Electrical, Radio and

Machine Workers, said they received -

a similar document and were confus-
ed by it. : .
It is complex and contains ‘‘terms

that have never before been used" in
IUE contracts, union Secretary-
Treasurer Ed Fire said.

The contract expiration with the
IUE, with 25,000 GM members at
nine U.S. plants, is the same as the
UAW’s — 11:59 p.m. EDT Friday.
However, its contract says it must
give three days’ notice before it
legally can strike.

The UAW has demanded that its
new contract contain a ban on plant
closings; curbs on GM’s use of
foreign and non-union labor — called
outsourcing; tough limits on over-
time, to make room in the factories
for laid-off workers; and union rights
to review GM'’s plans on where it will
build its cars.

Charlene and her husband, Terry,
have lived in Hereford for four years
and for most of that time have been
foster parents.

““We started in January of 1982 (be-
ing foster parents) after Terry came
home one day and suggested it,” she
said. “Our kids were just about all
grown, only LaDonna was still in
high school, and we had four empty
bedrooms."”

The Connally’s three children are
Tammy, 23, who currently lives in
Wichita, Ks., and works in business;
Keith, 21, who is attending Mid-
America Nazarene College in Olathe,
Ks., and majoring in education; and
LaDonna, 20, who is also attending
Mid-America Nazarene College and
working for a major in art.

With three children of their own,
the Connallys definitely knew the
problems and joys of raising children
before they made the decision to
become foster parents.

“We really weren't worried about
becoming foster parents,” Charlene
said, “because I had worked with
children all of my life.”

“I knew children could be helped
because I had beeg hurt as a child
and made Lo feel like I was no one."”

When the first foster child arrived,
LaDonna was a senior in high school
and the other children were home in
the summer.

“Our kids really enjoyed the
children and they were very suppor-
tive,” Charlene said.

“They learned an awful lot, too. It
made them more determined to be
careful of who they date,”” she ex-
plained.

The Connallys presently have four
foster children which gives them a
total of 10 since they started. Three
of the ones in their home now are
sisters and the ages of all four are
3.4,5 and 9. One of the girls they have
had for 14 months and the other three
for seven months.

“You really have to be able to give
unselfish love to the foster children,"”
Charlene said. *'You must be able to
give them up."”

Charlene also explained that foster
parents need lots of energy and a
sense of humor.

‘‘Most importantly, however,
foster parents must be willing to ac-
cept the children’s parents no matter
what they have done in the past to the
kids,” Charlene emphasized.

The main goal of foster parents is
to get the children back in their
home, according to Charlene.

“It's best to keep the children with
one parent or the other,” she said,
“because if you don't it creates a
vacancy that causes problems when
they're older.

“You have to love them with all
your love, but you have to be willing
to let them go. And that’s really hard
sometimes, it takes some maturity."

Charlene also said that she and
Terry come to know the children's
families.

“We must accept the parents as
they are and not try to change
them,"” she explained. “‘We certainly
can't judge them because if we had
walked along the path they have and
stepped on all the same stones, we
could very well be in their position.
They must change on their own."

Charlene said that some of the
parents had changed their homes to
be more like hers.

“One lady filled her entire house

with plants because she saw all of my
plants and knew that her child had
liked living here,’” she explained.

Charlene and Terry are unigue in
that they allow the parents to visit
the children in their home because
it's a better atmosphere.

““The only alternative to meeting
here is the courthouse or the corridor
of the jail and that's just not a good
atmosphere for the kids,"” she said.

Charlene said that one of the
hardest things was to get the
children to interact with others,

“So many of them have been hurt
in the past and they need to talk
about what has hurt them before
they can sleep at night and interact
with others,” Charlene said. ‘“They
must also learn to like themselves.”

The Connallys also work on
motivation.

“I'm hard on them,” she said. “I
push them. I say ‘You can do.it, you
can come out of it.’

““We teach them how to play and
get on the floor and laugh and giggle
with them. We sing songs and try to
teach them to take teasing.”

The Connallys also introduce the
children to things like birthday par-
ties and happy times, and tell them
when something they have done is
good.

