Employment Bill
In Open Hearing

Act-Provides For Aid
By US Government To
Provide Enough Jobs

WASHINGTON, Aug. 21
(AP)—Backers of legislation
designed to underwrite jobs
for all Americans except

school children and fulltime
housewives claimed strong
presidential support today as
hearings opened before a
senate banking subcommit-
tee.

The legislation, labeled the “full
employment act” is marked “must”
by the White House. The bill sets
out the policy that “all Americans
able to. work and seeking work
have the right to useful, remu-
nerative, regular and full-lime
employment.” It declares that
when there are not engugh jobs
to go around, it is the federal gov-
ernment’s’ responsibility to spend
enough money to provide them.

The measure makes specific
references to public works pro-
grams.. Spopsors stress the de-
sirability of proper federal In-
vestments, while diselaiming any
idea for made-work or leaf rak-
ing projects.

Eight days of hearings are

scheduled this week and next, with
Gen. Omar N. Bradley, new vet-
erans administrator, as the first
witness. Veterans organizations,
cabinet officers, labor union presi-
dents, buginess organization repre-
sentativeg and sculptor Jo David-
son also will be heard. The com-
mittee held a two-day hearing on
the megsure earlier in the month.
Senator Wagner (D-NY) told
newspgpermen the bill is “not a
deficit spending proposition.” Con-
tending that any public works built
under its provisions would be self-
liquidating or add to the nation’s
wealth, Wagner said this would
take them out of the deficit cate-
gory even if the government hap-
pened to have to spend more
money than ‘it took in.
“We set our goal to win the war,
and we won,"” he said. “Now we're
setting a goal to beat enemy No. 1
—mass unemployment, and we're
going to beat it.” ’

A recent comptroller's sur-
vey showed that of the 1,631,281
cars registered in Texas In a year,
only 869,525 are assessed for stale
and county purposes,

The total assessed value of
these cars Is $121,630,29, or
£125 each, and that puts a value
of 882,732,000 on the 669,856
cars whose owners fail to render
them.

Compliroller's figures don't show
hotw many of those whose cars
were assessed actually paid the
taxes. Actually, probably not more
Ahan one-fourth of those assessed
paid the taxes.
| Cities, with more modern tax-
ing methods, - get higher percen-
tages of bolh assessments and col-
lections than counties. Practically
every city in Texas assesses cars
from the registration 'lists, while
the counties #assess only those
rendered by the owners. But even
in well-managed cities like Dallas,
50 per cent collections of the ad
valorem on cars is considered pret-
iy good.

McAdams reflected the opinion
of most tax men when he said, “It's
immaterial to us whether the leg-
islature abolishes the: ad valorem

on cars, or makes it enforceable.
But as it Is now, as a general rule,
only the people who own property
or businesses render their cars.
Those without other property just
‘don’t pay the car ad valorem tax."

Two courses have been suggest-
ed to recent legislatures. One is
a constitutional amendment to
abolish the ad valorem tax on mo-
tor vehicles and let the legislature
sel a fair license fee which it would
proraie between the state, coun-
ties, cities and school districts.
The other is a simple law which
would require car-owners to pre-
sent city, county, state and school
tax recelpts for the ad valorem tax
on their cars before they can get
lidénse plates.

This method was embodied in
two bills introduced in the last
session of the legislature. The
identical bills won commitiee ap-
proval and got to the top of both
house and senate calendars, but
died when filibusters snarled the
calendars and stopped practically
all legislation during the last weeks
of the -session,

The 1league of municipalities
hasn't decided yet which method
to try during the next session, but
mahy members incline toward the
constitutional amendment, since it
would greatly reduce the cost of
colléction by concentrating all col-
lectlons for four types of taxing
authoritles.

Of course, such legislation is al-

that cars pay enough taxes as it Is,
therefore they réfuse to render or
pay ad valorem taxes. Others pay
as a matter of course, perhaps
without realizing that they're pay-
ing more than their fair share of
the {ax burden. Those who take
this opinion inio consideration
favor the proposal for a constitu-
tional amendment since it would
let the car owners themselves de-
clde how they want their cars
taxed.

