Chandler said it was "a compart-
ment similar to a glove compartment
in the hack of the wagon." He
decl ined comment when asked if the
child might have crawled into the
compartment on his own or whether
the body showed any signs of
violence.

He said that as far as he knows, the
child was dressed in the same clothes
he was wearing when he disappeared.

The cause and Li me of death were
not immediately determined. Medical
examiners from the state Office of the
Medical Investigator were HI arrive
today, and an autopsy will be
conducted. he said.

"There arc still a lot (If th ings we
don't know. We arc still investigating
and at thispoint won't rule anything
out. We juxt don't know," Chandler

Reponed sightings of
the hoy came in from Roswell, 100
miles southwest of here, and from
nearby Tc xas.

"They
pulled together, they were focused.

The chi 1(1disappeared May 8 after
he was left with his 76-year-old
grandmother, Evelyn Guaidabasso,
while his mother drove to a local
store. The child apparently tned to
follow his mother and ran out of the
house be fore his grandmother could
stop him.

LAMB: I've often heard
and read that people can have
diabetes (u'ndiagnosed)and not know
it. If so, how can one go untreated for

. maybe a :year or more and not be
d ad? Without. insuUn you couldn't
survive .orrect?

DEAR READER: Not correct.
Ahout,half of diabetics have a normal
fasting blood glu ose level and have
no symptoms. That is why a blood
glucose test taken a couple of hours
after ingesting glucose .is a better test
to s reen for patients with diabetes.

Diabetes tends to progress and
become more sever over time. In
many cases of adult diabetes; weight
reduction may orrect an abnormal
glucose tolerance test.

Also, many diabetics are controlled
by oral. medications to .Iower the
hlnod glucoselevel rather than insu-
lin', Mo-re severe diabetics do require
insuhnto control their glucose level.

DEAR READER: It ~ rare. but
when it occurs it is a very serious
iJlnes.s. ThE' bacteria in a pimple can
get into the veins in the area. and
these, veins' connect. directly with a
large v nus lake in the brain (cavem-
ous sinus). This is also true of
infections around the eyes and frontal
sinus - ealted the T zone,

The biggest risk is squeezina the
pimple. If you lift thf' top off with a
sterilized needle and allow drainage
or soak the area, that is less risky.
JdeaUy. antibiotil's should be used.
But then antibiotics are part of
treatment for acne.
