Haig Praises Latin America’s

Efforts For Nuclear Control

MEXICO CITY (AP) -
Secretary of State Alexander
M. Haig Jr., arriving Monday
for a 24-hour visit to Mexico,
praised Latin America's ef-
forts to create a nuclear-free
zone in the region.

Reporters who traveled
with him on the plane from
Washington, however, said he
called the ‘‘radicalization’ of
Mexico's Central American
nelghbor Nicaragua a threat
\§ peace and stability in the
Myion
& 'We offered them' ... nor-
malization but recent events
suggest they are being con-
frary tous,'" he said.

“It is our hope that all the
pations of the region will
ghare our concern that the
lotalitarian regime In
Nicaragua comes as a threat
to peace and stability and

hanges,’' Halg said.

The secretary ol state in-

icated that, in his talks with
iMulvnn officials, he will
wiress that the ‘‘radicaliza-

ion of the Nicaraguan
gime poses problems for

the social and economic
development for the region."”
However, he said, the door
is “still open” for improve-
ment of relations between the
two countries.
Approximately 1,000 lef-
lists demonstrated outside
the US. Embassy bullding
here Sunday to protest Haig's
visit and the Reagan's ad-
ministration's anti-
Communist stance in Central

America. .
Mexican #nd U.S.
diplemats have been trying to

keep the visit low-key
because of threatened
demonstrations against the
Reagan administration’s
Central American policies.

On Sunday, Halg warned
Nicaragua's leadership that
the ‘‘hours are growing
rather short'' before the
United States and other na-
tions might take action
against what he called a drift
toward totalitariansism.

In at least two seasions of
closed-door talks with
Castaneda on Monday and a
one-hour meeting scheduled

with President Jose Lopez
Portillo on Tuesday, Haig
planned to review problems
between the United States
and Mexico and the situation
in Central America, especial-
ly Nicaragua, diplomatic
sources from both countries
said.

Speaking about Latin
America's effort to become a
nuclear-free zone, Haig said
the plan could be a model for
other regiong of the world
" to the threat of
nuclear proliferation.”

Haig said, ‘'The zone, when
fully realized, will help to
stabilize world politics and
reduce the risk of war,"

under the so-called 1967
Tlatelolco Treaty, which the
United States ratified Nov.
13.

The instruments of ratifica-
tion were deposited by Haig
with Mexican Foreign
Secretary Jorge Castaneda,
head of the organization that
enforces the treaty, at a
ceremony here.

The treaty, which prohibits
all use of nuclear energy for
other than peaceful puroses
in the area, has been signed
by all Latin American coun-
tries except Cuba and is
subscribed to by a number of
foreign powers, including the
Soviet Union.
