For New Mexico

EDWARDS AIF FORCE
BASE, Calif. (AP) - Pe!.ed
by rain and hail, crews work-
‘ed through the night to load
tons of equipment aboard 23
flatcars for today's train trip
lo New Mexico, where the
gear will help the space shut-
tle land from its third mission
March 29.

The recovery vehicles — a
convoy of big trucks, vans
and mobile stairways — have
been tied down and taped
shut for the 32-hour train ride
to White Sands "Missile
Range, N.M., due to depart
today.

During the shuttle's first
two landings, the convoy
equipment raced amid clouds
of dust onto Rogers Dry Lake
here moments after Colum-
bia rolled to a stop on ils Mo-

jave Desert landing strip.

But the 44-square-mile
lakebed, a barren expanse f
normally rock-hard clay, s
now spotted with long shallow
ponds, some stretching a mile
or more. Gusty winds make
little waves ripple over the
dry lake, where more than
1'4 inches of rain have fallen
since Tuesday.

Officials of the National
Aeronautics and Space Ad-
ministration say it could be at
least a month before the
California lakebed dries.

Les Reinertson of NASA's
Dryden Flight Research
Center alongside the flooded
lakebed said the train “‘will
have adequate security, but
I'm not going to tell you what
it is.”" The train has priorily
along its route — other traffic

will gel ~eut~of-the way,
Reinertson said.

The shuttle train's
itinerary called for arrival at
the U.S. Army Missile Range
at White Sands, N.M., on
Saturday. The shuttle, which
lifts off from Kennedy Space
Center in Florida on Monday,
will land in the desolate and
still-dry New Mexico desert.

Mid East Fighting
Situation Fragile

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Reagan administration
appears to have succeeded in
heading off a potential new
outbreak of fighting between
Israel and the Palestine
Liberation Organization,
although officials caution
that a ceasefire remains
fragile.

Philip C. Habib, President
Reagan's special Mideast
negotiator, managed to
strengthen the ceasefire bet-
ween the PLO and Israel dur-
ing a recently completed mis-
sion to the region, it was clear
from the comments of
several officials Thursday.

Habib told reporters follow-
ing a meeting with Reagan
that he doesn't think Israel
will attack Palestinian forces
in southern Lebanon.

““They will not attack.
That's my understanding,”
Habib said. ‘‘What I received
was a clear indication they
wish to abide by the

ceasefire,” he added.

Habib said that although
violations of the ceasefire
have been ‘“‘of minor
significance compared with
the situation that existed last
spring ... the situation should
still be described as fragile.”

The unwritten ceasefire
originally went into effect in
July following heavy fighting
between the PLO and Israel.
Already, it has lasted much
longer than many people, in-
cluding some well-placed
U.S. officials, had expected.

One official said Habib's
latest success clearly rein-
forces the ceasefire.

“It's another brick in the
wall,”" he said. “The more
often we say we are hopeful
the ceasefire will last, the
more trust we have it will not
be broken."” He asked not to

be identified by name.

OPEC Leaders
Defend Price.

VIENNA, Austria (AP) —
The oil ministers of Indonesia
and Iraq joined other OPEC

- leaders today in urging that
the oil cartel hold its basic
price at $34 a barrel and cut
production to reverse a
shrinking market.

Tayeh Abdul-Karim, the
Iraqi minister, said delegates
of the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Coun-
tries meeting at a Vienna
hotel hoped to agree on reduc-
ing the production ceiling
from 19 million to 18.5 million
barrels a day. The lower level
was unofficially agreed to
earlier this month.

“We are ready to defend
(the $34 price)...til the end of
the year,” Abdul-Karim told
reporters as the ministers
gathesed for an informal

meeting.
“We will see how we can

defend the price we agreed on
in Abu Dhabi,” said Indone-
sian- 0il Minister Subroto,
referring to the benchmark
that was set last October at
an OPEC meeting in the
United Arab Emirates.

With a recession-spurred
world industrial slowdown,
an oil glut and production
levels already at a 13-year-
low, OPEC ministers have a
hard choice. They can further
trim production to restore
balance between supply and
demand or _face new
downward pressures on their
prices.

The 13-member cartel's
benchmark price of
$34-a-barrel for Saudi Ara-
bian light crude already is
undercut by as much as $6 a
barrel on spot markets,

Hilton Sues Designer
Of Fire Alarm System

HOUSTON (AP) Attorneys for
the Westchase Hilton have blamed the
designer and installers of the hotel's
fire alarm system for injuries and
damages in a March 6 fire that killed
11 people.

Sisco’s suit, which seeks $500,000 in
actual damages and $1.5 million in ex-
emplary charges, contends the hotel
failed to instruct its employees in use
of the system, ignored the system’s
alarms and installed an alarm that
could be shut off after only a
preliminary warning.

