WASHINGTON (AP) —
Consumer prices, down for
the first time since 1965 and
the most since 1953, fell at an
annual rate of 3.3 percent last
month, the government
reported today.
Plummeting gasoline
prices, posting their sharpest
drop on record, led the
decline. The persistent reces-
sion and the worldwide oil
glut were responsible.
Today’s Labor Department

announcement means that
checks for the nation’s 36

million Social Security reci-.

pients should rise an average
of $27 beginning in July.

The 0.3 percent seasonally
adjusted decline in the March
index further confirms
economists’ predictions that
the recession, which has per-
sisted since the summer, is
moderating the spiral of in-
creasing prices.

If prices fell for 12 straight
months at March’s rate, the
yearly decline would be 3.3

Specifically, the depart-
ment reported these price

changes:

—Gasoline prices fell 4 per-
cent, the most since these
costs were first recorded
monthly by the department in
1967, to help bring down
overall transportation costs 1
percent. March marked the
third straight month these

costs have fallen.

—Housing costs fell 0.3 per-
cent, partly a reflection of a
1.3 percent drop in mortgage
interest rates and a 0.4 per-
cent decline in home prices
themselves. In the preceding
month, housing costs overall
had risen 0.4 percent.

—Food and beverage
prices dropped 0.3 percent,
reversing the 0.6 percent gain
of February.

—Medical care costs,
posting the only substantial
gain in March, rose 1 percent,

Duvall Stayed Despite Wind,
Retires 28 Years Later

About 40 years ago Charles
Duvall came to Hereford with
his brother to sow a section of
wheat and, because the
weather was so nice that fall,
thought he might move here
some day.

Sure enough, after a stint in
the Navy, college and four
years of teaching, he and his
wife, Mary, came to Hereford
to escape the sandstorms of
southwest Texas.

“We drove out here in
February and there was a
sandstorm,” he mused. “We
weren’t sure we had made the
right decision.”

They must have, because
after 28 years with the
Hereford Independent School
District, Duvall has decided
to retire in Hereford.

“I plan on doing quite a bit
of fishing, golfing, hunting,
maybe a little outside pain-

ting. But, I'm not looking for
a job, not interested in mak-
ing any money,"” he said.

“I'm not going to sit at
home and do nothing,” he
revealed. ‘‘I can do
housework, washing and
cooking, but I can't iron. I can
help out with that stuff. Mary
is not planning on retiring
yet, so people can quit asking
her that.”

Duvall is cashing in on two
years of armed service time
in order to retire a little
earlier than he has to, and
because “I just figure it's
time to let someone else at

Duvall began teaching in
1949 at Foss, Okla., and a
year later married the girl he
had met in a human anatomy
class at Southwestern
Oklahoma State College,
Weatherford, Okla.’

“He helped me sharpen my
knives,"' recalls Mary,

counselor at La Plata Junior
High for the past 16 years.

The couple taught a year in
Quail and two years in
Whiteface, where the dust
and sandstorms made them
want to look for calmer
climate.

While in Oklahoma, Duvall
also played semi-pro baseball
while he taught history, in-
dustrial arts and physical
education.

Duvall came to Hereford in
1954, first as an assistant
principal at Old Central, and
then Aikman. He came to
Northwest as the principal in
1962,

He says he doesn't have
any stories' to fell about
students because he has some
of their children in his school
now.

“Doctoring toes, sewing up
pants, giving kids baths, if
you ask me, ‘Are you going
tomiss that?' I'll say ‘no."’

Duvall chuckled.

But he isn't making an exit
with animosity.

“I can just remember it's
been a pleasurable job all the
time I've been here,"” he
testified. “'I have enjoyed it
I'm leaving a good faculty for
whoever's coming in.”

Secedes From Union

KEY WEST, Fla. (AP) — This island town’s officials
say they're seceding from the Union in a half-serious ef-
fort to provoke the government into dismantling an
illegal-aliens checkpoint on the only road to the mainland.

Key West, which stands like a stinger at the end of the
scorpion-tail chain of islands that form the Florida Keys,
becomes ““The Conch Republic" today at a flag-raising
ceremony to protest the checkpoint that caused a 19-mile
traffic jam last weekend.

Mayor Dennis Wardlow said if it takes a civil war, Key ~
+ West will start one — and then apply for foreign aid.

City officials say the roadblock is killing tourism in the
island chain, and Key West natives, known as conchs, and
,other residents have been especially dependent on tourists
since the U.S. Navy pulled out of town in 1974 after 150
years.

