Washington, April —h-~ Two
Texas congressmen, writing separ-
ately in news letters to constituents
typify varied thinking done in
search of a national foreign policy.

The parr, Rep. Lloyd M. Bentsen,
Jr., of McAllen and Brady Gentry
of Tyler, both agreed on one thing:
The United States is in an unfami-
liar and costly role of world leader
whether we want it or not.

It might be noted, incidentally,
that both men know first hand
about war. Bentsen was. a combat
pilot in World War II, Gentry was
gassed in ground fighting in World
War L

Writing to his Rio Graride Valley
district, Bentsen said: “~

“World affairs have thrust the-

United States into a leadership
role that is new and different from
any our nation has played before.
—We are accustomed to living a-
lone and liking it. As a nation we
have always had enough troubles
of our own—without having to wor-
ry about others’ problems.

“Often your Congressman wishes
we could wash our hands of these
allies and return to our ivory tow-
er. But, realism forces me to real-
ize we cannot do that, so now, by
necessity, the U.S. is a full time
participant in world affairs.”

Citing the dependence of the
United States on natural resources
from #&braod, he said 90 per cent
of all uranium for A-bombs comes
from Africa and all of the tin,
plus greatest percentage of
several other strategic metals and
minerals. He said a jum tank
