WASHINGTON (AP) - Richard M.
Nixen!s long silence on Watergate ended
Wednesday night, the former Presideat
saying "'l let down my friends, | let down
my country, | let down our system of
government.’’

In his recorded interview with David
Frost, Nixon said he considered resigning
in April 1973, some 15 months before he
became the first American president to
do so.

"'l brought myself down,'' Nixon said.
"l gave ‘em a sword - and they stuck it in
and twisted it with relish.”

Nixon insisted he was not involved in
the break-in at Democratic party
headquarters at the Watergate on June
17, 1972, or that he participated in or
approved the payment of hush money to
the burglars.

That is exactly what he said when he
was trying to save his embattied
presidency in the face of impeachment
resolutions just before he resigned.

“Technically, 1 did not commit a crime,
an impeachable offense,’’ he said.
“These arc legalisms, as far as the
handling of this matter was concerned, It
was so botched up.

"l made so many bad jugments; the
worst ones, mistakes of the heart, rather
than the head."

Nixon acknowledged to Frost that “‘I
said some things that were not true'’ in
trying to defend himself. He said that was
done in the heat of political attacks.

It snowballed, and it was my fault,”
he said. *'I'm not blaming anybody else.
I'm simply saying to you that as far as I'm
concerned, | not only regret it, | indicated
my own beliefs in this matter when |
resignred

"'People didn't think it was enough to
admit mistakes, fine.

“If they want me to get down and
grovel on the floor, no. Never. Because |
don't believe | should."

Nixon said friends have suggested
there was a conspiracy against him and
that “*there may have been.'’' He said he
doesn’t know what had been going on in
some Republican and Democratic circles,

“"However, | don't go with the idea that .

there .. that what brought me down was
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among the questions that remain
unanswered.

British television _personality David
Frost, who reportedly pald Nixon
$600,000 and & percentage of the profits
for his recollections of Watergate and
other aspects of his administration, put
together a network of 155 stations to carry
the interviews.

Watergate, aired Wednesday night is
the first of four. The others, May 12, 19
and 25, focus on foreign and domestic
affairs and Nixon's final days in office.

In the course of research, Frost's staff
came across some White House tape
transcripts not introduced at the
Watergate cover-up trial of Nixon's
aides.

Former Chancellor

Of West Germany Dies

BONN. West Germany (AP) - Former
Chancellor Ludwig Erhard, who
fashioned West Germany's postwar
“econmic miracle’’ but was forced from
office by a recession, died early today at
the age of 80

The portly, cigar-smoking Erhard,
whose appearance reflected the propser-
ity his policies fostered, had been in
declining health for months. He was
hospitalized in March after an automoblile
accident in Duesseldorf, where he was
attending a convention of the Christian
Democratic Union.

Although Erhard served three years as
chancellor, his most notable achieve-
ments came during his 15 years as West
Germany's chief econmist - first as
adviser to the British and American

In 1949, at the formation of the Federal
Republic of Germany, Erhard became
economy minister in Ademauer's first
cabinet and held the post until Oct. 16,
1963, when he succeeded Andenauer
despite the old chancellor’s opposition.

But by the time Erhard took over the
government, the boom had slowed down,
and the coalition of conservative
Christian Democrats and liberal Free
Democrats held together by the
iron-willed Adenauer was coming apart.

Erhard’'s critics accused him of
indecisiveness in a succession of crises,
and he resigned in December 1966, after
the Free Democrats bolted the coalition
because he planned to raise tazes despite
the recession. Erhard was succeeded by
Kurt George Kiesinger, who formed a
new coalition of Christian Democrats
and Social Democrats.

Submissive Adults Need

To Assert Themselves

COLLEGE STATION--Tod-
ay's “‘submissive adults’’ sho-
uld assert themselves more, so
self-respect could replace the
anxieties that trouble them--and
there is a “*no-fail’’ formula for
it, a family life education
specialist says.

Do you feel people often take
advantage of you?

