Eleven million acres of grassland
in Nebraska, Hansas, Oolorado,
Oklnhoma and Texas wers plowod
up for the first time,

“The annual ncreage in wheat
increased over all the country from
47 million acres, average annual
production, 1808-12, to T4 millions
in 1918 and the total mcreage in
crops increased by about 40 mil-
lon acres.

“One result of all this plowing
up was the dust bowl. Thousands
of farmers saw their crops smolh-
ered with dust and their besi soll
blown away. In 1884 there ‘Wwere
such terrific dust storms that you
couldn’t see 25 feet. And when the
dust settled a little, as far as you
could mee Was an expanse of sand
and soll piled in drifta. *

“The plains were dotled with

An amazing tale of how he

stole from 15 businéss houses and
sold Joot to others was unresled
Friday afterncon by an ll-year-
old boy in a statement to mem-
bers of tha sheriff’s and police de-
partments.
The statement came as & result
of several days questioning. each
revealing a lttle additional in-
formation until Friday when ac-
counts of stealing rolled out like
a food.

He implicated his brother in a
few of ths burgiaries, and It was
the argulng between these two
that helped unfold the shocking
story, which Acting Police Chief
J. B. Bruton sald “unfortunately
Is not an isolated case”

Among the places burglarized
were Hen McCullough Garage
{twiece), Lester Auto Parts, Big
8pring Laundry, Vaughn Bakery,
Woolworth, a car near the air-
port, Crawford Cleaners, Fire-
stone, Masonic Hall, Collins Bros,,
W. 0. W, hall, Radford Wholesale
Grocery, an attempt on a printing
shop, and Hanshaw-Queen Motor
Co.

Loot ranged from tires, wrist
walches, change, stamps, Iinner-
tubes, and car wheels to silver-
ware, flashlights, sword and s
host of miscellaneous Items wsuch
an food and confections.

Ironically, In two instances, he
told how he had marketed stolen
Items to certaln reputable con-
cerna ons or more times only to
turn around and then break into
that place. At one place, he sold
stolen articles—including a brand
new tire with a small hole In it
for 80 cents—three timea

While officers were surprised
by the extent of admitted and
verified depredations, they mar-
velled at the apparenit ease with
which he had besn able to sell
stolen material

Most of the things went at
ridiculously low prices. A new
tire, which had ons small hole in
it, brought him 60 centa. A dealer
bought in two swords stolen from
the W. O. W. bhall for 55 centa
Another business bought in 10
dosen wmets (sald by officers to
contain a knife, fork and two

Four-Bale-To-Acre Cotton

Grown On Yon Roeder Farm

Four bales from an sore of cot-
ton—this la the almost unbelieva-
ble record of the Von Roeder
Farms In the Knapp community of
southeastern Borden oounty.

Some of the May plantinga of the
farms made three bales of cotton
per acre, but the biggest yileld
came from an acre measured out
of one of the most productive spots
in’ one of the highest yisiding
fiflds, Results: A total of 5550
pounds of pleked seed cotton. Since
the Von Roeder Farm has a record
of 40 per cent lint for this cotton,
it meant four full bales. Based on
the government’'s figure of 483
potnds lint net for the bale, It had
possibllities of four and a hall.

Certainly this Is belleved to be
a record for any non-irrigated cot-
top patch in the state, and some
have contended that It possibly s
s record for any type of cotton
in the state.

On & large soale, Von Roeder's
averaged three bales and 2250
potnds of cotton seed per acre last
year. A factor making thls even
more phenomenal Is that the yleld
was obtained from a planting of
only four pounds of cotion seed
per acre, and from a new method
of planting.

For the past four years Von Roe-
der Farms planted two rows of
cotton 40 inches apart, and then
sklpped three 40-inch rows, leaving
blank strip 10 feet wide; thus only
the rows planted to cotton are
counted against the allotment.

Wider spacing of plants in the
rows and the strip of “retired” land
between the two rows provides
more soll moisture and plant food
for the plants, enabling production
of more mature bolls, Not only I

the yleld higher, but the staple
alightly longer than cotton planted
in normal rows 38 to 40 Inches
apart,

Another Interesting feature Is
the spacing of planits 24 inches
apart In the rows to allow each the
maximum of sunlight and alr. This
has been found to materially re-
duce dumage from insects that do
their worst in thickly planted cot-
ton.

Von Roeder Farms plants cotton
with a corn-planting attachment
running on the slow speed of &
tractor. This method drops three
or four seed in each hill and main-
tains the spacing in the rows,

the Kemgas process—a dry method
In which hydrochlorie acld fumes
do the work.

County Agent O. P. Griffin urged
that to forestall any shortage, sach
farmer check up on any supply he
has on hand, test it for germina-
tion, and keep It carefully.

Possibly becauss of decay on ac-
dount of wet conditions during the
harvest last fall, much damage haa
bean reported to cottonseed, sudan
seed, and other grain. It is Itke-
ly, Griffin said, that muoh malze
and other grain sorghums will be
found ‘worthless when planting
time comes.

A heavy losa In cottonseed was
reported by the Von Roéder farma
in Borden county, Bince this farm
is operated principally for wseed-
breading purposes, it |s assumed
that their seed is am well cared for
AR any.

In the Lubbock area much ecot-
tonseed was lost. Requests for
seed have been numerous from
contral and east Texas, but this
may be due to the short crop iIn
that area.

Beveral reports of poor germina-
tion in sudan seed have been heard
in Howard county.

Griffin pointed out that In malk-
ing a germination test It ls advis-
able to take grain from the middle
of the bin, since that on top may
be good while decay may have af-
facted that below tha surface,

Farmers may send seed samples
to the state department of agricul-
ture at Austin, or to seed testing
department at Texas Technological
college, Lubbock, for Llests.

Within a few days, Griffin plans
to publicizse directions for making
tests at home, for the benefit of
farmers who prefar not to ship
their seed away,
