Iranian Planes Bomb

Outskirts of Baghdad

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) —
Iranian warplanes bombed
the outskirts of Baghdad, and
Tehran elaimed the Iraqis us-
ed ground-to-ground missiles
for the first time in the war,
killing 60 Iranian civilians
and wounding 300. Iran also
said Iraqi invaders threaten-
ing Ahwaz, capital of

Khuzistan Province, were
thrown back 13 miles.
Iraq claimed its forces

“continued to destroy enemy
installations and to strike at
military and economic
targets deep in Iranian ter-
ritory, inflicting heavy losses

in life and equipment.” But
there was no comment on the
missile claim or word on the
progress of its key offensive
to complete the conquest of

“the Iranian port of Khorram-

shahr and move on to the
neighboring refinery city of
Abadan.

King Hussein of Jordan,
brushing aside American and
British warnings following
his declaration of support for
Iraq, said he would send Jor-
danian troops to fight
alongside the Iraqis if they
were needed. But he said that
was not imminent yet.

machine are unavailable on
the world market.

The State Department said
information gathered by the
four U.S. electronic observa-
tion planes sent to Saudi
Arabia last week was being
made available to friendly
countries in the war zone to
lessen the threat of air at-
tacks on them. The informa-
tion was reported going to
Kuwait and the United Arab
Emirates, both major oil pro-

Defense Claims Key Witness
In Brilab Case Habitual Liar

HOUSTON (AP) — Defense
attorneys paraded four
witnesses across the stand to
try to unveil the shady
character of an FBI infor-
mant, portray a labor leader
as a “‘dutiful stooge’ and em-
phasize the ‘‘trusting’’ nature
of Texas House Speaker Billy
Clayton.

The defense opened its case
in the Texas Brilab trial
Wednesday, promising to
show that Joseph Hauser, the
government’'s key witness,
was a habitual liar “who
speaks only five percent of
the truth.”

A former legislative aide,
Jack Gullahorn, was called
as a character witness for
Clayton.

Gullahorn described the
speaker as ‘‘trusting ... pro-
bably the most honest, up-
front, vulnerable person I've
ever met” and acknowleged
he told Clayton to hold unac-
cepted campaign contribu-
tions.

Clayton, Austin attorneys
Randall Wood and Donald
Ray and labor leader L.G.
Moore are charged with ex-
tortion, racketeering, fraud
and conspiracy in an alleged
insurance kickback scheme.

Prosecutors have claimed
Clayton accepted a $5,000
cash bribe from Moore,
regional director of the Inter-
national Operating Engineers
Union,

Moore, who is to be tried
separately, relayed the
money from Hauser allegedly
in exchange for Clayton’s in-
fluence to reopen bidding on a
$76 million-a-year state
employees insurance con-
tract. -

Clayton, however, has said

the money was a campaign
contribution and he planned
to return it.

Defense attorneys tried un-
successfully to convince U.S.
District Judge Robert O'Con-
or the defendants were vic-
tims of government éntrap-
ment.

‘“The government says
Moore’s the leader of the
pack,” said defense attorney
Ray Minton. But Hauser and
two undercover FBI agents
“put it all together” and
Moore was their “‘dutiful
stooge,”” Minton argued.

Gullahorn, an Austin at-
torney, told jurors he advised
Clayton to keep the money
locked and in a separate
place so it would not be

recorded as a campaign con-
tribution.

I told him to put it in a box
and give it back, don’t send it
over (to his campaign
treasurer),” Gullahorn said.

U.S. Attorney J.A. “Tony”
Canales asked Gullahorn,
“How do you explain L.G.
Moore's support?”’

He replied, ‘“He’s not in the
mainstream of organized
labor. Moore was a personal
friend of the speaker.”

Earlier Wednesday,
defense attorneys repeatedly
attempted to discredit the
Hauser's testimony.

Hauser, now serving' a
30-month term in federal
prison for insurance fraud,
posed as a Prudential Life In-

surance consultant during the
FBI's 10-month undercover
investigation.

During his appearance as a
prosecution witness, Hauser
said he had been instrumen-
tal in giving two youths an op-
portunity to attend
Georgetown University Law
School because of his close
relationship with a faculty
member.

Barbara King, the school’s
registrar, said the two people
named by Hauser as law
students never attended and
the faculty member sup-
posedly his friend never
taught at the university.