““We correct them, too,” Charlene
said. “And we always explain why
we are correcting them.”

The Connallys also feel it is impor-
tant that the kids be able to say “I
love you."

In working with each of the
children, Charlene stressed that they
must be able to see the different
needs of the different children and
then work through those needs. Once
the needs of the children have been
met, there is a good chance that they
are ready to go back to their parents.

When children are ready to return
home, they usually interact with
their parents and seem to miss them.
They also act like they would like to
go with them when they leave after a
visiting session.

‘““The parents must realize,
though,” Charlene emphasized,
“That if the children have been with
foster parents for a while, they may
need to visit the foster parents every
now and then."

When it is time for the children to
leave, however, the Connallys make
a “big deal” out of it. They let the
children pack their own clothes and
then go outside to wait for the
parents.

“The accomplishments that these

kids make is so rewarding to us,”
Charlene said. ‘‘They come here so
troubled and unable to play with toys
and then we look outside one day and
they're playing and singing in the
yard.”

It's safe to say that the Connallys
know just about everything when it
comes to caring for children.

In the little extra time that the Con-
nallys have, they participate in the
foster parents organization which
meets once a month.

“We see films and listen to
speakers which help us learn to han-
dle the children better,” Charlene
said.

The foster parents association is
becoming tax exempt, making any
donation tax exempt, according to
Charlene. The organization takes
contributions, divides the money bet-
ween the foster children and then
gives that money to the foster
parents for Christmas presents.

‘“We take the money and buy each
child one toy and then spend the rest
on clothes so they will have
something to wear,” she said.

She said that there was definitely a
need for cuddly dolls, educational
toys, and for someone who would
sponsor activities for a child such as
gymnastics and piano.

The Connallys are also members of
the Church of the Nazarene in Olton
where they previously lived.
Charlene enjoys growing plants and
gardening which she says is good for
her nerves. She also paints, quilts
and sews.

“l1 sew an awful lot,” Charlene
said. “I make lots of pillows with
pockets in them because the kids like
to hide things in them."”

Terry teaches at LaPlata in the
vocational department.

Charlene shared some of her
children’s favorite recipes. The pizza
is one that her girls love and one that
her son started making when he was
in high school. The foster children
that are presently in the Connally
home would not eat fish when they
came, but they would eat the tuna
patties. So, Charlene started making
them frequently.

The cake is one of her own
children’'s favorites. She said it
freezes well and is especially good
with a fudge icing.

“In fact, it’s downright awful,” the
outspoken Eichelberger said before
teeing off today in the first round of
the $300,000 Milwaukee Open.

A. The basic argument for not

changing the filter with each oil
change is monetary: It costs less.
At least, at first glance it does.
Consider, however, that when
you do not replace the filter, you
are leaving a pretty sizable
amount of dirty, broken-down.oil
in the engine. This immediately
mixes with the new oil, quickly
lessening its useful life. Many
machanics believe it is almost
more critical to change the filter
frequently than it is to change the
oil. The point is, the longer a filter
stays in place, the more clogged
it gets, with the end result being-
the oil doesn’t get filtered.

CBS back in first

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Long-time’
ratings champion CBS won first
place in the Nielsen ratings for the
week ended Sept. 9 after a summer
season that saw the network in third
place more often than first.

The top show was NBC's “The
A-Team” and CBS' highest-rated
show was a rerun of the movie ‘‘The
Shadow Riders,” which took fourth
place. Altogether, CBS won seven of
the Top 10, expanded to 11 places
because of a tie.

It was CBS' first victory since the
week ended June 24. Since the end of
the regular season in April, which
CBS won, the network has been first
five times, tied for first once, and in
last place eight times (including last
week).

ABC, first for six straight weeks,
fell to second. NBC was third.

CBS won the week with a network
average of 13.1 in the A.C. Nielsen
Co. survey, ABC was second with
12.4 and NBC was third with 11.9, The
networks say this means that in an
average prime-time minute 13.1 per-
cent of the homes with televisions
were tuned to CBS.