XWASHINGTON—The War Man-

vides is engaged in dishonest com-
petition, just as much as if <t
cheated the landlord out of his
rent or workers out of their pay.
Taxes are high, but they must be

collected fairly. And so long as any
substantial portion of the taxes
due remains uncollected, it oper-
ates to defer the reduction of tax
rates. .

Much more than expedience di-
rects this tax-evasion campaign.
Fundamental morality is. involved.
The man who evades taxes picks
his neighbor's pocket. And in
these times, when we are asking
so much from the men in uniform,
any pocket picking at their expense
becomes unthinkable. As Presi-
dent Truman has said:

“We are not fighting this war
to make millionaires, and cer-
tainly we are not going to allow
the black-market operators or
any other racketeers to be in a
favored class, when the men in
‘the armed forces, and our ciy-
zens generally, are sacrificing so
heavily.”

My readers may say, “All right.
Tax evasion is indefensible. How
bad is it? What are you doing
about it?"

One Billion Evaded

The answers to the two ques-
tions go together. The treasury Is
gathering, from many sources, in-
formation that will give the entire
picture of lax evasion. That same
Information will serve as evidence
to bring tax evaders to justice.
The treasury Is enlarging its in-
vestigating forces, as I have noted,
to handle a tremendous backlog
of fraud cases, accumulated dur-
ing recent years and the cases now
piling in. My predecessor, Secre-
tary Morgenthau, who set the ma-
chinery in motion for this tax-
evasion campaign, estimated that
a minimum of one billion deollars
in additional taxes now being
evaded would be collected when
treasury forces could be expanded,
and new workers could be trained
and get on the job. S

More recently, we have strength-
ened the drive by intensifving co-
operation with other government
departments and agencies inter-
ested In stamping out black mar-
kets, rackets and tax evasion. An
inter - departmental committee,
with representatives from the,
treasury department, the depart-
ment of justice, the Office of Price
Administration and the depart-
ment of agriculture, has gone to
work to coordinate information

Honest Tax, Mistakes

No honest American need fear
this drive against tax evaders. Neo-
one is gping to jail for an hopest
mistake in filling out his tax re=
turn. Treasury policy even '‘per-
mits the wilful evader to e=rape
prosecution if he repents in time.
The commissioner of intermal rev-
enue does not recommend crimie
nal prosecution in the case of any
taxpayer who makes a voluntary
disclosure of omission or other mis-
statement in his tax return or of
failure to make a tax return

Monetary penalties may be im-
" posed for delinquency, for nmeg-
ligence and for fraud, but fhe
man who makes a disciosure be-
‘fore an Investigation is under
way protects himself and his
famlly from the stizma of a fel-

ony conviction. And there s

nothing complicated about going
to® a collector or other revenus
officer and simply saying. “Thers

Is something wrong with my

return and I want to straighien

it out.”

A _great many people are taking
advantage of this opportunity te
get right with their government.
During the past two months an
average of 1,000 persons in the
United States have voluntarily
filed amended returns. I do nmot
intimate that all of these persons
have been wilful tax evaders. Im
the mormal course of events many
Americans file such delinquent and
amended refurns as they discover
their own lapses. But I venture
to predict that the $3.000.000 add-
ed revenue that the treasury now
receives.-each week. as a result of
these 'délinquent and amended re-
turns, will grow as our tax evasion
agents get their campaign into full
swing. Certainly any tax evader
who has not yet seen the light
would be well advised to take cor-

rective action while there is yep"

time to square himself with his
conscience and his government
without suffering the further ine
dignity of public Indictment, trial
and punishment.