Safe For Hemophiliacs

NEW YORK (AP) — People with
hemophilia who are not bleeding can
travel safely aboard commercial
jetliners, according to the American
Medical Association, which recently
published a recommendation to the
contrary.

Losers Always Fouled,
Reformers Want It Fair

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Reformers proposing an
overhaul of the presidential
nominating system have
come up with a unique idea:
they want to make it fair.

That's always a worthy
goal, and it might even be
possible — so long as there
are no candidates to win or to
lose. In politics, fairness is in
the eye of the victor. The
losers always figure they
were fouled in one way or
another.

Last campaign, Sen. Ed-
ward M. Kennedy contended
that openness and fairness re-
quired the release of
Democratic delegates pledg-
ed by primary election and
caucus instructions to
renominate Jimmy Carter.

And Carter argued that it
wasn't fair to change the
rules after he'd won the con-
test for a delegate majority.
The convention upheld him.

A succession of reform
panels has labored for years
trying to streamline, simplify
and shorten the process by
which the major parties

~ choose nominees for the

White House.
The latest attempt is spon-

sored by a public affairs
center at the University of
Virginia. But they skipped
one goal, the central one for
the people directly concerned
with the process, and that is
to win. Fairness, and the
wishes of people who do not
bother to participate, may be
of concern in the laboratory,
but they don't count when the
campaign begins and people
start choosing up sides.

The University of Virginia
panel, headed by former
Secretary of Defense Melvin
R. Laird and former Sen.
Adlai E. Stevenson III, notes
that the current process grew
without guidelines or
deliberate design into
something cumbersome,
complicated and confusing.

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas
(AP) — Gov. Bill Clements
says he is pleased federal
agencies have endorsed a
compromise plan ending a
14-year controversy over the
selection of a dredge disposal
site for the Port of Corpus
Christi.

“I am delighted to hear
that the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers and the Port of

To achieve the look, use
special sewing and care
techniques on linen and linen-
like fabrics, says Becky
Saunders, a clothing

Linen looks may be made of
flax fiber with polyester or
rayon or all synthetic. Linen-
look fabrics have the same
tight weave and nubby
qualities as 100 percent linen,
she notes.

Saunders is on the home
economics staff of the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M Univer-
sity System.

Consider these guidelines
when preparing and sewing
linen or linen-like fabrics:

Pre-cutting — Before you
begin to cut, dampen or
steam-iron the fabric to press
our wrinkles and center fold.
For washables, always
launder before sewing.

Threads, needles - For
linens and linen-like fabrics,

use medium-size shar needles
- sizes 11-14 - and merceriz-
ed cotton, silk or cotton-
covered polyester thread.

Coarser fabrics, such as
butcher or crash linens used
for sportswear, sew best with
heavier weight thread.

Use medium-fine sharp
needles - size 11 - and
medium-weight threads for
finer handkerchief linens us-
ed to make blouses or
dresses.

To find the best size needle
and thread, always make a
test seam first.

NEW YORK (AP) —
General Electric Co., which
likes to say it “‘brings good
things to life,”” has brought
itself and some other com-
panies high-voltage criticism
over the buying and selling of
tax credits.

GE says it qualifies for a
1981 income tax refund of bet-
ween $90 million and $100
million, even though the com-
pany earned $1.65 billion last
year. A key reason is that GE
bought tax credits from other
companies under a provision
of the Economic Recovery
Tax Act of 1981.

Supporters of the provision
say it allows companies that
are losing money to take ad-
vantage of tax breaks design-
ed to encourage investment
in new equipment. If a com-
pany is losing money, it has

no tax liability against which

to write off credits, effective-

ly making the equipment
more expensive — unless it
can sell the credit to a com-
pany that can use it. .

Critics counter that it
smacks of corporate welfare,
especially when record
federal deficits are projected.

The law allows a company
to buy new equipment, then
sell it and the associated tax
credit to another concern.
The first company then
leases the equipment from
the second company.

The seller gets cash from
the sale and use of the equip-
ment. The buyer gets an im-
mediate investment credit
and more credits later
through depreciation on the
equipment. When the lease
expires, the first company

gets the equipment back.

Besides GE, major buyers
of tax credits included Inter-
national Business Machines
Corp.; Batus Inc., a British-
owned company with U.S. in-
terests in tobacco, retailing
and paper; and Marsh &
McLennan Cos., an insurance
and management firm.
Seller§ included Ford Motor
Co., Chrysler Corp., Eastern
Airlines, Continental
Airlines, RCA Corp. and Am-
trak, the federally subsidized
passenger railroad.

Museum To Develop 800
Turn Of Century Photos

At the turn of the century,
Julius Born, a photographer,
opened his own studio in
Canadian, Texas. Born took
thousands of pictures, mostly
portraits, with a high quality
camera using glass plate
negatives. His camera was
thought to be a stereoptic but
no one knows for sure.