“This is only partly humorous. There's a great deal of
anger in this town,” said Townsend Kiefer, a writer and

civic activist who has been named minister of foreign af-

fairs in the new government.

U.S. District Judge C. Clyde Atkins in Miami ruled
Thursday that the checkpoint set up Sunday on U.S. 1 was
within the Border Patrol’s authority to stop illegal im-
migrants, E y

“By establishing that border, they have declared us a
foreign nation,” said Wardlow, whose new title will be
prime minister. ‘

“We're tired of the U.S. government picking on little
Key West,” he said. I guess they think we're kidding, and
we're not.”

About 30 officials and civic leaders in this island city of
25,000 permanent residents have been given new jobs in
the new “‘government” ranging from secretary of under-
water affairs to minister of nutrition.

Lawyer Indicted
For Trying To Poison

Bedridden Wife

HOUSTON (AP) — A lawyer who
allegedly tried to persuade a Cana-
dian author to help him obtain what he
thought was a non-detectable poison

has been indicted on charges he tried
to kill his bedridden wife.

William A, Chanslor, 50, was charg-

ed Thursday with solicitation and con-

spiracy to commit murder.

Chanslor was arrested Wednesday

at a hotel near Houston Intercontinen-
tal Airport after allegedly paying an
undercover agent for ricin, a poison
more potent than Cobra’s venom.

Constable James Hodson of the On-
tario Provincial Police said Chanslor
believed the substance could not be
detected after death by normal foren-
sic methods.

Chanslor was held in city jail in lieu

of $40,000 bond.

Inflation rose a seasonally
adjusted 0.2 percent in
January and 0.3 percent in
February.

For all of 1981, the index
rose 8.9 percent, under the
12.4 percent of the previous
vear and the smallest in-
crease in four years.

Economists, already lower-
ing their inflation projections
for 1982, are now predicting
consumer prices will rise in
the range of 4 percent to 7
percent.

At the wholesale level,
prices also fell in February
and March, marking the first
time since 1976 that those
costs had declined two mon-
ths running.

The wholesale index, for-
mally known as the Labor

"Department's Producer

Price Index for finished
goods, fell a seasonally ad-
justed 0.1 percent in both
months. The declines were
the first back-to-back drops
since early 1976, when the
economy was coming out of a
serious recession.

Price changes in the Pro-
ducer Price Index often point
to what will happen-to retail
prices. The CPI, however,
checks for a broader range of
costs, including those for
housing and medical care.

In all the unadjusted Con-
sumer Price Index stood at
283.1 in March, meaning that
goods costing $10 in 1967
would have cost $28.10 last
month.

British Royal Navy Reportedly
Ready For ‘Full War Alert’

WASHINGTON (AP) —
With the British armada in
the South Atlantic reportedly
ready to go on ‘“full war
alert,”” British Foreign
Secretary Francis Pym is
concluding talks today with
Secretary of State Alexander
M. Haig Jr. on the Falklands
crisis.

Pym planned to return to
London tonight after
meetings with Haig and Na-
tional Security adviser
William Clark. Officials said
Pym might also meet with
President Reagan.

British sources held out no
hope for a breakthrough dur-
ing Pym’s visit here and were
pessimitic that a military
confrontation could be avoid-
ed in the dispute with Argen-
tina.

After five hours of
meetings Thursday with
Haig, Pym was asked about
the possibility of a peaceful
settlement.

“There 1s always hope,"” he
said, “*but I have never
disguised the difficulty of it."

Leopoldo Galtieri, visited the
islands Thursday and
ordered the 9,000 Argentine
troops deployed there to de-
fend them ‘‘until the ultimate
consequences and the last
drop of blood."

Asked about that possibili-
ty, an Argentine military of-
ficer said, “‘And after that,
what do they do?"

Diplomats agreed that the
big question was what Britain
would do when its fleet reach-
ed the main islands.

Press Association, the
British domestic news agen-
cy, reported the cabinet was
deeply divided between
hawks who favor a quick
military strike and doves who
counsel further talks.

Quoting an unidentified
government source, the agen-
cy said,""The ‘pull trigger’
lobby appeared to have a ma-
jority."”

Britain's strategy from the
start has been to regain the
islands through negotiations,
using the threat of military
force to pressure the Argen-
tines.

“While we are making every
effort to make a peaceful set-
tlement, the use of force can-
not be ruled out,” Prime
Minister Margaret Thatcher
said Thursday.