Do you feel embarrassed over
complaining about poor quality
goods and services for which
vou have paid?

Do you have trouble expres-
sing your ideas and feelings?

If you do, then you need to
learn to assert yourself.

At least that is how llene
Miller with the Texas Agricultu-
ral Extension Service, The
lexas A&M Univeristy System,
says it,

“*Each of us has the right to
stand up for ourselves, our ideas
and our best interests--but
seldlom are we assertive
enough,”’ she charges.

“From childhood, we have
been taught to submit to
authority. At home, school,
work and church we learned to
follow instructions, be obedient,
pleasant, cooperative, humble
and self-denying. We were
taught to ‘do as you are told, be
seen and not heard, be quiet
and follow instructions, be
cooperative, don’'t argue’--and
many more submissive lessons.

As adults, we are often. still
too dependent on others and do
not stand up for our own rights,
she says.

‘*‘Many adults tend to exhibit
the same submissive behavior
they learned during childhood.

““When they do what others
direct them to do--regardless of
their own feelings or rights,
these submissive adults become
more dependent, display feel-
ings of anger, anxiety, shame

and defeat and are less able to
make decisions for themselves.

“However, when individuals
do learn how to assert
themselves pleasantly but
firmly, they receive many
benefits--feelings of pride,
self-respect, competency. and
much more,’" she suggests.

Her *'no fail"’ formula is this:

--First, remember you are not
responsible for the actions of
any other adult but yourself.
You build better relations when
you are responsive to others’
needs and feelings, but you are
not responsible for their actions.

--Remember nobody is liked
by everyone. Be yourself tather
than spending time and effort
trying to live up to others’
expectations. It is impossihle to
please others all of the time, so
don’t try.

--Accept your right to make
mistakes, to make unwise
decisions and to fail once in a
while. Attempts to be perfect
can leave you feeling frustrated
and inadequate. Remember,
you can even fail occasionally in
asserting yourself.

--Politely express your feel-
ings and ideas and be willing to
stand up for your right to make
decisions which affect you.
‘Learn to say ‘‘no,”" *'l don't
care,”” "'l don't know'' and "'l
have changed my mind."

It may seem difficult at first,
but you will find it easier to state
your position as you assert
yourself, she concludes.

Crop Season Avails Produce

COLLEGE STATION--A fast-
approaching ‘‘new crop’’ season
will see “‘fresi’ changes in
grocery market choices--and
that is causing shoppers to take
a sharp look at current storage
stock supplies in the meantime,
one expert says.

Gwendolyne Clyatt, a consu-
mer marketing information
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
The Texas A&M University
System, reports the following
grocery-buying summary-

Eggplant supplies are increa-
sing with prices ‘‘moderate,"
potato prices are steady or
slightly lower.

COLLEGE STATION--""one
for all and all for one" could
describe today’s electric skillet,
which can be an economical
kitchen tool--if it meets family's
needs, Lynn Bourland, a family
resource management specialist
says.

Depending on size and style,
it can fry, roast, bake or broil a
variety of menu items--efficien-

tly and conveniently, she said. —

Miss Bourland is’ with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
University System.

In choosing an electric skillet,
consumers might consider
easy-care features, such as
detachable legs, handles and
thermostatic controls-along with
no-stick interiors and immersi-
ble procelain enamel exteriors.
Also, some are dishwasher safe.

Other features aid cooking.
They include baking and
broiling racks, warming tray, fry
basket and broiler lid. A tilt leg
permits basting and draining of
grease while cooking. A cover
that tocks —at - different angles
serves as a spatter shield, and
it provides a place to rest the lid
when adding ingredients or
stirring food in the pan.

A high-domed lid can provide
extra head room for large cuts of
.meat and othe® ‘“‘tall orders."
Sizes range from 7x10 inches to
11x16 inches.

Best guides for proper care
and handling are the manufac-
turer’s instructions. Read them
before using a skillet for the first
time, Miss Bourland advises.