The informant also said
that although some of his in-
surance companies had been
plauged by financial troubles
in past years all claims had
been paid and no one had lost
apenny.

Rosemary Angrisani, of
Orlando, Fla., told jurors her
husband had purchased an
$18,000 insurance policy with
a Hauser company and had
paid preimums of $102 a
month for four years.

At the death of her hus-
band, she said, the Hauser-

associated company had been
placed in receivership and
she did not receive any
benefits.

G. Odell Turner, liquidation
director of the Florida
Department of Insurance,
testified a firm in which
Hauser and five other people
owned 35 percent of the stock
had te be placed in receiver-
ship and that policy holders
would receive no more than
20 cents on the dollar for their
investment.

Turner also noted a Justice
Department strike force
revealed Hauser had siphon-
ed $11.7 million from the in-
surance company.

The most common work-at-
home promotion seeks people
to stuff envelopes even
though envelope-stuffing to-
day is a highly mechanized
operation. Literally
thousands fall victim each
year, the postmaster said,
despite the fact that many
people realize no company
could afford to pay people to
perform such a chore by
hand.

“Unfortunately, it is the
elderly or low income people
who lose money to these con

men,” the postmaster said,

“and that makes this kind of
scheme particularly

The postmaster suggested
the next time readers see an

ad for a work-at-horhe
scheme, they clip it out and
send it to him so postal in-
spectors can be among the
first to examine it.

‘Guardian Angels’

Look for

NEW YORK (AP) — In red
berets and white T-shirts, the
Guardian Angels ride the sub-
ways, buses and ferries look-
ing for trouble. They've found
it — in a surprising quarter.

These self-styled foes of the
criminal element tightening
its reign of terror in the na-
tion's largest city carry no
weapons and take no pay.
They're armed with the mar-
tial arts — and expected a
New York thanks would be
their compensation.

It hasn't turned out that
way.

Some transit police resent
them, and others call them
vigilantes bent on taking the
law into their own hands.
Mayor Edward Koch has ad-
vised the Angels — mostly
blacks and Hispanics — “‘if
you want to engage in para-
military activity, join the
auxiliary police."”

It was a simmering feud
until Sunday, when one of the
Angels — 17-year-old Nelson
Joga — allegedly ran afoul of
the law in a Brooklyn subway
station.

Joga was escorting 28-year-
old Barbara Weissman to the
platform about 8 p.m. when,
according to police, officer
Sherif Ali, 32, spotted him
smoking a cigarette — a
violation of the law.

Officer Ray Montoro, a
candidate for treasurer in the
Transit Patrolmen’s
Benevolent Association’s up-
coming election, was among
those involved in the incident.
When confronted, he says,
Joga “‘went into a spiel.”

“I'm a Guardian Angel.
I'm here to protect the
public,” he quoted Joga as
saying. Then the youth turned
abusive, police said, hurling
obscenities and refusing to
identify himself.

Five patrolmen responded
to a radio call for assistance,
and Joga was subdued in a
struggle. Montoro was
treated for a sprained right
hand. Joga's head was cut
and he required stitches.

The Angel was charged

" with assault, disorderly con-

duct, resisting arrest and
smoking in the subway. After
a hearing several hours later,
Joga was freed without bail.

But there is another side to
this story. Miss Weissman
says Joga was “‘accused un-
justly.” Joga says he wasn’t
smoking. And the leader of
the Guardian Angels, 25-year-
old Curtis ‘‘Rock"’ Sliwa, says
the arrest was intended to
enhance Montoro's uniop am-
bitions.

“The police officer was
very abusive,'”” Miss
Weissman said Wednesday at
a news conference. ‘‘He was

_ nasty and he acted like he

was looking for a fight. I
didn't see any cigarette, but I
can't say for sure.

“They just jumped him,”
she continued. “...The boy

Trouble

never started a fight. The
police started it.”

Silwa blames Montoro. “I
think he used it (the incident)
as a platform for his cam-
paign for union office,” he
said.

For more than a year, the
Guardian Angels have been
seeking and getting attention
for their subway and parks
patrols. The arrest of one of
their members was news —
and the man who called
reporters was Montoro.

Union spokesman James
Groark says it's not unusual
for transit police officers to
call reporters when they
can't reach public relations
people.

But Montoro makes no
secret of his dislike for the
young men.