Saudi Arabian Oil Minister
Sheik Ahmen Zaki Yamani
said Tuesday that oil pro-
ducers need to maintain
“discipline” to keep the price
of petroleum from falling.

The Saudi minister, who is
on a two-day official visit
here, said he did not foresee
any increase in oil prices un-
til after 1986.

Speaking after a meeting
with Mexican President
Miguel de la Madrid, Yamani
praised Mexico for its
cooperation with OPEC in
keeping its production below
full capacity and its prices
close to those of the cartel.
Mexico is not an OPEC
member.

MEXICO CITY (AP) —
The head of the telephone
workers’ union said
employees of the
government-controlled
telephone compnay will not
walk off the job if a strike
deadline is reached Wednes-
day, but he said they would
wear armbands and carry
placards as a sign of protest.

The telephone monopoly is
currently under operating
control of the government,
which means employees face
instant dismissal if they go on
strike.

The Department of Com-
munications and Transporta-
tion seized control of the com-
pany by executive order last
Friday because of rapidly
deteriorating service due to
work slow-downs and wildcat
strikes. The union has re-
quested an across-the-board
raise of 20.2 percent, but
management representatives
have said they will refuse to
go beyond the 18 percent in-
crease limit for federal
employees.

The company said it was
working to get service back to
normal, including repairing
fallen lines. The ‘‘bot-
tlenecks’’ in international
calls have been reduced and
the number of calls going
through has greatly improv-
ed since the government took
control, the company an-
nounced.

Farmers

WASHINGTON (AP) -
The government overpaid
millions of dollars to farmers
who took acreage out of pro-
duction under 1983 farm pro-
grams, according to a US.
General Accounting Office
report.

The report, prepared in
reponse to a request by U.S.
Rep. Berkley Bedell, D-lowa,
said the overpayments were
the result of the average yield
formula the Agricultural
Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service used for
calculating the payments due
to farmers.

Farmers were supposed to
be paid in cash or com-
modities based on an
estimate of the yield they
would otherwise have had.
But since farmers naturally
chose to set aside their least
productive acreage, their
historical average yield was
higher than the yield they
would have gotten from the
set-aside acres, the, report
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overpaid

said.

The GAO used Nebraska
and Texas farms in the study
The two states accounted for
about 18 percent of the wheat,
corn and sorghum acreage in-
volved in 1982 farm pro-
grams, the GAO said.

“In Nebraska, we project,
based on a statistically valid
sample, that payments to
corn farmers would have
been from $19.4 million to
$43.2 million less if they had
been based on the expected
yield from the land actually
set aside,” the GAO report
said.

“Our work on wheat and
sorghum in Texas confirmed
that a similar condition ex-
isted there also. However,
since we did not take a
statistically valid sample of
farms in Texas, we cannot
provide statewide projec-
tions."”

The GAO reviewed
payments to 157 Texas farms
and found an overpayment of
$54,955.

The Agriculture Depart-
ment has already revised its
procedures, and 1984
payments will be based on
production of the specific
acreage involved, the GAO
report said

ASCS spokesman Charles
Riley said the GAO report did
not mention the difficulty of-
ficials have in determining
whether or not acreage had
previously been irrigated, but
that the agency had agreed to
review its procedures.

Irrigated versus non-
irrigated land is what the
GAO report meant when it
referred to less and more pro-
ductive acreage, he said.

The effect of the change in
the formula is hard to
estimate, Riley said.

“It’s very hard to eompare
one program to another,” he
said. *‘Eighty-three was one
heck of a big participation.
Eighty-four is down.”

ACSC analyst Charlie Cun-
ningham said 61 percent of
wheat farmers and 57 percent
of corn and sorghum farmers
participated nationwide in
1983. In 1984, he said. About
half the number are par-
ticipating in 1984 set-aside
programs, Cunningham said.

In Texas, about 20,000 corn
and sorghum farmers are
participating in 1984 pro-
grams, compared with 44,000
in 1983. The number of par-
ticipating wheat farmers
dropped from 45,000 to 25,000,
he said.