I do not want to see the peni.
tentiaries filled with tax evaders
But to be fair with the honest man
the government must deal sternly
with the dishonest one. And, t»
quotethe final phrase of President
Truman's statement. in announe-
ing his endorsement of the treas-
ury's tax-evasion drive:

“That is just what we are going
to do."

this gentry, and from now on we
will proceed more effectively
than ever before. *

Only a notice ‘boxer telegraphs
his blows. We dre not going to
tell the black market operators
and other tax evaders. in advance,
what we are going to do or how or
when or where we are”going to do
it. But a moment's reflection
should convince anyone who Eas
engaged In tax evasion that there
is no future fn it. What ecan’ a
man do with illegal profits? He
can buy land or jewels, but he can-|
not avold leaving one or many
traces that can be discovered and
followed up whenever the {reasury
and other agencies have enough
men to do the job.

We in the treasury are getiigg
the men and training them. We
will have invaluable Help from oth-
er departments of govefnment in
meeting ours problems and we, in
turn, will help them in meeling
theirs. And we are constantly ex-
panding the sources from which
we will obtain information that
will trap the tax evader. He may

think he can escape by shoving his |

concealed profits in a safe-deposit

+Box or by burying them in the

ground. But whenever such'cur-
rency reappears, it begins to leave
a telltale trail.

OKINAWA, (P—Military. gov-
ernment officials have set up a
completely communal system of
feeding and housing Okinawa's
325.000 segregated «ivilians ang
are finding that with proper super-
vision *it works perfectly.

Every native works for the good
of the community. Failing to share
with others is a serious pffense,
punishable by shaming methods
remindful of 17th cenfury New
England. y '

Ishiwaks; a camp of 25,000 na-
tives near the sandy beaches of
Okinawa’s most beautiful harbor,
is an example of how it's done.

Each native has a definite job to
do.' Corps of women, even the
feeble, dig In the camote patches
by day, returning at dusk with
sacks full of the sweet potato-type
vegetable., These are dumped onto
a big mound in the market place
and are rationed, so much per
person.

Similarly, those who plck beans,
rice and corn deposit their loads
in specified piles for community
distribution. The few U. S.-pro-
vided items, like milled flour and
“K" rations, are rationed. to house-
wives standing in line—American
style—with ration bpoks in hand.

Failure to turn In food to the
community pile is treated gravely.
The culprit must parade through
the streets wearing a sign pro-
claiming “I didn't cooperate—I did

Plan Similar To Old New England

Seldom Is the misdeed repeated

The very old men are put ts
work chopping firewood or weav-
ing split-bamboo mats.

The able-hodied men. those not
laken to Japan by the™ Nipponese
for work troops. do the harder,
more dangerous work, such as
running a busy Seabee-bullt saw-
mill, in charge of Seaman 1/C J.
L. Rumbelow of Van, Tex., or dig-
ging new sanitation facilities pre-
scribed by the camp medical offi-
cer.

Even the children, who make up
the great bulk of the native popu-
lation, are put to work at odd jobs,
sorting foodstuffs, hauling saw-
dust, keeping the market place -
clean.

Hausing units at Camp Ishikawa
are being bullt at virtually no cost
to the Americans. Native work
crews bring in loads of wood taken
from dismantled or war-ruined
houses in villages outside the
compound area.

Neat, two-family dwellings are
springing- up all over the place,
with Okinawa carpenters doing
most of the work. .

An expansion program costing
approximately $10,000 has been
launched here by the St. Mary's
Episcopal church.

Formal dirt-breaking ceremonies
were held Sunday by the congrega-
tion with the Rev. Charles Abele,
rector, directing, and today ex-
cavation for foundations was un-
derway. .

The projected additions and ren-
ovations will increase the facilities
of the plant for worship services
and other activities.

A 28-foot addition is being con-
structed on the east end of the
present church, and in this new
area will be located the choir loft
and the sanctuary. A recess will
be situated on the north side of
the new section to house the organ,
pipes, elc., and a sacristy will be
located on the south side of the ex-
tension.

The current passageway between
the church and the parish house,
which now also houses the kitchen,
will be extended to include a study
on the east side and to enlarge tin-
kitchen spacF. This " arrangement
also contemplates the adaptation of
the east'room of the parish house
as a small chapel.

By extending the maln church
plant, approximately 15 additional
feet will be provided for congre-
gational space, mnot to mention
more room for choir and sanctuary.
Interior of the building will be
completely refinished and some
rearrangement will be effected.