The negatives wére saved
down through the years and
eventually given to the Hem-
phill County Library.

Bobby Weaver, Curator of
Ethnology at the Panhandle-
Plains Historical Museum, is
developing about 800 of the
10,000 negatives which he and
Byron Price, Curator of
History at the museum,
sorted through and borrowed
from the Hemphill Library

Each negative has two
prints that help give a three
dimensional look for use with
a stereascope. Thus 800 of the
negatives would produce
1,600 prints. The negatives
have been informative and
useful to the museum for
several reasons.

One important find Weaver
discovered was that nearly

150 separate photos are of
Hispanics dating from
1900-1920, a time period when
the Hispanic population was
not recorded as being very
numerous here. “‘Apparently
these individuals worked on
the repair crews for the
railroad and were head-
quartered at the Canadian of-
fices owned by Santa Fe,”
Weaver said, Canadian was a
terminal point for the Santa
Fe Railroad. "Little is known
about this particular aspect
of ethnicity in this region,”
Weaver said.

Weaver added that ‘‘there
are approximately 100 photos
of women illustrating styles
from 1900-1920. This helps us
illustrate the textiles collec-
tion. There are several hun-
dred pictures of cowboys in
various dress styles and the
photos help to illustrate what
clothing paraphernalia and
details of cowboy gear was
actually used in this era and
helps to point out certain
brands or styles."”

Weaver said a number of
oictures of children and‘toys
were taken as well as several

pictures of World War I ac-
tivities, soldiers in uniforms,
the Red Cross in action and
more.

Several prints, Weaver
said, were of sports such as
baseball, basketball, and
football which are good il-
lustration materials for this
area. Born also took photos of
towns, street scenes and dif-
ferent buildings.

“Because this collection il-
lustrates a lifestyle in this
region and the photography is
of high quality, these photos
are ideally suited for the
museum's exhibition pur-
poses,”” Weaver said.

“Within the next couple of
months the collection will be
fully processed and available
for public use,’ he said. *The
negatives will make a signifi-
cant photographic collection
which will be displayed in the
ranching exhibit.”” The ran-
ching exhibit will be open to
public viewing by this sum-

" mer.

Changing the law now
would ‘‘almost certainly”
result in ‘‘cancellation or
deferral of a major part” of
modernization programs of
steel companies, Bethlehem
Steel Corp. Chairman Donald
H. Trautlein told Dole's com-
mittee on Thursday.

Carl Munson, a vice presi-
dent of Boeing Co., the large
aircraft manufacturer, said
the provision was **of critical
importance’ because airlines
are losing money and could
not generate the earnings
needed for buying new
planes. Using the "‘'safe-
harbor’’ concept, the airlines
can buy the planes, sell them
and still use them.

Eastern Airlinés Chairman
Frank Borman went lo
Washington Thursday to say
Dole's pledge to repeal the
law back to Feb. 19 seriously
jeopardized Eastern’s plan to
buy $909 million worth of Boe-
ing jets.

Borman termed the tax-
leasing dispute ‘‘political
hysteria,”” adding: *'Con-
gress should do away with all
investment incentives if it
ends ‘safe-harbor’ leasing."

Jr. High Athletics
Review Wanted

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
The State Board of Education
has asked the University In-
terscholastic lLeague to con-
tinue its review of whether
athletic competition among
junior high schools should be
de-emphasized.

Board member Bryan
Crouch of Poteet told UIL
director Bailey Marshall in a
letter that the board supports
the UIL's ‘‘effort to en-
courage school districts to
control extracurricular ac-
tivities."

To achieve this objective,
Crouch suggested that school
districts should “‘emphasize
physical education and in-
tramural’’ sports so students
would lose little or no
classroom time.

Local school district ad-
ministrators should make
sure that academic programs
**do not suffer due to costs of
the junior high athletic pro-
gram,”’ Crouch said in the let-
ter, released Thursday.

The board encouraged the
UIL to continue its study of
the board's suggestion that
an impartial hearing officer
might be hired to deter
lawsuits against the UIL.

“] am of the opinion that
somewhere down the road the
taxpayer will realize that the
expense of defending the
league rules is paid by the
state of Texas and the total
yearly costs are sufficient to
create interest,” Crouch said
in a letter to Marshall.

Crouch also said the board
still believed the UIL could
adopt a rule that would
“penalize only those in-
dividuals responsible for a
large majority of the UIL rule
violations."

His reference was to a
January 1980 board commit-
tee statement that research
had shown that the majority
of sanctions imposed on
school districts for rules
violations ‘‘actually penalize
the students’’ where *‘in most
instances, the students
neither perpetrated nor are
they responsible for the rules
infraction.”