Sources in London said the
proposals brought here by
Pym covered four points:
Argentina's withdrawal from
the islands, an interim ad-
ministration, a framework
for negotiations on a long-
term solution and assurances
the 1,800 islanders can deter-
mine their own future.

Martin Bargains, Pleads Guilty
To Staging His Own Shooting

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
Lawyers for State Rep. Mike
Martin could hear the voice of
doom in replies from poten-
tial jurors in the legislator's
aggravated perjury trial.

Half the 34 potential jurors
questioned during the trial
moved to Fredericksburg
because of publicity said they
believed Martin had staged
his own shooting last July,
said defense lawyer Frank
Maloney.

“We got a message in
Fredericksburg,”' said
Maloney. “I don’t think we
had a snowball’s chance in
hell.”

Martin, 30, pleaded guilty
here Thursday to a reduced
charge of misdemeanor per-
jury, paid the maximum
$2,000 fine and agreed in a

plea bargain to give up his
legislative seat and the
chance to return to it next
year.

The Longview Republican
was being tried on a charge
he lied to a Travis County
grand jury last summer when
he denied staging his own
shooting.

The misdemeanor charge
Martin pleaded guilty to in
the agreement involved
another statement Martin
made to the grand jury —
that he ‘‘did not cause his
sister-in-law, Diane Martin,
to rent a car on or about the
29th day of July, 1981."

Investigators said the car
was used in the shooting inci-
dent.

I attended parochial
schools for 8 years under the
tutelage of two different
religious teaching orders and
never encountered any of
those Broadway nuns or any
remotely like them. As an
altar boy I served early Mass
— very early — at a convent
in our neighborhood for the
Nursing Sisters of the Sick
Poor. Their daily house calls
in an era when homes were
quarantined for scarlet fever,
diptheria and whooping
cough — and when no convent
had a car — would outstrip
the weekly case load of an of-
fice full of social workers.

I don’t think any of us were
very lovable; coarse,
ungrateful tenement louts
growing up in a decaying in-
dustrial suburb across the

East River from Manhattan
at the height of the Great

Depression. But somehow we

were their whole life and they
brought beauty into ours.

In the theater of my
memory, there are lively
plots and comic scenes ad-
ding up to the happiest of hit
plays starring wonderfully
warm chracters like Sister
Miriam Louise, Sister Ed-
wina, Sister Thomas Ger-
trude, Sister Inez Marie and
Sister Marie Joseph, the prin-
cipal.

St. Patrick's was an eight
grade school, meaning there

weré eight nuns besides the
principal, each according to
her talents doubling as
athletic director, psychiatric
social. worker or truant of-
ficer.

A nun coached our stickball
team and showed me how to
pitch a “fluke,” an arid spit-
ball delivered with forked
fingers. Another knelt
demurely in the dirt to show
us the way to victory over
P.S. 4 in the marbles contest
that was our only intramural
sport.

Now sisters are the heavies
on Broadway.

Nature wants to keep cool

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
have heard rumors regard-
ing }ockey-t}\lrpe shorts. It is
said men who wear jockey-
type shorts are less potent
and their wives are less like-
ly to become pregnant than
wives of men who wear
boxer shorts. Is this a fact or
just another bit of sex folk-
lore?

DEAR READER — Some
physicians have reported
that men who wore jockey-
type underwear and
switched to boxer-type
underwear soon became
fathers.

This certainly doesn’t
mean that all men who wear
jockey-type underwear are
infertile. Actually, most nor-
mal men produce so many
more sperm cells than are
necessary to induce preg-
nancy that the kind of under-
wear a man wears is not too

imgortanl.

ut it is true that body
temperature affects a man's
ability to produce healthy
sperm cells. That is why the
testicles are located outside
the body. Even in many ani-
mals with the testicles held
inside the body the testicles
may migrate to the outside
for the breeding season.

The testicles are kept
about three degrees cooler
than the inside of the body if
we don't interfere with
nature. There are muscles
along the cord to raise or
lower them to either warm
them or cool them. When
you wear any type of cloth-
ing, such as an athletic
supporter, this cannot occur
and the testicles tend to be
kept warmer than they
would be otherwise.

resembles a heart attack.
More often the pain is asso-
ciated with respiration
because the pain is usually
related to involvement of
the adjacent pleura.

The residual sharp pains
you have may not be from
your heart at all. It is impor-
tant to know if they are
related to exertion or occur
spontaneously. And it would
be nice to see an electrocar-
diogram during such a pain.
If there are no electrocardi-
ographic changes durinP
pain and you don't have it on
exertion it is not likely to be
related to your heart. In that