Generally before using the
skillet, if immersible, it should
be washed in warm sudsy water
to remove any manufacturing
oils.

‘If the interior has a non-stick
finish, it must be conditioned by
wiping the surface lightly with

Farm Prices May Effect Economy

WASHINGTON (AP)- Gover-
nment economists fear that
rising farm prices will push
wholesale prices 0p sharply in
April for the third straight
month.

The Labor Department is
scheduled to release its April
wholesale price report today and
some_analysts predict another.
large increase.

Wholesale prices rose 1.1 per
cent in March for- the fastest
one-month climb in 17 months.
The March rise followed a nine-
tenths of 1 per cent jump in
February and raised concern
about accelerating inflation.

Consumer prices, which
generally follow wholesale price
trends, have also been increas.

ing sharply, rising at a 10 per
cent annual rate during the first
quarter of the year.

The February and March
surge in wholesale prices was
largely blamed on the winter
weather's upward push on food
and fuel prices. Farm prices
rose 2.5 per cent in March and ;.

2.2 per cent the previous month.

Government “econonrists not-
ed that prices paid farmers rose
1.5 per cent between March 15
and April 15, and said this could
have had a major influence on
wholesale food processing costs
last month.

However, food has only been
part of the problem.

Doesn’t Pay

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) - James
M. Bright Jr.'s life was insured
for $2,000 until age 22. He died
19 days before his 22nd
birthday. The insurance comp-
any refused to pay. The
insurance company won its case
today.

The ‘Texas Supreme Court
upheld lower court decisions
that New York Life Insurance
Co. was not obligated to pay
Bright's beneficiaries a dime.

Here's the catch.

While the policy said Bright
was covered until age 22, it also
said, that "‘every reference...to
‘age’ means age at nearest
birthday'' to the anniversary
date of the policy.

The anniversary date was
June 1, 1975. Bright's 22nd
birthday would have been Aug.
22, 1975. He died on Aug. 3,
1975. So under the policy terms,
he already was 22, even though
he was 21.

The Corpus Christi Court of
Civil Appeals said the policy
was “‘clear and unambiguous”
on that point, and the supreme
court agreed without writing a
new opinion of its own.

And, he noted, Americans
stand to receive about $25 per
person in tax rebates for every
nickel the gasoline tax increa-
ses, if that portion of the
President’s plan is approved.

If the standby gasoline tax
were to take effect, the tax
rebate would be applied as a tax

credit for all taxpayers,
regardless of their use of
gasoline.

But committee members
expressed skepticism about the
plan. Sen. Dale Dumpers,
D-Ark., told Schiesinger the
proposed gasoline tax was “‘a
patently unfair method of trying
to conserve energy.’’

Schlesinger said he s
disappointed that discussion of
the President’s energy package
thus far, “‘mostly negative, has
focused on four or five"
clements of the plan.

He said the plan, which
contains 103 separate legislative
proposals, should be viewed as
a whole and not picked apart
piece by piece.

But Sen. Bennett Johnston,
D-La., warned him that “'it is
going to be very difficult to get a
package this size out of
Congress."’

WASHINGTON (AP)- Presi-
dent Carter is bound for Europe
and his informal initiation into
the exclusive club of world
statesmen.

Although Carter has met at
the White House with a variety
of presidents, prime ministers
and princes, his first overseas
mission will involve him in
multi- nation talks with the
political heavyweights of the

In advance of today's
mid-morning departure for
London and an international
economic summit, Carter said,
“I'd like to have a common
approach among the developed
industrialized nations toward
dealing with inflation and
unemployment."’ ,

Although this is the” central

challenge facing Carter and his
foreign counterparts, they also
will confront other minefields of

conflicting national interests.

In addition to discussing how
to achieve economic stimulation
free of rampant inflation, the
conferees will discuss other
knotty issues such as help for
the world’s poor nations,
nuclear policy, East-West rela-
tions and trade.