“If they were out to help,
we would be the first to
welcome them,” he declared
at the time of the arrest.
“They are vigilantes who
have embarked on and com-
mitted shakedowns. I've
never seen them heip anyone
in my nine years of service.”

Crime has been on the rise
for years in New York City’s
sprawling network of
underground railways, and
the Guardian Angels were
conceived in February 1979
as a citizen's response to the
problem.

The group began as ‘‘The
Magnificent 13,” headed by
Sliwa, a former McDonald’s
restaurant manager from
The Bronx. In September,
patrols were expanded to
Central Park, the Staten
Island Ferry, buses and
areas frequented by the
elderly.

At the same time, the group
— which now claims 500
members and chapters in
New Jersey and Connecticut
— took the name “‘Guardian
Angels.”

The Guardian Angels get no
government or private sub-
sidies, and each member
pays his own fare for subway
patrols, Sliwa says. But since
Sept. 15, 1979, they have had
one request: some recogni-
tion from New York City
Mayor Edward Koch.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
Federal Trade Commission
official says proposed auto
import restrictions would, if
enacted, cost consumers bet-
ween $3 billion and $5 billion a
year.

Michael Lynch of the FTC's
Bureau of Economics says
the limits, now being con-
sidered by the U.S. Interna-
tional Trade Commission,
would drive down competi-
tion and drive up prices.

Lynch testified before the
ITC as it opened hearings
Wednesday into a request by

the Ford Motor Co. to limit
imports to 1.7 million vehicles
a year for the next five years.
The hearings continued to-
day, with officials of
Japanese automakers, the
main object of Ford's com-
plaint, stating their case.
Lynch said American car-
makers, rather than seeking
to limit foreign competition,
should offer more autos ap-
pealing to potential buyers.
Ford and other American
automakers say it will take
five years and perhaps $80
billion to retool their

assembly lines from large-
car to small-car production.
Supporting the carmakers’
plea to restrict foreign com-
petition, United Auto
Workers President Donald
Fraser charged that
Japanese producers have
been determined to “‘exploit”
the American market by in-
creasing exports during “a
period of panic-buying of
small, high (mileage) cars."”
The tide of Japanese
vehicles *‘simply overwhelm-
ed” U.S. automakers, he
said, also charging that the

As a teenager, he had
discovered an interest in
woodworking. He also had an
interest in music.

“l guess the two sort of
came together, the violin and
my wanting to learn to do
highly skilled woodworking.

““Making violins seemed
like an interesting combina-
tion of both. But where do you
learn to make violins? I
discovered there are only a
handful of violin makers in
America, none around here,

“I talked to some violin
repairmen. They all told me
about a school in England.”

So Paul Weiss left home for
three years and returned last

summer carrying two violins,
a viola and a cello, all of his

students, 12 in each grade,
from all over the world:

The basic adjustments of go-
ing to work in a hospital set-
ting after working at home or
in an eight to five job requires
an adjustment of schedules
and lifestyle for the in-
dividual nurse and for the
nurse’s family.

Coping with the pressures
of readjustment, learning
new skills and changing
responsibilities is a key ele-
ment of the new program at
Tech.

The program includes the
traditional reviews of human
development, pathology, con-
cepts of nursing practice,
nursing intervention,
management responsibilities
and updates on medications
common to most refresher
courses.

While these critical areas
are developing, the program
also fosters abilities in com-
munication skills and deci-
sion making skills which can
help the individual adjust to
new routines and respon-
sibilities.

The final two weeks of the
8-week course are spent in a
hospital setting. Adjustment
to the hospital environment
as a part of the course helps
complete the transition from
non-practice activities to
classroom to work environ-
ment.

The approach of the course
can help the non-practicing
nurse come back into active
practice and it can help
nurses working in highly
specialized areas to become
“regeneralized’’ so that they
may move from one area of
nursing to another.

The new program will
begin in January and con-
tinue through early March.
The enrollment will be
limited to 15 individuals cur-
rently not in practice but '
holding current licenses to
practice as registered nurses.

Participants in the pro-
gram earn 22 Continuing
Education Units. The CNE
program at TTUHSC is ac-
credited by the Western
Regional Accrediting Com- |
mittee of the American |
Nurses’ Association as a pro- .
vider of continuing nursing |
education. The program is |
the first of its kind in Texas to |
be accredited. L

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Effects of Summer Heat Wave Continue;
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T'ips Offered for Plant, Garden Care

ARLINGTON, Texas - The
effects of the Great Summer
Heat Wave of 1980 may con-
tinue for several years, says
Richard Warner, landscape
Manager for Six Flags Over
Texas.