The summit-will occupy only
part of a busy six-day schedule
for Carter. He also will
participate in a NATO summit in
London, fly to Geneva for talks
Monday with President Hafez
Assad of Syria, take part in a
four-national meeting on Berlin,
and confer individually with his
country's most powerful global
‘allies.

Carter's only respite from
business will come Friday
morning when he makes a
four-hour tour of England’s New
Castle arca, where his forebeais
once lived.

A low-key arrival ceremony,
free of speeches, awaited Carter
tonight at London's Heathrow
JAirport. During five .nights in
the British capital, he will stay
at Winfield House, the home of
the American ambassador:

| Son Says ' Fllght
Not Discussed.
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ST. CHAMASSY, France
(AP)- The son of the late Charles
A. Lindbergh says his father's
solo nonstop transatlantic flight
50 years ago was rarely
discussed at home despite the
delirium the epic journey
touched off at the time.

Scott Lindbergh, 34, also said
in an exclusive interview with
‘The 'Associated Press that the
kidnap-slaying of Lindbergh's
first child in 1932 was ‘‘a sort of
forbidden subject’’ in the home.

Scott said the reason the fight
was only occasionally discussed
at home was that his father, who
died at age 72 in August 1974 in
Hawaii, preferred looking to the
future, promoting civil aviation
and wildlife conservation, teach-
ing his children to fly at a
Connecticut airfield, or just
horsing around by tossing water

" balloons in the house.

““The only time 1 can
remember him saying anything
was when the Jimmy Stewart
movie came out, and even then

he didn't say much,’”” Scott -

Lindbergh said of the flight his
father made from New York to
Paris on May 21, 1927,

“He didp't speak about it
because he didn't think it would
be constructive. He always tried
to be forward-looking. He
wanted to use the flight as a
springboard, to show that flying
could be reliable, that aviation
could be punctual, bring people
together and reduce distances.”’

Scott said he was not aware of
anything special about his
father’'s flight across she
Atlantic until he was about 16.

“l1 was aware he had flown
nonstop from New York to Paris,
but it really had no influence on

me until later.

*“The impact didn’t really
come through to me until after
his death when lots of reporters
called up.

“It's difficult to realize what
it really was like at the time he
made —the —flight, difficult to
understand the state of
technology and-understand the
importance of ~what —he did:
Personally, in itself, it was a
rather exceptional feat. It was
well planned. Others had been
moving in that direction. It was
a feat for its time. The times
were really ready for it, but the
way he acted afterward was
perhaps more important.”’

Six men died attempting the
New York-Paris flight before
Lindbergh, then 25, accompli-
shed it and was cheered by a
frenzied crowd when he landed
at 10:22 p.m. at Le Bourget
Airport.

Father Of Child Gets
20 Years For Abuse

HOUSTON (AP)- The prose-
cutor said 8-year-old Daniel
Brownell was a ‘“‘vegetable"
because of injuries inflicted on
him by his stepfather.

A doctor testified the words
“I cery'" had been burned into
the boy's back.

The doctor said brain damage
had resulted from the trauma of
a ruptured colon and the
gangrene which had set it. He
said the boy's colon had been
ruptured apparently by the
insertion of a foreign object
some 18 inches into the body
through the rectum.

The blonde-headed boy was
wheeled into court curled up on
aroll-away bed and Dr. Wallace
Fagan testified Daniel had the
reflexes of a newborn infant and
had to be fed with a syringe
inserted in his mouth.

Fagan said the boy apparently
could not see, hear or move.

"“But nurses have told me that
now and then there are tears in
his eyes,”’ the doctor testified.

Some of the jurors wept when
the doctor testified.

Prosecutor Hogan Stripling,
in the closing arguments
Wednesday asked the jury to
tell *‘this community what you
think of this behavior’™

The eight-woman, four-man
jury deliberated about an hour
before convicting Lozier Ray
Pickering, 25. It then assessed
him the maximum 20 years
prison sentence.

Michigan were drawn in a paper
to be presented today to the
American Psychiatric Associa-
tion.