: Warner, who holds a degree
In park administration and is
a state licensed landscape ar-
chitect, supervises about 35
gardeners at the theme park.

He says the landscape crew
still is attempting to cope
with the hottest, driest Texas
Summer in recent history,

Speaking of the effects of
the heat and drought, Warner
said, “Everything in this
area is brown around the
edges."”

Warner warned that some
plants, and particularly
trees, in this area might not
show damage from the heat
wave until years later,

“There may be some tree
damage in areas where there
was severe water rationing,”
he said.

“In the next few years we
may lose trees which could be
attributed back to the heat
wave,"

However, Warner said his
crew already is dealing with
autumn foliage at Six Flags.

“Plants are a lot like peo-
ple,”" Warner explained.
““The first few days when the
temperature reached over
100 degrees, we died. But,
here it is September and it's
still warm, but everyone
says, ‘So what?"

Plants can accommodate
themselves to the heat, just
like we humans do.”

But, Warner added that
heat is not the major problem
with plants. It's dehydration,
the lack of water.,

"“Drought is something you
just have to roll with,” he
said. ‘'There are even some
areas here at Six Flags that
we have trouble getting water
to and they are looking pretty
brown.

“But, if we can get water to
it, you will still see some ex-
cellent foliage."

“Don’t give up on your
yard,"” was the main piece of
advice Warner had for
horaeowners and gardeners.

“In addition to the effects

of the heat wlave. many peo-

ple think that as soon as
school starts, fall is here and
they turn off the water. It's
the same thing that causes
some people to begin wearing
winter clothes the day after
Labor Day, even though the
temperature may be in the
upper 90’s. And, this is when
they may lose their yard,” he
said.

Warner said water con-
tinues to be a critical factor in
maintining a good lawn even
deep into the winter.

“When it's dry like it is
here now, a yard could use a
good soaking at least once a
week, maybe more. And this
should be continued right up
until the first hard freeze.”

Warner also warned
against taking dead leaves as
a sign that trees are dead.

““Many trees around here
are dropping leaves now,’’ he
said. ‘'They shed these leaves

as a defense mechanism,
When there is not enough
water to support full foliage,
they begin to throw off
leaves.

““If the trees, or plants, are
still showing some green,
then they're still functioning
and they’'ll probably be
Okay."

Warner also said that now
is the time to begin planning
and planting for the spring of
1981,

Even though people are
still trying to cope with the
heat and drought, spring
bulbs are already going on
sale at area stores. Warner
said these bulbs may be

planted on through
November.
For procrastinators,

Warner suggested buying
spring bulbs now, chilling
them in a refrigerator and
then planting thern just after

Among the bulb plants
ready for planting now,
Warner listed tulips, hyacin-
ths, daffodils and crocus.

He also suggested that now
is a good time to begin think-
ing of planting a winter
garden. Vegetable plants
such as lettuce, radishes,
beets, onions, cabbage,
brocolli and mustard greens
can be planted immediately.

*“This could provide a little
winter greenery as well as
cut the grocery bill,” Warner
said. ““You can water such a
garden as cheaply as water-
ing grass. And, you don't
have to mow it. However, you
may have to watch a little
closer for insects.”

Deaf Smith County agents
have information on how to
maintain a producing winter
garden. The office is located
in the courthouse.

He said an individual must
first decide what kind of
garden they want and how
much time they will be will-
ing to devote to it.

“The more care you give,
the more you will get back,”
said Warner.

Warner is a native of Tulsa,
Oklahoma, but has lived in
Texas for almost 20 years.

because the colonization was
S0 ‘‘spontaneous, a nearly un-
controllable biological and
social process,” the govern-
ment set up the National In-
stitute for the Colonization of
the Amazon Region, accor-
ding to Jorge Arevalo, the in-
stitute’s technical director.

At least 100,000 settlers
have arrived in the jungle
since Texaco oil men punched
through the first roads in
1972.

The jungle has been silent
witness to boom and bust in
the past, beginning with the
search for El Dorado by
Spanish conquistadors. Rub-
ber and timber booms follow-
ed and then, nine years ago,
men and machines opened
the jungle to petroleum ex-
ploration.

Texaco and the state-owned
Cepe pump more than 200,000
barrels of crude oil a day out
of the jungle, sending it 312
miles through the trans-
Andean pipeline to Pacific
coast oil refineries and
tankers.

Texaco's roads wind
through the jungle to scat-
tered drilling sites. Along
those roads, settlers have
cleared away trees and
vegetation to try to make the
thin soil feed their families.

James Gilbert, a Southern
Baptist Convention mis-
sionary, arrived with the first
settlers and built his first
church here in 1973. He has
watched the settlers struggle
to keep alive.

“I've gone to the bus stop to
watch the colonizers arrive,"”
he said one hot and muggy
Sunday. ““They get off the
buses with their children, a
dog, chickens, cats, muzzle-
loading shotguns and card-
board boxes.

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them.

The Whites are poor and
they are black. In 17 years
since moving here from
Chicago, the family has lived
in old houses painted with
lead-based paint. The
children chewed on the wood-
work or ate paint chipping
from walls, and one by one
they poisoned themselves ir-
reparably.

Ben Boyd, county health
director, called it ‘“‘a terrible

machete to cut a clearing for
a place to sleep. Later they
build a roof and a dirt floor
and they call it a ‘ranchito.’ If
they survive, they eventually
get off the ground away from
the animals, the snakes and
the cougars.”

The open-air stores lining
the dusty streets of this port
town do brisk business in
chainsaws, machetes,
shovels, motorcycles,
groceries and cold beer —
everything a settler needs.

Ice cream carts on the
gravel road to Lago Agrio
tempt the barefoot pioneer
children.

“That’s a real sign of pro-
gress,” Gilbert said as he
drove his pickup past a cart.
“There weren't any people
who could afford to buy ice
cream at first. When a man
can get his children an ice
cream, it means he's over the
first hurdle.”

Gilbert said the jungle
defeats many settlers.

They start out planting
bananas, yucca and other
quick crops which require no
plowing. Within two years,
harvests drop off to nothing.

The 30il is too thin, and
rainfall — which averages 8
inches a year in the jungle,
and can go as high as 200 in-
ches — leaches nutrients
from the soil, stripped of its
natural vegetation.

Ocelots and jaguars eat the
settlers' chickens; poisonous
snakes are hazards off the
beaten track.

Gilbert said the settlers

survive in part by eating
parrots

monkeys, and
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tragedy” and acknowledged

Not long ago, a Colombian
road surveying team en-
countered crossed lances
placed on a trail by Auca In-
dians. “‘When we saw the
lances, we didn't go any far-
ther,”” said contractor II-
defonso Munoz.

Munoz, who has spent
many years in the jungle,
said Indians had killed three
or four oil workers since the
wells were drilled.

““The government has
designated reservations, but
where there is petroleum,
reservations don't mean very
much,” Munoz said.

Munoz and Gilbert both
said the only solution is to br-
ing the Auca into the modern
world.

Boyd said agencies tend to
think of psychological or
genetic reasons for
in children, not medical
reasons.

“It never really occurred to
us that this could be a pro-
blem,”” said Dr. C.B.
Saksena, a Bloomington
pediatrician and one of
several doctors who examin-
ed the White children over the
years.

l.ead-based paint was used
in houses constructed
generally before 1950.
Thousands still stand, in big
cities and small.

A study published in the
Journal of the American
Medical Association in 1972
found lead in the blood of
almost 19 percent of the
children examined in 14 Il-
linois cities with populations
ranging from 10,000 to
150,000.

“The findings suggest that
pediatric lead intoxication is
not confined to urban slums,
but does occur with alarming
frequency in smaller com-
munities,” the study said.

Nationwide testing between
Oct. 1, 1978, and Sept. 30, 1979,
found lead poisoning in about
7 percent of all children
tested, showing up in such
cities as Portland, Maine;
Waterbury, Conn.; Lyn-
chburg, Va.; Milwaukee,
Wis.; New Orleans, La., and
Davenport, lowa.

Gareth Johnson, who heads
Illinois' 7-year-old lead detec-
tion program, says doctors in
smaller cities just don’t think
in terms of lead poisoning.
Early signs are lethargy,

vomiting and weight loss.

““Those things could be at-
tributed to so many things
that in its early stages it is
unreasonable for us to expect
a physician to make a

i " based on symp- -
toms, Johnson said.
